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Canton Trustees 
Reject Moceri 

ins Bid

two years of controversy 

over the Moceri Project, the 
Canton Township Board of 
Trustees, at the April 8 meeting, 
denied approval of rezoning for 
the Planned Shopping Center. 
This denial is the final decision, 
pending a possible appeal to the 
Wayne County Circuit Court. 

James Poole, Canton Trustee, 
explained that after many public 
hearings, it was quite apparent 
that the residents were against 
the shopping center. Poole 
then made the motion to deny 
the rezoning of the southeastern 
corner of Joy and Sheldon 
Road. The motion was carried 
by James Poole, Brian Schwall, 
John Flodin and opposed by 
<5rant—Campbell, and Donald 
Korte. Members Philip Dingeldy 
and Robert Griff en were absent 
due to illness. The decision was 
met with loud applause from the 
audience. 

The Moceri Project started, 
back in Dec. of 1971, when the 
land was purchased by Moceri 
Building Co. A short time later, 
Moceri and Schostak Brothers 
Real Estate got. together to 
propose the regional Shopping 
Center. In March of 1972, the 
project was submitted to the 
Canton Planning Commission. 

The first strong opposition to 
the project came at the Jan. of 
1973, public hearing. The plan 
then went to the Wayne County 
Planning. Commission for their 
recommendations, but was 
denied due to the inadequacy of 
the roads to handle the traffic. 

The Planning Commission 
suggested that alterations be 
made and the plan resubmitted. 
The new plan was brought to a 
public hearing-in Jan. of 1974» 
where an estimated~600 people 
attended - mostly opposing the 
project. The major concerns of 
the project were traffic, location 
near residential and school areas, 
increased size of Morton Taylor 
Road and saturation of shopping 
centers in the area. Despite 
public opposition at the hearing 
t h e C a n t o n P l a n n i n g 
Commission unanimously voted 
to approve the rezoning. The 
proposal then went back to 
Wayne County Planning 
Commission where it was 
approved. 

With the Canton Township 
Board of Trustees' decision to 
deny the rezoning application, 
the project is now dead. Moceri 
representatives did not specify 
whether or not they would 
appeal the decision to the Wayne 
County Circuit Court.

The Joe Crissey Walk-a-thon, 
sponsored by the Plymouth 
merchan t s last Saturday 
morning, was hopefully setting 
its goal to collect $1,000.

The walk-a-thon started out 
with a presentation from State 
Senator Carl Pursell who 
brought with him a resolution 
from the state proclaiming the 
day, April 13, 1974, as "Joey 
Crissey Day" in the state of 
Michigan.

Commission approyed five 
resolutions, set a date for a 
public hearing on a proposed 
construction project, and held a 
public hearing on the vacation of 
a portion-of Penniman Avenue, 
du r ing the regular city 
commission meeting, Monday, 
April 15th.

After nearly half an hour of 
discussion, the commissioners 
voted to hold the vacation of 
Penniman in abeyance utftij May 
6th and refer the matter 
concerning Mr. Wilcox's 
property to the City Manager for 
further consideration. 

The City Commission also 
approved an action designating 
certain streets as bicycle routes 
in the City.

He received'his 
Ph.D. from CoJumki&JJniversity, 
summa cum laude, in 1949. 

Dr. May served as a teacher at 
the American College in 
Salonikii, Greece, from 1930 to 
1933. He then went to Michigan 
State College for two years as a 
counselor to men students. In 
1943 Dr._May___went to the 
College of The City of New 
Y or k—3 g aifl-—as - a student 
counselor. 

During the 1950'sand I960's 
Dr. May spent much of his time 
writing such books as the 
Meaning of Anxiety, Man's 
Search for Himself, Existence: A 
New Dimension in Psychiatry 
and Psychology, Symbolism in 
Religion and, Literature, 
Psychology and the Human 
Dilemma, arid Love and Will. 

In the recent past, Dr. May his 
been a visiting professor at 
Harvard University; fellow of 
B'r-anford Col lege, Yale 
University; lecturer with rank of 
p r o f e s s o r , P r i n c e t o w n 
University; lecturer, New School 
for Social Research; and visiting 
professor, Ya4e University. ~~ 

Currently, Dt, May works as a 
psychoanalyst in New York and 
serves as a supervisory and 
training analyst at the William 
Alanson White Institute of 
Psychiatry, Psychology and 
Psychoanalysis.

from Detroit Diesel's Director of 
Strategic Planning, Kenneth L. 
Hulsing, Plymouth- Canton 
Principal, Kent Buikema, and 
automotive instructor, Richard 
P a n k o , indicated that the 
equipment would be a valuable 
asset to the school's industrial 
arts department. 

"This type of engine," stated 
Detroit Diesel representative, 
Bruce Goodsite, "has uses in the 
truck area and in the general 
construction and industrial field. 

' i t would be a relatively small 
engine (ot a truck," Goodsite 
explained, "and would go into a 
medium duty truck or t school 
bus.

construction machinery, in a lot 
of generator.sets, in work boats, 
pleasure boats and things of this 
kind," said Goodsite. 

The diesel engine is capable of

dynamometer is used for testing 
engine performance, is equipped 
to handle any type of engine up 
to 800 horsepower, and is 
capable of producing 4,500 
revolutions per minutes. 

"It 's not a new engine," 
Goodsite elaborated, "and it 
normally would have been 
scrapped. But rather than do 
that, the division (Detroit Diesel 
is a division of General Motors) 
felt that it could be of good use 
over here.
