headway and situation is serious

enough so that escape may have

to be through the windows.
If smoke is light proceed to

 the other bedrooms and awaken
~others. If smoke is thick close

the door and awaken the others
by shouting and pounding on
the door. There is usually a
smoke free area about 18 inches

above the floor and crawling on -

hands and knees will enable you

- to breathe this air.

If the door is closed upon
awakening to the smell of smoke
and the light is on then the door
should be checked for warmth,

If one were to open a hot door,

a wave of super-heated smoke
and toxic gas under considerable

‘pressure would instantly engulf

him, render him unconscious or
even Kkill him., Feeling the
temperature of the door is all

" important!

A problem arises when a home
has someone who is quite ill or
bedfast. In these cases it is
that the person’s
deoor be closed every night since
the fire must be delayed as long

as possible until the firemen

arrive, If you have this situation
it is wise to inform -the fire
department and windows in
their bedrooms should be
marked on upper left corners
(looking from the outside)
alerting the firemen for a speedy
rescue operatxon

 Escape through a window —
one-story homes almost
everyone can drop the distance
to the ground without injury.
However if the bedroom has
only half - windows four or five
feet above the floor it would be
necessary to use a chair, dresser

or ladder to climb on before

squeezing through the window.
Second floor bedrooms means a
drop of 15 to 20 feet to the
ground. For older children this
might not be too serious but for
adults it could be almost
impossible.
