~ There hasn’t been a whole lot
of good news for motorists
recently. But there’s one ray of
sunshine today for those who
travel M-14 through the

"Plymouth and Livonia areas.

State Senator Carl Pursell of
Plymouth, in cooperation with
James Houk, director of the
Plymouth - Canton Development
Commission revealed  that the

Michigan Highway -Department

is now ready to proceed with
plans to improve a 4.2 mile
stretch of the important artery
from just west of Sheldon Road,
to Hines Drive.
