areas. On the basis of this
evidence, there is no reason to

- think that the District i non -

competitive  in attracting and
retaining teachers.

The ‘question of equity, of

course, is the most difficult to

determine. Someone inevitably
will raise the question of
teachers working only nine
months of the year while others
will' point out the educational
training required to become a
teacher. There is no question
that teachers as a group were
grossly underpaid 15-20 years
ago; #t is, however, difficult to
reach that same conclusion
today.

improvement that has been
‘made in salarfies in
several ycars, and (2) the

automatic “increments” that are
built into the salary schedule.
Although there have been
discussions of increases in the
five to six per cent range
