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Hotel, Bank Planning $1 Million Development

“It’s only the tip of the iceberg.”
That was how Ralph Lorenz, owner of 

the Mayflower Hotel, and Charles Heidt, 
president of the First National Bank of 
P lym outh , described their recent 
downtown developments.

Heidt’s bank, which opened two weeks 
ago, and Lorenz’s new motel unit, 
scheduled to open in mid-December, are 
only the beginning, they say, of what 
will be a $L million development in the 
area bounded by the Mayflower Meeting 
House and Main, Wing and Deer streets.

The development, which would be 
built by the Lorenz family, would 
include a central, colonial - style building 
for the bank of at least 10,000 sq. ft.

‘‘But this could grow in size,” Heidt 
added.

In addition, the tentative plans now 
call for a ‘‘downtown living” project.

Originally, the project was to have 
included two office buildings on each 
side of the central bank building. But 
that idea has been dropped, Lprenz said, 
because of the difficulty of providing 
adequate parking (legal requirements 
could be met> and the uncertainties of 

- commercial office space rental.
In addition, Lorenz said, there is a 

need for “downtown living.
“Living in the downtown area is a key 

to its survival,” the hotel owner said. 
“And there are a lot of people who have 
no place to gov (for living downtown). 
It’s that simple.”

He said that while plans for the living 
units have not been drawn up yet, he 
envisions a plan that would have

maintenance of the units under the 
auspices of the hotel.

A lthough  the p lans fo r the 
development have not been formally 
presented to the city, Hedit and Lorenz 
did discuss the bank building and 
original office: building proposals
informally with the city commission and 
the city planning commission some 
months ago.

Since the formal revised plans have not 
been developed yet and must be 
submitted to the city for approval, it is 
unknown how much time it will take 
develop the block.

But Heidt estimated that construction 
of the central bank building could be 
completed within 12-15 months of the 
groundbreaking.

Attorney Finds New

The question of whether or 
not Canton’s ,$1.48 million 
budget for 1975 is legal has been 
resolved.

With nearly eight months 

elapsed since the deadline for 
filing property taxes without 
penalty, a number of Plymouth 
com m unity school district 
property owners — including 
some of its larger taxpayers -  
have yet to come to terms with 
the county treasurer.

According to Ray Hoedel, 
assistant superintendent for 
business, and School Board 
Treasurer Thomas Yack, the 
delinquency rate is higher in 
Canton Township than in other 
areas of the district.

While more than 90 per cent 
of school taxes were paid by 
March 1 in the City of Plymouth 
and Plym outh Township, 
Canton lagged behind, with only 
about 86 per cent of its school 
taxes paid.

Delinquent taxpayers violate 
no law. They have nearly-three 
years to pay their taxes, which 
increase under a four per cent 
delinquency penalty  and 
one-half of one per cent per 
month interest.

Yack noted at the last school 
board meeting, however, that 
the penalty charge is far lower 
than  current interest rates, 
providing some large taxpayers 
with a profitable loophole which 
allows them to invest the money 
during the penalty period at a 
high interest rate, 12 per cent 
fo r example^ This makes it

individual residents who through 
hardship cannot afford to pay 
their tax bills on time.

While not singling out specific 
taxpayers, Yack charged that 
corporations with larger tax bills 
are more likely to take 
advantage of the lower 
delinquency rate.

Whatever their motives, he 
expressed particular concern 
over the possibility  that 
apartment dwellers who expect 
their school taxes to be included 
in their rent might in effect be 
deprived of their right to pay 
taxes if an apartment owner 
withheld his payment.

‘ ‘T h a t ’s an individual 
decision,” he said. “When you’re 
in an apartment complex you 
haven’t got anything to say.” He 
termed such circumstances a 
“moral” issue. v

According to Yack, if larger 
taxpayers were quicker to pay 
their taxes it would also “help us 
(the schools) out in terms of 
budgeting.”

“I’d like to recieve 100 per 
cent of our taxes,” Hoedel said.

profitable to invest tire money at 
tire high rate and take the four 
per cent penalty later.

“They’re following the letter 
of the law, but not really the 
spirit of tite law,” Yack said of 
corporations which might 
consider the practice. *

The school board passed a 
resolution last week expressing 
its support for legislation that 
would raise the penalty rate to 
discourage the withholding of 
tax payments for profit.

Board members stressed that 
some delinquency provisions 
must be maintained to protect

•remaining taxes reflect the 
schools’ share of property taxes 
on a section of property valued 
at more than $2.4 million.

The DPW head’s deaaon on 
the seal coating came to tight on 
Nov. 6 when he wrote a letter to 
Yockey asking that the paving 
company be paid for the 
“emergency” job. Vogras took 
price quotes from several 
companies before authorizing 
the job, Yockey said.

In an unanimous action 
M o n d a y  n ig h t the  c ity  
commission created a street 
from a nondescript back alley 
and still adjourned in time to see 
Sonny Corleone gunned down in 
th e  c o n c lu s io n  o f The 
Godfather.

Like a sow’s ear transformed 
overnight to a silk purse, a 
nameless stretch of pavement 
may become one of the city’s 
most notable addresses.

Giving an identity to the alley, 
which serves as an access route 
from Ann Arbor Trail to the 
Central Parking Lot, was much 
more than a whimsical addition 
to city street maps, however.

The move has its practical 
aspects. A handful of businesses 
in  build ings w hich face 
Penniman, Main and Ann Arbor 
Trail actually open onto the

“Joppa Place.” Similarly, several 
residents are renovating lofts in 
upper stories of those buildings 
as apartments.

U n til now , neither the 
merchants nor the residents have 
been able to  get mail deliveries 
at their doors, as jthe post office 
could only deliver to the 
Penniman, Main or Ann Arbor 
Trail addresses. Joppa Place gives
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them street numbers they can 
call theii_awnr--------------

The name itself adds touch of 
history to the downtown area. 
According to Tex Thomann, a 
resident of one of the Joppa 
Place lofts and a member of the 
planning commission, modem 
Plymouth grew up around two 
different crossroads which were 
se ttle d  in the early 19th. 
Century.

One of the settlements was 
Podunk, a cluster of buildings at 
the comer of what is now Main 
and Ann Arbor Trail. Why not 
call the alley Podunk Place? “We 
passed by that one,” Thomann 
said. . _ ,

Joppa, located near the present 
comer o f Main and Mill St

Joppa Place it abo distinctive 
became it’s  the city’s only toll 
road — one o f two access routes 
for can  entering the Central Lot 
-  to  driven  who want to cruise 
it wffl have to pay by the hour.

B e y o n d  i t s  u n u s u a l
