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Kidney Transplant Recipient Gets

Of all the gifts you might 
receive at Christmas, none could 
be more precious than the gift of 
life.

Andre Hartnett of Plymouth 
Township has received this gift 
not once but twice within the 
last two years: when he became 

^  the recipient in two separate 
kidney transplant operations.

Hartnett, father of five and a 
former outstanding high school 
athlete,, first learned of his battle

with kidney disease about 16 
years ago. ,

A bout with the flu lasted too 
long to be just that. The doctors 
then discovered that his kidneys 
were not functioning normally 
and that he would be faced with 
the problem of progressive 
kidney failure.

Hartnett says that kidney 
/disease is “totally systemic,” 

that is, that it affects the entire 
body. Anemia appears, followed 
by gradual weakness, shortness

of breath,, tiredness and finally, 
uremia and heart failure.

About a year before the first 
transplant on Nov. 28, 1972, 
Hartnett began dialysis, going in 
three days a week, six hours a 
day, to use a kidney machine. 
Eventually even that began to 
fail him and he entered Mt. 
Carmel Hospital, where he came 
to spend seven months.

Waiting for a proper match for 
a kidney transplant can be a 
lengthy affair. At that time it

was thought that a family 
member donor was essential and 
Hartnett’s sister moved from 
California to undergo matching 
procedures — which later were 
found unsuitable.

Finally, a donor was located, 
but not before Hartnett had 
wasted away from his strapping 
215 pounds to only 109. The 
transplant was performed and, 
despite some bad side effects to 
the drugs he was taking, 
Hartnett recovered enough to

come home.
“My wife, Joanne, was the real 

hero through it all. It was a long 
time coming for us, so she was 
ready when it happened. But she 
still had to get up and get the 
kids off in the morning, then 
come to see me in the hospital, 
then go off to school herself. It 
turned out to be a 20-hour day 
for her.”

Despite the advances that 
doctors have made in the

Twp. Fire Station Stalled
In an unexpected announce­

ment last Tuesday (Dec. 10), 
Plymouth Township Supervisor
J.D. McLaren told township 
board members that plans for 
the new township fire station 
might have to be temporarily 
halted.

The new station, which was 
b e in g  d e s ig n e d  by the  
architectural firm of Cummins & 
Barnard of Ann Arbor, would be 
constructed on Wilcox Road 
next to the Lakepointe Branch 
of Detroit Bank and Trust. This 
new facility will take the place 
of the old fire hall, which is 
located on Schoolcraft Road.

That facility will be tom down 
due to the construction of the 
expressway, which will be 
completed in late 1975.

It seem s, however, that 
construction on the new site will 
now be halted because of a 
visibility problem which will 
affect Detroit Bank and Trust if 
the new station were built on 
the planned site.

Detroit Bank and Tlust has a 
“set - back” clause within their 
lease that indicates that a 
building must be far enough 
back from Wilcox road for 
Detroit Bank and Trust to be 
visible.

P l y m o u t h  Township and 
Detroit Bank and Trust officials 
will meet today (Wed.) to try to 
resolve th e  problem. The 
building could be built on the 
site if it were located in a 
d i f fe ren t  position and the 
architectural design changed 
slightly.

In a communication sent to 
the trustees, Baker requested 
that the board consider issuance 
erf a Hotel Class B SDM license.

One third of the city police 

department’s administrators are 
inact ive due t o  extended 
illnesses.

But that has not cut back 
p a t r o l  s e r v i c e s  because  
“Everyone’s working a little 
harder and a little longer," said 
Police Chief Tim Ford.

Of the six top administrators 
in the department, two are 
currently disabled.

Lt. Roger Vanderveen, head of 
the detective bureau, has been 
out of action since April due to 
severe arthritis in both legs.

Lt. William Guldner is now 
recovering in St. Joseph Hospital 
from an apparent heart attack 
suffered last week.
. Responsibilities of the other 
two lieutenants, Henry Berghoff 
and Rodney Cannon, have been 
shifted to avoid cutting back 
patrols, Ford said.

“ We have been able to  
maintain the 'sam e level of 
s e r v ic e  b y  p a ttin g  th e  
a d m in is tr a tiv e  lie u te n a n t 
(Cannon) back on the rood and 
die assistant chief is back on the 
road m ote.

“And T m  next,” Ford added. 
“I’ve taken road patrol before 
and 111 do it again.

“We’re using a lot of short 
range manipulation of the 
schedule, but you can’t  do that 
for a long period of time — you 
can do it on a short range basis.

“ This is our short term 
capability," the chief said. “We 
just couldn't do this day in and 
day out.”

Ford said it was not known 
how long both Vanderveen and 
Guldner would be out of action.

“Never in this departm ent 
have we had this much dfeabiity 
on a long term ,” die chief

added. During the summer 
m o n t h s  there were several 
patrolmen out on disability -  
more than usual -  “but we got 
along fine then, too," Ford said.

“We shifted people around, so 
we survived it."

But the current disabilities in 
th e  p o l i c e  d e p a r t m e n t ’s 
administration may be more 
noticeable than were those in 
the rank and file personnel.

A l th o u g h  Ford  stressed, 
“There is no reduction in 
services or in administrative 
capability," he said some long 
range p rog ram s  (such as 
u p d a t i n g  d e p a r t m e n t  
regulations) have been deferred.

The decision to supplement 
road patrols w ith departm ent 
adm inistrators is not the usual 
staffing^ back-up situation, Ford 
said. Usually the  patrols are cut

School board members are 

generally elected for the first 
time through the backing of 
special interest groups.

As a leader emerges in a group 
which is lobbying for the school 
board for some purpose, it often 
happens that the others in the 
group say, “Why don’t you run 
for the board?”

