P atro l cu to ff  delayed
A commiteee of the Wayne 

County Board of Commissioners 
has recommended that Sheriffs 
road patrols in Canton, Plymouth 
and five other townships be 
extended for 90 days beyond 
April 30 although a judge has 
ruled the county can end the 
service anytime.

In making the recommenda­
t ion,  co u n t y  commi s s i on ’s 
public safety and judiciary 
committee established a three - 
member  s ubcommi t t ee  to 
n e g o t i a t e  f o r  t owns h i p  
participation in financing the 
$467,000 annual cost of the 
patrols.

The townships have rejected 
earlier requests from the county 
that they pay a share of patrol 
costs, maintaining that the 
county is legally required to 
provide the service.

W h e n  t h e  b o a r d  of  
commissioners threatened to 
curtail the patrols, Canton, 
P l y mo u t h  and the  other 
townships joined in filing suit in 
Wayne County Circuit Court.

On March 27 Judge Thomas J. 
Foley dismissed the suit. He 
ruled there is no mandatory 
requirement to provide the 
patrols and declared the county 
commissioners “free to exercise 
their discretion” in the matter.

Officials of the townships have 
switched to another law firm -

It seems a little odd, in fact 

about $1,000 odd, that some 
folks in Canton who were af­
fected by the recently passed 
sewer tap - in rate hike have 
changed their tunes in the last 
couple of months.

The old rate of $3 per front 
foot went up to $9 per foot 
in a piece of “midnight legis­
lation” enacted Feb. 11. That 
is to say, the Canton Board 
passed the increase Feb. 11, but 
by midnight the bill was in ef­
fect.

Many Maben Road residents 
were present at that meeting to 
vehemently express their disa­
greement with the rate change. 
Anyone with a 175 - foot lot 
stood to pay more than $1,000

more than before. Some said 
they thought the hike was “ im­
moral,” that “ private interests 
had put the sewers on us,” and 
that the new costs would be a 
hardship on many people. Some 
even said they had tried to pay 
at the old rate, but had been re­
fused by someone in the town­
ship office.

Attorney William Sempliner 
ruled Feb. 22 that an affidavit 
was in order for those who had 
been refused when they tried to 
pay; so that they might still pay 
the lower fees. That determina­
tion was announced at the Feb. 
25 meeting to the township 
board.

Years ago spring came to 
Plymouth officially when nearby 
farmers came to town to plow 
backyard and vacant lot garden 
plots.

And along with gardens 
came the small backyard chicken 
coo p s. H ousew ives always 
insisted on using strictly fresh 
eggs as they baked a lot of pies, 
bread, cookies and cakes.

I wonder how long it has been 
since many folks have seen a 
flock of tiny chicks or baby 
ducks following its mother 
around in the backyard? No one 
could help but admire the sight.

Many of today’s modern folks 
wonder how the people years 
ago kept awake in the daytime 
or evening with no radios, no 
television sets, no cars or 
phonographs to help entertain 
themsleves.

Well, it was quite simple and 
easy to pass the time of day on 
Saturdays and Sundays, even if

there was no theater to go to.
First of all, there was the 

church. Folks attended church 
in the morning, then Sunday 
school and church again in the 
evening. Reunions and picnics 
were very popular in season. 
Band concerts were greatly 
a p p re c ia te d  on S a tu rd a y  
afternoons and on Sundays.
There was a nice bandstand in 
Kellogg Park and the musicians 
were mostly local folks and 
neighbors who felt it to be a 
privilege to play for the folks at 
the park or during parades The 
visiting of relatives and friends

was also a popular pastime.
One of the most popular ways 

o f passing  the time and 
performing a duty years ago was 
to walk to the local cemetery' to 
tidy up the graves of friends and 
loved ones. A potted plant like a 
geranium was often left on the 
grave. About the only time 
fo lk s  do that now is at 
Decoration Day time. Years ago 
people really cared for their 
friends and relatives.

Some folks went to visit 
cemeteries just for curiosity’s 
sake. I often did, just to see the
