City OKs sale of 
Pilgrim Towers site

The Plymouth City Commission Monday gave its permission to 
the Pilgrim Non-Profit Housing’ Corp. to try to sell the defunct 
senior citizens housing site at Ann Arbor Trail and the C & O 
tracks to the U.S. Postal Services as a site for a new post office.

“We expect to know in less than three months whether this 
parcel will be their prime choice for a new post office,” Pilgrim 
President James Houk told the commission.

The Post Office has set May 2 as the deadline for owners o f 
property in which the post office might be interested to submit 
bids.

Postal officials say they won’t condemn property in order to gain 
enough land for a building at a given site, so all property owners on 
a parcel in which the post office is interested would have to be in 
accord before land would be acquired.

The Pilgrim Towers would have to  be rezoned from residential to 
office use to  suit a post office.

The Michigan State Housing Development Authority earlier this 
year rejected the Pilgrim property as a 'site for a senior citizen’s 
high-rise, ending any hopes Pilgrim officials had of receiving federal 
or state aid to  subsidize construction of such a facility there.

Houk said the site would be offered to  the post office at cost.

Cable TV plans
still in limbo

Within the next 60 days, 
Plymouth residents who want to 
invest in a proposed cable TV 
station in the city will get their 
chance, according to Howard 
Sharpeiy, president of Alden 
CATV of Hudson, which holds a 
permit to set up such a system in 
Plymouth.

The city commission approved 
Alden’s application for a permit 
last January. An agrefefneftt was 
signed Feb. 24, 1974 between 
Sharpeiy and city officials 
granting Alden a permit* to 
operate a cable television station 
in the city for a term of 15 
years.

Since that agreement was 
signed, times have been tough in 
the cable TV business, Sharpeiy 
said.

“ It’s like everything else, it’s 
slowed down considerably,” he 
noted. Alden also has permits

for stations in Th^ee Rivers, 
Hudson and Dowagiac. “We 
haven’t got them all completed,” 
he said.

“We have some plans (for 
Plymouth) — we have to do 
something pretty soon -  but it 
really depends on financing.”

Under the agreement Alden 
signed with the city, it must try 
to get a minimum of 25 per cent 
of its  cap ita l from local 
investors.' Lawrence J. Bohner, 
secretary of Alden CATV, wrote 
City Manager Fred Yockey last 
Dec. 6 that a public meeting 
w o u l d  be h e l d  “ af t e r  
Christmas.”

“The purpose of the meeting 
will be directed not only to 
those interested in investing in 
the system,” Bohner said, “ but 
to permit Plymouth residents 
the opportunity to become 
aware of the services that will be 
provided and answer any

the impetus for another try tpr a 
public safety millage in Canton 
Township should come Irom the 
people, not from the township 
board.

Canton residents rejected two 
millage requests last year that 
would have empowered the 
township board to levy up to 
five mills for the creation ot a. 
p o l ic e  d e p a r tm e n t  and 
construction of a second fire 
station.

Although the danger still 
exists that the Wayne County 
Board of Commissioners will end 
Sheriff’s road patrols in the 
township, that threat doesn’t 
seem to be enough to prompt 
people to vote five mills in new 
taxes.

The need for a second fire 
s ta tio n  is here now. The 
township has dropped some 
strong hints that such a station is 
o v e r d u e  — w itness the 
designation of its only fire 
s ta tio n , located at Canton 
Center Road and Cherry Hill, as 
“ Fire Station No. 1.”

Then there’s the new sign 
w hich describ es tow.nship 
property on the north side of 
Warren Road east of Haggerty as 
the “ Future Site of Fire Station 

1 No; 2.”
Plym outh Township, with 

only two-thirds the population 
of Canton, is equipped with two 
Fire stations, Canton has only 
one.

Township officials, who often 
have trouble finding common 
ground seem to be in accord that 
a second station is necessary.

But if Carl Parsell is right, if a 
millage try is to succeed this 

’ time, let the pressure come from 
Canton residents. This issue, as 
much or more than any other, 
should win the support of civic 
associations and homeowner 
groups.

Few issues Qffer these 
associations the opportunity to 
serve the best interests of the 
entire township in a manner that 
overshadows political bickering 
and rivalry.

-4—
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Like the clean-up project 
planned by members of the 
Northwest Canton Homeowners 
Assn., it seems to be an ideal 
rallying point for all township 
re s id en ts , w hatever th e ir  
political affiliations.

The hom eow ner groups, 
perhaps b e t te r  th an  the 
township board, are in a position 
to present a united call for 
funds. They have a stake in 
seeing a station built closer to 
many of th e ir  popu lous 
subdivisions.

This time, however, let’s 
separate requests for police and 
fire needs.

As the road patrol gets one 
reprieve after another, few 
township voters are likely to 
entrust the board with the 
authority to levy additional 
millage. Support for a township 
police force should come swiftly 
if the county ever carries out its 
threat.

A millage large enough to 
provide for both police and a 
fire station is too expensive and 
vague to stand much change of 
approval in today’s economic 
climate.

At the township’s current 
state equalized valuation, a 
three-mill levy would produce 
about $480,000 in revenue. That 
might be enough to build and 
maintain the second fire station. 
The money would be spent for a 
specific, clear-cut, indisputable 
need.

Voters would hot be troubled 
by having to approve the levy of 
additional mills for creation of a

police department somewhere 
down the line.

The fate of the fire station 
would not by tied to legal and 
p o l i t i c a l  sq u ab b les  over 
extension of road patrol service.

