More than two years and 
$20,000 later, Wayne County 
Circuit Court Judge Charies 
Kaufman has ruled that the 
P ly m o u th  Township Board 
cannot deny a developer zoning 
for a large apartment complex at 
Five Mile and Bradner.

Township trustees voted last 
week not to appeal the April 2 
ruling. Clerk Helen Richardson 
estimated that the township has 
already spent in excess of 
$20,000 in legal costs.

The board in July, 1972 told 
officials of the Binder and. Lark 
Budding Co. it would not change 
zoning on an 8 3  acre parcel of 
property the developer had 
under option at the southeast 
corner of Bradner and Five Mile 
from R-I single family residential 
to R-2-A multiple residential.

Binder and Lark ha 1 proposed a 
72-unit apartment complex for 
the site.

Judge Kaufman concluded 
that the site was “ confpletely 
unusable” for development of 
single family homes.

“All the credible evidence 
indicates that there would be no 
a d v e r s e  im p a c t on the  
surrounding areas if the subject 
parcel were zoned R-2-A,” 
K a u f m a n  sa id . “ . . .T he 
Plymouth Township ordinance 
d o e s  n o t ta k e  ad e q u a te  
recognition o f the needs, of the 
public welfare of Plymouth 
Township and the region within 
which it exists. While it has been 
pointed out tha t there are other 
parcels of R-2-A classification in 
other parts o f the township not 
bemg'bdeveloped, i t  appears that 
there are reasons why these

particular parcels are not being 
utilized.”

“We’re not going to appeal it 
and spend another $10,000,” 
said Mrs. Richardson. “We’ve . 
done just about everything the 
township could do. I guess you 
don’t spend good money after 
bad. But we don’t like it one bit, 
t h e  h o u s in g  lo o k s  like  
barracks-type housing.”

The township’s time limit for 
f ilin g  an ap p ea l ex p ire s  
tomorrow (May 1).

Mrs. Richardson said the 
board might have pressed for a 
compromise had it known how 
the decision would turn out.

“ But that’s hindsight,” she 
said. “ I thought Don (Township 
Attorney Don Morgan) did one 
whale of a job, I still don’t 
understand how they lost.”

Witnesses for the township 
during the 11 and a half days of 
te s tim o n y  in January and 
February included Township 
Planner Norm Dietrich at a cost 
of about $6,000 and planners 
from Vilican-Leman Associates 
at more than $2,000.

“ If they had not exercised 
their option to buy the property 
they would not have been so 
gung-ho,” Mrs. Richardson said. 
“ I never can feel very sony for 
people who buy a piece of 
property and then feel it should 
be rezoned.

“How can you get open space 
on eight acres? It’s going to be 
congested.”

The complex as proposed 
would mean an average of about 
nine units per acre on the site.

Where will the 46 residents 

who average 85 years ot age ot 
ilie West Trail Nursing Home go 
ij the state shuts the facility 
down?

The question is worrying C'arl 
Larnpton, owner of the home at 
3(>5 W. Ann Arbor Trail, since 
the state bureau of health 
facilities informed him that it 
does not intend to renew the 
home’s license.

The state cited 34 facility 
“ d e f i c i e n c i e s ”  and our  
operational “deficiencies” in its 
letter announcing that it would 
not renew  the mandatory 
licenses for the nursing home.

Larnpton, who founded the 
home 15 years ago, admits that 
many of the code violations 
exist and has applied for a 
SI00,000 loan which would be 
used to bring the home up to, 
and in some cases above, code 
requirements.

But the problem now, he says, 
is that the bank won’t approve 
the loan until the state officially 
says it will renew the license 
once the alleged violations are 
corrected.
■ A hearing on the West Trail 
license, which expired March 31, 
has been set for June 3, and in 
the mean tithe the home Can stay 
open. ^

Larnpton is pondering how he 
can cut through the red tape to 
get an agreement between the 
state health officials and the 
bank, so that work can be 
started on renovating the home.

He says he will ask the state for 
a letter agreeing to renew the 
license if the violations are 
corrected because “this is the 
only way 1 can get money now.” 

I'he nursing home owner said 
he has known* of the alleged 
violations for some time and had 
hoped originally to renovate the 
home by adding a new wing to 
replace the older parts of the 
facility. “ Every time we went up 
to Lansing with the blueprints 
(for the new wing) they told us 
we had to have something else,” 
Larnpton said.

