single engine and light
multi-engine, as well as

turboprop, but not turbo-jet

aircraft.””
Proposed development wogld
include  lengthening of the

runway from 2,600 feet to -
approximately 3,800 feet “to .
increase safety,” and expansiqn :

of the airport terminal.
" While the Spess report sees

little air and ground water
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pollution or .impact on

- surrounding wildlife as a result

of the development, it does
anticipate some noise problems.

Measured as “‘composite noise

rating’” (CNR), the projected
noise level was 100. A source in
the report is quoted as saying
that “with a CNR of from 100
to 115, individuals in the zone
may complain, perhaps
vigorously. Concerted group
action is possible.”

Members
Village Homeowners Asso. have
already expressed concern with
the effects of noise on the
surrounding community if the
airport were expanded.

The first four were ruled out
because of the impact
etonomically or environmentally
ofi the surrounding community.

Robert Mettetal, who with his
brother, Marvin, owns the
airport, says he sees the purchase
and development of the airport
as contributing to the safety of
the operation.

“The longer runway will mean
safer landings for less proficient
pilots using the airport,” he said.
“Also, the people in Plymouth
Township will have less noise
from the airport because planes
will be taking off from farther
south when heading toward
Plymouth.”

Mettetal said he couldn’t
understand the projections by
some citizens of 11 deaths
annually when “‘we’ve only had
three deaths in the last 20 years

 of operation. — and they were all

due to carelessness.”

Proposed airport blasted

A proposed study of the need
for a major airport in Salem or
Plymouth townships may never
get off the ground if the weight
of local opinion has any effect.

More than 50 area restdents
turned out Thursday night in the
Plymouth City Commission
chambers to let county, state
and federal aviation officials
know how they felt about
construction of a major airport
‘here — and virtually all argued
against even a feasibility study
for the project.

William Gehman, master
planning engineer for the state
highway department’s Michigan
Aeronautics Commission, said

aviation planning staff, said that
although the number of private
planes was growing in the
Detroit metropolitan area, they
expected more and more private
airports to go out of business,
placing an increasing burden on
public facilities.

Mellman predicted that ncdrly
half of the 2,500 small aircraft
projected for the seven - county

- metropolitan area in 1980 would

be without @ home.

Several local residents insisted
that Willow Run Atirport, which
aviation officials admitted was
not being used to capacity, be
considered for expansion before
money is spent for study of a

“Does it make sense to fund un
airport through the roud
¢ommission for a 1,200-
member vested interest?”  fe
asked. “Is it most profitable to
take the land out of
agriculture?”

“The people of Salem
Township are adamantly
opposed to an airport,” said
Salem Township Trustee Harvey
Barkley. “This is a residential
area and it would destroy the
value of property over a large
area. There would be an
additional pollution problem.
We need to retain this farmland.

“Industry can be served well
