roughs plant for five years or 
until current water bonds were 
paid off.

The township agreed and 
the two municipalities signed a 
contract in Nov. 1970 allowing 
the city to continue to  sell wa­
ter to Burroughs.

Several township 
city water consumers tapped 
into the new township mains.

When you’ve lived for 90-

years there are a lot of dates 
and names and places stored a- 
way in your memory that be­
come intertwined with one ano­
ther.

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able to share them with us and 
help as remember as he does 
the way it was during his early 
day in Plymouth.

.igan when it was pointed out 
that engineers were a dollar a 
dozen,” he recalls. “ In fact, 
finished dental school, passed 
my board exams, and came to 
Plymouth the summer of 1912 
to assist a Dr. Howell before 1 
even received my diploma. I 
had to make up a general che­
mistry cotirsr I missed when I
changed majors and did that 
while I was working with Dr. 
Howell that summer. 1 didn’t 
get my diploma until the fall of

Teachers and administrators in 
the Plymouth Schools’ federally 
funded PLUS program may call 
it a “program aimed at strength­
ening readiness skills, ” but it’s a 
sure bet the children involved 
call it fun.

PLUS, which stands for Pu­
pils Learning Useful Skills, is 
nearing the end of its first year 
in the school district and project 
director Mrs. Mary Fritz says 
“We have already observed big 
changes inthe children, although 
our ‘post - testing’ won’t come 
until May.”

Last fall four - year - olds from" 
the Isbister, Central and Stark­
weather attendance areas were 
selected for the , program 
through testing and screening 
to determine wihich children 
could most benefit from special 
help with readiness skills, A to­
tal of 1 24 child - parent (or guar­
dian combianations-were chosen 
for the program.

Sixty - four kids and their 
moms have since been coming 
to Ferrand School for one two- 
hour sessions per week. While 
there, the parents meet with one 
teacher for discussion, instruc­
tion, observation of children 
and workshops, while the chil-

home fun
drer work with- another teacher 
in an adjoining room.

The other 160 parent - child 
combinations attend programs

conducted three times monthly 
by mother volunteers in a neigh­
borhood home, then meet once 
a month with teachers at Fer­
rand.

Judging from the atmosphere 
in the children’s room, this lear­
ning situation” certainly has a 

of being fun. The well - sup 
plied facility is much like any 
kindergarted room. The day I 
visited, the children were mak­
ing “animals and other interes­
ting things” from apples stuck 
with toothpicks holding raisins, 
prunes, marshmallows, etc. -not 
only 'fun to make, but nutritious 
to eat.

All activities with the chil­
dren are followed up at home, 
and that’s why the mothers 
meet with a teacher next door. 
“We feel home and school are a 
team,” say Mrs. Fritz. “ Here we 
are teaching the parent to teach 
andT help the child at home.”

Mothers come armed with 
notebooks in which they keep a 
record of home - directed acti­
vities with their child. Note-

of learning
books also contain games and 
suggestions for helping a child 
improve visual skills, counting, 
auditory skills, self - image, shape 
and color recognition, language
memory and much more.

A calendar of up - coming e- 
vents is also close at hand in 
each notebook, and children and 
moms were planning such ex­
cursions as eating in the school 
cafeteria, touring a fast food 
restaurant and taking a train 

trip from Detroit to Ann Arbor 
and'back.

A C a n t o n  T o w n s h ip  
businessman can’t understand 
why he has been sent a letter by 
the Canton Building Department 
telling him his business is not a 
permitted use” of land under the 
C-2 or general business zoning 
codes.

Jim  Fulkerson, owner of 
Fulkerson’s Landscaping and a 
re c rea tio n a l vehicle storage 
service, received a letter dated 
April 28 which said he is “in 
v io la t io n  of the zon ing  
ordinance.”

T he letter contends that 
“ o p e ra tin g  a storage for 
recreation vehicles and other 
equipment is not a permitted use 
in the C-2, General Business” 
code and that Fulkerson has 
u n til  Ju n e  1, 1 9 7 5 , to
discontinue the operation.

In the C-2 General Business 
District section of the zoning 
code, “Permitted1 Uses After 
Social 1 Approval” included 
“Bicycle, motor vehicle, boar 
or home equipment sale or 
rental services.”

Fulkerson said that when he 
began operating the storage 
business in 1971 he asked fo ra  
variance from the ordinance.

“ I talked to Phil Dingledey 
and asked that I receive a

variance and he said they’d get 
back to  me in a few days, which 
I recall they did,” he said. “Now 
the building department says 
they have no record of that in 
th e  (p lan n in g  commission) 
minutes, that they can’t find it 
in writing.”

Dingledey said he seems to 
remember the action and that he 
intended to “do some digging” 
t t  to w n sh ip  hall— for— tire 
information Fulkerson referred 
to.

Dlerk John Flodin said that 
he thought Fulkerson’s 
business was permitted “as 
long as there’s a „variance 
granted on it.”

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Help too late for farmers? $>U4*

Low interest loans offered to 
Wayne County farmers as a 
result of high crop losses last 
year may be lost to Canton 
farmers because of poor timing, 
according to Donald Korte, 
former Canton Township trustee 
and a member, of the U.S. Dept, 
of Agriculture’s Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service in Wayne County.

He said the loans won’t be 
available to farmers in Canton 
for another 60 days, and that 
planting here will already have 
been done by then.

On ’ April 15 the Wayne 
County Board of Commissioners

Plymouth native 
— honored as----

declared Wayne County an 
agricultural disaster area because 
of crop losses suffered under 
poor weather conditions last 
year. The declaration”̂  made 
fanners in the county eligible for 
emergency federal loans at low 
interest to aid in recovery from 
losses.

“There’s no question there 
was a great loss to-farmers last 
year,’’ said Korte, “but I doubt 
if most farmers in Canton will 
take advantage of the loans.

There is too much red tape -  
four or five forms to be filled 
out and submitted -  and that 
means a time loss to farmers.”

Korte said those farmers who 
do take advantage of the five per 
cent interest loans will probably 
use the money for personal 
expenses incurred because of 
lost income last year or for 
paying back higher interest loans 
they were forced to take in 
order to finance planting this 
spring.
