$15 million this year to an es-
timated $17.5 million in 1975 -
76, a jump of about S$2.5
million. Part of that jump is at-
tributable to gains in the
district’s state equalized valua-

tion, the tax value of its assessed

property. ‘
At the same time, however,
expenditures are climbing faster
than revenues.
While the district is spen-
ding -S15.1 million to operate

~ this year, next year’s expen-

ditures are projected at nearly
$17.8 million, or about $2.7
million more than last year.

“We will have to cut back
on replacement of equipment,
capital outlay needs will be put
on ‘the shelf and many main-
tenence needs will be delayed.”

Whatever happens at the polls Monday, the total
rate at which you pay school taxes next year will drop.

With renewal of 5.15 mills and an addition of
.46 mill for general operating, the overall raie will still
drop from 36.01 to 35.60 mills. We have the growing
value of taxable property in the district to thank for
that, since the schools will need to levy fewer mills next

year to retire debts.

All in all, then, we have a small price to pay to ma

intain our schools at their current s‘tandards and add

some important new programs.
School board members decided not to raise millage
rates, and their willingness to work within ex1stmg mil-

lage levels is laudable.

While we might have preferred that the board ear-
mark for specific needs the replacement” .46 mill it’s
requesting. the size of that levy is altogether sensible.

Our schools are at a crossroads, where enrollment is
still climbing, but where limits of growth may soon be
reached. With three new schools scheduled to open
in 1976 and the space - saving alternative of 45 - 15
scheduled to be tried this summer, Plymouth schools are
anticipating change with prudent action.

There’s not much room for frills in a 5.61 mill re-
quest, but then there shouldn’t be. Passage of the two
propositions on the' ballot Monday will allow our
schools to continue to respond to the needs of district

children as best they’re able.

$5 to $6 to go.

The graduation ceremony,
too, is an expensive affair. Ren-
tal prices of gowns range fram
$6 to’ $6.50, depending upon
color. It is mandatory that they
be worn.

Costs of all of these func-

tions are far out of proportion
to the average student’s budget.

My expectation is not that
the school administration or any
other group will share the bur-
den of these expenses but that
the expenses will'Bb® reduced. A
senior prom at The Hilton Inn is
not necessary. Nor is a banquet
at The Mayflower Meeting
House.

Perhaps the student organ-
izers of these events will realize
