2 bands are
better than 1

Why not two bands?

It’s about time we faced the fact that Plymouth has
two high schools - two large high schools. You’d think
it would be only logical that two high schools are best
served by two bands, but that line of reason seems to
be eluding some of the school board members, who
Monday night once again tabled action on the future of
"music at Centennial Educational Park.

Board member Marcia Borowski said she wanted to
wait until the Centennial Park study commtttee had gi-
ven its recommendations.

Other board members may still be reluctant to’re-
gard Plymouth’s twin buildings as independent institu-
tions . Of course in many ways they should be thought
of as a single complex. In theory and sometimes in
practice the Park campus can offer students a diversity
of activity matched by few high schools. .

But that campus concept is of value only as long as
it broadens the education our students are offered.
When it restricts opportunities, it loses sight of its goals.

One way around the problem would be to maintain
the Park’s splendid band, but just enlarge it. “Excel-
lence” would still be maintained. It would still be an im-
posing, unifying group. Its skilled teachers could pro-
bably continue to teach a high level of musicianship, but
they would be working with such a crowd.

Somebody, some short-winded trombonist, might
get lost in the shuffle. We tend to forget that some-
times in considering the mythnc stature some people
attach to the band.

Surely two large high schools can produce two fine
bands. In 2 community as musical and band-boosting as
ours that just doesn’t mean another good band, that
means two bands that can rank with the best anywhere.

Let’s not worry about Rose Bowls. Quantity of
students is no guarantee of musical stature. No one
should doubt that Plymouth’s musical faculty is fully
capable of bringing continuing, and even greater recogni-
tion to its schools with two . bands instead of one.

Along the way, maybe somebody whose musical ear

isn’t precisely in tune will find a place to play. That has
