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'Wlll Burroughs build training center here?

The fate of one of the area’s more controversial
pieces of property is still uncertain, but speculation is
growing that its current owner has a use in mind for it.

The Burroughs Corp. owns about 37 acres on a
site in Plymouth Township bounded by Haggerty Road
on the east, Plymouth Road on the south and Edward
Hines on the west. A portion of the property is cur-
rently used as a parking lot for the giant Burroughs
plant across the street. ‘

The Plymouth City Comm1ss10n last year filed peti-
tions with the Michigan Boundary Commission seeking
‘to annex that property, the nearby Hillside Inn and all
of the township to the city. The Burroughs property
will be ruled on first, with a.decision expected later this

Burroughs formerly had the property up for sale. A
prospective developer had acquired zoning to build a
mid-rise apartment complex on nearly 22 acres of the -1
- parcel, with the other 14.2 acres proposed for commer- ’
- cial development. ‘ |

Those plans fell through, as did sale of the proper-
ty, and the parcel has'been withdrawn from the market.

The Plymouth Township Planning Commission has been
asked to consider a lot split of the Burroughs acreage

and a five -acre parcel owned by the Hillside Inn at its

Call czty, townsths
if you’re plagued
by stray dogs

BY JILL COMSTOCK
With the hot summer months ahead, even animals

are beginning to get restless. Hardly a day goes'by that
officials at Plymouth City Hall and Plymouth and
Canton Township Hall don’t.get calls about stray dogs.

The procedure 'is basically the same for all there
areas when dealing with lost dogs or animals that have
bitten someone or caused damage to another person’s
property.

Persons with dog - related probiems who live in Ply-
mouth may call the Plymouth police. They receive com-
plaints about lost or stray dogs and officers on duty

 handle the call.

If the dog has a tag around his neck, the officer
returns it to it’s owner. However, a stray dog is taken to
the Parkway Veterinary Clinic for seven days, and if it
hasn’t been claimed within that time, it’s usually des-
troyed. In some cases, the dogis held for alonger pe-
riod of time in hoped the will be given a home.

If a dog has been picked up for biting a stranger, it
is taken to the clinic and held there to see if any health
problems occur. If net, the dog is released to it’s owner

~with a fee of $3.50 per day held. If the dog is not

picked up , it is destroyed.

. Problems with dogs in Canton should be referred to
the township offices. Stray dogs are put in the West-
land Humane Society, and have four days to be claimed.

Plymouth- township cases are handled at Township
Hall and procedures there are the same as in the other

communities. -

- From three to 10 cases are reported daxly to each of

the three municipalities.

'An easy way to avoid problems, officials say, is to
keep an eye . on your dog, whether it means tying it up
‘or closing: your gate. Vaccination shots and dog tags
may determine whether or not you’ll be able to keep
your dog if it strays from home.

Robinson taught for a while
here as a subsitute gym teacher,

Robinson made the best of

his chance to qualify for the

U.S.  Open. The young golfer
shot the finest rounds of his life
at Orchard Lake Country Club.
His score card read 70-72, good
enough to qualify for Medinah.

It didn’t take him long to
make a name for himself in
Chicago. In the first two rounds
of the Open he put together
identical 72’s, good enough not

‘only to make the cut, but to
land him in the top 10 after the
first two days. ' ‘

He birdied the first two
holes of the tournament to go
two under par in a humy.

The first two rounds put
him in a tie with Arnold Palmer
and ahead of Johnny Miller and

. other well-known players. The

two fantastic rounds sent him

. into third round play with the

veteran Julius Boros.

But as with so many goifers
in the tournament, heat and
inexperience caught up with
Gary in his final two rounds and
his scores ballooned to a 76 and

porls

79 for a 299 total, good enough
for a 49th place finish.

The score was still better
than a lot of the regulars on the
tour. He was second only to
touring pro Gary Groh among
Michigan finishers.

Robinson ended up tied
with Gene Litter. Unfortunately,
the finish did nothing for -his
quest to be a regular on the cir-
cuit.

Robinson lives in an
apartment on Dewey Street in
Plymouth and works as an assis-
tant and instructor at the Oasis
Golf Center on Five Mile near
Haggerty. His next step is to find
some kind of sponsorship so he
can get that PGA card, perhaps
in October. And with the name
he gained in Michigan and
around the country for his play
in the first two rounds, it looks

like success lies ahead in the

golfing life of Gary Robinson.
