Rather
than have a township official
sign a complaint, file it with the
court, and then take it to a
township attorney for an oath to
get a warrant before it gets to
court, an authorized township
official can issue a ticket, take it
to Thompson for verification
and then follow up with the
court proceeding immediately.

If the violator pleads guilty,
the case is over. Only if he or she
pleads not guilty is the township
attorney called upon and a court
trial set,

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Battle of the berms

What’s a berm”

If you’ve been to any (an-
ton Township Board meetings
lately or sat through a session

- with planming commissioners in

any of our local municipalities,
you’ve probably run across the
word.

If not, one of the most
common sources of dispute be-
tween township officials and de-
velopers is passing you by.

‘township  planners and
developers know precisely what
a berm 1s - they spend hours de-
bating its size. composition,
durability and appearance.

What does it all mean?

The bookshelves of The
Crier boast three dictionaries
(even if our spelling doesn’t
always reflect those resources).
None of them defines “berm’. A
better dictionarv terms a berm
“the shoulder of a road.”

What’s so funny?

As an onlooker at my first
Canton Township board meeting
last Tuesday, 1 was surprised at
the introduction of an
‘emergency ordinance’ that wil}
enable authorized township offi-
cials to arrest persons on viola-
tions of township ordinances
without first obtaining the town-
ship attorney’s signature.

With this ordinance,
building inspector Charles
Thompson was designated a de-
puty. district- court clerk for the
purpose of taking acknowledge-
ments and oaths from the ar-
resting officers in the place of a
township attorney. _

The vote was 5-1, with Trus-
te Jim Poole abstaining and
Trustee Brian ‘Schwall
dissenting. Debate  quickly
shifted from whether it was
good or bad for the township

(everyone agreed it seemed like a-

good idea) to who had read the
ordinance. '

Because the measure wasn’t
on the agenda and had been in-
troduced to the trustees only an
hour before the meeting, both
Poole and Schwall refused to
give their support to the ordin-

ance. Poole even said he was in
favor of it, but couldn’t vote

yes because he hadn’t had a
chance to read it. When he said
at the meeting that maybe it was
a hangup of his that he liked

to read an ordinance before he.
-voted on it, some residents in

~ the audience laughed.

It really bothered me to see

that response from the audience,

because in some ways it didn't

didn’t seem to realize what was
going on. Here were at least two
trustees who were frustrated
because an ordinance that wasn't
even on the agenda was being

passed and they never had much

chance to read it.

One of the major points in
Greenstein’s campaign was a
cutoff date for agenda matters -
and that agendas were to be fol-
lowed and all trustees informed
of what would happen in an up-
coming meeting.

It looks to me like
Greenstein ignored those points
last Tuesday’s meeting. What
constitutes an ‘emergency Ofr-
dinance’?

Emergency or po, shouldn’t
all trustees be informed in ad-
vance of when an important or-
dinance is to be proposed?

-Schwall and Poole were not.

Greenstein didn’t stick' to
the agenda at that meeting. He
talked about at least 12 different
matters, in addition to the or-
dinance. Certainly you ' can’t
and shouldn’t stick to the
agenda all the time. Things do
come up, but 12 different items?
That’s hard to swallow.

- This ordinance violated the
cutoff date, but why weren’t all
of the trustees notified a day in

- advance - that a new matter was

coming up at the meeting?
That’s no laughing matter.

Let’s try to improvise 2
definition closer to the way the
word works today:

Berm: n. A grassy or other-
wise landscaped strip between
roadway and frontage develop-
ment; usu. an embankment or
extended knoll designed to
shield parking lots and buildings
from the road or from surroun-
ding properties.

An appreciation of
bermology is a prerequisite for
following many discussions at
township board meetings, parti-
cularly in  Canton.  Rapid
commercialization of the town-
ship, and a growing pressure
from the township board to tie
strict Jandscape requirements to
approval of developers final site
plans have put berms at the
heart of many agenda matters.

A story in today’s paper
notes the township's reluctance
to approve site plans for an addi-
tion to the Harvard Square shop-
ping center at the northeast cor-
ner of Ford and Sheldon
without assurance that the berm
will meet its new four-foot high
standard.

Across the street, the
K-Mart store put in a two and
one-half foot berm along Ford
Road that didn’t satisfy new
township standards. Negotia--
tions are continuing  between
officialss and the
retailer on request by the town-
ship that the berm either be
raised or landscaped with shrubs
to compensate for the deficien-
cy. '

Time and again the berm
question comes up. Someday,
when the conversation lags, ask
your neighbor how he or she
feels about berms.

If he doesn’t know what
you’re talking about, help him
out. They’re too much a part of
all the development going on
around here for many of us not
to know - and many dictionaries
can’t help.
