Plymouth Township firefighters were 
called to the plant shortly before 10:30 
a.m. yesterday (Tuesday) after several 
employes complained of nausea, By
mid-afternoon, all 14 employes, men 
who use hand tools on the assembly line, 

, were treated and released.

The eight year old plant was«shut down 

through mid-afternoon. When the second 
shift came oh, a regular schedule was 
resumed.

Ford, officials said they have not yet 
determined the source of the fumes, 
which apparently passed through; a com­
pressor supplying air to power hand 
tools on the assembly line.

The incident at the 1,400-employe fa­
cility required hospitalization of mores 
persons than Township firefighters have 
ever transported at one time. ,

Ford officials said this is the first such 
incident they’ve ever had here. They said 
several other employes were also treated 
at the plant’s first aid center.

The ventilation system at the huge 
plant was functioning properly, officials 
said. Exposure to the fumes was 
confined chiefly to workers using hand 
tools supplied with compressed air.

Crimes cost us
. State Police this week released their 
totals on the cost of crime in Plymouth 
Township and the City of Plymouth. 

Police said figures were not available 
for Canton.
Auto thefts were the most costly of 

all crimes locally, with losses placed at 
$495,000 in the township and $39,000 
in the city. Of those totals, $239,000. 
was recovered in the township and 
$7,000 in the city. - 

Burglares cost Plymouth Township re­
sidents and business establishments some 
$173,000 la{st year, compared to 
$18,000 in the city. Larcenies, totaled 
$506,000 in the township and $52,000,
-  -  more than any other crime---- in \

the city .
City residents lost, no money to rob­

beries in 1975, police said, while 
township residents were robbed to 
the tune of $34,000.Canton SEV rises, Township, City slip

For the first time, the value of taxable pro­
perty in Canton exceeds that in Plymouth 
Township.

Wayne. County Commissioners last week 
approved equalized xproperty valuations for 
Canton and Plymouth townships and the City 
of Plymouth as well as 40 other county mu­
nicipalities.

As expected following enactment of a state 
statute last year which exempts business in­
ventory from property taxation, the state 
equalized valuation (SEV) of property -  the , 
figure against which personal property taxes are 
computed declined in Plymouth Township 
and the city.

Canton, buoyed by growth, bucked the down­
swing; recording a nearly $26 million jump, 
from $184 in 1975,to nearly $210 million this 
year. .■

Plymouth Township’s state equalized valua­
tion (SEV) dropped from $215 million last year 
to $176 million, a decline of more than $38 
million. .

City SEV fell from nearly $87 million last 
year to $84 million this time.

The: Plymouth School Board 

is scheduled to decide this: 
Monday w hether. or not to 
support its administration’s posi­
tive evaluation of Canton High
head football coach Jim Muneio. 
Presumably, that decision will 
bring to an end the controver­
sial issue of the coach’s resig­
nation.

Amid the brouhaha, the way in 
which the, performance of a Ply­
mouth coach is evaluated seems 
to have received little scrutiny.

According to athletic director 
John. Sandmann, interviewing 
and evaluation of any one se­
lected for a coaching post is a 
joint effort of the school prin­
cipal and the athletic director. 
For an assistant coach, the. head ■ 

.coach of that program is also 
consulted.

“We look for people to meet 
the written qualifications of the 
job first,” said Sandmann. “ If 
they meet the written quali­
fications, we interview them oh 
our knowledge from past, expe­
rience, interest and dedication.

“We’ve known from past expe­
rience,” what a coach’s beliefs 
are if he’s been in the system for 
some time, Sandrnanh added, 

i. Kent Buikema, principal of 
Canton High, echoed 
Sandmann’s statement when he 
said, “With day-to-day relations,

a—coach -is--
dedicated and has interest in 
preparing practices each day.

‘‘With my background in ath­
letics^ (Buikema has been in ath­
letics since 1941, as a player, 
principal or athletic director)

The Canton Board of Trustees 

last week voted unanimously not 
to take action against alleged or­
dinances violations by a local 
used car dealer because of the 
township’s apparent failure act 
on the violation sooner.

Voting on a resolution by Su­
pervisor Bob Greenstein the 
board ruled 6-0 (Treasurer Carl 
Parsell was absent) that .“no 
action be taken to enforce past 
ordinance violations except for 
health at 44844 Michigan Ave., 
because of ‘latches,’” a legal 
term meaning the township has 
failed to act on the matter 
over a long period of time.

The car lot is owned and ope­
rated by Bruce Young, former 
president of TCP (Total Citizens 
Power) - a non-partisan citizens 
group often critical of township 
government -  -  who resigned 
from that organization two days 
after the list of alleged violations 
was released.

Young was not. present at the 
meeting because he said he had 
“been assured that it would not 
be on the'agenda.”

