In addition to another proposal for a charter to incor­

porate the City of Plymouth Heights (all of the 
township east of McClumpha Road) which will be on 
the August primary ballot (if Governor Milliken ever 
gets the charter in motion), will be The positions of 
mayor, clerk, treasurer, and seven councilmen for the 
defacto city.
Thus far, says Robert Richardson, who chaired the

Airfields serving private aircraft are fast 
becoming extinct, but state aviation officials 
are hoping little Salem Airport can buck tha t. 
trend. >.,■

The airport, located just north of Six Mile 
road on the east side of the village of Salem, 
is up for sale.

State aviation officials met last month in 
Salem Township Hall with officials of that 
township and representatives of surrounding 
communities to discuss the airport’s fate. 
They contend that Southeastern Michigan can 
ill afford to lose another general aviation air­
field. Canton’s Mettetal Airport is for sale, 
as is National Airport in Westland.

“O n  only concern is that airports in this 
area jeem  to be losing ground, not gaining,” 
says William Gehman of the State Bureau of 
Aeronautics. ‘They’re necessary to the commu­
nity. It’s a bad situation when nobody knows 
the destiny.of these airports.”

State officials would like to see one or more 
local communities buy the airfield; Much of 
the funding required could be provided—by-
state and federal agencies, they say.

“The ideal situation would be to have three 
to four units of government involved,”  Gehman 
says. “The purpose of. our meeting was to see 
if there were any units of government inte­
rested in operating the airport.”

Salem officials see little likelihood of their 
sparsely-populated township assuming the 
burden of operating an airfield.

“Obviously Salem doesn’t have enough in­
dustry to warrant; being concerned about it,” 
says Supervisor Phil Brandon. “But we might 
be involved in it ( a study of the feasibility 
of purchasing the airport) the” tdegree that 
we could have something to say about the 
operation.’’ ;

Brandon adds that Livonia -  -  which was 
represented at the meeting -  -  fears the 
prospect of losing both Mettetal and Salem 
airfields.

Also on hand for the meeting was Dale. 
Townsend, Canton’s engineer,

Salem Airport’s existing runway is 2,840 feet 
long. According to Salem Township Trustee, 
Harvey Barkley, some 26,000 operations take 
place there annually. Officials say both traffic 
at the airport and a runWay to handle it would 
have to be increased if the field were, to operate 
without large losses.

Barkley .says that means stepping up opera­
tions significantly . And the runway, Gehman 
adds, should be expanded another 1,000 feet.

“That airport, if it’s properly managed arid 
aided with state and public funds,” Gehman 
contends, “would operate without much local 

.. public money going into it.”
He says taxes on users of the airport should 

cover most of the operational costs, With the 
bulk of local expense coming with purchase 
of the land and facilities.

To bring the field close to a break-even 
point, he adds the runway should be expan­
ded to at least 3,200 feet, but that 3,800 feet 
would be a maximum. That length would allow 
more twin-engine propeller driven planes to 
land there.

Brandon adds, ‘This is not visualized as that 
sort of major airport . You’d be -talking about 
crossing major roads.” ’ •

Will Salem Airport ever operate as a public 
facility? State officials are expected to call 
another meeting soon. They hope one or more 
area government ;will decide to study the air­
port’s future. If so, state and federal funding 
would cover from 75% to 90% of the; more 
than $50,000 cost.

use plan last week has been 
called by its author, Supervisor 
Bob Greenstein, ail “absolute' 
mandate” for the township to 
continue its efforts to restrict 
development and preserve ag­
ricultural land in Canton’s wes­
tern half.

Greenstein, referring to the 
3,070 votes cast in favor of 
the plan compared to the 
879 votes given >a plan that wold 
allow for development of the 
entire township said “ the over­
whelming victory of the pro­
posal to save farmland in Canton, 
puts us out' in front of every 
municipality, in the United 
States in progressive attitudes 
concerning comprehensive land 
use,”

Greenstein said he considered 
the vote an “absolute mandate 
for all members of the board 
(of trustees) to quickly zone in 
accordance with the , newly- 
adopted land use plan.”

