The board of education Monday unanimously agreed 
to seek county approval of the earliest possible date 
for a new millage vote.

The board’s resolution calls for an election Thursday 
Sept. 2; Saturday, Sept. 4; or Tuesday Sept. 7; in that 
order of priority. Some board ' members- expressed

reservations about the effects of Labor Day weekend on 
voter turnout.

Sept, 2 is the earliest date an election could be held 
after the Aug, 3 primary under law which requires that 
elections be scheduled at least 30 days apart.

Board jnembers are expected to consider at their next 
regular meetings - Monday, July 26 - whether to ask 
again for a 4.75 mill increase or to propose a different 
millage rate.

Woods need ‘Big Brother’
B Y  L Y D IE  ARTHOS

“ What Miller Woods needs is a 
big brother who’ll be responsi­
ble for clearing it of trash and 
preserving it as a wildlife sanc­
tuary,’ ’says Penelope Wright, 
chairperson of the Plymouth 
School D istrict’s Miller Woods 
Committee.

As Committee member Dr. 
Warren Wagner, a University of 
Michigan botanist points out, 
very rich soil and nearly 200 
year’s growth have gone into 
making this ten acre parcel of 
forest at Ridge and Powell into 
a rare and valuable asset.

Miller Woods is a beech-maple 
climax forest owned by the 
school district. As a climax 
forest, it is the culmination of

several successive stages of plant 
growth;, from weeds and grass 
to blackberry trees and junipers 
to oaks and hickories and finally 
to maples and beeches. When it 
lias reached this final state - 
after nearly two centuries - the 
trees w ill continue to reproduce 
themselves.

D r. Wagner says a forest like 
• M iller Woods is rare, “  Because 

the soil there is rich , so it is a 
good place to have farmland 
rather than trees.”  Some of the 
trees, he estimates are between 
200 and 300 years old.

In May of 1975, a group of 
concerned persons presented a 
petition to the school board to 
stop Detroit Ed ison ’s plan to run 
electrical wires through the area.

The first item on the commi­
ttee’s agenda, Ms. Wright says 
is the immediate protection of 
the woods by means of signs 
and clean ups.

Vollrath says 12 signs asking 
visitors to protect the plants and 
w ild life  are already on order. 
He adds that contributions for 
the purchase of the signs, at 
a cost of S I 7.50 each, are wel­
come.

Says Ms. Wright, “ The commi­
ttee would be pleased to have 
both community service groups 
and individuals Who are interes­
ted in ecology help us in keeping 
the woods cleaned.” Last 
Wednesday morning, children, 
from the YM CA Day Camp, 
along" with Y director Janet 
Luce , helped pick up some 
of the litte r, from beer cans to'

. dumped garbage. Ms, Wright 
says,“  perhaps an indication that 
something is being done for the 
woods w ill eliminate the 
dumping, the shooting and the 
specimen gathering which is 
going on there now .”

A container for trash lias been 
set up in the woods, but people 
are using it to dispose o f'the ir 
personal garbage, doing their 
own dumpimg, rather than 
helping clean up, Ms. Wright ad­
vises,-.

"the past.
And upon hearing last week 

that “ progress”  w il l .b e  taking 
Mr. Hewer’s store away in the 
coming year, we decided to drop 
by for a chat w ith  the proprie- 
tor.

Ves, said Hewer,lie would be 
closing up his store sometime in

1 agreed, but : remembered 
when I asked him m onths ago if  
he had plarps for ever retiring, 
and he said “ why this IS my 
retirem ent.”

The Hewers came to Canton in 
1919 and Hewer has operated 
his- feed store there on Canton 
Center across from what is now 
Centennial 'Educational Park for 
40 years. Even then, he says, 
Canton Center and Cherry H ill 
roads' were both paved - “ even 
before Plym outh Road was 
payed.

“ There wasn’ t much tra ffic  
on Canton Center, then ,’’ lie re­
calls, “ but those two roads were 
paved because of John Haggerty., 
who worked on the Wayne 
County Road Com m ission.”  * 

Haggerty was. also a steady 
customer of Hewers, and, accor­
ding to the old gentlemen, “ he 
had some pull to get that road 
paved.”

Haggerty’s friend Ira Wilson 
ran the milk depot on Cherry 
H ill and must have convinced 
Haggerty that a paved road 
through there was also the 
way to go.

