
Will Plymouth Township become the City of Plymouth Heights? 
Will it start its own police department? Will the Greenstein slate 
in Canton win renomination?

Those questions and more will be answered next Tuesday 
(Aug. 3) when voters throughout the Plymouth-Canton commu­
nity go to the polls in primary elections,
Plymouth Township voters will, in effect, be picking their new 

township officials, because the Republicans nominated next 
Tuesday will run unopposed in November.

Vying for the GOP nod for supervisor are Gregory Dean, Tom 
Notebaert and Soren Pedersen; 4

In Canton , Supervisor Bob Greenstein faces a challenge from 
Harold Stein, while Republican Peter Bundarin is unopposed.

Among candidates for clerk and treasurer in the two townships 
Canton Treasurer Carl Parsell faces a primary battle; Challenging 
him is Anne Bradley. Clerk John Flodin is unopposed*-as are 
Plymouth Township Clerk Helen Richardson and Treasurer 
Joe West, who are assured of election because they are unopposed 
again in the fall.

If Plymouth Township voters approve the proposed charter of 
Plymouth Heights, they will become city'residents. Also on the 
ballot are candidates for mayor, clerk, treasurer and council lo r  - 
that city, which would include all pf the .township east of Me 
Cluinpha Road. Under terms of the charter, which has been 
revised since earlier defeats, the city could l#evy up to 20 mills for 
general operating revenues. Township officials generally oppose 
passage of the charter, although its presence is seen as a deterrent 
to city annexation efforts.

Township voters will also decide the fate of a two-mill request 
for police protection and .5 mill in additional fire department, 
millage. Township, officals plan to start full-time, nine-man po­
lice force, should the police levy pass. The fire millage increase 
would help defray the costs of the fire department now being 
charged to*the township’s relatively small general fund,.

Both townships will select two nominees from each party for 
two four-year seats on their respective boards of trustees.

attend Farrand School4, the 

t school board decided Monday 
night.

The action will mean the trans­
fer - for reasons of management 
and safety - of some 78 Tanger 
School youngsters who live 
south of Five Mile Road to the 
Lake Pointe school.

Enrollment has declined at 
both schools, according to Supt.
John M. Hoben. He said the 
transfer would give each school 
a pupil population of a little 
more* than 250 students. Both 
schools will also house special 
education classrooms.

The transfer was opposed by 
several Tanger parents from 
Lake Pointe and by a pair of 
board members, Treasurer Frank 
Arle-n and Marcia Borowski 
though by for different reasons.

The parenst, said that despite 
the possible loss of crossing 
guards at the busy Five Mile 
Road crossing the schools have 
vowed to pull guards off all 
township corners unless the 
township shares their ,costs - the 
school was far closer to their 
homes than Farrand.

Ms. Borowski said the dis­
tric t’s attendance committee had 
urged that Lake Pointe young­
sters continue to attend Tanger 
to create a better socio-econo­
mic mix at the school, whose 
student population includes 
many students from the Deer 
Creek and Stonybrook apart­
ment complexs in Canton.

Board VicePresident E.J. Mc­
Clendon traded remarks with a 
neighbor of his who protested 
transfer of her children to 

Farrand. McClendon said when 
he moved to the Crabtree Lane 
address he had fought transfer of 
his children from Farrand to the 
then newly opened Tanger.

“We’re making too big an is­
sue of this,” he said, “In the 
long run they (the students) will 
be better off,”

In related action the board 
approved the appointment of 
Starkweather School principal 
John Howe and principal- of 
both Starkweather and Tanger

for the 1976-77 school year, 
while naming Tanger principal 
Earl Gibson principal at Farrand.

Gibson succeeds Anne Welch, 
who transferred from her Far­
rand administrative position to 
classroom teaching assignment.

If Canton’s Citizens Advisory 
Council (CAC) ever lives up to 
its original promise, it will be 
in spite of Township Supervisor 
Robert Greenstein, not because 
of him, critics say.

The CAC’s recording secretary, 
Brian Foust, has compiled a 
record of the group’s activities 
which reveals the frustrations 
which have led one o f its 
members to label the CAC as 
“TWT - Total Waste of Ti$ie” .

