The restraining order resulted
when C. L. Finlan, who owns an .

joins the restaurant parking lot,
filed  suit contending that “the

restaurant lacked. enough park-
ing credits to allow space for

diners and that the diners would

ing lot.
Finlan cited an ordinance vio-
lation to uphold his claim which,

That's what the Youth Center
at 271 S. Main St. has been to
thousands of Plymouth young
people since it opened five years
ago.

On the surface, a place where
kids can hang out together af-
ter .school, do homework to-
gether, to shoot some poal;

On a deeper level,. a place
where they are challenged to
take on some responsibility,
form close friendships, and de-
velop confidence in themselves
and their future,

There's no-formal program at
the Youth Center; no classes to

‘sign up for, no meetings to at-

tend. Instead there are the ingre-
dients for spontaneous doings -
the pinball machines, pool table
or pottery-making supplies,
There are field trips to Ann Ar-
bor Art Fair, horseback riding,
swimming or athletic . events,

Dale Yagiela is the director
of Youth Center, assisted by
Scott Levely and a core of
volunteers.
