- 45-15 is a new concept used to expand the capacity
of school buildings .by using the school building for
the entire year. Students attend class. on one of four
tracks, A, B, C or D, which run for 45 eldqs days fol-
lowed by 15 vacation days each.

Tracks start at three-week intervals, allowing one
track to be in school while the others are on vacation,
on a cyclical basis. Such scheduling _'increases' the
school’s capacity by one-third.

45-15 has been in operation as a pxlot prOJect at Mil-
ler Elementary School in Canton since July.of 1975.
The project was originally scheduled to begin in 1974,
‘but teacher contracts with the school district were not
signed in time that year to allow Track D fifth graders
to complete the sehool year in tame to enter middle
school. | -

Tracks at ‘Milier ‘School are ‘cu'rrent]”y developed
around neighborhoods, giving neighborhood -children
the. same vacation schedules.

The cost of administering
local government in  the Ply -
mouth-Canton arca is largely.
made up of the salaries of ad-
ministrators and they vary
greatly from one local govern-
ment to another.

The City of Plymouth has a

far different form of government
from Plymouth ‘and Canton
townships.
_ P]ymouth Is governed by a
city manager form of govern-
ment where a seven-member
commission, elected by the
voters, hires full-time adminis-
trators. to run the day-to-day
operations of the city,

The townships are governed
by a seven-member township

" board which is comprised of

"four trustees, a supervisor, a
clerk and a treasurer — the last
three being administrative in
function as well as legislatwe

Fred Yockey, city manager,
stressed that comparisons be-
‘tween the townships and the
city are hard to make since the
services rendered between analo-

gous positions, such.as the mana- -

ger and supervisor vary greatly.
Plymouth city administrators

- and their salaries include: mana-
‘ger, $35,415; assistant manager,
$18,000; a clerk-finance officer, -

$21,641; and a treasurer-assessor
$20, 909 These are the appoint-
ed positions;
