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PEA eyes county union
BY W. EDWARD WENDOVER

For the first time, Plymouth 
teachers got a look yesterday at 
a proposal to incorporate them 
into a Wayne-county wide bar­
gaining unit.

The proposal, a tenative con­
stitution for the Wayne County 
Education Assoc., .would (if 
passed) lump Plymouth teachers 
into a bargaining unit which 
would negotiate contracts for all 
members of Wayne County tea­
cher unions affiliated with the 
Michigan Education Assoc, (the 
Plymouth Education Assoc, 
state affiliate).

According to PEA President 
Candi Reece, the move would 
form a county teachers’ union 
(with some local responsibilities 
for different chapters) in charge 
of bargaining for all affected 
school districts.

Such .a union would have 
some 6,000 members. There are 
about 650 teachers in the Ply­
mouth Education Assoc.

“ I don’t like the idea of giv­
ing up local autonomy,” Ms. 
Reece said, “but what else can 
we do?”

“This seems to be the only 
avenue we have left,” she said of

the coordinated bargaining im­
pact of sich an agreement.

She said such an organiza­
tional move by the education 
associations in the county is pos­
sible because, for example in 
Plymouth, “ as 650, \ye could be 
forced and replaced, but with
6,000 it’s a little different -  
there’s more than just us.”

According to the PEA lead­
ers, a vote of 75 per cent of the 
PEA members would be required 
before such a county-wide asso­
ciation could encompass Ply­
mouth schools.

Claims cops costly
Stein curtails police patrols

Based on projections that the 

Canton Police Dept, could wind 
up costing the township some 
$59,000 in salaries alone in 
1977 if the current patrol sche­
dule is continued, Canton Super-. 
visor Harold Stein has suggested 
that patrols be reduced on the 
township’s roads.

In a written report given to 
the Canton Board of Trustees 
after a special meeting held 
Monday; Stein* reviewed the 
number of hours the Canton 
reserve and regular officers have 
worked both in the 14-week

period from Aug. 4 to Nov. 12 
and in the two-week period be­
tween Nov. 13 and Nov. 26.

“The total hours during this 
14-week period are 6*805 and 
the monies paid these reserves 
during this period is 
$14,619,75,” says Stein’s re ­
port. “This averages out to be 
approximately 486 hours a 
week, or on an individual basis 
(for the 37 reserves listed with 
hours) the average is approxi­
mately 13 hours a week or 52 
hours a month. The average 
approximate dollar cost paid 
during this (14-week) period is

The report also survey^ the 
weeks in which the 14 hewly- 
certified officers have been em­
ployed by the township at a 
salary of $3.83 per hour as op­
posed to the $2.30 salary drawn 
by non-certified reservists.

“For the two-week pay per­
iod ending Nov. 26 a total 
number of 856- hours were 
worked or an average for the 29 
reserves that worked approxi­
mately 30 hours for two weeks 
. . . with a total payroll cost for 
those two weeks of $2,295. . -. 
or $156 per month (per man).
, “If the current rate of hours 
continue during 1977, the re­
serves will have worked 22,256 
hours for an average of appro­
ximately 52 hours per month , 
(based on 35 reserves), or a dol­
lar value in excess of $59,670, 
even though $48,000 was bud­
geted for 1977.”

Stein says the township pen­
sion contract requires that em­
ployes working more than 20 
hours per wqek for five months 
must be considered full-time 
and eligible for fringe benefits 
including hospitalization, social 
security, pension, holidays and 
sick days and a differential rate 
for Sundays and holidays, “all of 
which the township certainly 
cannot afford, especially for a

A Canton cemetery faces 

state allegations that it is some 
$70,000 deficient in trust funds 
as required by law.

The Knoll wood' Memorial 
Park Assoc., of 1299 Ridge 
Rd., has teen notified by the 
state’s Cemetery Commission 
that it must explain trust fund 
deficiencies -  discovered in a 
state audit -  at a hearing next 
Thursday, in Lansing.

According to George L. 
Bruce, of the state cemetery 
commission, the alleged deficien- 

•cies in Knollwood’s accounts in­
volve the Endowed Care Trust 
Fund ($952.89) and the Mer­
chandise Trust - Fund 
($69,077.42) between Decem­
ber, 1972 and September, 1974.

The endowed care fund is set 
aside for pre-paid burial costs 
and grave maintenance and the 
merchandise fund Js a required 
trust used for purchasing mark­
ers and'burial vaults.

Gary Eppolito, secretary-trea­
surer of the cemetery corpora* 
tion, said the dispute over Knoll- 
wood V  funds revolves around 
the liquidity- of the collateral 
posted for the funds.

