Old Central School may be 
reborn as annex to CEP

Nobody knows for sure yet 

whether the Plymouth School 
District’s oldest major school 
building is its biggest white 
elephant or its saving grace.

Centra] School, built in 1918 
after fire destroyed its prede­
cessor on the same site, was for' 
more th.an five decades Ply-, 

'mouth's only high school. -In its 
early days it was school for prac­
tically everyone in the district, 
housing grades . kiildergarte'n 
through 12 .. '

, Then, iu 19-70, the first of the 
■Centennial Park high schools*' 
opened. For a year the old build­
ing at Church and Main stood 
idle. A building bond issue 
in' 1972 may have been defeated 
because, residents, were upset 
that their old Plymouth High sat 
empty.

Dubbed Central School, the 
building opened its doors again 
in the fa  11 of 1972 as a middle 
school. Rapid, growth in the 
district, compelled school of fit

cials to add elementary classes 
there a year later.

Today the elementary is 
gone. Its students now attend 
one of the three new schools 
opened last fall. In the middle 
school, neighborhood enroll­
ment is dwindling..Students are 
bused in to take advantage of 
the downtown classroom space. 
Population growth has shifted 

.south to Cantpn, far from the 
old' school in the heart of town.

Plymouth school officials 
want to build new .middle 
schools jn Canton, nearer their 
students, If they do, Central's 
life as a middle..school will end. 
Some observers say it’s none 
too soon. The structure is badly 
deteriorated.
