When will schools 
tap new president?  —

In addition to filling ■'its vacant seat, the Plymouth- 
Canton School Board has another important task a- 
head - choosing a new board president.
The two organizational matters have been necessi­

tated by the resignation of Marcia Borowski, who was 
elected board president at the July 1 annual organiza­
tional meeting.
It is expected that the board will pick a new leader 

at Monday’s school board meeting.
Board Vice President Tom Yack, expected to be 

the board’s choice for replacing Mrs. Borowski, said 
it was not yet determined'when the board would 
elect its new president.

It could depend, Yack said, on when the new board 
member was appointed. If that happened Monday  ̂
night, the board might then proceed to pick the new 
president, he explained.- The board could also pick a 
new president before appointing someone to the 
vacancy, Yack added, but as of press time, no plans 
had been made. , *

Board' President Marcia Bor­
owski - to fill the vacancy 
or the county intermediate 
school district will appoint 
someone to the seat.

In her letter of resignation, 
Mrs. Borowski said her service 
on the board - which was high­
lighted when she was elected 
board president last month - was 
“both rewarding and frus­
trating.”
■ She said it was rewarding to 
have worked with the schools 
closely but frustrating because 
so many things she hoped to 
accomplish had not been com­
pleted.

- “ I regret that I have not been 
able to fulfill my campaign goals 
to insure every individual suc­
ceeds in school,” she said. “ But 
I sincerely appreciate the oppor­
tunity to have served the com­
munity in trying to come closer 
to these goals.

“There is nothing I would 
rather have done these last three 
years,” Mrs. Borowski 
concluded.

, Ernie Tackier, chairman of the 
15 th Congressional District Re­
publican Party, said these two 
men will make their recommen­
dations to representatives from 
the whole district for approval.

“The whole committee has the 

final say, but the local recom­
mendations are usually 
accepted,” Tackier said.

The Democratic Party’s proce­
dure is similar. Vincent Petit - 
pren, chairman of the 15th Dis­
trict Democratic Party, said he 
would choose a committee of 
at least five from the Democra­
tic ' precinct delegates to, make 
the recommedations for the 
candidates.

According to the Wayne Coun­
ty Clerk’s office, these dele­
gates are: Darlene B. Protulis, 
Charles Gorham, Cecelia M. Sa- 
ja, Susan Ann Dunn, Angie

Corrieri, Gerald L. Bodenmil- 
ler, Gene W. Reaves, William 
D. Maloney and Robert E. 
Greenstein.

Greenstein, who was elected 
supervisor in 1974, was defeated 
last year in the Democratic pri­
mary by Stein. He waged a 
write-in campaign for the gen­
eral election, losing narrowly to 
Stein and ahead of Republican 
Peter Bund arm.

The committee’s recommenda­
tions would again be subject 
to approval by members of the 
larger district, but the local 
endorsements are usually ac­
cented .

Petitpren said any Democrat 
of good standing would be ac­
ceptable to him except Green­
stein. The former supervisor’s 
write-in campaign against fel­
low Democrat Stein in last No­
vember’s election showed that 
he does not follow the “philoso­
phy of the Democratic Party,” 
Petitpren said.

The 15th District Democratic 
party, led by Petitpren, endor- 
ced Stein in the general election 
last November and recently re­
affirmed its endorcement for 
the recall.

James Poole, one of the two

local Republican committee- 
men, lost his trustee seat on the 
township board in November.

Poole also lost to Greenstein 
in the 1974 supervisor race.

A spokesman for the Wayne 
County Elections Committee 
Orville Tungate, said that al­
though the state recall law is 
unclear, he will accept the can­
didates names from the chair­
men of the two district parties.

He said also, that no third 
party will be on the ballot be­
cause none qualified in the last 
election.

Write-ins, as usual, will be ac­
cepted, he said.

were reported in all of Michi­
gan.

At this time, Canton has no 
plans to spray for mosquitoes. 
The county health department 
recommends these methods to 
reduce their breeding:

Change water in wading pools 
daily, fill in low areas of yards 
that don’t drain, check house 
rain gutters and downspouts for 
clogging or holding water, keep 
drainage ditches in front of your 
property clean, and in general, 
eliminate all standing or stag- 
net water.

