A recall o f. three elected offi- 
-cials and a request for a police 

millage will be decided by.Can- 
ton’s voters Saturday.

The turnout for the special 
election is not expected to be - 
particularly high, however. Clerk 
John Rodin said “50 per cent is 
probably the most you could 

-hope for.”
•Nk^tjie. election last November 
the turnout percentage was in 
the high sixties, Flodin said.

Facing removal from office 
in a “yes” or “no” vote is the 
slate o f Supervisor Harold Stein, 
elected eight months ago in Nov­
ember. -

Stein was originally the. only 
target of a recall effort, but a 
last-minute petition drive in 
June added slatemates, Anne 
Bradley, treasurer, a.nd Trustee 
Eugene Daley to the ballot.

Cantonites can vote separately 
on each o f  the three, so all or 
any combination can. be re­
moved from office.

Besides the recall, the voters 
. will be asked to approve a spec­

ial assessment. district for a 
police milfage___

If approved, the township will 
have the right to tax citizens for 
the police. The Board of Trus­
tees has resolved to levy “up to 
two mills,” but state law permits 
as much as 10 mills,

The board earlier voted unan­
imously to put the millage on 
the, ballot. It would raise 
approximately $425,000 for 
Canton’s police, and is aimed at 
starting a full-time force.  ̂ v_

I f  any. o f the officials are 
removed from office the vacan­
cies will be filled temporarily by 
therem aining board members,

A special election will be 
scheduled within 60 days to 
select someone to serve out the 
recalled officials’s original term.

The officeholders who lost 
their job may not run in this 
special election, but are eligible 
for the next , general election, 
November, 1978.
County electionofficials

scheduled th0 vote on a Satur­
day in hopes of a larger turnout. 
Polls will be open from 7 a.m. to 
8 p.m. Anyone in line at 8 p.m. 
will be allowed to vote.

Morrell. was dead at the 
scene. Bowsman and John 
Rew were taken to U niver?

One of 13 to be picked Monday for school board seat
The 13 Plymouth Canton 

School Board appointee hope­
fuls will knqw Monday who 
among them will be appointed 
to replace former board presi­
dent Marcia Borowski, .

In interviews before the bpard: 
last week and Monday night, 
the 13 who applied for the va­
cant seat answered a series of 
informal questions from board 
members.

The new school board mem­
ber Will be appointed at a speci­
al meeting next Monday at 7:30 
p.m. in the board offices on Har-. 
vey Street. No candidate will b e ,' 
notified beforehand of his or he> 
appointment, because the nomi­
nations and election of the can­
didate will be done at the pub­
lic meeting.

Basically , 1 0  questions : were 
asked o f the 13 candidates, 
with spontaneous questioning 
to each candidate from time to. 
time. The ten questions, were: 
■\T. What, do you perceive as 
the function, of the . school 
board? -  ■

2. Is there ample opportunity 
for citizen input?

3. What are your thoughts on 
modular, scheduling at Centen­
nial Educational ..Park (CEP).

4. What degress pf importance 
do you assign extracurricular 
activities? „

5. A new state law says school 
board members may vote to 
compensate- themselves up to 
$30 per meeting. What is your 
position on this?

6. How many board meetings

• v; vS- fo- ■ ̂ 1 i' i  -L' 
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have you attended in the past 
. year?, .

7. Why have you applied for 
the school board seat?

8. What is the greatest immedi­
ate problem facing this, school 
district in the next few. months.

9. Why' were you not a candi­
date in previous years?

10. How; would you rate the. 
education your .children, have 
received in this district?

The first candidate, Richard 
Smith, said he saw the func­
tion of the school board one 
pf setting policy. He said citi­
zen input to the board was 
adequate.

“There is a place for extra­
curricular activities,” he said. 
“However, academics come 
first. They (extra activities) 
would be the first cut.”

He rated the education , of 
his children had received sp far 
as “not happy - my daughter 
thought she had. been short­
changed.”

