1-275 mishaps snarl traffic

High-rise approval questioned

. A controversial zoning clause • 
that permitted a nine-story high- 
rise in downtown Plymouth was 
declared illegal Thursday by 
City Attorney Chuck Lowe.

In a legal opinion submitted 
to City Manager Fred Yockey, 
Lowe; said that the clause, 
footnote O', was not included 
in legislation passed by the 
City Commission in 1972.

The attorney’s judgment 
came, two days after a City 
Commission election where ap­
proval of the high-rise had been 
a major campaign issue.

Lowe’s opinion has no legal 
basis but it does serve notice 
to the city and Dartmoor’s 
developers that the legal basis 
which permitted the high-rise is 
in doubt.

John Thomas, a local attor­
ney and one of the developers 
of Dartmoor, agreed that the 
zoning had to be properly 
enacted to go-ahead with the 
project, but Lowe’s opinion 
“does^ not change our plans to 
proceed with Dartmoor.”

New policy boosts 
CEP attendance

The new Centennial Educational Park attendance 
policy is improving attendance and grades, the schools 
report.

David Opple, an area coordinator at Canton High 
School, said that the staff of both high schools .are 
reporting that attendance is generally better than 
last year. >

“There has also been a demonstrable improvement 
in grades for the first marking period,” Opple noted. 
“That is if you assume that regular attendance results 
in better grades and we do.”

For the first marking period, Opple said' there was 
a two per cent increase in the number of A grades and 
a one per cent increase in B’s. The most drastic change 
was seen in a five per cent drop from the number of 
E ’s given for the first marking period last year -half the 
number of failing grades given at first marking last year, 
Opple said.

Plymouth Township Board of 

Trustees last week refused to 
drop its opposition to the 
renewal of a Class C liquor 
license held by former Thunder- 
bird (now Hilton) Inn owner 
Art Kobierzynski.

The board voted 5-2, with 
Trustee Maurice. Breen and L ee’ 
Fidge dissenting, not to alter 
a stand it took in a letter to 
the State Liquor Control Com­
mission in March, 1977. At that 
time, board members went on 
record against transfer of 
Kobierzynski.’s license, which 
had applied to  the Thunder- 
bird, out of escrow to a vacant 
lot across the street from what 
is now the Hilton Inn on Five 
Mile Road. The Liquor Control 
Commission, which makes the 
final decision in such matters, 
denied Kobierzynski’s request in 
June, 1976,

Said attorney Ronald Maister, 
representing Kobierzynski, “The 
original Liquor Control Commis­
sion denial appears in large 
measure a consequence of the 
opinion expressed by the Ply­
mouth Township Board in its 
letter.” ;

Kobierzynski is scheduled to 
go before the liquor commission 
again tomorrow (Nov. 17). in a 
final effort to retain the license, 
which he held after the Hilton 
was sold and the new owners 
were granted "a new license by 
the township.

Kobierzynski has announced 
plans to build a shopping and 
apartment complex across Five 
Mile Road from the Hilton 
■which would include a lounge 
and restaurant, should the town­
ship grant his rezpning request.

Trustee Breen argued in favor 
of changing the township’s posi­
tion. “ I’ve known Art for many 
years,” he said. “ . . , we should 
have the courtesy to give them 
an opportunity to . save the 
license.”

Countered Trustee Dick 
Gornick, who* was on the board 
when it rejected Kobierzynski’s

request to keep the license last 
year, “I think the opportunity 
has already been given. The 
board has become extremely 
sensitive to problems of liquor 
licenses. He’s not being punished 
unduly.”

■ Gornick noted that the town­
ship has additional licenses avail­
able and that Kobierzynski, 
should his proposed project be­
come reality, would be given 
full consideration in any request 
for a new license.

Profitable Fall Fest
success

The 1977 Fall Festival earned about $50,000 pro­
fit for the various service organizations this year and 
has been termed a “solid success” by its organizers,

Carl Glass, manager of the yearly "event, said that 
the Fall Festival Board also made money this year, 
contrary to last year’s red ink.

