Cfime in the City of Ply­

mouth has decreased slightly 
in the past year, says City of 
Plymouth Police Chief Timothy 
Ford in the fifth annual police 
report.

The report, released this 
summer, covers the year 1976. 
Ford says because of the, unique 
variables involved in the City of 
Plymouth, the report'cannot be 
compared to any surrounding 
communities nor on a national 
level. The report is based on 
reported crimes, he.added..

Total crimes per person in 
1976 fell seven per cent from 
the 1975 figure. According to 
the report, the greatest increase 
was seen in assaults,.

“The most frequently report­
ed offense continues to be 
assaults,” Ford , commented in 
the report. “However, 1976 
totals are 16 per cent below the 
newly-established five-year in­
dex.”

---- Rape, attempts and assaults
increased 15 per cent in the 
past five years, the report 
shows. Three rapes were report­
ed in the city last year, the 
highest since five were reported 
in 1972. .

Ford also noted that armed 
robbery ‘.‘took ah unexplained 
jump” in 1976, from two 
reported in 1975 to eight 
armed robberies reported for 
1976. ,

“One , reason for our low 
crime rate is our relatively 
isolated geographic location, 
“Ford said. “One possible reason 
(for armed TObbery increase) 
is that we' have been discovered 
-  that more people know about . 
us.”

From 1971.  through 1976, 
one murder was Committed in 
the City of Plymouth. , -

Chief Ford said conditions 
indicate the City may expect 
one murder every eight years.

and arson have increased in 
the past few years, but that 
the increase is “as yet, unre­
markable.” ,

“Vandalism is common to 
small towns, “Chief Ford said, 
“ft is mostly attributable to 
young people.”

The report;, notes the number 
of complaints against the' C and 
O Railroad .continues to grow 
as they “continue to violate 
the five minute holding or­
dinance.”

Ford ’says there has been 
more attacks on police officers 
and resistance throughout the 
five years -  and increase of 200 
per cent.

“We have had to deal with 
people harder because more are 
resistant and we have: an obliga­
tion to the public,” said Ford.

Ford noted in his October 
1977 report to the City Com­
mission that an “uncommon 
number of fights and assaul­
tive problems” occurred in the 
department that month.

“Never in our recollection 
has there been such continued 
violence for littloor no apparent 
reason, “Ford - told the com­
mission in .that report.

Accidents have decreased, 
Ford said in his report, but also 
said the severity o f automobile 
accidents “seems to have in­
creased,” putting a greater strain 
on police services.

“Most of the time our-force 
is adequate,” he said. “But 
there is now a greater demand 
for our services -  we appear 
in court more frequently, we 
receive more calls and are in 
more physical combat (meaning 
more resistance to police offi­
cers)” . '

Ford also cited the “multi­
plicity of calls” the distribution 
of more liquor licenses as other 
stresses on city police service.

“We are getting back .on our 
feet now,” he said. “If it weren’t 
for the excellence and dedica­
tion of the officers, we’d be 
even further behind.” The. City 
recently hired two Community 
Service officers to ’replace offi­
cers who had retired and or 
were ill.

“The only acceptable figure, 
for crime is zero,” said Ford. 
“While the reality is somewhat 
different, this report is useful 
in planning and to help us do 
a good job.”

How is the Extended School 

Year (ESY) program working?
Introduced into five elemen­

tary schools and one middle 
school this year as a wav to 
handle a growing student popu­
lation, the program seems to be 
working well despite some prob­
lems.

Teachers and administrators 
said that it’s hard to tell whether' 
the difficulties -are inherent in 
ESY or just temporary and can 
be worked out.

With it problems, ESY is 
still preferable to the alterna­
tives: split sessions or class
overloads, Assistant Superin­
tendent Michael Homes said.

The lone middle school on 
ESY, Pioneer, is having a harder 

djusting than the elemen­

tary schools because a middle 
school has more activities -  
sports, clubs, band and orches­
tra, -  that can be disrupted by 
the four tracks coming and 
going.

The school’s population is 
divided into four tracks, each 
of which attends classes for 
nine weeks and then is off 
for three weeks, all year ‘round.

Classes like band and orches­
tra are disrupted by sfudents 
on all four tracks entering and 
leaving on their schedule.

The Home Living classes at 
Pioneer have similar problems. 
In cooking for example, the 
instructor has beginners, inter­
mediates and advanced students, 
depending on their track’s 
schedule, all in the same class.

Mary Beth Reef, a home 
living instructor at Pioneer, said 
the home living courses will 
change to one track to a class 
next semester.

