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Heights
guidelines

The question of how high you can build a building 
in downtown Plymouth remains unanswered.

Talk about building a skyscraper here, or even a 
more modest multi-story structure, and you’ll have 
a war on your hands from a powerful, articulate but 
-  if the last election of city commissioners is any 
indication -  minority group which believes anything 
higher than a church steeple threatens the sanctity 
of this little city.

Now the election is over. Every outspoken opponent 
of high-rises in the race, including incumbent Jack 
Moehle, were resoundingly defeated. The applicability 
of Footnote 0 , the provision in the city zoning code 
which permits taller buildings, has been shattered by 
the city attorney’s new opinion that it is not legal. 

What now?
Footnote 0  should not become part of an updated 

city code, because it does not answer the question of 
how high is high. Or, to put it another way, it does 
not place sensible limits somewhere between the Ren 
Cen and the Mayflower on the height o f new buildings.

Somewhere in there is a height that’s tolerable 
and practical. It’s bound-to be too high for residents 
who cringe when an old garage is razed, and it’s bound 
to be too low for some zealous developers.

Considering the bitter controversy which has marked 
attempts, recently to win approval o f tall buildings 
downtown, this question should have high priority 
for the newly-elected city" commission.

Let’s not wait for another proposed “high-rise” 
senior citizen housing project to decide the city code 
has a loophole or is too strict or makes no sense at 
all. It’s time to go beyond Footnote O to create a 
standard of height restrictions} for downtown Ply­
mouth that may not suit all of us but will no longer 
be a mystery.

July.

Supervisor Harold Stein said 
in a report .to  the board, a 
court was “economically feas­
ible” for Canton. He said total 
annual operational costs per 
year would be between $88,000 
and $101,000.

Stein said a court in Canton

Township would be a conven­
ience to Canton police officers. 
They could be called when 
their cases are heard instead 
of sitting in court all day, said 
Stein in the report.

Including in that cost are: 
roughly $20,000 to convert a 
part of the existing township 
meeting hall into court facili­
ties; $12,00.0 for a second 
court clerk and occupancy costs 
(utilities and phone) estimated 
at $7,000. Stein said the court 
would be in use “a few- days 
&‘week.” The rest of the'tim e

its own
the hall could be used for 
civic activities, Stein said.

However, the report says 
that revenues from a branch 
court in Canton would bring 
the towhship anywhere from 
$105,000 to $130,000. (Now, 
Canton receives about $7,000 
in court fines from the 35th 
District. It does not pay any 
portion of the total court 
expenses).

The report, said Canton could 
expect to “quickly recover” the 
initial money spent for the 
court start-up.

The Canton Board of Trus­

tees was expected Tuesday to 
discuss a law enforcement pro­
posal from the Wayne County 
Sheriff’s office.

Loren Pittman, Undersheriff 
and Chief Deputy of the Wayne 
County force, asked the board 
on behalf of Sheriff William 
Lucas, to present to them a 
law enforcement proposal.

Three proposals have already

been presented to the Canton 
board by the Sheriff’s Depart­
ment recently.

Those proposals could cost 
the township from $224,772 
to $431,953 per year. One 
package (the most expensive) 
would have the Sheriff’s patrol 
with two cars, all day, seven 
days a week. The other two 
combine the Canton part-time 
force and Sheriff’s patrol.

Canton Supervisor. Harold

Stein said a month ago that 
the cost of the offers were 
what he would study before 
giving an opinion.

Chief Walter MacGregor of 
the Canton police commented 
recently when asked if the 
township would lose control 
over its own fledgling depart­
ment, that “anytime you con­
tract out anything, you lose 
control over it.”

That motto brings “ the old 
newsboys” together every year 
to plan their paper sale .whose 
proceeds benefit needy children 
and their families at Christmas.

One of the most familiar 
Canton Goodfellows faces is that 
of young at heart 86-year-old 
Ed Hauk.

Twenty years ago the Good­
fellows would get names, ages 
and sizes of all the children in 
a family.

“Then we would go to a 
store in Plymouth (there weren’t 
any stores in Canton then),” , 
said Hauk, “and pick out the ' 
right size clothes and put the 
childs’ name on the package.”

“Since there weren’t any 
school buses back then and 
most of the children had to 
walk to school, top priorities 
for the Goodfellow shoppers 
were shoes, boots, mittens and 
warm coats, Hauk said.

“They included dolls for 
little girls and toys that made 
a noise for little boys,” he 
chuckled.

“We could buy a. bushel 
of groceries for $ 10 back then” , 
said Hauk. Hauk also liked 
to go out to an orchard, and 
get bushels of apples to accom­
pany the Christmas packages. 
Part of Christmas for the needy 

. children included big oranges, 
candy canes, coloring books and 
crayons.

“Today the emphasis is on 
pretty clothes instead of warm 
clothes,” said Hauk.

“Time and needs have chang­
ed through the years” .

Instead of buying for indi­

vidual families, now the Good­
fellows give shoe gift stamps 
that can be used at Canton 
stores. The bright red apples 
and candy canes are still popu­
lar today, however, and are 
always included in the food 
parcels. v  ■

The Goodfellows get . refer­
ence names through churches, 
schools and neighbors and a 
rule they always follow Hauk 
said is never reveal the names 
of those who receive Good- 
fellow Christmas parcels.

