In a ruling issued April 11, 
but sent to the Plymouth- 
Canton School District only 
last week, Attorney General 
Frank Kelley ruled that the 
district must provide transpor­
tation to the children “ opting 
out”  of ESY  schools.

Under the Plymouth-Canton 
policy, if  a student opted out, 
he must provide transporation 
to the school on the traditional 
calendar, no matter if  he did. 
so voluntarily.

The decision was made on 
the-basis-of-the-State School- 
Code, which states that school 
districts must provide transpor­
tation to students who live 
farther than one aq  ̂ one- 
half miles from school. .........

“Since we do not have the 
money or the buses to trans- 

•port the opt-out students, the 
end result of the decision may 
be that we w ill end the option 
to go tS a traditional school,” 
said School Superintendent 
Mike Hoben. “The . opt-out

their ESY  schools.’

45 opt-out students will be 
bused to the traditional schools 
they have been attending all 
year. “ We don’t want to dis­
rupt their schedules,”  Hoben 
said.

town Plymouth may be pre­
sented to the City Commission 
in less than a month.

Planned for the Weidman 
Lot on Main Street behind 
the Mayflower Hotel, the struc­
ture * would be funded by 
assessments from merchants 
surrounding the structure and 
by city parking meter revenues.

. Under the scheme being 
prepared by the Plymouth 
Parking Commission, the mer­
chants’ share would be deter- 

ined by how close they are 
from the Weidman Lot.

Fifty-foot concentric rings 
would be drawn around the

“Governors and legislators 
have been totally irresponsible 
in the way they spend money,” 
he said, pointing to a'pam­
phlet showing a 100 per cent 
increase in the state’s income 
tax since 1968, the incriminat­
ing evidence coming from, the 
Department of Management 
and Budget.

Taxpayers Unied • was 
•behind the ill-fated Proposal

C on the 1976 ballot to limit 
state spending...Tripp recalled 
that pressure from the Michi­
gan Education Association 
kept the proposal at bay.

“The problem is each offi­
c ia l, seems to think- his need 
is to propose some improve­
ment or program hr his area,”  
he said. “Pressure groups get 
the legislation passe.d and the 
state, hires people to admini­
ster’ them. This perpetuates it ,”  
he went on.

The number of state em­
ployes has risen by half in 
the past decade while 'the 
state’s population has grown 
only seven per cent,, lie noted, 
pausing to find some- humor 
in the State’s own statistics.

The bill Taxpayers United 
hope to get on the November 
ballot will limit the state to 
8,3 per cent, of personal 
income.

These-Articles of Incorporation are adopted by the incorporating municipal.corporations 
for the purpose of creating an authority under the provisions of Act No. 233,'Michigan Public 
Acts of 1955, as amended (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “enabling act”).

- ■— ARTI CLE I '
-̂ Fhc namc-of—

posal Authority’” The registered office of the Authority will be located in the Township 
Hall of the Charter Township of Canton, Wayne County, Michigan. -

ARTICLE II .
The incorporating municipal corporations creating this Authority are the Charter Town­

ship of Canton and the Townships of Van Buren and' Sumpter, all in the County of Wayne,. 
State of Michigan, which are hereby designated as the constituent municipalities.

■ ARTICLE III
The purpose of this Authority is to acquire, own, improve, enlarge, extend and operate 

a water system or sewage disposal system or any part thereof in accordance with the enabling 
act. The term “water system" as used in these Articles shall include all water mains, intercep­
tors, laterals, water purification' plants, pumping stations,, wells, and all other, plants, works, 
instrumentalities and properties used'or useful" in connection with the obtaining collection, 

Treatment, purificatiomnddistribution of water. The term ',Sewage Disposal System” as used
in these Articles shall include, all interceptor sewers, storm sewers sanitary sewers, combined 
sanitary and storm sewers, sewage treatment, plants, arid all other plants, works, instrumen­
talities and properties used or useful in connectyy) with the collection treatment and/or dis­
posal of sewage and/or-industrial wastes. .A HTIPI F IV ---------

