A t the last in a series o f 
public, hearings on  the alter­
natives with the super-sewer, 
Environmental Protection 
Agency representatives told the 
audience it was considering 
pulling Oakland C oun ty  from 
the super-sewer plans.

That move “would increase 
the costs to the P lym outh 
Canton governmental units, as

well as to other Wayne and 
Monroe County Communities 
left in the plans. f .

“We were all. ready to go, 
now  we are just waiting until 
they get done,” (the CPA ) 
with the study,” said DPW 
Chief Royce Sm ith. “Costs for 
the sewer are rising at about 
$1 million a month, and the 
E P A  said earliest the study 
would be done was by  Octo­
ber.” . •

Sm ith said super sewer 
costs were estim ated‘at $165 
milliontlast January and could 
be at $170 m illion _ by  Oc­
tober.

In  March, Canton and P ly­
m outh townships agreed to

C anton m an  kills self

pay their share o f the proposed 
super sewer costs. Until then, 
Canton Supervisor Harold 
Stein was working on a break­
away sewer authority that had 
Hoped to sell bonds and build 
the sewer themselves. However, 
Stein was unable .tô  get four 
of the 21 communities to joi^i 
the break-away authority.

The “ break-away authority 
was formed because several 
western Wayne communities 
thought they would have no

Now we must figure.out the 
total income for the two 
years adding—state aid and 
local taxes.

In this year, the 5391 per 
pupil times the total number 
of students (16,100) equals
S6,295,000 in state aid.

Assuming the district

•raise 517,383,000 in local 
taxes. The sum of the state 
and the local - funds is 
$23,678,000.

If  your figures are correct, 
the second scenario should 
come close to this.

In the second model, mul­
tiplying the state .aid per
