Protcction Agency (EPA ) has 
its way, the “ Super Sewer”  
proposal as it has been known, 
may be radically changed — 
and would not serve the 
Plymouth Community.

Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad officials promised 
sblutions to traffic delays in the City of Plymouth- 
within two weeks, City Manager Fred Yockey said 
Thursday.

“They’re going to try to correct the problems,” 
saidFred Yockey who met with C&O officials last 
Wednesday.

The meeting was prompted by two derailments 
within city limits in a two-week span earlier this 
month, said Yockey. Delays caused by the derail­
ments and by long and slow-moving trains in general 
were discussed at the meeting, he said.

‘They told me that they were having trouble with 
the railroad union,” said the city manager. “Also, 
Plymouth is the hub of the Chessie system. On the 
average, 44 trains go through here per day.”

Yockey declined to say specifically what steps 
might be taken by the C&O, but said that a grade 
separation (a bridge for the tracks) is not being con­
sidered/

“A grade separation would cost $4 million to $6 
million,” said Yockey. “There’s no way the city could 
fund it.”

Should Canton’s Board of 

Trustees, with about a month 
left in office, pass a sign or­
dinance which permits b ill­
boards and ground signs for 
business?

To approve the ordinance, 
the Canton board would then 
have to call a special meeting 
before the new board takes 
over on the next scheduled 
meeting Nov. 21 -

In reading the document,

Riegel met w ith teachers to 
discuss ways to help students 
who are behind their class­
mates academically at an after­
noon conference for sixth 
through 12th grade teachers on 
oct. 5. . ;

One o f the biggest problems 
occurs when an elementary 
student, in fifth grade becomes 
a young teenager in sixth 
grade. “The child is growing 
up — his body is changing. 
H is social relationships are 
different and his whole world 
is becoming new to him,” 
said Riegel.-

Couple these changes w ith 
the fact that the focus o f 
classes shifts from  child-orient­

ed to subject-oriented from 
fifth to sixth grades.

“Students may get lost in 
the shuffle in middle school 
when they have five or six 
teachers,” said Riegel.

Transitions from elementary 
grades to middle schools are 
not easy, and most teachers 
at the conference agreed with 
h im , said Riegel.

“The majority o f teachers 
are student-oriented, but. they 
aren’t sure how to find the 
time to meet the student’s 
needs,” said Riegel.

He cited the example o f 
a teacher with five classes 
w ho sees 130 faceS every day 
and has- 130 papers to cor­
rect. “The teacher doesn’t 
have time, to focus on  the 
individual needs o f  each 
student,” he said.

time adjusting to the needs 
and demands o f a police 
department o f our size.

“ I deeply regret she left 
and her leaving came as a 
surprise. But she was the best 
judge o f what she had. to do,” 
Fo rd  added.

Herndon said, however, that 
it was some Plym outh police­
men who had trouble adjust­
ing to her style and methods. 
“They had trouble dealing 
with me. They had fears and 
jealousies o f  me since 1 was 
from Detroit,” she said. : .

Despite the apparent per­
sonal conflicts Herndon had 
with some members o f the 
force, Ford said that he did 
not believe her resignation 
was connected with, the fact 
that she is a woman. “These 
things happen all the time. 
I can’t believe anyone here 
would treat her any differ­
ently.”

“I enjoyed workers there,” 
said Herndon. “There were 
some co-workers I  enjoyed. I 
was happy and proud to be 
a suburban and Plymouth 
police officer. In  fact, I  think 
I was more suited for subur­
ban work because I could 
spend more tim e w ith people, 
say, with family trouble.

“In  Detroit we were sent 
out on many runs per night, 
with no time to help, that’ 
much,” she added. “ But in a 
smaller department, this type 
o f activity (publics and-petti- 
ness) cuts much deeper than in 
a large department.”

Herndon joined the . P ly­
mouth police in December, 
1977, after w orking both on 
the street and undercover for 
the Detroit police from 1973 
through 1977. Tw o years 
before that she worked as a 
Social worker.

The superstitions that ac­
company Friday the 13th 
became a reality for the 
S^em  football team as they 
lost their, first game o f the 
season to Suburban Eight rival 
Trenton, 21-16 at home.

From  the beginning o f the

Trenton’s drive took 
14 plays (all on the ground) 
consuming 6:22 on the clock 
with quarterback Brian Tabin
capping o il the drive with a 
one-yard dive into the end 
zone. Dave Mehrhof hit the 
conversion to put Trenton 
ahead 7-0.

After receiving Trenton’s 
k ickoff Salem’s Paul D illon 
fumbled on the first play 
from scrimmage at the Rock

34-yard line. On their first 
play, the Trojans made 24 
yards -  nine on a run and 15 
on a facemasking penalty to set 
up a first and goal to go at 
the 10-yard line.

Three plays later Tabin hit 
Tight End  Bob Riopelle with 
a nine-yard scoring strike and 
again the conversion wgs good 
to make the score 14-0 with 
3:11 remaining in the first 
quarter. >

Salem came back to make 
the score 14-9 at halftime, 
but they were never able to 
draw closer than five points 
for the rest o f the game as in 
the second half Trenton tallied 
seven points in the third 
quarter and Salem got its 
T D  in the fourth stanza.

The loss dropped Salem 
into a second place tie with 
Dearborn in the Sub-8 with 
a 4-1 record and it lowered 
the Rock ’s season mark to  5-1.
