Following an argument with 
former Supervisor Harold Stein, 
Canton’s police chief, Walter 
MacGregor, may have resigned.

MacGregor went on vaca­
tion Friday after the argument 
with Stein and could not be 
reached for comment.-He is 
reportedly trying to decide 
whether to stay with the de­
partment or resign.

According to Noel Culbert, 
who succeeded Stein as super­
visor on Monday, Stein asked 
MacGregor to prevent Robert 
Greenstein from being sworn 
in as trustee.

Reportedly upset over the 
political nature of the request, 
MacGregor flatly refused to 
carry out Stein’s request, ac­
cording to a member of “the 
Canton police force.

Stein denied that he ordered _ 
MacGregor to do anything. 

..“ I just asked him to inform 
Greenstein that it is against 
the law for him to be a town­
ship employe (police reserve) 
and an elected official (trus­
tee) at the same time,”  he 
said.

. Greenstein, who is a volun­
teer reserve for the Canton 
police department, said that 
he is not technically an em­
ploye of the township, rather

a Volunteer, and thus exempt 
from the state statute. "

The question had come up 
earlier when Greenstein was 
a member of the Zoning 

-Board of Appeals, he said. 
“ The attorney general ruled 
then that I am not an employe 
of the township,”  said Green­
stein.

“ After the argument, we 
(the new officials) tried- to 
get MacGregor to stay,”  said 
Greenstein, who was sworn in 
as trustee Monday. “ At first 
he was going to quit because 
he thought the next two years 
would, be more political hassle 
with Stein.”  ' ' .

Rather .th a n  resigning 
immediately, MacGregor de­
cided to take a three week 
vacation to think it over, 
said Greenstein.
.-A  .member of the police 

department said that 
MacGregor may have, been 
thinking about resigning before 
the incident with Stein on 
Friday, however.

MacGregor took command 
of the. force in August, 1977. 
The department’s first chief, 
he has been credited with 
reorganizing the force and 
providing leadership as it went 
from part-time to full-time.

Canton has gone from a rural community to a large suburban 
town of 38,000 in less than 10 years. Unfortunately, one part 
of the township has not kept pace with the growth: its government.

The present staff is competent. But there’s not a leader to 
point everyone in the right direction and manage, the adminis­
tration. Canton needs a township manager similar to the Plymouth 
city manager.

Part of the problem is that the township form of government 
is a holdover from the horse-and-buggy days. The supervisor is 
the chief executive of the township, but he’s also the political 
leader. And these two roles don’t always m ix, expecially in the 
polarized political atmosphere in Canton.

Efficient management by the supervisor has often taken a back 
‘ seat to politics. With an election every two years, and the accom­
panying political mudslinging and maneuvering, the supervisor 
has his hands full.

A  professional manager, then, is needed to keep a steady hand 
on the administrative tiller. Political decisions in a community 
like Canton are always going to be stormy, which makes it imper­
ative that a manager, at least partly removed from this process, 
be hired.

The recent problems Canton had with a possible new court 
is a good example. A  feasibility study done a year ago showed 
that the township could break even on a court. But since then, 
a number of expenses were added: a second judge was created 
by the legislature, and through crossed signals between township 
officials and Judge Dunbar Davis, it was learned Oct. 20 that 
two more clerks would be needed to staff the new court.

The trouble was, ho one at the township was keeping track of 
the court’s progress. The administration didn’t realize the problem 
until Maria Falkiewicz, a candidate to treasurer in the recent 
election, researched the budget o f the proposed court and found 
it inadequate.

A township manager could have had his finger on the court’s 
expenses from the beginning and planned for it .

The city-manager (township in Canton’s case) form of govern­
ment has proven itself the most efficient method to administer 
municipalities. In Canton, and in cities with strong mayors (Detroit 
is a good example) bitter politics have prevented the communities 
from properly attacking their problems. ;

It would take some foresight on behalf o f Canton’s politicians 
to hire a township manager. Supervisor Noel Culbert, since he 
would give up some power, must particularly realize the wisdom 
of the switch.

But if  Canton is ever to settle its land-use, planning and admin-' 
istrative problems, it needs a township manager.

Two candlesticks, two offer­

ing plates, and'a cross remain 
to confirm the founding of 
the First United Methodist 
Church in Plymouth 150 years 
ago. These artifacts, which 
were carved from the original 
walnut altar rail of 1848, 
have defied fire, remodeling 
committees, and the whimsical 
urges of persons ready to 
toss out the old.

On Sunday, Nov. 26, church 
ministers and members will 
gather to celebrate special 
sesquicentennial (150) services 
at 9:30 and 11 a.m. Senior 
minister Sam Stout will be 
joined by associate ministers 
Frederick Vosburg and Frank

Lyman, Jr . who will deliver 
the sermon, to commemorate 
the occasion.

Ironically enough, the year 
1828 -  150 years ago -  
does not mark the actual 
construction of the First 
Methodist Church in the area.

It is this 20-year difference 
between the date of the first 
membership in the church in 
1828 and the actual con­
struction of the church in 
1848 that causes some con- 

. fusion, said Sanford Burr, a 
local church historian.

After a ll, Burr said, it was 
only 30 years ago —.in 1948 — 
that the Methodist Church 
celebrated its centennial ser­
vice. And now, in 1978, Burr

In 1828, Methodist services 
were being celebrated in area 

"schoolhouses and private 
homes by The Rev. Benjamin 
Cooper. He traveled by horse­
back to preach throughout 
the • Huron Circuit, of which 
Plymouth was a part, for 
about $100 per month, said 
Karen Ahlgren, chairperson of 
the records and history com­
mittee. ,

Numbering over 400 per-" 
sons by 1834, the church 
purchased a one-acre site on 
Church Street for $75 from 
E .J . Penniman. The church 
continued - to grow, and in­
stalled a bell in its tower for 
$213.64 in 1892.
; Then in 1916, fire struck. 

