Fine police chief lost
In a last vindictive act in office, former Canton Supervisor 

Harold Stein egged the township’s hardworking police chief to quit.
Although Chief Walter MacGregor had some solid personal 

reasons for leaving, the political mess in which Stein embroiled 
the chief became too much for him to bear.

Stein demanded last Friday that MacGregor prevent the former 
supervisor’s political enemy, Robert Greenstein, from being sworn 
into office, which thoroughly upset and frustrated the chief from 
all accounts o f the incident.

—:—Stein claimed that since Greenstein wasa-Canton-employe- 
(volunteer reserve) of the police force, state law prohibits him 
from holding township office. However; the Attorney General 
has ruled that Greenstein, since he was a volunteer was not tech­
nically a township employe, thus not subject to the law.

■ ' ' '
The last thing MacGregor wanted was a department mixed up in 

politics. So when Stein asked him to block the installment of a 
newly elected trustee, MacGregor reportedly foresaw two more 
years'of a department caught between the township’s bitter and 
often petty political factions.

It ’s'no wonder he threw up his arms and decided to quit.

We’re sorry to see the chief go. -
When he assumed command o f the Canton police in the 

summer of 1977-, the part-time officers had little experience and 
legs direction. With his years of experience as Wayne’s police chief, 
MacGregor was.the right person at the right time to lead the force 
when it became full-time. He’ll be difficult to replace.

I received a telling phone call last week. An anonymous man 
said, “ I ’m just calling to say I ’m tired of reading about (Harold) 
Stein and (Robert) Greenstein.”

I couldn’t agree with him more, even though The Crier prints 
story after story about the pair’s political charges, countercharges, 
punches, counterpunches, antics and games.

The trouble is, the two are the political leaders of the township. 
What they do is news. In this sense, a newspaper is a captive of 
the community. What the leaders of a town think important 
is reported in the newspaper simply because they hold those 
positions.

Fortunately, there’s always the editorial page, where reporters 
and editors are free to express thdir own views.

’Tis the season to be jo lly , 
but the teachers and admini­
strators of the PlymouthCanton 
schools are still unable to 
reach an agreement about the 
starting-times dispute.

That fact is’ dismal and 
unfortunate.

As you recall, teachers filed 
suit against administrators for

forced to talk about the 
differences within the context 
of the teachers’ contract. Then 
the two parties were sent 
back to the bargaining table 
to reach an agreement .

However, after 20 days, 
both sides simply admitted 
they couldn’t reach an agree­
ment. It was,-and is, an impasse.

Both sides are hurting them­
selves and disputes like this 
give the schools a bad name. 
Different factions in the 

-schools are hurting-the—pub— 
lie’s impressipn of the whole

district.
An inability to come to grips 

with this problem can only, 
shed light on the parties 
involved. Who can say who is 
at fault? I don’t know, but 
defensiveness and Uncooper­
ative attitudes are “ out”  these 
days.

Both teachers and admin­
istrators need to renew their 
commitment to solving immed­
iate problems. Your own image 
is really at stake.

Seventeen-year old Lisa 
Seppi of Canton is energized. 
She wants to be a professional 
ballet dancer.

On Sept. 16, Lisa success­
fully auditioned to join the 
dance , school affiliated with 
the Cleveland Ballet Company. 
“ I needed all the intensive 
lessons, hours of practice and 
personal attention I could get,”  
said Lisa who came home 
last weekend to spend Thanks­
giving with her family.

Lisa Said she wants to 
become one of 20 professional 
dancers in the company and 
hopes to naturally progress 
and improve - to that goal..

But she’s also the first to 
admit there’s no shortage of 
good dancers. .

Professional dancers scarcely 
earn enough money to support 
themselves, she said, but none­
theless, there’s fierce compe­
tition for openings.

Most of the dancers in

the Cleveland company have 
supplementary incomes as wait- 
tresses, busboys or sales per­
sons, but with irregular rehear­
sal hours, performance sched­
ules, and practice times, it is 
difficult', fqr the dancers to 
coordinate schedules, she said.

But studying dance in Cleve­
land also meant giving up 
a senior year at Salem High 
School. Lisa said an Ohio 
state residency, requirement 
prevents her from enrolling 
in high school there, and 
unfortunately, the dance school 
doesn’t attract enough boarders 
and out-of-state students to 
begin a tutorial program.

“ We had a lot of heart- 
to-heart talks with counselors 
at. Salem last June about 
dropping out of school,”  said 
Lisa’s mother Joan Seppi. 
She admitted that sometimes 
she wishes the school situation 
had worked out differently.

But Joan Seppi is pleased 
knowing the Cleveland Ballet 
Co. requires all dancers to be 
high-school graduates before 
joining. This prompted Lisa 
to say, ‘“ I ’ll just have to . 
wait until I ’m 18, to estab­
lish residency. Then I can- 
sign up for my senior year 
in Cleveland.”  - 

. The Richmond family Lisa 
boards with is a second thing 
that reassures Joan. They work 
things out and act like a-

fam ily, she said. That seems 
to comfort her maternal -in­
stincts.

Meanwhile.in Plymouth and 
. Canton, dance teacher Anne 

lVJininberg, under the auspices 
of the Plymouth Community 
Arts Council, is working to 
establish a Plymouth-Canton 
dance theater, a company 
which will serve as a stepping 
stone for amateurs and pro­
vide more local options for 
area dancers. For audition 
information call Cheryl Tripp .

Since her arrival in Cleve­
land, Lisa is enrolled in six • 
technique classes and two 
pointe classes.

“ The students perfect skills 
they’ve already learned as well '• 
as condition themselves to 
build strength, endurance, 
grace and precision,”  said her 
mother. '

Her eight classes add up to 
13 hours of instruction each 
week in barre work, center 
floor combination steps, and 
dance in fast and slow paces.

“ But it ’s , funny, the first 
20 years are spent building 
up your muscles. The next • 
10 are spent in maintaining 
that form and endurance. And 
after 30 years, a dancer’s 
body goes downhill from 
there,”  said Lisa.

Salem upends Dearborn

The third piece featured 
cellist Ross Harbaugh as the 
soloist for Dorvak’s “Concerto 
in B Minor.” Harbaugh, who 
plays currently with the New 
World String Quartet, which 
performed here with the 
orchestra last year, gave a 
masterful performance. The 
audience gave him a well- 
deserved standing ovation and 
curtain call.

One of the strong attributes 
of the Plymouth Symphony 
Orchestra is that is is able 
to attract excellent artists.
