In  m unicipal govern­
m en t; everything is affected by  in fla tion ,
i.e ., rubbish  collection , insurance, all 
purchases, em ployees’ earnings and fringe 
benefits, s tree t program s, building and 
parking lo t repairs, e tc  “  he said.

“We have seven per cent, in  th e  budget 
(according to  President C arter’s guide­
lines) fo r all em ployees. This am ounts 
to  $106 ,500 , n o t including th e  se ttle ­
m en t th a t was reached fo r fire fighters 
fo r nex t y ea r.”

Yockey said the budget is based

If  i t  is 
necessary fo r us to  absorb som e o f ou r 
CRT A em ployees, th e  funds will com e 
from  th e  Contingency F u n d .

“We anticipate th a t  ou r ‘ surplus 
will be considerably low er th an  last 
year.

“The budget contem plates a 
DOUBLING o f all th e  parking rates in  
th e  c ity .”

Yockey added th a t even doubling 
all parking rates will leave parking incom e 
projections abou t $7 ,000  short o f th e  
desired goal.

“ I t  is necessary because o f  th e

continual annexation requests by the 
City o f  P lym outh  which would deprive 
P lym outh  Tow nship o f  choice land  a n d  
valuable tax  base.

‘T h e  tow nship has always been 
responsive to  desires o f  Jthe m ajority 
o f  the  people by keeping taxes at a 
m inim um . A lthough .a charter tow nship 
is au thorized  to  levy up to  five mills 
w ithou t vo ter approval, the. recently 
adopted  Headlee am endm ent would 
p ro h ib it any  tax  increase w ithou t a vote 
o f  the  citizens o f  Plym outh- Township.

“P lym outh  Township deserves to  have 
a degree o f  security  concerning its bor­
ders so th a t the best areas o f  th e  tow n­
ship will n o t be p irated  away by neigh-

‘T h e  danger is very clear and simple: 
When annexation can deprive Plym outh 
Township o f its choice portions, no t 
only is the long range planning thw arted , 
bu t w ith -the loss of: tax base the tow n­
ship’s ability to  supply needed , services 
is removed. Thus, our fu tu re  as a success­
ful com m unity will be destroyed.

“The damage done by ‘strip  annexa­
tion ’ is obvious to  everyone who looks 
at a Wayne C ounty  map and sees areas 

. l ik e  Westland and Dearborn ‘Heights 
trying to  give services to  an alm ost 
impossible area to  economically and 
practically service b ecau se -o f irregular 
boundaries.

“This type o f s itu a tio n ,should never 
be allowed to  happen in  P lym outh 
Township, and charter tow nship status 
is the way to  prevent this from  occurring.

“I t  is n o t the in ten t o f  th e  P lym outh 
■ Township board ,to  stifle.' th e  grow th o f

neighboring cities', b u t m erely to  ensure 
certain  justifiable pro tection ism  against 
forced annexation .

“Advantages o th e r th an  annexation 
p ro tec tion  o f  cha rter townships over 
general law tow nships are as follows:

‘T ow nsh ip  Board m ust publish all 
ordinances o f  th e  tow nsh ip  in  booklet 
form, a t  fe a s t  once every ten  (10) years 
fo r d istribu tion  to  th e  public.

a portion  o f C anton’s F o rd  Road in to  
a boulevard, the Board o f  Trustees

A lthough the previous adm inistra­
tion  of Supervisor Harold Stein h a d ;

portion  o f  Ford , the state D epartm ent 
o f T ransportation is still* seeking direc­
tio n  from  C anton officials on how  to 
improve the street from  Sheldon to  
Haggerty, said citizen • Tom  Gamache.

T he DOT is considering th ree pro­
posals fo r the Sheldon Haggerty stretch: 
five lanes; seven lanes; and a boulevard, 
h e  said.