T h u s ,  we usually see a 
“teachers' candidate,” a “safety 
committee’s candidate,” a “year 
round school candidate,” or a 
“sports’ candidate.”

The group from which the 
candidate rises may have enough 
votes by itself to elect their 
friends if the field of candidates 
is a large one or the candidate 
may appeal to two or more 
groups.

And so, we get new school 
board members whose interest in 
the educational system was 
begot by involvement in one or 
several particular areas.

Although the -school board 
elections are “at large,” board 
members are elected at- large 
rather than from districts or 
wards), it often happens that the 
voters of a particular school 
attendance area can get a 
neighbor elected.

Once these candidates who are 
catapulted into office through 
their interests or geographical 
locations, are seated on the 
board, it is natural they “look 
after their own.”

But the sign of a good school 
board member is his or her 
attention to each issue before 
the board from the standpoint 
of the school district as a whole.

A good trustee will weigh each 
decision from its impact on 
everyone in the district.

Plymouth school board could be 
in for long Monday nights if 
they have to live up to their own 
rules when they meet in the 
little  theater at Plymouth -

“No Smoking” warnings in the 
building went unheeded until 
the last meeting, when students 
who were there for the school’s 
open house brought out big 
sings: “No Smoking anywhere 
inside the building by order of 
the fire marshal.”

The students’ healthy respect 
for school rules is laudable and 
they can hardly be Warned for 
demanding that adults, too, 
abide by them.

Enforcement of the regulation 
might also have beneficial side 
effects: cleaner lungs for those 
board members who smoke, or, 
for the good of all concerned, 
shorter meetings.

Ford Road Boulevard 
Idea Makes Sense

Take former School Trustee 
Joe Gray as an example. Gray 
was elected with the backing of 
“anti - modular scheduling” and 
“pro - athletics” groups.

But during his tenure in office, 
the schools implemented an 
optional system which allowed 
students to take traditional 
scheduling and won a one - mill 
tax increase which the board 
blackmailed the community into 
passing by threatening to cut out 
extra - curricular activities such 
as sports and the band.

Thus the voters of this district 
have been led to believe that as 
long as that millage is being 
levied, there will be" varsity 
football and the sound of music 
in Centennial Educational Park 
stadium.

While on the board, Gray 
looked at every issue through his 
an t i -  modular, pro-  sports 
blinders. But by the time he 
came up for re-election, these 
issues which had carried him 
into office were no longer 
important and his support had 
disappeared.

He lost narrowly in a race 
which saw Marcia Borowski 
finally win. (Ms. Borowski had 
lost by 17 votes to Gray in the 
previous election.)

So we now have a new 
represeritaive for the “special 
interest” seat — Ms. Borowski, 
who capitalized on her “year 
round school” and Starkweather 
Elementary School support to 
win a school board seat.

In the six months she has held 
office, Ms. Borowski had twice 
interrupted board meetings to , 
l aunch long harangues on 
improving one particular school 
-  Starkweather Elementary, 
where her children attend.

S h e  m a i n t a i n s  t h a t  
Starkweather, as one of the 
older elementaries in the district, 
has been often neglected by past 
school boards during the recent 
p h a s e s  o f  n e w  s c h o o l  
construction.

Certainly there is a great deal 
of truth in that and also in her 
(and Trustee Marda Benson’s) 
in s is te n c e  tha t  the entire 
elementary program has taken a 
back seat to the pet projects of 
varsity athletics and a traveling 
band.

The school board should pay 
more attention to the lower 
g r a d e s  in  g e n e r a l ,  the 
instructional program, rather 
t han  the frivilous activities 
offered at school.

It just seems more than 
coincidence that Ms. Borowski is 
t aking up the cudgel for 
Starkweather more than she is 
fo r ^ th e  ent i re  elementary 
program.

Let’s hope that she can see 
past Her local school and become 
effective on school matters from 
the viewpoint of the district as a 
whole.

Canton Township Supervisor 
Bob Greenstein’s suggestion that 
Ford Road between 1-275 and 
Canton Center be made into a 
boulevard seems to make sense.

At Greenstein’s swearing-in 
ceremonies last month, Judge 
Dunbar Davis reminded the new 
township officials that the 
problems they faced could be 
turned into opportunities to 
improve the township.

Problem: That stretch of Ford 
Road is now a major commercial 
artery. Nothing is currently 
planned that will make it look 
appreciably better than Ann 
Arbor Road or Michigan Avenue 
or any other neon - scarred strip 
which has become the hallmark 
of so many suburban areas.

Detail: With the opening of 
Meijer Thrifty Acres and K-mart 
there is little question that that 
section of Ford Road is the 
commer c i a l  center of the 
township.

O p p o r t u n i t y :  B o b
Greenstein’s boulevard — trees,

t h k  c o m m u n it y  c u n
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grass are an attractive alternative 
to an ugly strip of five - lane 
pavement. The boulevard would 
minimize the possibility of 
head-on collisions on the often - 
congested thoroughfare.

Because the road is a state 
highway, the state highway 
d e p a r t m e n t ,  no t  * Can t on  
Township, will decide whether it 
will become a boulevard and will 
be responsible for maintaining it.

Greenstein has indicated that 
the township would be happy to 
cooperate with the state to take

care of the center strip.
I’ll cut the grass myself if need 

be, he has said, and that 
enthusiasm may be just what the 
township needs to  persuade the 
state highway department to 
assure the greater expense of a 
center island of ®reen.

Cooperation here could turn 
an increasing problem in to an 
opportunity to make Canton’s 
c o m m e r c i a l  c e n t e r  more 
attractive.