" fety committee, told others on[ 
the committee that spending 
$55,000, or about half of the 
district’s earmarked safety mil- 
lage funds at a single intersec­
tion would not leave enough 
for other safety programs in the 
schools.

'There is not a big enough 
problem at that intersection to 
spend $55,000 there,” he said. 
“Your’re dropping half your eggs 
in one basket.”

“ I hesitate to spend all this 
money at one location...an over­
pass is not a cure - all. I’ve heard 
that too many times. It’s going 
to create some problems you’ve 
got to be aware of. As long as 
there’s no guards around the 
kids won’t use it.’

“ In my opinion these alter­
natives (DeCorte’s suggestions of 
more in- schocl safety pro­
grams) are laughable,” said one 
safety committee member . “ Are 
they alternatives for spending 
my money or alternatives for 
getting my children across the 
street?”

“ It’s our responsibility to pro­
vide a safe way for children to 
cross, not a guarnatee that peo­
ple will use it.”

Safety committee members 
maintained that the pesestrain 
overpass, which would serve 
children at Brid School and Mid­
dle School West, had been pro­
mised district voters as part of 
the safety millage package ap­
proved last year.

"What we’re doing is re­
hashing past history” , said safe­
ty committee member Toni Barr. 
" The overpass is a fact, it will 
be built sometime in August.”

Safety committee officials 
cited one hour during a survey 
last. October when 2,378 cars 
used the intersection at Shel­
don and Ann Arbor Trail while 
376 elementary 'school youngs­
ters also had to cross the corner.

Chairman Flossie Tonda noted 
the crossing guaids there see

cars run red light at the intersec­
tion several times a week.

"There are more cars than 
kids," DeCorte responded. "Cars 
are bigger and faster and heavier 
and if 1 were those kids Fd get 
out of the way.”

"If a child disobeys a signal, 
he’s dead.” said safety commi­
ttee secretary Phyllis Sullivan. 
"If a motorist disobeys he gets 
a small fine.” At the close ot 
DeCorte admitted that an over­
pass "is tha safest way of they 
(youngsters) use it, but you’ve 
got to get them on the bridge.”

Mrs. Elaine Kirchgatter 
who was Chairperson of the Attendance and 
Boundary Committee presented the written final 
report and recommendations as developed by 
members of the Committee, and it was moved that 
those members who wished to continue on an 
on-going basis should meet from time to time to 
advise on further policies for attendance and 
boundary problems.

T he Citizens’ Advisory Election Committee 
co-chairpersons were announced as James Jabara and 
Mrs. Nancy White, and a budget study session was set 
for March 31 to consider millage possibilities. A 
Board member and administrator were suggested to 
work with Canton Township government on their 
Master Plan, especially as it relates to  future school 
sites, and to extend that same cooperation to other 
areas within the District if population growth takes 
place.

Business Administration Action Items: Bills in the 
amount of $896,594.78 were approved, with the 
exception of 11 invoices to  be held for further 
information and detail. Administration was granted 
permission to  pay those 11 bills after review by a 
Board member. Consumers Power Company was

granted an easement to improve gas service to Smith 
Elementary School. An advertisement to publish for 
sale the 15.96 acre school site on Haggerty Road was 
approved, with bids to be opened on April 28 at 8
Philip

Personnel Administration Action Items: Leaves of 
absence and maternity leaves were approved for five 
teachers, .and resignations and retirements were 
accepted for seven teachers. An unemployment tax 
consultant service was discussed, and administration 
was authorized to  spend up to $2300 for an inservice 
training program for the Business and Personnel 
Departments in pending unemployment tax matters.

Old Business: A report was made to the Board on 
latest developments at the Windsor Park School Site.. 
Several citizens spoke to the Board and possibilities 
were discussed. It was approved that the Board seek 
legal counsel to  determine the District’s recourse with 
regard to a temporary road. In addition, the architect 
was directed to include an alternate bid to provide for 
construction equipment to the site to move on and 
off via a temporary access from Lilley Road to supply 
specifications for such a temporary road to  the 
County if they so requested. The legal firm of 
Draugelis and Ashton was approved to deal with the 
issue at hand.

Following a recess, the matter of a hockey program 
for 1975-76 was again discussed. Three citizens spoke 
in opposition to  tha t program. Financing of such a 
program was felt to  be of primary concern. A motion 
was passed which would cancel orders previously 
placed for two buses and one van for a savings of 
$41,292.72, since those vehicles were to be placed in 
reserve and not as rolling stock. The matter of 
priorities was again discussed if more money were to 
be available to the District. A motion was defeated 
which would have established a girls’ gymnastics 
program and a girls’, golf team and, in addition, a 
motion to allocate $10,000 in the 1975-76 athletic 
budget for an interscholastic hockey program was 
also defeated on a 3-3 tie vote with one abstention.

New Business: The area Bicentennial Committee 
was allocated the sum of $200 from the District and 
recommendations made that both a student and 
teacher be added to the Committee as well as a 
principal and Board member if  so approved by the 
Committee.

Policies: Policies on Use of Facilities were received 
for first reading

Safety: The Safety Committee report was received 
and the Board asked that the Committee solicit 
representatives from the three new elementary 
schools as soon as feasible. The matter of a 15-watt 
transmitter and 18 mobile units for buses was again 
brought to the attention of the Board and it was 
reported that the Purchasing Department is soliciting 
bids for same.