Because of the added items 
The state wafited, Lamptun said, 
the estimated cost of the project 
r o s e  from  $ 2 5 0 ,0 0 0  to  
$350,000. But the lowest bid for 
the project came in at $547,000.

“ No way could 1 see that we 
could afford that,” Larnpton 
said.

The rn^jor “ deficiencies” cited 
by the state related to a nurse 
call system, expansion of the fire 
sprinkler system and kitchen 
facilities. Elwood McLeod, an 
administrative consultant for the 
state’s health licensing staff, said 
the alleged violations had a 
“varying degree of gravity.”

If Larnpton and the state 
cannot resolve their differences, 
the nursing home would have 60 
days after the hearing to present 
a further appeal. The license 
rejection could then also he 
appealed through the courts.

Citing its opposition to the 
Canton Consumer Protection A- 
gency ordinance “ as proposed,” 
the Canton Chamber of Com­
merce has announced that it will 
open its own Consumers Rela­
tions Bureau.

Pilgrim Towers Non-Profit 
Housing Corp. President Jim 
Houk told local senior citizens 
Friday that creation of a council 
on aging for Plymouth and 
Plymouth Township might help 
generate funds for a senior 
citizens housing facility here.

Houk told about 24 seniors 
g a th e red  at the Plymouth 
Cultural Center that hopes for a 
Pilgrim Towers Senior Citizens 
high-rise are “ still alive.

“I t’s still being worked on,”

therefore was ineligible for state 
or federal aid.

“A new federal regulation says 
such a facility has to  be 500 feet 
from a railroad,” Houk said. 
“My contention was that most 
everybody in this town has lived 
within 500 feet of a railroad.”

Houk is keeping his fingers 
crossed right now in hopes that 
the Postal Service will buy the 
Ann Arbor Trail parcel. Both 
Pilgrim and post office officials 
have their eye on a site closer to 
the central business district.

he said. “Until the Post Office 
decides what site it will build on 
we have to wait. The land is the 
problem. I had hoped to tell you 
we had found a site, we’ve just 
had our fifth screening in 
Lansing (with the Michigan State 
H o u s i n g  D e v e l o p m e n t  
Authority).”

T h e  P l y m o u t h  C i t y  
C o m m issio n  gave H o u k ’s 
n o n - p r o f i t  c o r p o r a t i o n  
permission last week to try to 
sell its three-acre site at Ann 
Arbor Trail and the C & O tracks 
to the U.S. Postal Service as the 
site for a new post office to be 
built in the city.

Until the corporation has 
freed itself of that site and 
obtained the money from its 
sale, it can do little to further 
plans for a housing project, 
Houk said.

Plans for the Pilgrim Towers 
first took shape in 1972. The 
n ew ly -fo rm ed  c o rp o ra tio n  
a p p l i e d  t o  t he  fed e ra l 
government for funds for its 
Ann Arbor Trail site.

“ On Dec. 16, 1972 the
President (Nixon) called for a 
moratorium on construction of 
Senior Citizens housing -  our 
application was due for a 
decision” later that month, 
Houk said.

The corporation then turned 
to the MSHDA, which has 
“screened” its a te  oyer the last 
two years. In March the state 
agency concluded that the site 
could not meet its standards and

“The site we’d like is as far 
from the railroad as you can get 
in the City of Plymouth,” he 
said. “ I t’s on the circle of the 
central business district in a very 
d esirab le  lo c a tio n , within 
walking distance of everything.

“We won’t know until after 
about May 6 where the Post 
Office is going, then the person 
who has the other site will be 
able to talk with us.

“The Five Pilgrim Towers

board of directors have co-signed 
the mortgage note (on the Ann 
Arbor Trail property) and we are 
the ones who would be stuck if 
we don’t get our money out of 
that parcel.”

Houk said he will ask both the 
City of Plymouth and Plymouth 
Township to sponsor a council 
on aging here.

“In order to get something 
done you need some sort of 
organization,” he said. “This 
organization could in turn go to 
d i f fe re n t— g ro u p s— and get
petitions to the city to come up 
with a site. The state said they’d 
be willing to help in any way 
they can.”

Houk envisions a pair of 10 to  
12 story high-rise towers that 
could accommodate well over 
300 senior citizens.

“ If we do get this facility — if 
we do get the site approved soon 
— it will still be two years before 
we can take people in,” he said.