The list of alleged violations, 
which were said to have occured 
over the past 20 years, was pre­
sented to the board by Green­
stein. Parsed, however, recom- 
mended- corder that any action- 
on the used car lot be tabled 
until he (Parsed had an oppor-.. 
tunity to talk further with 
Young.

According to Young, however, 
Parsed failed to contact him and 
“ took a vacation to Florida” 
instead) .

Greensteiu told the board at 
last Tuesda’ys meeting that its 
vote would have “nothing to 
do with future violations or 
health violations” on Young’s 
property. „ •

Health violations are under the 
jurisdiction of. the Wayne 
County Health Department.

.than 1.5 mills the first year if 
voters approve a fire protection 
assessment district May 18, 

The resolution, which was of­
fered by Supervisor Bob Green- 
stein, included an
“understanding that if less is 
needed, fewer mills would be le­
vied ”

Greenstein said the assessment 
district approach to levying 
fire millajge would allow for 
public hearings twice yearly be­
fore the necessary millage is le­
vied to cover expenses of buil­
ding, equipping, operating and 
staffing a Second township fire 
station.

»̂aid Greenstein,“I think you’d 
better get yohr figures straight 
about Brownstown, Mr. Myers. 
And if you continue to lead 
the public to believe there’s 
money somewhere under the 
rug, you’re wrong:”

Greenstein said,’ "One fire sta­

tion in the township is ludicrous. 
I don’t want anyone to die from 
a heart attack or fire because we 
didn’t do what we are supposed 
to do.”

Trustee Jerry Cheske said he, 
“didn’t want more taxes either, 
but I do ,think we need a second 
fire station.”

The assessment district, if pas­
sed, would be in effect for an 
indefinite number of years.

“ After the first two or three 
years,’’ said Greenstein, . “the 
amount needed Would taper off. 
This is a much better deal for 
the public. Any officials who 
would levy more than is ne­
cessary would find themselves 
on their way out of office.”

Greenstein was angered by 
comments by Trustee Bob
Myers,/who said money for the 
station might be found else­
where in the township coffers.

“People feel that government is 
taxing them to death,” said
Myers. “And I wonder how

other places like Brownstown 
Township can build a fire sta­
tion with (federal) Block Grant 
money.”

Myers also asked where money 
that had been “owed the town­
ship in back fees owed by the 
developers” was going.School audio gear swiped

Canton Supervisor Bob Green- 

stein’s request last week that 
Canton trustees discontinue 
taping their meetings because 
“the tapes could be distorted in 
a courtroom and used against 
us’’ frankly left this- reporter 
shaking her head to see if may^ 
be this weren’t all a bad dream.

“ I suggest the board reconsi­
der taping the meetings,” Green- 
stein said. “I have been advised 
by our attorney that it would be 
inadvisable to have tape recor­
dings.” ’ •

Not to suggest that there is 
any connection, but whenever I 
hear “ tapes,” mentioned in the 
same breath with “ incrimina­
ting evidence,” my mind flashes 
to the infamous \Vatergate days. 
President Nixon made the 
mistake of recording every­
thing and destroying nothing - 
- except his career.
Gresenstein, on the other hand, 

wants nothing taped, the per­
manent recording of am “in­
criminating ”  statement by his 
fellow -  -  non-lawyers -  -

vithin a 15-mile radius of Can-

board members thereby being 
prevented.

 ̂ Yet board members several

A quick survey reveals that of 
the municipalities of Plymouth 
Township, Farmington,
Westland, Belleville, Ann Arbor, 
Salem Township, Livonia, 
Wayne and Northville, the first 
five do tape their meetings.

That the ZBA’s decision was 
right or wrong -  -  but it does 
say that either the recorder was 
not working (and apparently 
still isn’t) or that Greenstein 
chose not to turn it on, thus 
“saving” the township from 
possibly having that tape 
“shoved down i t ’s throat” in 
court. The use of a tape recorder 
was judged to be a wise idea 
by the trustees. Why, now, does 
Greenstein feel he would be sa­
ving the township trouble if the 
trustees would only take his and 
the attorney’s advice and shut it 
off?

Payment of more than $ 10,000 

in bills was rejected by the 
Canton Board of Trustees last 
week after board members failed 
to resolve a heated squabble over 
two of the bills.

The angry debate began in the 
early hours of Wednesday 
morning after Trustee Brian 
Schwall moved that two items 
on the pair of bills be deleted 
and the remainder paid. He said 
he based his motion on his 
contention that two tables built 
for the newly-refurbished 
meeting hall and previously ap-« 
proved for payment had been 
purchased without prior board 
approval.

The two items on Tuesday’s 
bills that Schwall wanted deleted 
from approval were also new 
additions to the township 
meeting room -  - the purchase 
of blinds and lumber.

Schwall said he could not ap­
prove spending on those items 
because the board had never had 
an opportunity to approve the 
purchases initially.

“Something has to be done,” 
Schwall said, “and while I know 
these people have to be paid,
I don’t know how else to do 
this.”