He said he hoped the zoning 
ordinance required to implement 
the plan could “become law 
before the tax date so as to 
allow a substantial reduction in

farmland taxes without affecting 
whatsoever taxes in the sub­
division.”

Greenstein’s remarks were 
seconded, by Treasurer Carl Par- 
sell, who said, “the people have 
had faith in us.

“This is an affirmation of the 
mandate that the policies of the 
team be continued -  the people 
like the progress we’re making,”

A breakdown of the official 
vote in the township revealed 
that the master • plan was 
approved by a vote of nearly 
seven to -tw o , with the least 
amount o'f support shown in 
precinct two, which covers the 
entire southwest portion of the 
township and includes a few new 
residences east of Sheldon Road. 
Those voters cast 240 votes for 
the new master plan and 162 for 
the earlier plan which would 
have allowed full development 
of the township, with an 
ultimate lation of 200,000 
people.

Other precinct’s votes ranged 
from eight to one for the new
plan in Royal Holiday Mobile 
Home Park, five to on support 
of the new plan in precincts 
three , four , seven and nine , 
all residential subdivisions,

Of the 4,417 voters who cast 
ballots, only 468 failed to vote 
on either master plan alterna­
tive.

On the fire levy question, 
residents .in the three precincts 
closest to the sifc where the 
station will be built at Haggerty 
and Warren were the only voters 
who cast more ballots for the 
fire proposal than for the new 
master plan, suggesting extreme 
interest in improving fire protec­
tion near their homes, Holiday 
Park, Royal Holiday Mobile 
Home Park and Pickwick area 
subdivisions cast a total of 
1.043 votes for the fire millage 
assessment but only 995 votes in 
favor of the land plan.

A total of 2,853 votes were 
cast in' favor, of the millage and 
1,292 votes against, it.

Fire Chief Mel Paulun said of 
the fire , millage vote -  “It’s 
great. It’ a great victory for us, 
especially after the two previous 
defeats. Now we’ll be able to 
offer better service to the 
township.”

Treasurer Carl farseU said
unless the fire proposal got in­
to “official red tape,” the board 
would proceed immediately with 
the two public hearings nece­
ssary to officially set millage 
limits and grant authority to 
form the assessment district.

“Tills may be the fastest thing

we’ve put into action,” said 
Parscll, “We did this on the pre­
mise it would be done as soon as 
possible. The people have had 
faith in us.”

Parsell said that at the first 
public hearing the board would 
reaffirm the 1.5 mill limit which 
it set for the first year’s millage 
limit.

Im­
plementation of a plan which 
benefits the entire township is 
now of the utmost importance.”

On. other issues, Ms. Gotdsmitir

Michigan’s attorney general has thrown our crossing guarc 
troversy back into local laps.

Attorney General Kelley, in a written opinion to School Supt. 
John M. Hoben, says neither the school district nor city or town­
ship government is obligated to guard youngsters who must 
cross busy intersections going to and from school;

Kelley’s ruling begs the question. We still don’t know who’s 
going to foot the bill for crossing guards. But'then maybe that’s 
a determination the state shouldn’t have to make. At least the 
opinion deflates the claims of officials on both sides that paying 
for guards is somebody else’s ‘constitutional’ responsibility.

Perhaps it‘ will force local officials to resolve the matter among 
themselves. The schools seem to be in no mood to pay the full 
shot of providing guards. Plymouth Township has refused to pay 
its billed share, and the city says it may not pay unless the 
township does.

What they all might do is bring the matter to the district’s In­
tergovernmental Committee -  the face-to-face discussion 
between school and township meeting representatives on neutral 
turf might create a little more understanding. And a call for aid 
on a subject of immediate importance might breathesome life 
back into the. flagging Intergovernmental Committee.