“ O n e 'o f/th e  few regular peo­
ple. to come by here was the 
m ailm an,”  recalls,-Hewer. Des­
cribing the carrier’s truck like 
“ an outhouse on w heels,”  Hewer 
said the sm all m ail wagon- 
contained only enough room for 
the mailman and his ^letters.

“ Colb Dennis’ store down on

was the only o ther store around 
here when I b e g a n T h e n  la ter 
he moved up to Ford Road. Y e s , 
I built this store m yself - that 
building put back I.m oved from 
the old telephone company buiF 
ding on Ann A rbor T ra il (at the

corner of Deer in Plym outh, 
“ During the Depression | 

worked at the phone company 
m yse lf. I guess 1 was what you 
call a shipping c le rk , but | "did 
ju st about everything around 
there. Worked a 10 hour day,six 
days a week and made S 100 a 
m onth - no overtime. 'Course 
before that 1 only made $75 a 
m o n th .”  Hewer .chuckles.

How much has '’your Iris 
merchandise changed since you 
firs t opened? I inquire.

“ W ell, feed used to come in 
100-pound bags,” he replies.

“ Th at was really a job , stacking 
them up over there .”

On a hot summer nighYabout 

a year ago more than two dozen 
Canton residents met in an o f­
fice oh Canton Center Road to 
discuss what they saw as abuses 
of township government.

There were foes of Supervi­
sor Bob Greenstein in the 
crowd, and a couple of future- 
candidates, but mostly farmers 
and business people who simply 
fejt the government of their 
township was no longer open 
to them.

At the urging of an earnest, 
chain-smoking car dealer from ■ 
southern Canton named Bruce r 
Young, they formed a group 
which came to be known as 
Total Citizens Power (T C P ), 
whose sole aim, they vowed, 
would be to campaign for good 
government.

Young’s words to, the group, 
though sometimes plodding, 
were inspirational. He said T C P ’s 
only purpbse would be to foster 
an awareness among township 
residents o f what they would do 
to change things they didn ’t 

1 like - fronr lack- of agenda in - 
formation to rumors of a master 
plan they were uncertain of to 
the very procedures by which 
the township board made its 
decisions.

Above all, Young emphasized, 
in a township torn and clouded 
by bitter politics, the group 
would be non-political.

S ix months, later, TCP was on 
. its way to becoming a local arm 

of the state and national c iti­
zens group, Common Cause.

By the 1976 elections, TCP 
officials' once predicted, their a 
group would be in the forefront 
of local political activity, sti­
mulating a large field of can­
didates, and then helping voters 
judge what those candidates 
stood for. , * -

Today, however, we hear little 
o f the once-promising organiza­
tion which took so grand a shape 
just last summer.

No longer do Young and his 
associate, insuranceman Frank 
McMurray badger the township 
board with questions about how 
tax money is spent or how the 
township is run.

Young has faded from the 
Scene, and so, it seems, has his 
organization.

Earlier this year, the township, 
suddenly found Young’s 

- business in violation of several 
ordinances.

SI S
Soon after, he resigned his 

presidency of TCP and stopped 
coming to township meetings.

‘ The -burden .fell to McMurray, 
who admits he can’t spend the 
long hours Young did planning. 
TCP activities.

Did harassment ' by the. 
township push Young to quit 
TCP? His answer is vague. 
“ There’s a mystery story,’ ’ he 
says. “ It ’s a mystery to most 
people, but it’s something l can’t 
discuss.”
.He says his business suffered 

during the nine months of his 
leadership of TCP. “ I spent 
about nine months going back­
ward,”  he says. —

Still, Young claims TCP met a 
need in the township, and is 
continuing to function despite a 
its low profile.

“ Things were happening so 
fast,”  he recalls, looking back oh 
the early days last years “ We 
had _ Jo ._  operate- behind the. 
scenes, as a lobbyist. Then.sud- 
denly, we felt no one cared, 
or that people just didn’t believe 
us.”

He claims TCP still has a large 
membership - McMurray pegs it 
at about 100 - but a still larger 
following of residents who are, 
Young says, “ fearful of having 
their membership known.