From stormy months of 
studying fire millage. needs, the 
group’s efforts, at the behest 
of Greenstein, are now turning 
to a study of the feasibility of a 
regional farmers market in 
southern Canton..

Greenstein and CAC members 
agree the task will'be- a chal­
lenging one, made all the more 
SO, some members say, because 
their roster has dwindled to five 
active members who manage to 
make most meetings.

“We really need more people 
who are interested,” said one 
member, anxious about the am­
bitious nature of the group’s 
new project. ' :

According to Foust, CAC 
membership is lagging because 
the* group cannot get 
cooperation from the 
supervisor’s office.

One member says if took 
Greenstein months to respond 
to a trio of names he submitted 
for potential CAC membership, 
and then, only after prodding.

Greenstein says he responded 
more swiftly, “We discussed the 
(recommended) names'with the 
gentleman the day after they 
were made,” he says.

■Responds the CAC member, 
“That’s a bunch of baloney.” 

Greenstein notes, however, 
that the prospective members 
recommended to him were not 
affiliated with organizations. 
The CAC was originally charged

t b s  C o m m u n i ty

with evolving membership from 
all organized facets of township 
life: homeowners groups, agrh 
cultural interests, merchants, 
industry^etc.

But Foust says his efforts to 
reach a wider potential member­
ship by contacting such orga­
nizations have been frustrated. 
He says Greenstein told him 
June 28 he would be sent a copy 
of a “Township Homeowners 
Address List.” .

“This was for the purpose of 
CAC inviting other groups to our 
meeting in hopes of attaining 
some expanded membership” 
Foust wrote in a follow-up let­
ter to Greenstein.

“We only meet two more times 
this summer and it would be 
most helpful to our new study 
(of the farm market) if we 
could get more representation 
while we are beginning our 
study.”

In a letter to  Greenstein’s 
secretary, Foust said, “Mr, 
Greenstein said at that meeting 
that it would be sent out the 
next day , as'his office has just 
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cops 
to go on duty

Back fire levy
. Maintaining a fire department 
which can serve a township of 
nearly 20,000 inhabitants with 
good equipment and sufficient 
manpower is an expensive pro­
position.

The fire budget is taking an 
ever larger chunk out of the 
township’s general operating 
budget, which is limited by law 
to one mill.

The burden makes budgeting 
for the rest of the township 
offices more and more difficult, 
arid should be eased by passage 
o f  an -.additional JS mill for 
fire protection.

Frank a deputy, and Weyona 
Lee Fidge all are hardworking 
candidates and are qualified for 
the job, they have not displayed 
the interest and understanding 
of problems which confront the 
entire township that Sharland 
and Priiner have.

Maurice Breen, who is a f o r ­
mer supervisor, is campaigning 
on the need for open govern­
ment. His own administration 
lacked much of the openness 
he now advocates. While he is 
one of the more articulate and 
intelligent candidates, we do not 
recommend his election.

George Wheeler did not appear 
at candidates’ night and does not 
have the record of long-standing

to take up a badge and cudgel 
to thwart crime in the township.

Yet in Plymouth Township, as 
well as Canton, sound profes­
sional local police protection is 
an inevitable need.

While we enjoy the sheriffs 
road patrol, it’s hard to get ex­

If . other races in Canton’s 
Democratic primary next 
Tuesday were as wide-open as 
that for trustee, this editorial 
might offer voters more decisive 
suggestions, but they’re not.

We are perplexed and frus­
trated by the choice facing Can- 
tonites in the primary election 
for supervisor.

On the master plan, on the 
reserve police force, on the first 
millage/on the conduct of meet­
ings, incumbent Robert Green­
stein and challenger Harold 
Stein hold opposing views. At 
first glance the choice seems a 
broad one, but in reality it’s 
like no choice at all.

Neither has displayed the 
degree of understanding 
Canton’s supervisor should have.

Greenstein is an intelligent man 
flawed by his ■ strongly -held 
conviction that he’s, always 
rights. Quite often he’s not right. 
Sometimes he’s downright mis­
leading. Almost alwaysTie’s arro­
gant.