Eppolito said -  and Bruce 
agreed -  that the principal own- . 
er of the Knollwood Cemetery, 
Sam Tocco, had posted his and 
his wife’s share of a 61 -acre land 
parcel in Clinton Township as 
collateral on the funds; Eppo­
lito said that Tocco’s share of 
that property was worth 
$150,000.

requires the merchandise fund 
to be liquid. State laws, passed 
in 1968, require the endowed 
care fund to contain 15 per cent 
of any amount paid for a ceme­
tery lot and require cemeteries 
to keep 70 per cent of the sale 
price of burial vaults and 30 per 
cent (plus cost) of grave memo­
rials in trust funds.

Eppolito said there had been 
no attempt to shortchange the 
trust accounts, but that the 
funds required by law had been 
spent in other ways in the ceme­
tery.

“ It is not a question of 
money being extracted from the 
cemetery,” he said, “all our 
dollars are here, it’s just a ques­
tion of where they go.”

He said that much of the

cemetery’s original funds were 
either invested improperly and 
wasted or just disappeared. Since 
that original start of the. ceme­
tery, it was reorganized under 
Tocco’s leadership and has been 
trying to bail out the formerly 
mismanaged situation.

Knollwood was previously 
owned -  in part -  and run by 
Gerald Franklin, an attorney 
who was murdered in 1972.

Tocco took over operation of 
the cemetery with Eppolito in 
mid-1972.

The state alleges that defi­
ciencies in the Knollwood funds 
have existed since December, 
1972.

Eppolito told The Commu­
nity Crier those deficiencies 
were caused in part by Toc­

co’s having to bail out former 
problems at Knollwood. “We 
had to pay all those past liabili­
ties,” he said.

The cemetery official also 
said an additional 20 acres of 
land -  connecting the original 
80 acres with Ford Road -  was 
purchased and developed.

He said, in addition, that it 
was normal for a cemetery to 
lose money in its first 12 to 15 
years of operation.

Eppolito made â  deposit 
Tuesday to cover the alleged 
endowed care deficiency of 
$950.

He said he would ask the 
state cemetery commission for a 
30-day adjournment of the 
Knollwood case, during which 
time he and Tocco would add

enough cash to Knollwood mer­
chandise funds to represent 
liquidity.

“ If there’s a complaint about 
liquidity of the fund,” Eppolito 
said, “ then why hasn’t any com­
plaint ever been filed to that 
effect?”

He said the money to com­
pensate for the alleged deficien­
cy would come from a reorgan­
ization and refinancing of the 
cemetery which would also pro­
vide funds for constructing an 
additional mausoleum and land­
scaping.

The cemetery, as planned 
now, could accommodate
120,000 plots but thus far 
187 plots have been used there, 
Eppolito said.

The Plymouth Education As­

soc. (PEA, teachers’ union) 
has proposed a three-year con­
tract with Plymouth Schools 
calling for a total of eight per 
cent salary increases, plus a cost 
of living increase and increased 
retirement benefits.

In a bargaining session Fri­
day, the PEA m^de formal the 
first new official development 
in the teacher negotiation situa­
tion since Oct. 19 when the 
school board placed a formal 
offer on the table.

Plymouth school district tea­
chers are now in their 71st day 
of wprk without a contract since 
their last two-year contract ex­
pired.

The latest offer by the PEA 
was the first time, officially, 
the teachers’ union indicated it 
would be open to setting a mini­
mum and maximum for cost of 
living formulas and splitting 
retirement fund contributions 
(now required by new state law) 
over a two-year period,

A negotiation session be­
tween the teachers and the 
schools has been set for Monday 
and the schools are expected to 
respond to the latest PEA of­
fer by Friday.

The teachers’ latest offer was 
discussed in a general member­
ship meeting pf the district’s 
650 teachers at Jhe Penn Thea­
ter Monday afternoon. It calls 
for a three-year agreement as 
follows:

FIRST YEAR: (1976-1977) a 
five per cent increase, full incre­
ments, plus three per cent 
towards a retirement for each 
teacher.

SECOND YEAR: a cost of 
living increase of between seven 
and 10 per cent, full increments, 
plus two per cent retirement.

THIRD YEAR: a three per 
cent salary hike, a cost of living 
increase between seven and 10 
per cent, plus full increments.

The latest offer from the 
schools described as the 
“final offer” by school offi­
cials when made in October 
-  'called for a three-year con­
tract as follows:

FIRST YEAR: a three per

cent salary hike, full incre­
ments, plus 2.5 per cent retire­
ment.