The cost of education in the 
Plymouth-Canton Community 
School District could increase by 
$207,000 in 1978 if a bill now 
before the Michigan Senate does 
not pass in its present form, 
school officials report.

Senate Bill 714, an unemploy­
ment compensation proposal, is 
designed to bring Michigan into 
compliance with new federal un­
employment compensation stan­
dards.

Under current Michigan Law, 
school employees are not en­
titled to collect unemployment 
compensation benefits during 
the summer months or during 
the vacation and holiday recesses 
that occur during the school 
year. State Bill 714 was amen­
ded ip the Senate Labor Com­
mittee...to. allow, -that-.practice.
to stand, Without those, amend- 
ments, however, school em­
ployees who are not teachers 
or administrators will' be. eligi­
ble for benefits during those 
times.

The new federal unemploy­
ment compensation standards 
do not require the State to ex­
tend eligibility to nonprofes­
sional school employees for 
summers or for holidays and 
vacation periods that occur 
within the school . year. But 
the federal standards do make 
such legislation permissive 
school officials say.

Figures compiled by the Michi­
gan Association of School 
Boards and the Michigan‘Associ­
ation. of School Administrators 
indicate that without the amend­
ments approved by the Senate 
Labor Committee, the added 
cost for implementing S.B. 714 
would exceed. $64.5 million.

Police needs outweigh 
. extra tax burden
Canton’s voters can give their police 

department a badly needed first step 
towards a fulltime force if they approve 
the police millage on the Aug. 27 recall 
ballot.

No accurate estimates are yet available 
on how much protection the millage will 
provide, but the voters must accept the 
responsibility to create a full-time, 
professional force and this millage will 
take that first step.
Especially in the light of the inadequate 

protection provided by the Wayne 
County Sheriff Department, Canton can 
no longer put off the inevitable.
The sheriff has only three patrols for 

seven Wayne County townships which, 
stretch 24 miles between the Monroe 
and Oakland County lines.
A solid st*ep in the right direction was 

taken when the township hired a new 
full-tiipe chief.
Walter MacGregor has been praised by 

the police chiefs of the City of Plymouth 
and Northville Township and by the 
president of the Canton Police Officers 
Assoc., John Longridge,
MacGregor also__helped.,-, the—Wuy-ne

Police Department grow from a small 
force to a large, full-service organization, 
and could help Canton’s do the same.’ 
We therefore urge Canton’s voters to 

approve the millage. True, voters are 
asked to bear__jtn ever-increasing tax

burden, but this service is critical to a 
burgeoining_ community.- like Canton.
The township’s force now patrols in the 

evenings and • on the weekend with 15 
parttime and 15 reserves. We don’t 
doubt that many of these men are 
dedicated professionals* but there’s no 
substitute for full-time,’ career officers.
One thing that the voters should keep 

in mind however, is that they are not 
voting on the size of the millage Aug. 27 
(despite what one other newspaper said. 
They arc only giving the township' the 
right to tax them for the police. ;
The township board has resolved to 

levy “up to two mills!’’ but they are not 
legally bound to this.
State law allows up to 10 mills and the 

board # theoretically could levy this 
amount after they have the right to tax. 
This is Unlikely, though; It would be 
capriciously breaking the public trust.
Under .a similar set-up, the township 

board recently reduced its levy for fire 
millage.'
For the extra money needed to start a 

fulltime force,‘ we urge ; the township to 
vigorously pursue----federal H—funds1-pursue
earmarked for local law enforcement -~ 
particularly for startup costs. 
Police protection has always been 

costly. But the price of trying to get by 
without it is costlier.

What are you - the consumer - 
willing to pay for representation 
of your interests in Washington?

Does a nichel sound like too 
much; how about two nickels?

A stalled bill, HR 6805, would 
create a federal agency for the 
protection of consumers (read - 
everyone who eats, buys clothes, 
drives cars, and the like).

It looks like a good thing. The 
measure would establish an a- 
gency that could advocate 
consumer interests before other 
federal agencies, that could pro­
vide the public information on 
consumer matters, and that 
could act as a clearinghouse for 
consumer complaints.