He cited academic standards 
as the school’s most pressing 
problem palong.with finances for 
programv^saying “the system 
is losing it’s primary purpose, 
it’s moving away from educa­

t io n .” H e  “didn’t think.a whole 
lot” of the modular scheduling, 
saying there was too much “was­
ted time and inactivity,”
1 Smith, who has lived in the dis­

trict for a year, said he would 
run in June if appointed.

Elizabeth Hamann said the 
board’s function was to over­
see and make policies. She said 

. extracurricular activities had a 
place apd that growth was the 
school’s most pressing problem;

“Modular scheduling is very 
good for some kids,” she said, 
“We’re all human, sometimes 
we have to have things over our 
heads,” Hamann, advocated com­
petency tests and said she was 
running because her children 
gave her a “ continuing interest 
in education.”

“Their education thus far has 
been more than fortunate,” she 
said: “Our greatest problem is 
getting people’ to realize that 
most want the, same things for 
their kids.”

Barbara Leffler said modular 
scheduling had two problems - 
attendance and discipline. She 
said extracurricular activities 
were valuable and that the 
board’s role -was in setting 
policies.' On board compensar 
tion, she said “you give of 
yourself as much as you can.”

“Our greatest problem is popu­
lation growth,” she said. “Oiir 
education here is basically good, 
but some areas need improve­
ment.” 1
( It depends how T felt I was 
doing the jo b ” she answered

when asked if she would run 
in June if appointed.

Richard Hayes was in favor 
of competency testing - the 
earlier the better. He said the 
function of the board was “like 
any board of directors to give 
basic direction,” He favored an 
“active as possible” citizenry.

Hayes-said modular scheduling 
was “very good for kids who 
could handle it,” but said tra­
ditional scheduling has become 
“a sort of punishment over stu­
dent’s heads”

He said board members should 
serve for free and that extra­
curricular activities were bene­
ficial “jn terms of keeping stu­
dent’s interests.” He attended no 
board meetings this year.. ,

“Even if 1 don’t get this seat, 
I will run next June,” he said.

Hayes suggested cutting the 
budget in non-cducational areas, 
using buses for other purposes, 
and said his educational philoso­
phy was “left-leaning conserva­
tive,”

“My children’s education thus 
far has been excellent,” Hayes 
said, whose job requires him to 
travel a great deal, * but at his 
own choice. .

Elaine Kirchgatter said the 
board set policy and planned 
the schools* budget; also that 
the board was the liaison be-

public office four years ago, 
Joe Bid a was riding high.

Bida, the Mayor of the City 
of Plymouth, has announced 
he is no longer a candiate for 
Plymouth City Commission after 
running a dismal sixth place 
(with 380 votes) in the city 
primary Aug. 2.

Bida’s name will still appear 
on the November ballot how­
ever.

Four years ago, in his first 
try Tom-elected office, Bida 
came first in the city commis­
sion race with 856 votes. His 
victory then followed his 
service as DPW chief for 
both the city and township 
of Plymouth.

Two years ago, after several 
rounds of balloting by a split 
commission, Bida was elected 
Mayor by his fellow commis­
sioners. >

Then last year, he ran. for 
State Senate - finishirtg poorly 
in the Republican primary.

Following his next disap­
pointment - the poor showing 
as an incumbent mayor in 
the city primary three weeks 
ago - Bida blamed his lack of 

, campaigning and pledged to 
get,out and work to win one 
of the four seats up for grabs 
in November.

His announcement late last 
week that he was dropping out . 
from active ‘campaigning was 
made “reluctantly” he said.

Having recently embarked on 
a new career as a manufac­
turer’s representative - selling 
such municipdlly needed equip­
ment as streetsweepers - Bida 
said the pressures o f starting 
a new business were hindering 
his campaigning.

“It is now obvious that an „ 
effective campaign would take 
a great deal of my time and 
resources. I feel that there are. 
many vital issues facing the citi­
zens of this community and 
that I.still represent the con­
cerns of many of these people, 
however, the pressures of star-.