“We should have about $4,000 to $5,000 left over 
to use for next year,” Glass said. Last year, the board 
lost about $3,000, he said.

The 32 service organizations selling the dinners, 
kiddie rides, etc., increased their profits about 70 
per cent, said Glass. The $50,000 profit’ will be re­
turned to the community, he said.

“I’m very pleased. We received a lot of criticism 
for raising the entry fee from $25 to $100, so I’m 
glad we did as well as we did.”

The City of Plymouth has 
hired its first woman Commun­
ity Service Officer (CSO), an­
nounced Plymouth Chief of 
Police Tim Ford. Ford said 
Anne Herndon, 27, is scheduled 
to begin duties Dec. 5.

“ She is the first lady to be 
hired in the capacity of a sWorn 
officer in Plymouth,” said Ford.

Terry Tatro, 27, will be 
training for anbtIier~CSO posi­
tion to fill a vacancy caused 
by a retirement on the force, 
said Chief Ford. Tatro is a 
recent graduate of the Michigan 
State University Police Program.

“ Mrs. Herndon is altogether 
a totally qualified individual,” 
said Ford. “She is also, inciden­
tally, a woman.”

Mrs. Herndon was a Detroit 
police officer for the past 
four years and received a mas­
ter’s degree in criminal justice 
and a bachelor’s degree in 
social sciences.

Her most recent assignment 
in Detroit, said Ford, was to 
develop a crime analysis unit, 
a method by which information 
is used to project where future 
crimes could occur:

“She will bring a whole 
plethora of skills with her,” 
said Chief Ford. Following six 
weeks as- a CSO, she will be 
assigned probationary patrcrt 
duty. Herndon is a certified 
.officer.

Some city politicians and officials were a little 
red in the face' during the city commission elections 
last week.

One of the candidates, former Mayor James Houk, 
posted non-partisan signs, at his own expense, urging 
city residents to go out and ^ote, according to Com­
missioner Scott Dodge.

Houk checked with city officials before’ putting 
the signs up, and they told him signs weren’t allowed 
on public property.

Houk then received permission from private property 
owners to put them up, said Dodge, who, among others 
helped erect the signs at Houk’s request. .

But the signs were ik* violation of a city ordinance 
which states that the only signs allowed even on resi­
dential property are “ for sale” signs.

On election day, candidate John Moehle went tp 
City Hall and asked that the signs be taken down. 
City Manager Fred Yockey sent out DPW crews to 
take the signs down, said Dodge, but later had to call 
them back. A legal opinion from City Attorney Chuck 
Lowe said the city couldn’t take them down without 
notifying the property owners.

“I didn’t know we were in violation of the ordinance 
until this morning (last Tuesday)” said Dodge.

All the non-partisan cardboard signs urging city 
residents to vote had been removed by Wednesday 
morning. /  -

Burying problems does not 
solve them.

If the school board chooses 
now to let the censorship 
problem die, it will not have 
solved anything. It will only 
have stalled a decision which 
it may be forced to consider 
again in the future. *

Problem avoidance may take 
.the heat off, but it doesn’t 
generate light from the heat.

Unfortunately, there current­
ly are no real guidelines for 
determining when or how a 
Plymouth-Canton student’s ar­
ticle or opinion,' drawing or 
photograph, should or should 
not appear in any publication 
or be aired on the radio station 
funded by the school district.

Without even considering the 
touchy legal subject of prior 
review and restraint, this lack of 
guidelines may cause future 
problems - for the board and 
abridgement, of Constitutional 
freedoms for students.

-Answer this question: al­
though the school district owns 
Centennial Educational Park, 
does the district (through its 
elected board of education or 
hired administration) have the 
right to disallow someone from 
making a speech there?

Applying the philosophy be­
hind that question's answer, to 
a similar question regarding 
school publications, becomes 
legally muddled because of the 
schools’ status as a publisher. 
Legally a school- district could 
be found responsible for some­
thing printed in its publication

Laws relating to libel, por 
nography and literature which 
incites imminent illegal actions, 
are complicated and ever chang­
ing. Are school newspaper ad­
visers, principals and board 
members competent in inter­
preting those laws? It is dif­
ficult enough for full-time jour­
nalists to determine their rights 
under the changing laws, but 
at least they must bear the 
consequences of their own deci­
sions.