The academic coyrses at 
Pioneer and the elementary 
schools ‘ -  Miller, Gallimore, 
Erickson, Isbister and Field -  
are on this schedule. A class 
and its teacher are on the same 
track and they come and go 
together. . . . ............  .

Miller has been on ESY 
for two years as a pilot program. 
Communication in general is a 
problem at Pioneer, too. Lynn 
Sandmann, a physical education 
teacher and coach, said that 
if she wants a team meeting, for 
example, it’s time-consuming 
to call all the players on the 
off track.

ESY has also disrupted as­
semblies, concerts, mixers and 
other school-wide activities, 
which hurt the school’s 
“togetherness,” she said.

Teachers had different opin­
ions of ESY’s effect on the 
students.

One instructor said the kids 
were fresher and got a “new 
chance” each time they return­
ed, while another said they 
seemed bored by staying at 
home.

To combat the kids’ boredom 
during their odd vacation times, 
Cabton Township’s recreation 
department has started activi­

ties that fit into the ESY 
schedule.

The personal reaction of 
teachers is mixed, also. Some 
teachers have complained that it 
is harder to take college courses 
at the local universities.

Plymouth-Canton school offi­
cials are trying to arrange 
special courses at the local 
colleges for the teachers on ESY.

ESYls future? Superintendent 
Mike Hoben said Monday night 
that on the basis of preliminary 
projections ESY may not have 
to be expanded next year, 

The school district is growing, 
however, and, the program will 
probably be needed for more 
schools in the future, he said.

Apathy has become the major 
ingredient in Canton’s political 
scene since the slimmer recall 
election.

Because of the recent lack 
of citizen interest in our local 
government, the conservative 
Democratic board of trustees 
that rules the township has 
become a do nothing body.

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With the spectre of annexa­
tion looming large in. Plymouth 
Township, the time may be 
ripe, nearly four years after 
township and City of Plymouth 
voters roundly rejected a merger 
of the two governmental units, 
to talk consolidation.

Talk, in fact, is already in 
the air. Since the State Supreme 
Court a-month aga acknowledg­
ed the authority of the State 
Boundary Commission to grant 
annexation requests by cities, 
more and more consolidation 
talk has bubbled to the surface.

In recent weeks both the 
township clerk and the city 
mayor have broached the subject 
-  it’s so much more harmonious 
than all -that nasty annexation 
business.

With the state apparently 
ready to approve city annexa­
tion requests, many observers, 
even in the township, expect 
township boundaries to erode.

More . than one township 
official has probably studied 
the map of his governmental 
unit as a besieged general would 
a diagram of his thinly-manned 
ramparts. He’d be second-guess­
ing those greedy city fathers, 
trying to predict where the next 
annexation attack will come.

He envisions city officials 
studying township maps of their 
own, sizing up the terrain 
that surrounds their little muni­
cipality and dreaming of new 
boundary lines.

It is this position of strength 
which should inspire city fathers 
to make, the symbolic flight to 

• Israel to open negotiations with 
their suspicious neighbors and 
drum up support, not for an­
nexation, but for its neighborly 
counterpart, consolidation.

Although one of three annex­
ation petitions the city has 
already filed with the boundary 
commission calls for annexation 
of the entire township, there’s 
little danger , of that. Township 
voters would have to approve 
such a move, and they’d as soon 
annex themselves to the 
Ukraine.

But piecemeal annexation -  
of a Burroughs parking lot here, 
a Hillside Inn there -  appears 
inevitable barring some-dramatic 
reversal of the. recent court 
decision.

Piecemeal erosion of town­
ship boundaries would mean the 
gradual loss of some of the 
township’s prime present and 
potential tax base. Taken to the 
next step, it could spell higher

City voters have had to 
sift their way in recent months 
through a fog of anti-growth 
rhetoric. Many are in no mood 
to see multi-story buildings 
blossoming in their midst. But 
many have also come to recog­
nize the city’s hole-in-the- 
doughnut position. Small shops 
may be springing up all over, 
but Plymouth now seems un­
prepared or unwilling to attract 
substantial additions to its tax 
base,

The Burroughs parking lot 
property on Plymouth Road, 
the object of the city’s first 
annexation petition filed nearly 
four years ago, may soon fall 
within its redrawn boundaries.

With that victory in hand, 
city officials might give pause 
to re-examine their intentions 
with regard to their two other 
annexation petitions -  for the 
Hillside Inn and the township 
as a whole.

The bid for the entire town­
ship must be dealt with first, 
and it’s doomed to defeat 
at the hands of township voters.

Township voters don’t get to 
vote on the Burroughs or Hill­
side or other requests where the 
land involved is inhabited by 
fewer than 100 persons.