Poll reveals local support for new schools low

Public support is still low for 

building new school buildings in 
the Plymouth-Canton School 
District despite an 88 per cent 
awareness of growth, a recent 
survey shows.

Sponsored by the schools, 
the survey also reveals that 
citizens strongly support expan-” 
sion of the extended-year (ESY) 
program to handle the increasing 
student population.

The telephone survey of 38 1 
citizens in the district is part 
of the Board of Education’s 
effort to plan their strategy 
for a possible bond issue elec­
tion this Spring to build new 
classrooms.

It was presented to . the 
board Monday night at a work­
shop meeting.

“People are aware of the 
grow th/’ said Florence Beier, 
Community Relations Assistant 
for the district, “We have to let 
them know that even if they 
decide' they want a new ele­
mentary school, it takes two 
years to build one.”

The board is also consider­
ing a bond issue in the Spring 
for renovation of existing build­
ings and . the survey showed 
strong support for paying for 
it. Some 64.8 per cent said 
they would support renovation, 
17.6 per cent said “no” , and 
17.5 per cent were undecided.

Only 28.3 per cent said they 
would vote “ yes” on a bond 
issue for new buildings. 40.9 
per cent said “no,” and 29.7

per cent were undecided or 
had no answer.

Compared to results of a 
similar survey conducted in 
February, many more people 
in last month’s questionnaire 
are undecided on the bond 
issue for new buildings. The 
“yes” column dropped about 
eight points, the “nos” fell 
about six points while the 
number of undecided responses 
rose about 14 points, from
15.9 per cent to 29.7 per cent.

Last February, 36.1 per cent 
indicated support for a bond 
issue for new clasrooms, 47.1 
per cent said “no” and a rel­
atively low 15.9 per cent were 
undecided.

Students awarded
Four students from Salem 

and Canton High Schools have 
finished in the top four per 
cent on part one of a state­
wide annual math competition, 
school officials announced.

The four students, all seniors, 
are Michael Etienne, Steven 
•Horton, Kevin O’Connor and 
Kevin Price.

They are now eligible to 
compete in the second part 
of the 21st Annual Michigan 
Mathematics Prize Competition, 
They were among 1,Q81 stu­
dents in Michigan to participate 
in the contest.

Winners will receive, between 
them, a: total of more than 
$7,000 in college scholarships.

Tom Yack, president of the 
school board, said the large 
number of undecided showed 
that the people “don’t have 
enough information on the need 
for new buildings.

The survey indicated that 
support for a bond issue has 
not risen significantly since a 
bond issue was defeated in last 
April’s school election.

In the election, 29 per.cent 
voted “yes” bn the bond issue.
28.3 per cent indicated support 
in last m onth’s survey.

The citizens said they support 
ESY to handle the district’s 
growth. Some 70.6 per cent 
indicated they favored expan­
sion of ESY if a bond issue 
failed, while 16.5 per cent 
said “no,” and 12.9 per cent 
were undecided.

Last February’s poll showed 
that ESY’s popularity has re­
mained high, with 73.7 per cent 
said they favored expansion 
of the program then.

The alternatives to building 
new classrooms and ESY posed 
in the poll were: 1) Using
available buildings in other 
school districts. 2) Bigger classes 
and 3) split or double sessions.

There was support for using 
classrooms in other districts 
(53.0 per cent), but the other 
two solutions got negative re­
sponses. Only 16 per cent 
favored bigger classes, and 31 
per cent said they would like 
split or double sessions.

“Jeffrey’s condition is stable, 

however” , the hospital source 
said. “ Both youngsters are quite 
alert and the nurses are having 
a lot of fun with the children. 
It’s 'kind of a special case.”

The two were rescued after 
spending nearly 48 hours atop 
a remote ridge in a heavily 
wooded , part of the Smoky 
Mountains. The plane crashed 
just inside the North Carolina 
border, 30 miles from Knox­
ville. Both children were ex­
posed to low temperatures and 
constant cold winds.

One source said a clearing 
had to ,be made for the rescue 
helicopter, before it could land. 
Once that was done, the rescue
team had to hike miles to
reach the .wreckage.

Both children were found 
wedged in the plane. They 
were conscious throughout the 
entire ordeal, according to one 
family friend. Dr. Robert Lash, 
a member of the rescue team 
and a staff doctor at the 
Tennessee hospital, said the
children were scared and that 
they remembered nothing of the 
crash. , '

A family friend said Mrs. 
Carol Shrewsbury, their mother, 
was “doing very well. ‘All kinds 
of people are helping,’ she said. 
‘It’s unbelievable.’”

“ lhey are . terrific people,” 
said the family friend. “The 
kids are terrific -  it comes 
from the parents. They were 
well-adjusted enough and could 
handle this tragedy.”

“Carol always has time for 
someone else,” said the family 
friend. „

Shrewsbury was a marketing 
representative for IBM and a 
member of the Three A Flying 
Club in Southfield. His daugh­
ter, Laura, was a student at 
West Middle School.

The club owned the four- 
seat Cessna 172 plane. The 
Federal Aviation Administration 
said Shrewsbury had not filed 
a flight plan.

The plane left Blairsville, 
Georgia early. Thursday morn­
ing, a spokesman said, The 
family had been in Blairsvilles 
since Sunday because of bad 
weather.