This Authority shall he a body corporate with power to siiê r-to-be-Sued-in-any-cuurt-oL-
this State. It shall, he. rnmprid-rt of thn territory lying lyilllirv I Ilf eotpornto h.,nn.l-in..g nf itc.
constituent municipalities. It shall possess all of the powers granted by statutes now in effect 
or he.reafter adopted or amended, and by these Articles, which are necessary to carry out 
the purposes of its incorporation, and those incident thereto. The enumeration of any powers 
herein or in the enabling act shall not be construed, as a limitation upon its general powers 
unless the context shall clearly indicate otherwise. lt shall.have a corporate seal.

ARTICLE V
This Authority shall continue in existence perpetually or until dissolved by act of the 

parties or by law: Provided, however, that it shall not be dissolved if such dissolution would 
or could operate as an impairment of the bonds or other contracts.

ARTICLE VI
The fiscal year, of this Authority shall commence on_the first day-uf January-and end-on-

the thirty-first day of December in each year.
ARTICLE VII

The governing body of this Authority shall be. a board. of. Trustees, hereinafter referred 
to as the.“Board”, which shall consist of six trustees, two of whom shall beresidents of the 
Charter Township of Canton and be. appointed by the Township Board of said Township and 
two of.whom shall be'residents of the Townships of Van Buren and Sumpter each, and be 
appointed by the Township Boards of said Townships. Members of the first Board shall be'so 
appointed- within thirty days after these-Articles'become effective and their terms shall be 
staggered so that the two trustees from the Charter Township of Canton shall serve for terms 
expiring on June 30, in the years 1974, and 1976, respectively, the two trustees from the 
Township of Van -Buren shall serve for terms expiring on June 30 in the years 1975 and 1976 

:__respectively, and so.__— ĵit-tbe-ti ustees'Hom tne Township or.Sumpter shall serve tor terms
expiring onJune"30 in the years 1979 and 1980 respectively. Succeeding trustees shall be so
appointed oik orjjefote the. fifteenth day ot June ot each year and shall serve for three-year
terms beginning on the following July 1 and until their respective successors are appointed and ' 
qualified. Each trustee shall file his oath of office with the clerk of the constituent munici­
pality from which he is appointed. Trustees shall serve without rnmpein»tWhTrt-thi. Rn7ira—
may by majority vote of its total membejjJilp authorize payment of actual expenses incurred 
by any trustee In'-connection with the'business of the Authority. The members of the first 
Board-shall qualify by filing their Oaths of office' and shall meet for the purpose of organization
within thirty days after their appointment and thereafter the Board shall meet for such purpose
on the third Monday in July of each year at the time apd place fixed for the holding of regular 
meetings. At each such organization meeting the Board shall select a Chairman and a Vice- 
Chairman, who shall be members of the Board, and a Secretary and a Treasurer who may 
but need not be members of the Board. The offices of Secretary and Treasurer may be 
combined and held by one person if so provided in the By-Laws. Such officers shall serve until 
the next annual organization meeting and_until their respective successors shall be selected and
qualified. Failure to hold meetings or appoint or select trustees or officers as herein provided 
shall not render invalid any action taken by the Board or its officers. No appointment of any 
trustee or election of any officer, and no action taken at any meeting, shall be Invalid because 
it did not occur within or at the time specified in these Articles. Any member of the Board 
may be removed for cause at any time by majority vote of the legislative body which appointed 
him. Any officer of the Board may be removed at any time by majority vote of the total membership of the Board.