Apparently it started in the 
adjacent high school, and 
quickly spread to the church. 
Only a few books, altar rails 
and . other small articles could 
be salvaged from the fire.
- After that devastating fire, - 

the Methodists considered 
merging with the Presbyterian 
Church across the street, but 
there was more impetus to 
rebuild, said Burr.

On Easter, 1917, a new. 
church was dedicated. It cost 
$20,000. and the Methodists 
remained there until 1972 
when they moved to North 
Territorial’: -Road for more 
facilities and' more parking.-

However to provide con­
tinuity in the future, . Karen 
Ahlgren said the next cele­
bration for 200 years w ill 
probably be held in 2028.

fitted with their new holiday apparel.

A very special place this time of year is the doll and toy shop. 
Arranged on the shelves are china dolls, dolls from other lands and a 
wooden doll sled. Santa’s boot is filled with holly and candy canes, 
and the big bowl of popcorn on the counter sure looks tempting. 
In the window is an old version of a book we have listened to, read 
and most of us have memorized. “The Night Before Christmas or a 
Visit of St. Nicholas”.

The harness shop has a jar of Christmas candy sitting on the counter 
and a clown puppet, old toys and books in the window. Surrounding 
the piles of sawdust at the cabinetmakers is a doll house, doll fur­
niture and wooden blocks spelling out Merry Christmas.

After peering through the shop windows along Main Street, visit 
the Victorian kitchen, dining room and parlor at the front of the 
museum.

Mom is busy in the kitchen rolling out and decorating cookies, 
and all the good smells drift through the house. On a shelf are jars 
of preserves and canned fruit with red and green bows to be dis­
tributed to friends and neighbors. •”

A lace tablecloth with cranberry glasswear is the setting for a 
festive Christmas dinner. The tree is decorated with antique ornaments 
and strings of popcorn. Most of the toys under the tree taught a 
lesson of some kind — they were things the children would use as 
adults.

It was a custom back then for neighbors to go from house to 
house visiting each other on Christmas day. Many times the women 
stayed home to receive visitors and serve them cake and wine, while 
the men went out visiting.

Downstairs at the museum are displays of old metal trucks, air­
planes, fire engines and 1 steam shovel, and a section of electric trains.

No matter, how old (or young) you are, there are things along 
Main Street and throughout the museum to remind you of your 
childhood Christmases. Whether it’s a favorite book, red and green 
paper chains, a candy cane or a warm holiday greeting — the best 
things never change.

Like Santa Claus, the busiest time of year for Don Schneider is 

getting ready for Christmas. Don is a glass blower who earns a living 
making Christmas ornaments.

Don started blowing glass as a hobby about five years ago, and 
since then has worked at Greenfield Village for a year before going 
into business for himself. A native of Detroit, he supplements his 
income by playing trumpet in a. band. He is a former music teacher 
at Friends School in Detroit.

In explaining his technique for making the glass ornaments, Don 
said he uses a hard, pyrex glass. He wears special glasses which filter 
out the bright light caused from the gases when the glass is heated.

He starts with a four foot piece of tubing, which is stretched 
and broken down into smnUcr_nieces.JHc JdienJieats-the-glns.ytn ming- 
it constantly to heat it evenly on all sides. When the glass reaches 
a certain temperature it turns a bright red and is ready to be blown.

Blowing, glass is not as easy as it looks. It’s awkward to keep the 
glass turning while you’re heating it with the torch, and it’s even 
more awkward to keep it turning when you’re trying to blow it. 
Don does it quickly and gracefully, and makes it look easy.

Once the glass is blown, lie uses a special tool to poke designs

into the reheated glass. “I like to make every ornament different,” 
said Don.

“Glass blowing tools are hard to come by and very expensive ,” 
said Don. He explained he got his tools from a place in Canada that 
was going out of business. He uses a water cooled torch and says 
he uses less gas making 500 ornaments a month than the gas pilot 
on his stove.

For. other types of glass blowing, Don has a large furnace stored 
in his garage. It weighs one and a half tons and has four and a half 
inches of insulation brick and another four and a half inches of 
fire brick around the outside. He has made many types of glasswear 
in many designs and colore.

Don’s work is available locally in the Odyssey Galleries and is 
shipped to 17 different states. “Of the 1,400 ornaments I’ve shipped, 
only one has been broken,” said Don. He added that his work is 
insurable because, “even though it looks delicate and light weight, 
it is really a hard glass.”

Glass ornaments' offer a different variety in a time when hand 
made ornaments are the “in” thing. I even tried my hand at it, and 
after four tries, my ornament came out a little crooked (well, maybe 
a whole lot crooked), but it is unique.

OOOPS, an ornament it’s not, but Phyllis just created a new kind 
of design for something. Chalk this up to experience, as she learns 
the ancient art from Plymouthite Don Schneider.

Under the Brown bill the 
home builder would have to 
guarantee during the first year 
that the dwelling would be 
free of defects caused by 
faulty work and defective 
materials due to non-compli­
ance with building standards.

During the first two years 
of the warranty the home 
would have to- be guaranteed

to be free from defects caused 
by faulty installation of plumb­
ing, electrical, heating and 
cooling systems.

During the first 10 years 
of the warranty the dwelling 
would have to be free ' of 
major construction defects, 
which are spelled out in the 
bill.

“With the tremendous num­
ber of new homes being 
built in the metropolitan De­
troit area and elsewhere in 
Michigan, there is more .need 
than ever before for legally- 
defined protections for their 
buyers,” Brown said.