According to  a DOT engineer, Bill 
Schins; .Ford betw een C anton C enter 
an d  Sheldo n  will be w idened to  five

‘‘S ince, th is length will n o t have a 
boulevard; making; th e  Sheldon-Haggerty 
stre tch  o f  F o n t  a  boulevard is. n o t  as 
advantageous,”  said Schins. “ But i t  is ;

The median strip  could be as wide 
as 30 or 40 feet; bu t one the  size o f 
M ichigan Avenue’s -  80 feet -  is no t 
necessary, he said.

A lthough the  DOT w on’t  m ake its 
final decision bn how  to  im prove Ford  
un til n ex t year, G am ache said i t  is im por­
ta n t- fo r  local o ffic ia ls 'to  s ta rt planning 
fo r i t  now.

“ Since a boulevard m ay require m ore 
right-of-way, site plans fo r  new  construc­

tion  along the  road tha t are being ap­
proved now  m ust include ex tra  space,” 
he said. — ..• ----- ---------

Gamache, who became in terested  in 
the  boulevard a year and one-half ago, 
had  few kind words fo r form er Super­
visor Stein.

“We had  the opportun ity  to  p u t a 
boulevard o n  all o f  F o rd ,”  said Gam ache. 
“A nd Stein said he supported  a boule­
vard during the public hearings on  the  
C anton Center-Sheldon s tre tch . B ut ju s t 
before the-D O T ’S deadline, he p u t i t  on  
the. board ’s agenda w ithou t p rio r no tice , 
and a reso lu tion  supporting  seven lanes 
w ithout a boulevard was adopted .

“Stein said at th a t tim e th a t a boule­
vard w ould delay 'w idening  o f  the  w hole 
road ,”  he said. “ But actually  i t  would 
only have delayed widening o f  the streteh  
under construction  -  betw een C anton 
C enter and  Sheldon.

“I f  the board had supported  a boule­
vard a year ago, the  whole pro jec t would 
have been com pleted at th e  same tim e 
in  th e  early 1980’s. - -

“C anton has a lo t o f  things going for 
. it  -  the  sign ordinance, m aster land use 

plan, the  berm  ordinance — and the  boule­
vard concept is consistent w ith  these 
things,”  said Gamache.

Canton suffers from voter turnover
C anton  Trustee Lynne G oldsm ith’s upcom ing m ove to  C alifornia illustrates a 

problem  certainly n o t  unique to  C an ton , b u t a  m alaise, nevertheless.
I t ’s been figured th a t the  average Am erican moves once every five years. We’re 

a m obile society , and  a suburban bedroom  com m unity  like C an ton  is especially hard  h it 
b y  a high turnover o f  residents. >

This m eans th a t a new  crow d o f  voters unfam iliar to  C an ton  are m oving in  constan t­
ly . V "  -

N o t th a t new  b lood  isn’t  w elcom e, b u t new  residents are na tu ra lly  n o t as in terested  
in tow nship  aftairs as those w ho have been around  fo r a^ ium ber o f  years. A lso, people 
d o n ’t  tend  to  get involved i f  th ey  expect to  move in  a couple o f  years.

The high turnover probably  was one facto r in  the defeat o f  th e  farm land preservation 
millage request in Novem ber: Tow nsh ip officials figured th a t it  w ould take anyw here 
from  seven to  10 years fo r taxpayers to  see a re tu rn  on their tax  investm ent.

Som e d ay , Cainton will have a relatively stab le popu lation . M eanwhile, the tow nship 
will have to  suffer low  voter tu rn o u ts , apa thy , and  loss o f  scarce political leadership.

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24 H ow do you legislate ■taste9 in sign ordinance ?

Lawmakers have long w restled  w ith 

a vexing problem : H ow  to  legislate 
tas te . A nd th is  is the; c rux  o f  the C anton 
B oard o f  T rustee’s struggle to  w rite 
a new  sign ordinance.

As the board reviews th e  d ra ft o f  a 
new  law recently  approved by  the  Plan­
ning Com m ission, there  seem s to  be as 
m any definitions o f  w hat sign looks 
good as there are signs.