Schwall’s motion received only
his and Trustee Bub....Myei—
affirmative votes, but was only 
the first in a series of motions 
to be defeated.

A motion by Schwall to pay 
all but the last bill was also 
defeated.

Supervisor Bob Greenstein 
insisted that unless there was 
“unaniminity by board 
members” on payment of the 
bills, a previous policy set ear­
lier by the board at the sugges­
tion of Treasurer Carl Parsell 
prevented any of the bills from 
being paid.

10
doctoral thesis on “agriculture 
during the Iron Age in Israel,” 
he is just now getting the whole 
project squared away.

The IS specialists and 2S 
students at Lahav this , summer 
intend to find more than just 
artifacts. Says Borowski^ “We 
hope to learn about man and his 
environment. In order to do 
that, we must study the archeo­
logical, environmental and 
ethnollogical points of view.

“This seems to have been an 
important area in the history of 
the Israelites/* he says.

think it was included in the 
United Monarchy and played an 
important role in the settlement 
of the 12 tribes.

“But we’ll have to find proof 
for these things and document 
it.”

Just as the history of Lahav 
was not laid down over night, 
neither will the project be a one­
time affair. Borowski says from 
five to 10 successive summei 
field sessions are planned.

The Lahav Project has received 
sponsorship through archeolog­
ical centers r both here and in 
Israel and from four U.S. un­
iversities and colleges.

But, says Borowski, sponsor­
ships are needed and are wel­
comed on an individual basis.

“Once archeology was support' 
ed by rich people,” he says, “but 
we want to open this project to 
lay people - th e  average person.

Our subscribers program enables 
individuals, groups, anyone in­
terested, to donate a little. In 
return they will receive our 
quarterly newsletter and groups 
will get copies of our publica­
tions and hear lectures and slide 
shows on our progress.”

“They could even visit the pio 
ject if. they were in Israel.” 

Contributions can be sent to 
Dr. Joe Seger, (payable to Lahav 
Research Project) School of Fine 
Arts, University of Nebraska at 
Omaha, Omaha, Neb.

“The first season is always the 
roughest,” says Borowski, “but 
I feel certain we will come back 
with enough to show we are 
really serious about this -and 
that is a serious site.”

D IS T R IC T  BOARD O F ED U CA TIO N  M INUTES

This is a synopsis of approved minutes of p meet­
ing of the Plymouth Board of Education held on 
March 22, 1976, at Canton High School with all 
members in attendance. Complete minutes and 
tape of meeting are available at the Board of 
Education offices.

This was the first meeting to be broadcast over 
Plymouth-Salem radio station W SDP-FM . Agenda 
was approved, minutes of March 8 meeting were 
approved,.and a change was made in wording for 
February 13, 1976 meeting regarding changing of 
regular Board meetings from three per month to 
two.

Administration Reports: Supt. Hoben reported 
on a M AISL meeting held on March 11, especially 
with regard to Fazon State Aid Bill and status of 
the Open Meetings Bill. He noted that the Dear­
born School District had been admitted to M AISL 
group and that all members are opposed to pro­
posed legislation to spread throughout the State 
any growth in SEV  in any particular District. Mr. 
Ulsaker reviewed the positive results of Michigan 
Educational Assessment Program testing for 4th 
and 7th grade pupils in Plymouth. Supt Hoben 
gave timeline relative to the Annual election to be 
held on June 14.

Old Business: A  motion was adopted which 
would approve recommendation of administration 
regarding the Attendance Boundaries Committee 
report for the elementary schools only, including 
Amherst Court area and Geer School area; and 
Plymouth Hills students who would possibly have, 
to attend anotner school as Bird School Ulls up. 
Middle School boundary recommendations ap­
proval was delayed until the next meeting.

Citizens Suggestions: Member Joseph Gray made

to date and President Benson felt that Coach Mu- 
neio and others involved should be afforded just 
cause and due process under School District po- 
licy.

Woods committee, and Mr. Herb Conant, appeared, 
to discuss progress on the cleanup and curtailment 
of vandalism of that area. A  motion was passed by 
the Board to ask administration to take action and 
report back on appointment of a permanent ad­
ministrative person to work with the Committee.

Mr. Brian Schwali representing Centennial Park 
Athletic Coaches read a letter requesting totBl 
Board support of the Salem and Canton coaching 
staff if they are to continue in their present ca­
pacities. Mr. Gordon Ogden, Jr., Mr. Ronald Si­
mon and Mr. Fred Holloway also spoke to tthe 
issue of the coaching staff problems, supporting 
Member Gray on his position. Students John 
Young and Mark Hitton representing the Canton 
Football team also spoke. Mr. James Rossman also 
discussed the issue, citing rules from North Central 
Association as well as National School Board Assn, 
code of ethics. He also commended the Miller

Administration Reports: A certificate was ac­