Linda only has 
two classes: basic writing and 
intermediate writing. Unfortu­
nately, basic writing is a prere­
quisite for intermediate, and in­
credibly enough, here she is 
taking both classes at the same 
time! She started the school year 
also with algebra . but, for 
some unexplained reason, her 
teacher dropped her from the 
class.

Linda now has less than two 
hours a day actually spent in 
the classroom and the rest of 
her day is free time. She receives 
little or no counselling. She now 
has lost almost an entire year of 
education because of modular 
scheduling. She should have had 
counselling in the first place to 
prevent her from getting into 
this situation. Linda will not 
be able to graduate on time.

Furthermore, , modular 
scheduling is supposed to be op­
tional with each Student.

Opponents of Canton’s master 
land use plan spoke out against 
it once again last week just one 
day after it was given what 
Supervisor Bob Greenstein called 
an “absolute mandate” by 
Canton voters.

At a public hearing on the 
plan held last Wednesday 
morning by the Wayne County 
Planning Commission, some 28 
Canton property owners —and 
their lawyers -  spoke out 
against the plan.

According to Canton farmer 
Alfred “Fritz” Lobbestael, “99% 
of those speaking were in dis­
sent against the plan.

“ I’m not one to pull a ‘tear- 
jerker” , said Lobbestael of his 
own comments to the commis­
sion, “ biit.honestly, I told them 
that in the past 15 years of the 
30 years since we bought the 
property I have had to take my 
industrial pay to cover the ex­
penses of paying my farm taxes. 
I don’t object to farmland pre­
servation providing the farmers 
don’t suffer a loss from paying 
these high taxes all these years.” 

Lobbestael said he also wanted 
to get across the message that 
the advisory vote on the

“ 100,000 population plan” or 
the “200,000 population plan” 
was in his words undemo- 
cratically worded.

“It was like the question 
‘do you still beat your wife?,’’he 
said. “Either way you respon­
ded, you were a loser. And no 
response to the advisory ques­
tion at all meant you were 
giving your vote to some­
one else.”

Said Greenstein of the hearing^ 
‘There were a lot of lawyers 
screaming and shouting against ., 
the plan, but the only new alle­
gation I heard was that because 
only 47% of the township elec­
torate voted, and therefore it 
was not a fair or legal vote.

“ I .felt good that that many 
turned out.”

Greenstein said one lawyer’s 
“interesting allegation”was that 
the plan was a “thinly veiled 
disguise of segregation in order 
to keep the minorities out.

“Another said we should 
spread the 100,000 population 
out over the entire township,” 
said Greenstein. But Greenstein 
said he thought the discrimina­
tion that would result* from 
large lot sizes needed to incor­
porate only 100,000 total popu­
lation would be worse.

Greenstein said the county 
planning commission had “com­
plimented us in our thorough- 

' ness.'
“ Iheir only criticism was on 

those parts that were missing,” 
he said, “ the land use plan is

only one of six parts of the 
plan, including public facilities, 
roads and other things. Mike 
(Manore) is working on them 
now,”

Wayne County Planning Com­
mission Chairman Donald 
Juchartz said he felt those speak­
ing out againt the plan “aren’t 
so much against the plan as 
against the possible value loss on 
their properties. I think the 
opposition would evaporate if 
they knew they would receive 
fair equity on this,” he added, 
“The people who voted for the 
master plan need realize this is 
the concern of those who own 
the land.”

Juchartz said the commission 
will make its final recommenda­
tion on the land plan on Wednes­
day, June 16, at the City County 
Building.

“Between now and then we 
will be looking at things and 
talking with the planners and 
Canton c itiz e n sJu c h a r tz  said.

“Our final recommendation 
will be done in terms of whether 
or not it is good professional 
planning. And our responsibility 
has a county wide basis.”

Comments from local citizens 
on the Canton Master plan may 
still be directed for the 
commission’s consideration by 
June 6 to the Wayne.

Main Street address.

The area never did become the 
hub of Plymouth, but the., buil­
dings are among the oldest 
existing here today.