“ They were afraid their 
identity would become known 
and they would be harassed,”  

Complaints against Young’s 
business were dropped' shortly 
after he resigned as head of 
TCP.

Young contends, however, that 
TCP is far from extinct.

“ TCP is surviving,”  he says. 
"Ju$t because you’re not seeing 
anything on the surface doesn’t 
mean it’s died.”

He points to action by the 
township board insuring . 
availability of board ^meeting 
agenda packet information as 
the result of TCP pressure. 
“ Canton Township has made a 
landmark,”  he says* “ There has 
neveY before been a resolution 
to this effect anywhere else.”  

And this year, he says, TCP 
can claim credit for promp­
ting a large field of candidates 
to file for- township offices.

Even Greenstein, privately, has 
admitted TCP can be effective, 
Young says. But where does the .

organization go now? With the 
primary less than three weeks 
away, will TCP live up to its 
promise as a non-political means 
of educating voters to their 
township’s politics?

McMurray thinks so, although 
they’ve planned- no candidates’ 
nights or other ways of bringing 
a discussion of issues before the 
public.

“ TCP is now researching th 
candidates seeking political 
office,”  he says“ We may hold

an open forum, we haven’t 
really, discussed that fully. 
There’s still a great need for 
TCP. We may have to revamp 
our by-laws to become more 
effective in the political arena.”  

Young seems skeptical of a' 
greater “ political” role for after 
all, if the -group endorses 
candidates, he says, 'it ’s viola­
ting its own by laws. It would 
no longer be the non-political, 
force it started as.

But Young now calls himself 
- an ‘inactive’ member of the or­
ganization he founded and led.

Though they were regarded as. 
gadflies by many watchers of 
Canton politics - and their 
questions sometimes led to more 
abuse than answers - T C P ’s 
dogged, probing officers were 
once a fixture of Canton’s 
political scene. Today in the 
middle of the campaign summer, 
TCP’s dreams seem faded.

The Aug. 4 primary will see 
two candidates vying for the 
Democratic nomination for 
Wayne County Commissioner 
from the 27th District, which in­
cludes Canton and Plymouth 
townships and the City of Ply­
mouth. Incumbent " .Royce 
Smith, 60, resident and former 
mayor of Belleville and Walter 
Hink, 30 an attorney and

facility has been “ totally ig­
nored by the Wayne County 
Commissioners.”

“ We have plenty of taxes. 
I ’m not saying there could be 
a reduction, but i f  things were 
run more efficiently we 
wouldn’ t be getting ripped o ff.”

Hink also says he disapproves 
of Wayne County subsidizing 
the Warren Valley Golf Course 
in Dearborn Heights “ wifh 
$ 150,000 per year,

“ It should-be self-supporting, 
not county subsidized. And all 
the commissioners have been 
getting free passes. It ’s outra­
geous.”

H ink, a graduate Wayne-State 
University and University * of 
Detroit Law School, agrees, on 
one point ^with his opponent: 
a need for increased police 
protection in the countv.

Sm ith, who has lived in Belle­
ville since 1935, says lie has 
never opposed any appropriation 
increase the Sheriff’s road patrol 
in Canton and Plymouth 
Townships.

Smith also agrees that the 
county’s budget w ill be a big 
problem in the coming year, but 
says that because there will 

. be increased wages in the county 
while revenues through both 
state and federal sources Will 
be greatly r|du,ced.

He said that although 58% 
of the budget goes for health 
and welfare, “ only the first 

. .8 mill of the 7.4 mills we* pay 
goes for welfare, the rest comes 
from the state. And more state 
and federal money than county 
goes into the health budget.

“ We’re not going to be able to 
cut the welfare budget much,”  
says Smith.

Smith says the “ $64 question”  
w ill be where county com­
missioners finally .decided to 
begin with budget cuts, adding, 
“ But I definitely won’t support 
a cut in law enforcement.”

Smith disputed Hink’s. charge 
about a lack of spending on 
roads.

“ Most people don’t know it ,”  
he says, “ but the only county 
money spent by the Wayne 
County Road Commission goes 
for forestry. Money for roads 
and other road commission

projects comes 100% from state 
gas taxes and the federal 
government.”  . ' ;

Smith syas he is currently 
“ carrying on a fight”  against a 
law that says-no federal monies 
may be used on secondary, un­
paved roads;

“ Money for . those improve­
ments must come strictly from 
state gas tax revenues,”  he says.