He has a better grasp than 
his opponent of the complex­
ity and variety of the issues 
facing township government, but 
his self-righteousness clouds 
almost every thing he’s done with 
bitterness and distrust.

This , criticism no doubt 
qualifies The Crier for some sort 
o f enemies’ list o f Greenstein 
foes - that’s the way his adminis­
tration seems to look at things. 
(You’re either for him or you’re 
a ‘bad guy’.) We’ve seen it 
happen so often.

Life isn’t like ‘ that. Most 
voters just want thoughtful, 
decent leadership. Greenstein 
is one of the smartest politi­
cians around, but he has yet to 
understand that cooperation, 
not belligerence, is the better 

, part of leadership.
Stein has come out swinging 

on the master plan and police 
reserves, but he has not 
presented sound alternative to 
the programs he condemns.

Gould he Control urban sprawl 
in rural Canton? Would he?

One thing Greenstein doesn’t 
seem to understands that-many— 
of us agree with many of his 
concepts of government. He is 
trying to preserve open space; 
that’s good. But he’s gone about 
it not by working closely with 
.farmers to assure their coopera­
tion, or at least their understan­
ding of what he’s doing, but in­
stead he’s been out trying to 
hustle recognition in other 
communities and at the federal 
level for h is ‘revolutionary’ inno­
vation in planning.
It’s time he assured Canton 

farmers, as no public servant 
should ever fear to assure his 
constituents, that they will 
receive etjuitable treatment from 

/their township.
Canton needs mor police pro­

tection. We agree with Green­
stein on that. But has anyone 
carefully studied'the alternatives 
to determine not just which is 
cheapest, but also which is best? 
No. Instead, Greenstein has 
given us the reserve police force.

We agree with him that berms 
and -sign Cdntrol brake for bet­

ter-looking shopping areas, but 
we’ve seen these controls 
become levers for intimidating 
and badgering township 
merchants.

And then there’s the grand­
standing. Calling out the Sheriff 
to enforce a township board 
resolution. That was the stunt 
of a circus ringmaster, a way (he 
hoped) to tame the lions, not 

- run a good government.

We would like to see the shou­
ting subside and a note of sanity 
return to  township politics. If it 
did, Greenstein himself would 
be surprised how often we 
might agree with him. But he 
does so much of the shouting. 

-His ends do not justify so many 
of his means. And his means 
make an endorsement 
impossible.

She would do just as Green­
stein did if a board member 
decided to tape record a meeting 
contrary to board policy, she 
said recently. Picture if you will 
a burly deputy wresting a tape 
recorder from the arms of 
Lynne Goldsmith at Greenstein 
and Ms. Willis’ behest* The 
picture is not a pleasing one.

Still, her work as secretary of 
the Canton Chamber of 
Commerce has given Ms. Willis
an insight into problems which 
plague several segments of the 
Canton community. She 
promises to be an independent 
voice - despite her running with 
the slate - if she keeps that pro­
mise, we’ll be proud to  say we 
endorsed her.

Also qualified for the post of 
trustee is Gene Daley. As a 
deputy sheriff, he has found 
himself in the midst o f a donny- 
brook of rumor and accusation 
over the Canton reserve police 
force* He may not be as fami­
liar as Ms. Goldsmith and Ms. 
Willis with the complexities of 
township government, but we 
think he would work hard for 
the township. Of all candidates, 
his attendance at meetings has 
been the most faithful. 
Incumbent Gerald Cheske’s 

record in his two-year term as 
trustee does not qualify him for 
re-election to the longer term.

At last week’s candidates night, 
he said his accomplishments - 
which are largely synonymous 
with tbbse of the Greenstein

slate - included the fire millage 
and the Citizens Advisory 
Committee.

He later admitted his support 
of the fire millage had consis- ’ 
ted merely of “ talking about” 
it. The. CAC, which the slate 
promised would promote citizen 
participation in township de­
cision makeing, has become 
little more than a bitter joke 
among some of its handful of 
members.

To his credit, Cheske has

15 miles more to and from 
work.

“Some things have changed

though,” he said, “Postage has 
gone up - but then what hasn’t? 
I start later in the mornings at 
Plymouth, but the mail is still 
sent to Belleville, sorted and 
then brought to the Plymouth 
office on a daily basis.”