SECOND YEAR: 2.5 per 
cent retirement; and cost of 
living of four to five per cent.

THIRD YEAR: a two per 
cent salary hike; plus cost of 
living of four to five per cent.

Norm Kee, chief negotiator 
and personnel director for the 
schools, described the PEA’s 
latest proposal as “disappoint­
ing.”

In related news, a Michigan

Employment Relations Commis­
sion hearing into alleged unfair 
labor practices lodged against 
the schools by the teachers has 
been continued to Dec. 15.

Last Wednesday the hearing 
began into charges by the PEA 
that the schools reneged on a 
bargaining position made in the 
latest school board offer. School 
negotiators said there was a 
misundertsanding of the offer 
and that a further clarification 
was needed.

When the City of Plymoutn 

converted to Detroit water, 
(thereby abandoning its water 
well system), it left one very 
large question unanswered.

What do you do with a new, 
quarter of a million dollar 
water storage tank sitting on 
three acres in Northville Town­
ship?

That question is far from an­
swered as yet, but now the city 
is looking at some ideas. The 
recent interest was stirred when 
Northville Township offered' 
$35,000 for the tank and pro­
perty.

City Manager Fred Yockey 
recommended the commission 
reject that bid -  which it did -  
but that reopened the discus­
sions into the fate of the tank.

Yockey even has a suggestion 
for its use -  make it into a rac­
quet ball facility. Although he 
hasn’t had an architect look into 
it yet, the city manager feels 
the abandoned tank could be 
turned into a recreational facili­
ty run as an outpost of the city’s 
parks and recreation department 
although further details must be 
explored.

“Racquetball is the hottest 
recreation thing there is today,” 
Yockey said.

“ It’s just one idea we’ve 
presented,” he explained, adding 
that other uses under considera­
tion are: storage for seasonal 
equipment and records and the 
possibility of selling it if the 
price is right.

On the horizon of the politi­
cal scene the rumbles of new 
charges and countercharges be­
tween Stein and Greenstein can 
be heard developing. However, 
regardless of the potential politi­
cal threats facing the new admin­
istration, they must step-up and 
assume the authority and the 
responsibility for making deci­
sions on the issues and problems 
facing our “booming” township, 
many of which cannot wait too 
long for answers because the 
advancing development of our 
township is taking away the 
luxury of alternative decisions.

The new administration is 
proposing citizens advisory com­
missions to study many of the 
issues facing our township, in 
theory such commissions are 
appealing, however, if these 
commissions are not given pro­
per direction, and time sche­
dules in which to work, they 
become in reality vehicles for 
procrastination.

The responsibility of those 
who were elected to serve the 
people and make the decisions 
to guide our township’s develop­
ment cannot be lessened by the 
institution of advisory com­
missions to study issues.

Our elected officilas must still 
stand up to their responsibility 
on the major isstie facing Can­
ton, which continues to be 
our unregulated residential 
growth rate with its adverse 
impact on our school system, 
roads. and highways, water and 
sewer capacities, fire and police 
protection, and recreation facili­
ties. This issue has become so 
critical that the residents of 
neighboring communities who 
live in our common school dis­
trict are becomig disturbed by 
the impact of our growth rate 
on them and our inability to 
cope with our growth problems.

To further complicate Cam 
ton’s problem, the new adminis­
tration does not seem to com­
prehend that, there are very basic 
differences between the issue of 
land use planning and the issue 
of growth control.

While I accept the fact that 
they are related, I strongly argue 
that .they are wholly separate. 
Land use planning decisions ul­
timately determine the popula­
tion density in a community. 
Whereas growth control is the 
method by which a community 
regulates the rate at which it 
attains the density of popula­
tion for which its land use plan 
requires.

The rural residents of our 
township, who for the most part 
supported Stein, were aggrieved 
by the land use planning pro­
grams of Greenstein. In response 
to this grievance, at the first

C o m m u n i t y
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sworn in, the new administra­
tion proposed a commission to 
study land use planning.

1 make no quarrel with this 
proposal, however, I do not 
believe that this action satis­
fies the grievances of the sub­
division residents on our growth 
rate, the new administration 
must therefore take immediate 
action to formulate a pro­
gram for controlling the accele­
rating growth rate which our 
community is presently ex­
periencing.

Without such a policy, the 
services that will be demanded 
by the increasing number of new 
residents moving into our com­

munity will not be provided in 
an orderly and economically 
efficient manner.

I do not accept the ration­
alized excuse of the new admin­
istration that they have only 
recently taken power so they 
need time to study ‘the issues 
and problems facing Canton. 
Each of them have been actively 
campaigning for over six months 
for the positions they now hold.