It would also save the con­
sumer offices of some 37 dif­
ferent federal agencies.

All this can be accomplished 
on a budget of $15 million for 
the first year. As President 
Carter’s consumer advisor, Est­
her Peterson put it, the sum is 
about what it costs to run the 
Pentagon for 90 minutes.

President Carter supports the 
bill, He cites it as an example of 
streamlinging government:

This agency will be a small 
effective group, it purpose will 
be to plead the consumer’s 
case within the government. It

made on it were as hard to make 
as the people in the subdivisions 
have to make on their homes.

our land the same way the peo­
ple in the subdivisions have a 
right to sell their house if they 
choose,

When the vote went through 
to down zone the west side as 
farm land, the value of the land 
was cut in half. Why is it that

when a builder tries to build a 
smaller home near a better sub­
division, the whole subdivision 
is up in arms because the value 
of their investment is threa­
tened. Why is it any different 
than our investment? T cannot 
believe that the “new people” 
are insensitive to our threatened 
loss. They just don’t under­
stand the situation.

1 have asked some of the “new 
people” if they wanted to buy 
our land and they seemed very 
much surprised to think they 
might have to pay for it. I asked 
them who they thought should 
pay for it and they admitted 
they never gave, it a thought. It 
wasTherc and open and they just- 
assumed it was free for the 
taking,

Even though I have never met 
her, I am sure Mrs. LaBell would 
not want anyone to lose their 
investment, no more than I 
would want her to lose her in­
vestment in her home. 1 under­
stand her problem, she sees her' 
taxes going up every year, the 
same way we have. She has one 
advantage that we don’t have, 
she can sell her home and move 
away and we cannot. Her hus­
band is probably covered under 
a pension plan where he Works 
and our pension is our land.

Can you imagine what would 
happen in the future, say two 
years before her husband is to 
retire, some other people come
along and vote his pension away 
from him.

I wish to respond to Com­

missioner McAninch’s public let­
ter to the City Planning Com­
mission. I find it discouraging 
that she continues to mislead 
the public by half-truths and to­
tally untrue statements shrou­
ded with the pretense of au­
thority. What respect can the 
public have in the City Conjmis- 
sion when one of its own mem­
bers does, such a disserve to the 
people she is supposed to re-, 
present?

Our downtown gives Plymouth 
its identity - why does she con­
sistently oppose all downtown 
proposals?'

4. She states that the City gave 
Ralph Lorenz a block of Maple 
Street. The Fact is that Maple 
Street was vacated bv the Citv. 
Vacated alleys and streets go to 
the abutting property owners.. 
This is not a point of generousi- 
ty to Ralph Lorenz^but a point 
of law by precendent.

5. She states that Mr. Lorenz 
was sold parking credits at a 
fraction of their costs. The fact 
is that he and several of the ad­
jacent property owners gave the 
Citv $86.000 toward the pur-

tees.
I categorically deny that my 

vote against her amendment, in 
any way, represented a vote 
against- careful review of all 
aspects of the proposal.

The final route of the .Byron 

Sanitary Sewer was approved 
by a 5-2 vote of the Plymouth 
Township board of trustees last 
Tuesday.

Trustees Lee Fidge and 
Richard Gornick voted ‘no’ on 
the sewer route, saying develop­
ment and newTiomes would pro­
ceed faster than the community, 
services, and schools could han­
dle. "

The final route goes west of 
Sheldon Rd., to Ann Arbor Trail 
beyond the township recre-alion 
site, through the township golf 
course north to Plymouth Hills 
subdivision, south on Amherst 
Court and west on Powell Road.

The estimated cost of the final 
route, which- includes the Sly 
Drain trunk in Lake Pointe area 
of the township, will be about 
$2 million. .

Township Clerk Helen Richard­
son said the original route north 
by Byron Creek could not be ob­
tained because landowners there 
would not give the township 
land for sewer easements.
.The plans for the sewer route 
have been in the. making for 
about five -years - and the origi­
nal would have been only to 
Beck Road.