Ned Apigian, the complex’s 
spokesman, said, however, that 
the state plans to pave Hagger­
ty 300 feet south From Ford 
Road perhaps by September 
of 1978.

This will leave the pavement 
about 300 feet shy of “The Cen­
ter” and the Bedford Villas, con­
dominium subdivision, who$c 
homeowners have voiced most 
opposition to the complex. 

Schwall favored requiring the

The commission’s action was 
only a recommendation to the 
Canton board of trustees. The 
board has final say on the mat­
ter.

The homeowners of Bedford 
Villas not only objected to the 
traffic but the “type of people” 
attracted to the pinball, game 
rooms and bars proposed for 
the building.

Many also feared that their 
property values would drop if 
“The Center” was built.

Where does this leave Com­
mander Carl Silvers who has 
held that post since July, 13,

That’s what he would like to 
know.

Silvers issued an ultimatum 
to the township last week ask­
ing for clarification of his 
position, which, according to 
newly-appointed Police Chief 
Walter MacGregor, would be 
cut for budget reasons if 
Canton goes to a full-time 
police force.

Reaction to Silvers’ 
ultimatum - he asked for a 
decision by Monday or he

came from Supervisor Harold 
Stein , who Tuesday, said that 
since no formal action would 
be taken on revamping the 
police department until after 
Saturday’s millage vote, no 
actual decision on Silvers’ re­
quest could be made.

“We have no present plans 
to discontinue the position of 
police commander,” Stein said.

The question about Silvers’ 
future with the Canton police 
was raised originally, Silvers 
said, when he and MacGregor 
were discussing the realign­
ment of the police force. 
The chief said then that of­
ficers in a full time depart­
ment would include the chief, 
one lieutenant and thrfte ser­
geants, according to Silvers.

Silvers said he asked what 
position he might get and was 
told he eould take the ser­
geants exam if he wanted.

The crux o f the matter may 
hinge on whether Silvers is 
technically a full time employe 
(he has been working part-time 
at $5.01 per hour) and covered 
by civil service.

Canton’s civil service 
ordinance was found to be 
worded improperly and thus is 
technically not in effect, but 
the township board voted to 
follow the law as though it 
were in effect.

In his letter demanding an 
answer by Monday, Silvers told 
the Canton Police Comrnission, 
which forwarded the message 
to the township board, he con­
siders himself to be a full

time employe of the depart­
ment and thus should auto­
matically be given a compra- 
ble position after reorganiza­
tion of the police department.

“Even if the highest rank is 
lieutenant, I deserve it,” Silvers 
told The Crier. “I think I’ve 
earned my wings under the 
baptism of fire.

“I think it’s wrong just to 
be thrown out without any 
recognition for what I’ve 
done,” the commander said.

Silvers and MacGregor both 
■said the situation is not caused

by ill feelings toward each 
other, each praising the other 
several times.

“It’s just that if I under­
stand the limitations of the 
budgetary restrictions, I’ve got 
to get a lot of Indians with a 
few chiefs,” MacGregor said. 
He told The Crier he expects 
to have only three sergeants 
plus the chief as supervisory 
personnel in the police depart­
ment if it becomes full time.

Under the proposal before 
the Canton voters Saturday, a 
special assessment district

would be formed with the 
ability to tax up to 10 mills 
for operation of a police de­
partment. The amount levied 
would be set by the township 
board at an annual hearing 
and not by a vote of the peo­
ple.

The township— board has 
pledged to levy no more than 
two mills in the first year if 
the voters approve the pro­
posal Saturday. That levy 
would yield about $420,000 
for operation of a full time 
police force, MacGregor said.

Last week the board (except

Sur­
plus earnings of an EDC belong 
to the municipality; Where is the 
risk?