Cleanly, since we seek to 
offer a complete spectrum of 
education to our students, high 
school newspapers, and radio 
are necessary as a training 
ground (to mention nothing of

O N E
the valuable communication role 
they play in the schools). 
Students of journalism should 
learn their rights and responsi­
bilities under our country’s 
system of the media, Fortun­
ately, Plymouth-Canton schools 
boast ’ of top-flight administra­
tors and advisers to help them 
at the moment.

But what of the future?
What if a high school stu­

dent submits an opinion piece 
to the school paper or radio
station attacking the schools’
administration? Such an opinion 
may well be an appropriate 
expression.

But would it be printed
or aired as our schools’ guide­
lines currently exist? If a pro­
blem ensued, who would de­
cide the matter?

The answers are unclear, and 
will only remain so, if the school 
board tries to_sweep this under 
the rug.

If prior review -of students’ 
work is to be applied (and some , 
courts are now siding more and 
more with students’ rights to 
publish), the schools should’ set’ 
down specific procedural safe­
guards which include:

* A definition of distribution, 
funding and control of school 
district publications.

♦Delineation of to whom

Another advantage Canton 
has is a natural gas company, 
Michigan Consolidated Gas Com­
pany, that is still offering 
gas to commercial customers.

Consumers Power Company 
in the neighboring communities 
of Westland, Wayne, Plymouth, 
Farmington and Livonia, and 
other places does not have 
gas to sell for new commercial 
users, Stein said.

The Canton Supervisor said 
the township is trying to attract 

, warehouses, small factories, 
machine shops and larger indusr 
tries as well.

One of the roadblocks in 
recent years to bringing industry 
in he said has been the 1976 
Master Land Use" Plan adopted 
by the administration of former 
•Supervisor Robert Greenstein.

“The 1976 master plan does 
not allow for the proper mix 
of business and _ industry in 
Canton,” Stein said. “The Plan­
ning Commission is working on 
revising the plan,”

A major goal’of this revision, 
Stein said, is to rezone many 
parts of the 1-2-75 corridor to 
allow light industrial uses. Much 
of this area is now residential.

At least one. proposal to

use this corridor for light indus­
try' has met with some opposi­
tion from neighboring residents. 
Although not strictly an indus­
try, “The Center,” a large 
sports complex planned for 
Haggerty Road near Ford Road, 
has been held up until the 
developers can guarantee that 
Haggerty will.be paved.

Many observers have said 
that “The Center” and other 
projects would be better placed 
near the intersection of Michigan 
Ave. and 1-275.

Besides rezoning, Stein is. 
counting on CaH ton’s newly 
created Economic Development 
Corporation (EDC) to attract 
industry.

Communities across the state 
use EDCs as a “vehicle,’’’ Stein 
said, to attract commercial de­
velopment.

With a guarantee that the 
business will locate in Canton, 
the EDC can sell tax-exempt 
bonds for roads, sewers, even 
plant equipment, to help the 
new industry.

Stein said the township leases 
the . plant equipment to the 
company and uses the money 
to pay off the bonds.

The township is not respon­
sible to any debts incurred 
by the EDC, he said.

A ‘magic bus’ is available now for Plymouth-Canton 
senior citizens providing transportation to lunch at 
Tonquish Creek Manor, shopping, doctor appointments 
or even delivering lunch if the need arises.

The ‘magic bus’ is really a van donated to the Ply­
mouth Canton YMCA recently by the Plymouth Lions 
Club.

It is available four hours each day to seniors who 
live at Tonquish Creek Manor, and also for a home 
services program the Y sponsors, said Janet Luce’ of 
the Plymouth-Canton Y.

“We transport seniors to doctor appointments, or 
shopping.as.well as other places,” she said. “Our home 
services program helps seniors out with raking leaves, 
winterizing their homes, all on a volunteer basis.” 
She said about 230 seniors used the service last year.