If the city withdrew it’s 
petition to annex the entire 
township, its piecemeal annexa­
tion could continue, yet notice 
would have been served to 
township residents , that the 
economic realities of a small 
city, not the greed of its resi­
dents to have their tax burden 
foisted off on township resi­
dents', is the determining force 
behind annexation.

That same force, in the 
guise of consolidation, might 
mean cooperation instead of 
bitter conflict.

If the court’s decision means 
piecemeal annexation is the 
wave of the future, serious 
consolidation talk should start 
now, before either side paints 
itself into a corner. Before 
The City of Plymouth Place 
encircles the City of Plymouth 
on a map. which would look 
all too  permanent despite what 
lip service township officials give 
to continuing hope for consoli­
dation.

Township officials need a 
gesture from the city to impress 
upon them the opportunity 
for consolidation. Township resi 
dents need township officials 
who really want consolidation 
to come to pass,

Asst. Chief Johnson retires
BY PHYLLIS REDFERN

Trees completely lined Main 
Street in 1942 when Assistant 
Police Chief Loren Johnson 
first, joined the City of Ply­
mouth force.

Now, 35 years later, as 
Johnson prepared to retire, he 
talked about those years and 
said ' there had been many 
changes both in the city and on 
the police force.

“When I first started, we 
were assigned a 10 or lO'/z 
hour shift,” he said. “We had 
four days a month off (any 
four as long as it wasn’t Satur­
day or Sunday), and if we 
were sick, we didn’t get paid.”

He added that his first 
paychecks were $125 a month 
and that he was “lucky” to get 
one week of vacation every year.

There was a time Johnson 
said, when he knew 90. per 
cent of the people in the city 
by their first name, hut he 
admits that was back when 
Plymouth was really a small 
town. Personnel has more than 
tripled from, six to 19 people 
who have been sworn in since 
Asst. Chief Johnson began, he 
said.

Johnson came to Plymouth 
from Kansas in 1937, the hope 
of finding a job during . the 
depression. He met his wife, 
Marie in Plymouth.

“That is one reason I stayed 
here,” the Asst. Chief said;

After working with the Ply­
mouth force a little more 
than two years, Johnson was 
drafted. Following the service 
stint, Johnson said he had no 
intention of rejoining the police, 
so he started a cab business

Asst. P o lice  C h ief 
L O R E N  JO H N SO N

where he earned “three times as 
much money.”

Working for a cab company 
paid but the hours were not 
any better. “I just wasn’t doing 
what I wanted to be doing,” 
Johnson said.

According to Johnson, his 
first attempt at rejoining the 
Plymouth Police in 1948 failed 
because he was “too old.”

But in 1950 at age 33 he 
passed a physical fitness test, 
and a four-hour written test. 
He was soon back on the force.

He worked his way up 
through the ranks and was.the 
first sergeant the City of Ply­
mouth had on its force. In 1959 
he became Assistant Police 
Chief.

“I don’t know o j any enemies 
I’ve made”, Johnson stated. 
“I believe , thgt if you treat

people right they will eventually 
know that what you’re doing 1 ,̂ 
is right.”

He said people’s attitudes 
towards police officers have 

- changed through the years. “It 
has never been very good in the 
big cities,” Johnson said.

“ I don’t think there’s the 
respect for police today 
unfortunately, some police 
brought it on themselves,” he 
added.

Johnson strongly believes 
that the people who enforce 
the law should set a good 
example. According to him, 
police officers have no more 
right to speed than anyone 
else.

When Asst. Chief Johnson 
retires in January, his familiar 
face a t . the police desk will 
be sorely missed by Plymouth 
residents. Johnson knows he will 
miss his friends, too.

He is looking forward to 
having free time to do 'things 
that he has always wanted to 
do — like traveling, fishing and 
starting a garden. Now is a good 
time to  let a younger person 
take over and he can enjoy 
traveling while he is still in 
good health, he said.

Johnson’s wife, Marie, will 
be retiring from Burroughs 
about the same time that he 
retires.

Being a family man, he says 
he enjoys cootfing while his 
wife is a “great seamstress.” 
They have two children and 
five grandchildren. Their daugh­
ter, Kay Jones and her family 
live in Walled Lake, and their 
son and his family live in 
Othello, Washington.

And if he gets bored with any 
of his projects, Johnson said 
that he has already been offered 
three part-time jobs. He may 
look into them, he said but 
they will have to be on his 
terms with his hours.

“No more having to report 
in at 6:30 a.m. every day,” 
Asst. Chief Johnson chuckled.