ARTICLE VIII
In the event of a vacancy on the Boardpthe legislative body of the constituent municipality 

which appointed the trustee whose position has become vacant shall fill the vacancy for the 
unexpired term. In the event of a vacancy in any office of the Board, such vacancy shall be 
filled by the Board for the unexpired term. In case of the temporary absence ordisability of 
any officer, the Board may appoint some person temporarily to act in his stead except that in 
the eVent of the temporary absence or disability of the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman shall so act. - _

. ARTICLE IX
Regular meetings of the Board shall be held at such time and place as shall be prescribed 

by resolution or in the By-Laws of the Board. Special mectings ofThc Board may bo calted by 
Thc~Uh3irfflan or anyTour members thereof, by serving written notice of the place and
purposê  thereof, upon each member of the Board personally, or by leaving it at his place of-' 
residence, at least twenty-four hours prior to the time of such meeting, or by depositing the 
same in a United States Post Office or mail box within the limits of the Authority, at least 
seventy-two hours prior to the time of such meeting, enclosed in a scaled envelope-properly 
addressed to him at his home or office address, with postage fully prepaid. Special meetings 
of the Board at which all members are present shall be deemed to be valid even though no 
written notice thereof may have been given as above provided. Any member of the Board may 
waive notice of any meeting cither before or after the holding thereof and written consent to 
any action taken by the Board shall have the same effect as if the consenting member had 
been present and had voted In favor of such action. At least four members of the Board shall 
be required for a quorum. The Board shall act by motion, resolution or ordinance. For the 
passage of any resolution or ordinance providing for the issuance of bonds there shall be 
required the affirmative vote of at least four members of the Board. For all other actions,

a majority vote .of those present shall.be sufficient for passage, unless otherwise provided 
herein or in the By-Laws. The Board shall have-the right to adopt By-Laws and rules governing 
its procedure which are not in conflict witb the terms of any statute or of these Articles. The 
Board shall keep a journal of its proceedings. which shall be signed by the Secretary.-AH vo.tes
shall be “Yeas” and “Nays”, except that where the vote is unanimous, it shall only be neces­
sary to so state. Each member shall be required to vote upon all matters unless he shall be 
disquajffij&fitherefrom. No member may vote upon any matter iri which he has a personal 
intereat.'flowB̂ tee shall l>ave any financial interest in any contract with the Authority .ARTICLE X '

The Chairman Bf-tfte Board shall be the presiding, officer thereof. In the absence or dis­
ability of the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman shall perform the duties of the Chairman. The 
Secretary shall be the recording officer of the Board. The Treasurer shall be custodian of the 
funds of the Authority and shall give to it a bond conditioned upon the faithful performance 
of the duties of his office.-The .cost of said bond shall be paid by the Authority. All monies 
shall-be deposited in a bank or bahkŝ '.to be designated by the Board, and all checks or other 
forms of withdrawal therefrom shall be signed by two officers of the' Board as shall be desig­
nated in the By-Laws or by resolution of the Board. The officers of tire Board shall have such 
other powers and duties as may be conferred upon them by the Board.

The Authority and its constituent municipalities may enter, into a contract or contracts 
providing.for the acquisition, purchase,7construction, improvement, enlargement, extension. , 
operation and financing of a water system or a sewage disposal system or any part thereof as 
authorized and provided in the enabling act. The Authority may, subject to the prior approval 
of the constituent municipalities, enter into contracts with any non-constituent city, village 
or township for the furnishing of water or sewage disposal service by any sewage disposal 
facilities owned or operated by the Authority,-which contract shall provide for reasonable 
charges or rates for such service furnished. No contracts shajl be for a period exceeding forty 
years. . '

ARTICLE XIII
For the purpose of obtaining funds for the acquisition, purchase, construction, improve­

ment, enlargement or extension"of a 'sewage disposal systenf or any part thereof, the Authority' 
may, upon ordinance or resolution duly adopted by the Board, issue its negotiable bonds, 
secured by contractual full faith.and credit pledges of each contracting municipality, in accord­
ance with and subject (o'the provisions of the enabling act.

The Board shall have power fo secure all necessary services and to hire all necessary officers 

and employees, to carry out the functions of the Authority and to fix the compensation there­

Any such amendment shall be endorsed, 
published and certified; and printed copies thereof filed-in the same manner as the'original 
Articles of Incorporation, except-that the filed and printed copies shall be certified by the