A nd one influential tru stee , R obert 
' G reenstein, said th a t th e  p lanning ' com ­
m ission’s proposal fo r  business signs, 
w hich to o k  m ore th an  a yea r to  ham m er 
o u t, is “unacceptable.”

A com m ission’s business sign proposal, 
w hich Greenstein term s th e  “big issue.”  
o f  th e  ordinance, w ould  perm it free-: 
standing signs w ith a m axim um  o f 50 
square feet. Also, they  could n o t exceed 
15 -feet in  heig th , and could  n o t be 
w ith in  .10 feet o f  a firm ’s p roperty  
line.

“ Unless we can com e up  w ith  'sortie 
alternative, I w ould favor n o  free-stand­
ing ground signs a t all,”  said G reenstein.

T he present sign ordinance bans all 
free-standing business signs. I t  was passed 
w hen G reenstein held th e  supervisor’s 
chair (1974-76). All free-standing busi­
ness .signs in the tow nship were erected 
before his adm inistration.-

T rying to  persuade - th e  board  o f

- tru stees  to  perm it at least som e form  of 
business sign are m any C anton m erchants, 
including C ham ber o f  Com m erce Presi- 
dcn t F rank  M cM uriay.

“Business does n o t w ant b ig , ugly 
signs,”  said M cM urray. “B ut i t ’s a con­
sensus o f a lo t o f people th a t if  you  
incorporate  the  sign w ith a bu ild ing’s 
landscaping and th e  design o f  th e  build- 

'  ing, i t  can  lo o k  good.
“ Y ou can create a visual p resen ta­

tio n , w hich is w hat professional archi­
tec ts  get paid  a lo t  o f m oney fo r ,”  he  
said.

M cM urray added th a t th e  visual 
po llu tion  G reenstein fears is unlikely  
in  C anton . M ost o f  the  com m ercial laind 
along F ord  R o ad , fo r exam ple, is 
com prised o f  large trac ts ,-h e  said. “This 
w ould d ilu te the  im pact o f  signs.”

The planning com m ission’s proposal 
was prepared  in  logical m anner, said 
M cM urray, w ho is also a m em ber o f  the  
com m ission. “F irst, we d idn’t  w ant them  
to o  close to  th e  road , so th a t ’s wiry we 
set them  back 10 fee t from  the  p ro p e rty  
line. A nd we though t they  sh o u ld n ’t  be 
higher th an  a regular building, w hich  is 
how  we decided, on  the 15-foot heig th  
lim it.

“ Since we w anted i t  above th e  berm  
(fo u r feet high), we though t i t  should  
s ta rt a t six feet. T h a t leaves n ine  feet 
betw een to p  and  b o tto m . A nd w ith in

Jeanne Goodrich, part of the league’s hierarchy, and Smith, won’t release the names 
of the managers because they don’t believe actual court proceedings will take place. 
The top man, Jim Schols, says he doesn’t know the names at this time.

Why can’t the kids just play baseball and have a good time? Isn’t it silly that anyone 
would take little league baseball so seriously that they’d be willing to go to court for 
it? Are the managers of today so enthralled with winning that they’d pay any price for 
it? •

I’ve raised some serious moral questions here -  and I believe it’s necessary to do so. 
Shouldn’t little league be a “fun” experience for the kids? Is going to court a realistic 
way to combat the differences a manager has with the league leaders? Is is right to make 
every inning of every game do-or-die as is done by misguided managers? I think not.

This type of mess honestly repulses me. Little league baseball is a game for young 
kids -  not a war for a trophy. In high school the situation is different. There is pressure 
to win -  but not a whole heck of a lot. In college there’s tremendous pressure for a - 
winning program. But little league baseball?.’. .

I’ve applied for a managing position in the “F” League. I won’t go to court if I don’t 
get a spot. If I get one I’ll just let the kids play ball and well do our best. That’s all 
I think a little league manager should ask.