Commenting on the Warren 
Valley G o lf Course, Smith said 
the facility most years falls 
about $10,000 to $15,000 short 
o f breaking even.

“ The county commissioners 
approve the road commission’s 
budget, and that’s a l l ”  he 
added. “ I have never been given 
a pass to the' golf course.”

Flier fiiels political fires
The political scene is warming up in Canton, as evi­

denced by a political flier appearing there Monday and 
the resulting comments made about it .

Signed by the “Stonegate Homeowners Citizens 
Group” the flier attacks the slate of Supervisor Bob 
Greenstein, John Flodin, Carl Parsell Jerry Cheske and 
Joyce Willis. It was distributed to many Canton homes 
and was passed out in shopping center parking lots.

A spokesman for the Stonegate (subdivision) Home- 
owners Civic Assoc, blasted the unknown source of the 
flier for using “something so close to our name.”

Jerry Bodenmiller of the Stonegate homeowners 
group told th e  Crier his association had held an 
emergency meeting Monday night to plan distribution 
of another flier explaining that the group did not sanc­
tion the first flier against Greenstein.

“This is just really dirty politics,” Bodenmiller said,
“We’re really incensed.”

Greenstein said, in reaction to the flier, “These ru­
mors don’t bother me. What bothers me is that it sounds 
like a homeowners group (put out the flier) when no­
body really knows who it was.”

The Canton supervisor said he was “positive” the flier 
had been passed out by candidates opposing his slate, 
but he did not name specific names.

Baseball - the. national past­

ime.
Well, for sports fans across 

the nation, this game is indeed 
a national pastime.

But for youngsters in the Ply- 
mouth-Canton area, baseball in 
the summer is made more mean­
ingful by an annual baseball 
clinic run by Canton ' High, 
School head baseball coach. Fred 
Crissey.

This is the second summer 
Crissey has held the c lin ic  w ith  
the co-operation of ..the Conti* 
nuing Education O ffice .

More than 80 boys from this 
community as" w e lj as from

Northville, South Lyo n ,. L ivon ia 
and Southfield are participating 
in this year’s c lin ic ,

“ I t ’s been w orthw hile  as far 
as the skills o f the game, and 
it's • worked out real w e ll,”  
Crissey said.

The clin ic operates w ith two 
sessions, Monday through Thurs 
day. .Younger boys, fourth 
through seventh grade, meet in 
the early m orning, w ith older 
players practicing in the after­
noon.

“ Since baseball is. a game of 
repetition, we. stress the funda­
mentals.,”  C rissey  said. “ When 
we do scrimmage, it ’s to work 
on the defense and base .running 
skills of the k id s .”

Ail the scrimmages . are run 
with eight players in the field 
and a pitching machine doing 
the hurling.

The clin ic is also a way of 
bolstering Crissey’s varsity base­
ball program at the high schodL 
Members of the Ch ie f’ s baseball 
team come- to the c lin ic to help 
instruct the younger k id s , and at 
the same time pick up some 
extra batting practice - and m o­
ney.

“ It isn ’t an extension o f my 
program, but it ’s for all pro­
gram ,”  Crissey said of the 
c lin ic . “ The fundam entals we 
teach help players involved in 
the Jun io r Leagues and summer 
ball team s.”

Crissey said that w ith  summer 
games, not all players get the 
time to w ork on their skills 
during the season. Th is  clin ic 
was ju st another w ay o f working 
the fundam ental o f  the game.

He said he likes the idea of 
the older boys teaching the 
younger players. .

“ I f  they (the older boys), are 
fundam entally sound and. have 
had the train ing, they can be 
better teachers. There is a ratio 
o f respect where the younger 
boys can relate to someone 
closer to their age.”

I'he five-week session, w ith  a 
one-week break in the m iddle, 
started in -mid-June and w ill last 
until Ju ly  23, Th is means 16 
sessions for $ 1 2 .

Crissey said he doesn’t-'make 
money on the clin ic . He buys 
the equipment and pays his high 
school players for their help.

He. put it best when he said, 
“ Fo r 75 cents a'session, there’s 
no better way for a kid  to spend 
time in the summer.”

to run a second computerized