McNally still covers Route No. 
1 in Belleville, it was pretty 
rural up until about 10 years 
ago, he said. “Now it’s growing 
like everyplace else.”

Route No. 1 coyers Michigan 
Avenue to Proctor and Rawson 
east to Lilley. Two trailer parks 
have been added to McNally’s 
Canton route along, with the 
western part of Canton, homes 
along Ridge, Geddes and Denton 
roads.

follows you home? Maybe call 
the Humane Society, but if the 
animal is unwanted, maybe 
killed after four to seven days. 
Plymouth residents now have an 
alternative, Northville . Animal 
aide.

NAA member Roz Denomme 
of Plymouth doesn’t like the 
idea of animals being destroyed. 
Finding a home for unwanted 
pets is the organizations’s goal. 
NAA is asked to find an animal 
a home.,, it asks the caller to hold 
the animal for seven to 14 days. 
During that time, NAA puts up 
signs, asks, around, and maybe 
runs an ad in a newspaper.

“We’re still not totally or-

ganized,” said an NAA spokes­
man. “We needmembers badly, 
we’re just a group of interested 
people willing to put a little 
time, effort or whatever into 
solving what we see as . a 
problem”. * . -

The problem is, many animals' 
every year are destroyed by hu­
mane societies because a lot of 
people don’t want or can’t af- 
ofrd to buy them,

“The reason we got started 
was because we weren’t totally- 
satisfied with the care lost, 
stray and unwanted animals 
were receiving in this area” , the 
NAA spokesman said.

“We’re not in business to make 
money, but we ask for dona­
tions. We are in the process of 
becoming a non-profit corpora­
tion so we can receive endow­
ments. We want to build a fa­
cility to take care of animals.” 

NAA meets every /o ther 
Monday at 7 p.m, in Northville 
City Mall. Membership is $.2 for 
students and senior citizens and 
$5 for adults. All money goes to 
the fund.

.“We’d like to get to the point 
where we could have a neu­
tering clinic. But these are all 
new ideas we’re still forming.

"We need pro tessionarcdilliselihg.-

Just because we love animals 
doesn’t mean we know every- 
king about them ,” the spokes­
man added.

Currently, they’re asking some 
local veterinarians to. call them 
before they destroy an animal, 

Says the NAA spokesman' 
“We need more people who can 
make phone calls, more people 
who can take a dog for 10 days 
and more who want a dog.” 

NAA has. been around only 
since December, 1975, but in its 
brief .history , has found homes 
for some 60 animals.

Explaining the goal of Project 
SCORE director Byron Richard­
son says, “We would like to 
teach students salable skills so 
that they can work in the com­
munity” .

This year, SCORE ( Student 
Career Opportunities through . 
Relevant Experience ) has 
placed about 50 students in jobs 
working for non-profit organiza­
tions throughout the Plymouth 
Canton Community.

-These organizations include - 
Wayne County Road Commis­
sion, Canton Township, 
Plymouth , State Home, 
Plymouth and Canton recreation 
departments and nearly every 
school in the Plymouth Com­
munity School District. CETA 
funds reimburse the non-profit 
organizations for the salary 
paid to students.

Persons eligible for SCORE 
must be between the ages of 
14 and 21, residents of Wayne 
County, members of a low- 
income family or financially self- 
supporting and have educational 
goals.

Richardson says SCORE is 
more than just an employment 
agency, “We are able to main­
tain a personal contact with 
everyone in the project, he

notes. “Either my assistant, Russ 
Bruner, or 1 visit the job-site 
of every student every other 
week, and we hold a general 
meeting for everyone in the 
project twice a month,”

Richardson says he tries to 
place students in jobs for which 
they are qualified and can learn. 
He adds “These jobs are not 
dead ends. Students can progress 
and learn new skills.”

This July, Richardson, in con­
junction with the Plymouth 
Center for Human-JDevelopment, 
has started a job program in 
which three students are em­
ployed as janitorial assistants 
and one as a clothing clerk as­
sistant.