Surely, they must have for­
mulated some concepts or pro­
posals during this period of time 
on how to meet the problems 
facing Canton other than to in­
stitute citizens advisory commis­
sions.

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A trolley line running around 
the central downtown business 
district and Old Village?
' That’s just one of the propo­

sals the City of Plymouth Plan­
ning Commission sees as merito­
rious of consideration in the fu­
ture five years of capital im­
provements by city government.

As part of its report to the 
city commission, the city plan­
ning body -  in no prioritized 
manner listed the following 
possible proposals for considera­
tion by the city:

City Hall Extension -  The 
construction would consist of a 
second story over the present 
fire hall and include offices for 
the Detective Bureau, located 
now outside the City Hall, sleep­
ing quarters for the Fire Depart­
ment, and offices for lieutenants 
of both the Police and Fire De­
partments. ‘

Construction of Main Street 
Underpass -  Includes land ac­
quisition and construction costs 
of an underpass at the junction 
of Main Street and C. & O. Rail­
road tracks.

City-Wide . Tree Trimming 
Program -  Includes survey and 
evaluation of existing tree stock 
to determine where trimming 
would be necessary to remove 
dead wood and provide clear­
ance for electrical lines and traf­
fic.

Beautification of City Parks 
— General improvement and up­
grading of city parks throughout 
the community.

Improvements to Tonquish

Creek -  Tonquish Creek im­
provements would include con­
struction of a wooden bridge 
near Tonquish Creek Manor, im­
proved lighting, erection of a 
split-rail fence, construction of 
wooden benches, improvement 
of a sliding hill near McKinley 
Avenue and other miscellaneous 
improvements.

Purchase of Aerial Ladder 
Truck -  Equipment purchased 
would replace the 1945 aerial 
ladder presently utilized by the 
Fire Department.

Sidewalk Ramp Construction 
- This project recommends the 

continuation of ramp construc­
tion on corners within the CBD 
and Old Village.

Tree Planting Program -  An 
active tree planting p’rogram 
should be initiated to plant trees 
on city property in residential 
neighborhood areas. The plant­
ing would be at the request of 
a resident and would be planted 
on city property between the 
street and sidewalk. '

Parking System Improve­
ments - Several parking system 
improvements are proposed to 
increase parking spaces in the 
CBD and the Old Village areas. 
Major improvements identified 
in the October, Parking Study 
are as follows: Central Parking 
Lot This project includes the 
resurfacing, restripping, reloca­
tion of the Harvey Street in- 
gress/egress areas, and the relo­
cation of the Ann Arbor Trail in­
gress gate control. Estimated 
cost is $40,000; Wiedtpan Park­

ing Deck This proposal is an 
expansion of the city-owned 
Wiedman lot to add a 91-space 
parking deck. Preliminary cost 
estimates made by Graham- 
Culotta for deck construction
are $350,000; Old Village Park­
ing -  This project includes 
land acquisition, the addition of 
metered on-street parking, and 
the construction of paved lots. 
Several property acquisition 

. combinations have been con­
sidered; however, a plan to 
provide 74 additional spaces was 
recommended at an estimated 
cost of $210,000.

Construction of Recreation 
Facilities and Improvements - 
Major facility construction im­
provements include the follow­
ing: Lightjng of Massey Field; 
Shuffleboard 'Courts, Outdoor 
Tennis Courts, Racquetball 
Courts, City Swimming Pool.

Fast Central Lot Entrance -  
This project w .mid include land 
acquisition a^d paving, for a 
Main Street entrance to the Fast 
Central Lot.

‘ Daylight Lighting Program - 
New light locations, type and 
installation in CBD would pro­
vide night illumination equal 
to daylight levels.

Crack Sealing Program -  This 
program includes the purchase 
and spreading of sealing com­
pound in street cracks to prevent 
street damage.

Library Extension This 
project would include an addi­
tion to cover the existing first 
floor area.

Traffic Light Extension 
This project would include the 
addition of a traffic signal at the 
Ann Arbor Trail/Union intersec­
tion. Also included would be a 
program to coordinate and con­
trol all traffic lights as part of a 
traffic control system.

In its opening, the proposal 
states, “ . . .

Reaction to the proposal 
varied. Some* like Commissioner 
Mary Childs felt that senior citi­
zen, aid belonged with the city 
commission.

"We don’t really know 
how many people over 62 there 
are in this town. There isn’t just 
one solution because there isn’t 
just one problem.”