The - “self appointed do 
gooders” those harbingers of 
doom, will certainly t ry~to~casT
shadows of doubt on EDC, the 
golf course and other projects 
that are beneficial to the entire 
community ;Our responsibility is 
to go beyond this veneer of con­
fusion, and discover their true 
purpose.

It certainly does not appear 
to be a deep concern for Can­
ton, but to elect a loser or fac­
simile* of the past November 
election.

course. The report qualifies its 
advice by throwing in the giant 
judge factor of $100,000 guar­
antee to make it profitable.

While no taxpayer would gripe 
if this golf course was a paying 
proposition, he would certainly 
be upset if there was a deficit, 
since the township would have 
pledged its full faith and credit 
behind the bond issue (in other 
words, we pay for deficits).

Mrs. Foust was recently 
honored at a luncheon given by 
the PCAC. Art Rental Gallery 
committee in the home of Mar­
ilyn Whittaker in Plymouth.

Mrs. Foust is leaving the ren­
tal gallery chair primarily 
because of the increasing de­
mands of her membership on the 
Board of Trustees of the PEO, a 
national philanthropic organiza­
tion. In September whe will be­
come national chairman of the 
PEO International Peace schol­
arship Fund. ,

“It’s been a ball,” Mrs. Foust 
said as she accepted the com­
mittee’s gifts of a necklace and 
a painting from Bess Decker, 
special advisor to the rental 
gallery.

In reminiscing about her her 
association with PCAC Art 
Rental Gallery, located on the 
second floor of the Dunning 
Hough Library on Main Street, 
Mrs. Foust recalled that the idea 
for the gallery grew out of the 
first “brainstorming” sessions 
at the founding of the Plymouth 
Community Arts Council in 
1969.
“We were all sitting around in 

Jo Hulce’s living room and 
someone said ‘wouldn’t it be 
nice if someday we could rent 
paintings like the Detroit Insti­
tute of Arts does.’ Because I 
was interested in the idea, Jo 
assigned me to look into it,” 
Joyce said.

Nearly five years of research 
ahd planning followed.' Mrs. 
Foust visited established rental 
galleries, both large and small, 
to obtain as much information 
as possible about their organ­
ization and funding.

In the spring of 1974 Mrs. 
Foust put together a committee 
of six “interested, enthusiastic

women” to help decide on a 
format for an art rental gallery 
“that would fit Plymouth.” 

The Dunning Hough Library 
was interested in the project 
and willing to provide a home 
for the gallery. “They have 
been generous in their support,” 
Mrs. Foust said.

A grant of $1,150 from the 
Michigan Council for the' Arts 
with matching funds from the 
PCAC made itpossible for the 
PCAC Art Rental Gallery to 
finally open its doors in March 
of 1975.

“We started out offering 51 
pieces for rent,” Mrs. Foust 
remembered. “Twenty-eight of 
them were rented the first 
day.”

With continuing grants from 
the Michigan Council for the 
Arts and strong financial and 
moral support from the PCAC, 
the rental gallery has now be­
come self-supporting .through 
rental fees.

“It’s been beautiful because 
the PCAC board has let us grow 
the way we. want to,” Mrs. Foust 
said. , “We have tried to grow 
with the community interests 
ahd demands.”

The gallery’s current inventory 
includes well over 106 items 
which may be rented for $2 a 
month. Among the items 
available are paintings, both 
original and reproductions, wall 
hangings, sculpture and a newly 
acquired photograph.

Mrs. Foust credits “many, 
many helping hands, including 
the schools” for the rental gal­
lery’s success. “It has evolved 
through the support of many 
friends in the community ”

Remedial help 
can be available in necessary 
areas. I am conservative,” she 
said' “I want three basics, but 
I’m liberal, open to new pro­
grams.

She said finances' were the 
most pressing problem of the 
district. “We are going to have 
to have money,” she said. “Most 
don’t want to pay more taxes, 
but they pay for good programs. 
We need the money because of 
growth.”

Cole said she would “abso­
lutely” run next June if 
appointed, “probably” run next 
June if not appointed.