The van also brings in seniors from Canton and 
Plymouth to Tonquish Creek Manor to participate 
4n a Wayne County sponsored Nutrition Program.

"We~ eifcourage people to come lo  the Manor to 
eat and socialize,” said Fran Yokum of the City of 
Plymouth. “The program is free for seniors, but a 
50 cent donation is asked. The van load varies from 
day to day, .sometimes we have up to 12 people coming 
in. If needed, we can take lunches to those unable to 
get out.”

Regardless whether the foot­
note was deleted from B-3 
purposely or not, the approved 
version did not- contain it, 
and therefore it had no legal 
basis, the attorney ruled.

Lowe said that the city 
would have to re-enace foot­
note 0 through the normal 
procedures to get it back into 
the zoning ordinance.

why footnote 0 was deleted 
from the approved version.v“It is 
obvious that a mistake had been 
made with footnote 0 as there 
had been no prior discussion of 
deletion of footnote 0 .”

If the original document 
of the changes made in the 
zoning ordinances intended foot­
note 0 to be deleted from B-3, 
then it had no legality, Lowe 
said in his opinion.

- If, on the other hand, the 
error was merely a typo, the 
footnote would be a part of 
actual legislation, he said.

The action followed a deci­
sion late last month by the 
State Supreme Court which 
recognized the boundary com­
mission’s authority ,to decide 
questions of annexation, thus 
paving the way for annexation 
of the Burroughs property to the 
city.

Also included on annexation 
petitions filed by the Plymouth 
City Commission in 1974 were 
calls for the annexation of the 
Hillside Inn property on Ply­
mouth Road and, more signi­
ficantly, of the entire township,

Before the entire township 
could be annexed, however, 
township voters would have to 
agree. Officials „ say township 
residents are almost certain to 
reject an annexation attempt by 
the City of Plymouth,

If that happens, voters would 
dhenrije “askeiL to-approve crea­
tion of the City of Plymouth 
Place, officials predict,
• Said the township clerk of 
the petitions for a vote on

cityhood, “This was the only 
way to stop a city form taking 
piecemeal from us, whether it’s 
Plymouth or Livonia.” Most 
observers see the City of Ply­
mouth as the only bordering 
municipality now interested in 
the annexation of the township.

Added Mrs. Richardson, “Our 
only hope is to incorporate or 
consolidate. Majority-wise- 
township people want to remain 
a township. I’m township-mind­
ed. I hate to be in the seat of. 
pushing for consolidation, but 
hearing what you hear, that’s 
feasible.

Almost overnight, Plymouth Township voters are 
faced with the, prospect, however far oft just now, 
of living in a new municipality called the City of Ply­
mouth Place. .

Where did that name come from?
For years Plymouth Township. voters have been 

addressing their feelings on cityhood to something call­
ed Plymouth Heights. Votes have been taken on its 
proposed charter several times over the last 20 years.

That name created confusion because of all those 
old charters and charter elections, however, so when 
a handful of township, officials'decided to start a peti­
tion drive last week, they needed another name.

Some wanted Plymouth Woods, others Plymouth 
Place. A minority even plugged for Plymouth Towne. 
Plymouth Place won it out, but perhaps only for the 
sake of the petition drive.

Said Clerk Helen Richardson, “The name can be 
changed at a later date. We had to pick something to 
fill in the petitions, and we had to pick fast.’’

Sec. 3: From and after the effective date of this.ordinance, it shall

be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to install, al­
ter or repair any equipment used to distribute electrical power 
other than in pursuance of the provisions of this ordinance. 

Sec. 4: INSPECTOR. The Charter Township of Canton Building Offi-
■ > 1 cial, hereinafter called the Building Official is hereby authoriz­

ed and empowered to inspect and approve or disapprove all 
electrical installations and changes, repairs and additions the rto ,  
hereafter to be made within the Charter Township o f  Canton 
involving or for connection to an electricity supply system 
as herein provided.