“The difficulty ” , Richardson 
says, “ is not only to teach these 
students a skill, but to motivate 
them to work.” He adds, “once 
a student has a skill, he can work 
rather than be supported by 
government agency;”

Project SCORE also works in 
conjunction with Plymouth 
Center, Our House and the 
Cultural Center to help students 
in trouble find jobs,

SCORE operates year round 
at Salem High School. Jobs are 
still available .

important at th e ‘moment, the 
basis of most problems is 
money. More is being put into 
the county with less outward 
advantages to the cities and 
townships.”

Arrowsmith says he would be 
“in constant touch with the 
people in the district,” so that 
money would not be “channel­
ed into projects of private and 
special interest groups with the 
taxpayers paying the freight,” 

He also would hold regular 
meetings with city and township 
boards to-“air grievances, discuss 
local problems and present 
future county problems.

“ I would have a district office 
which I would encourage 
everyone to use.”

Arrowsmith promises not to 
vote for any expenditures 
without first offering consti­
tuents an opportunity to express 
opinions, not to vote pay raises 
for commissioners and not to 
support spending money to re­
vitalize Detroit unless “other 
viable options” have been tried.

Flaskamp, a maintenance-clerk 
at Ford Motor Co. and an un­
successful candidate for Wayne 
County Registrar of Deeds in 
1972, agrees in principle with 
his opponent’s stand on finan­
ces, but adds , several other is­
sues.

“The number one problem in 
Wayne County is finances, fol­
lowed by the construction of a 
county jail, revitalizing of 
Detroit, particularly areas like 
the Port of Detroit, which 
would affect the whole county; 
and providing social services,” 
says Flaskamp.

“ In the 27th District the law­
suit against the drain commis­
sioner and the sheriff’s patrol 
and the question of the poor 
condition of township roads are 
main problems.”

Flaskamp says he feels the jail 
■may still have roadblocks ahead..

“Already the plans for the new 
jail have been found not to meet 
code. I think this may develop 
into another squabble.”

But while Flaskamp says he is 
“not a good predictor of 
Supreme Court decisions,” he 
thinks they may rule in the 
township’s favor find continue to 
provide patrol services.

If elected, says Falskamp, he 
will take a leave of absence from 
his present job.

dates for Plymouth Township 
offices la s t; Thursday, as they 
presented their ideas before a 
sparse audience at a LeagUe of 
Women Voters candidates night.

Of the three candidates for 
supervisor, two, Greg Dean and 
Tom Notebaert, were on hand.

In their opening statements, 
Notebaert said the township 
should share in the cost of 
providing crossing guards on 
school corners, while Dean 
stressed the importance of rea­
sonable, controlled growth in 
the township.

Dean said consolidation with 
the city was a “rational, 
practical way to go,” but said he 
could envision no consolidation 
unless the city withdrew its 
petitions to annex the township.

power on farms, ranches, in 
lumbering, etc.

Two to five horse teams were 
used for power on famrs in this 
area before the introduction of 
the farm tractor. The signals 
from 'a team driver were usually 
as follows:

Giddy - ap or Gidap - Order to. 
go ahead.

Whoa or Whoo - Stop.
Gee - veer right
Haw- veer left ;
Back up - reverse
It should be rioted that a team 

of two, three, four or more 
horses was invariable controlled 
by the driver, who called out all 
orders to the team. However, 
the driver also hheld a pair of 
reins, which were securely fas­
tened to a ‘Bit’ in each horses’ 
mouth. (Tough mouthed horses 
were fitted with ‘pinch’ bits 
in their mouth). If the team did 
not respond to verbal command, 
a tug on the reins by the driver . 
sharply pinched the ‘bit’ on the 
horse’s tongue to remind them 
to do wha^ the driver ordered.

We farmers thought that during 
these days when so much self 
credit is usurped by a “TEAM” 
it would be well to let those un­
familiar with, teams know that -

A team is always under direc­
tion and orders from one driver 
(even football teams)

A team is under the ultimate 
control of one man by means of 
reins (or strings) and the string 
o r reins controlled team is not 
allowed freedom of action.

In conclusion, we urge all 
voters to vote for candidates 
who are not a team, with strings 
or reins attached who must 
respond to the driver.