During the last budget year 
ending June 30, the City of Ply­
mouth came out $58,202 ahead 
of the break-even point and 
$51,000 ahead of projections.

That fund balance was shown 
in the annual city audit pre­
pared by Sutheralnd & Yoe, a lo­
cal accounting firm, released 
Nov. 10.

According to City Manager 
Fred Yockey, the fund surplus 
for the city came because 
$31,000 in police and fire sala­
ries weren’t spent due to disabili­
ty leaves, because $12,000 was 
realized from the Single Busi­
ness Tax allottment was cre­
dited, and because district.court 
revenues exceeded expectations 
by about $7,600.

“Over the past couple of 
years or so our economy has 
been touch and go,” Yockey 
told The Crier. “So, we at­
tempted to be conservative in 
our revenue estimates.”

Because of the surplus in 
revenues over expenditures, the 
city’s fund equity balance rose 
from $212,116 to $270,318.

The city, in its proposed bud­
get, had anticipated a positive 
fund balance of about $7,000 -  
some $51,000 short of the 
actual, according; to the audit.

Currently, A the city’s 16.45 
mill tax levy produces about 
$83,T60 per- mill from the total 
$8:4,000,630 state equalized 
valuation of the: city.

Cont. from pg. |
which we are supposed to have.”

The report also lists police 
expenses through Nov. 30 of 
$23,561 for equipment, supplies 
and uniforms, and $21,956 for 
salaries since its inception in Au­
gust.

“The township budget will 
have to be adjusted because 
there is only $16,200 currently 
budgeted for the police depart­
ment,” says Stein.

“The reserves were formu­
lated to be the eyes and ears of 

. the township, not a full-time 
police reserve. The township, at 
this time, cannot afford to 
maintain the current level of 
activity that the police reserve 
now does.

“We* do not have to maintain 
four patrol cars every night,” 
said Stein. “We are suggesting 
that as a normal practice there 
be two patrol cars a night with 
one command officer, two certi­
fied officers, two non-certified 
officers and a non-certified re- 

„ serve acting as dispatcher. The 
command officer could ride in 
one of the patrol cars eliminat­
ing one of the certified officers.”

Stein says the new program 
would decrease the number of 
hours worked, thereby decreas­
ing the salaries paid out by 
a “minimum of 50“ per cent.

“All of this adds up to put­

ting the police department hack 
on a part-time basis.”

Earlier in the evening interim 
Canton Police Chief Carl Sil­
vers appeared before the board 
to answer questions about the 
present role of the department 
in the township.

-Audience members, mriny of 
them off-duty reservists, de­
manded to know why certified 
Canton offices had been told 
to “stand by” outside a bar 
fight reported in the township 
Friday night. Silvers responded 
he felt it was in the best interests 
of the officers to wait for assist- , 
ance from the Wayne County 
Sheriffs.

“We’ll lay it out to you,” 
said Thom Carman both to Stein 
and Silvers. “You have made a 
directive to have (the officers) 
not to act as certified police of­
ficers contrary to the oath 
they’ve taken. I t’s like someone 
going through medical school 
then not being allowed to prac­
tice medicine,”

Carman later demanded to 
know why Silvers had also 
pulled one of the patrol cars off 
the road, cutting the number to 
three. Jim Donahue added that 
“ two weeks ago tomorrow Mr. 
Stein told Tom Quinn (of the 
Citizeris Advisory Council) that 
there would be no changes in the 
police.”

Stein replied that “since that 
time we have had to make some 
decisions based on the budget 
and on the increased help we 
are getting from the State Po­
lice and County Sheriffs. We 
hope to cut down.”

Audience members insisted 
the township should be adding 
to the patrols rather than cutting 
down, noting the . surplus of 
$600,000 in the township cof­
fers.'

County to continue renting from 
DeHoCo three inmate barracks 
located in Plymouth.

The . barracks, located on Five 
Mile Road, house 400 inmates 
who have not committed serious 
crimes, according to county she­
riffs. The sheriff’s department 
has rented them since last Feb. 
9.

Last week the Wayne County 
Board of Commissioners allo­
cated $550,000 to the sheriffs 
to cover operating expenses at 
the barracks for December and 
January.

The county presently houses 
serious offenders, such as mur­
derers, in its main 
downtown Detroit a^raafso uses 
the new county detention annex 
located in a formerly vacant 
building o f tk e  Wayne County 
GenentT^TTospital. The annex 
operfed last week.

Tite annex can house 250 
an d ^ tfa i-^ jnain facility 720.

In recent months the prison 
population has been running 
between 1,200 and 1,300 accor-