Journeyman 
Electricians employed by an Electrical Contractor and duly 
licensed by any Township or City cooperating in the reciprocal 
arrangement shall be permitted to work in the Charter Township 
of Canton without payment of a registration fee, provided, 
however, that Journeyman Electricians doing work within the 
Charter Township of Canton are holders o f  a license from a 
cooperating municipality, or the State o f  Michigan.

Sec. 18: APPLICATION FOR LICENSES. The designated representative
of each applicant for a Contractor’s, Master’s, or Journeym an’s 
license shall, be examined to determine .the knowledge of the 
required standard for electrical equipment and its installation, 
and to determine the general qualifications and fitness of the 
applicant for executing work to be done under the class of 
license applied for.

The Board of Examiners shall conduct examination-or authorize 
the applicant to  be examined by the Examining Board of 
another municipality cooperating in the reciprocal arrangement 
set forth in this section, and in this event, at least one member 
of the Board of Examiners shall be present at the examination. 
To be eligible for an Electrical Contractor’s license, the person,- 
firm or corporation applying for the same must have at least 
one individual duly qualified as a Master Electrician in its 
employ at all time’s. To be eligible for a Master’s or Journey­
m an’s license, the applicant shall be eighteen years of age dr 
over, and shall have had practical trade or technical school 
experience according to the Supplementary Rules as herein 
adopted. Examinations for such licenses muy be oral, written or 
such practical tests as the Board of Examiners shall determine. 
A complete record for every examination shall be kept on file 
for at least three years.

Sec. 19: LICENSE FEES. Before a license is granted to any applicant, 
the applicant shall pay to the Treasurer o f  the Charter Township 
of Canton a fee as set by resolution of the Township Board. 
Each license shall expire on the 31st day o f  December following 
the date of its issuance and shall be renewed by the.Board of 
Examiners without examination upon application o f  the holder 
of the license, and payment of the required fee at any tinie 
before the date of expiration or within sixty (60) days there- 
after.

Sec. 20: REVOCATION OR SUSPENSION. Any Electrical. C ontracto r’s,
Master’s, or Journeym an’s license may, after a hearing, be sus-. 
pended or revoked by the Board of Examiners upon evidence 
presented that false statements have been made in the applica­
tion for license willfully or by reason or incompetence has 
violated the ruies and regulations relating to inspection, installa­
tion, alteration, maintenance and repair. A hearing shall be 
scheduled to determine whether a Electrical Contractor's, 
Master’s, or Journeyman's license should be suspended or 
revoked. The hearing shall be at a time and place as determined 
by the Board of Examiners. The licensefee shall be sent a written 
notice by Certified Mail, of said hearing. The petitioner has 
the right to attend and be heard at said hearing. The licensee

Sec. 2 I : PENALTY. Any person, firm, or corporation Who shall violate
or fail to  comply with any of the provisions of this Ordinance, 
or any of the regulations adopted in pursuance hereof, or who 
shall hamper, impede or interfere w ith ;the  performance of the 
duties o f  the Building Official or other officer uhder the provi­
sions o f  this Ordinance, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and 
upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine not exceed­
ing One-Hundred Dollars ($100.00) or by imprisonment not 
exceeding ninety (90) days, or by both such fine and imprison­
ment in the discretion of the court. ,

Each act of violation and every day upon which such violation 
shall occur shall constitute a separate offense.

Sec, 22: REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCE. All Ordinances 
or parts of Ordinances conflicting with the provisions o f  this 
Ordinance, are hereby repealed. ,

Sec. 23: LIABILITY, This Ordinance shall not be construed to relieve 
from or lessen the responsibility o f  any party owning, operating, 
controlling, or installing any electric wiring, electric devices 
and/or electric material for damages to  person of property 
caused by any defect therein, nor shall the Charter Township 
of Canton be held as assuming any such liability by reason of 
the inspection authorized herein, or certificate o f  inspection 
issued as herein provided,
If any section of.this.Qrdfnance .be declared void by legal actions 
for any reason^ all o ther sections shall continue to  be in force, 
until specifically declared void through action o f  the court i 
This ordinance shall become operative and effective upon its 
publication. .
