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A proposed Canton ordinance that 
would force home builders to provide 
strict warranties on their workmanship 
was put under a legal cloud by township 
attorney Bert Burgoyne last week.

Burgoyne said .that a clause o f the 
proposed law that would excuse the 
home buyer from mortgage payments 
if repairs weren’t made would be ruled 
invalid by the courts.

The law was introduced to the state

legislature by Sen. William Faust last 
year, and Canton officials had asked .̂  
Burgoyne to see if it could be adopted 
on the local level. -

The ordinance would be in conflict 
with present state statutes which govern 
foreclosure" of mortgages, said Burgoyne.

Furthermore, Burgoyne said that 
charter townships lack authority to enact 
such laws. Townships’ power “extends 
only to m atters of ‘local concern,” he

PGw
said in a letter to the bodrd.

Faust’s bill jis similar to the HOW 
ordinance already adopted by Canton. 
It would give home buyers warranties 
things like cracked walls, leaking base­
ments, loose stairways and loose exterior 
aluminum siding. However,. Faust’s bill 
would make the warranties mandatory 
and without a charge, unlike Canton’s 
HOW law.

O ther provisions o f  F aust’s bill include

a two-year warranty on all plumbing, 
electrical, heating and cooling systems. 
And a 10-year warranty on major. struc- 
tural defects like cracked basement walls.

“I still think the township should 
proceed, - with some law,” said Gary 
Roberts, a defeated trustee candidate 
in the last election who asked the board 
to consider Faust’s bill. "These (home) 
problems are going to continue.”

Faced w ith  budget problem s caused 
by  th e  W ayne C ounty  Board o f  C om ­
m issioners P ork  Barrel approach to  
business, services (including the  Sheriff 
patro ls) have always been cu t in  th e  
o u t-coun ty  area.

N ow , all o f  a  sudden, th e  sheriff 
patro ls  are th ick  in  P lym outh  T ow nship . 
Is  i t  because crim e is u p  and th e  sh e riff  
has finally seen lus responsibility in  
providing police p ro tection?

N o — i t ’s  because P lym outh  T ow nship  
is considering luring the  sheriff to  p ro ­
vide adequate  law enforcem ent. L o o k  
a t  w hat the  thick-es-fties patro ls are 
doing. T h ey ’re writing a lo t o f  tra ffic  
tickets , w hich provide high visibility,
b u t  little  else. -------

O n one recent occasion, a call to  th e
Wayne C oun ty  S heriff - about vandalism  
in  progress b rought the  response, **We 
have no  available units in th a t a rea .”  
Y et a sh eriff patro l car was busy w riting 
traffic  tickets  less than  a mile aw ay in  
th e  tow nship .

I f  the  P lym outh  Township board  
m em bers are fooled in to  thinking th a t 
th is level o f  sheriff pro tection  is .w hat 
th e  tow nship  will get once the  co n tra c t 
is  signed, th e y ’d b e tte r th ink  again. 

In  fac t, i f  th e  tow nship board m em

W here, in  all th is , is the  C ity  o f  Ply­
m outh?

The officer on d u ty  last Saturday 
a fte rn o o n  to ld  - m e. th a t because o f  a 
subdivision garage sale, w ith 911 families 
partic ipating , there was to o  large a 
crow d to  do m uch abou t th e  traffic  
a n d  illegal parking situation . A lthough 
m any residents were involved in  the 
garage, sale, m ost, o f  the  911 families 
did h o t  partic ipa te  .

A bou t an h o u r and a ha lf a f te r  m y

call, there  was an em ergency, sending 
fo u r fire trucks and a rescue vehicle 
roaring dow n the  street. F ortunately  
i t  had  sta rted  to  rain  in  the m eantim e, 
.sending m ost o f the  bargain shoppers 
hom e. W hat w ould have happened if  
th a t em ergency had happened earlier 
in the  day, w hen the  em ergency vehicles 
cou ldn ’t get th rough? How would the 
officer on d u ty  explain to  the  people 
Whose house was on fire th a t there  
wasn’t  m uch they  cou ld ’ do a b o u t . i t?

A subdivision garage sale is a great 
idea, and  I can live w ith the  idea o f 
traffic  on  th e  s tree t for. a w eekend, 
providing the  bargain seekers obey the  
law .

is a  salesm an by profession, b u t a car­
pen te r a t heart. He collects tools and is 
one o f  tw o directors o f  the  Mid-West 

. Tool A ssociation. A bout 70 m em bers 
will m eet a t  the  P lym outh  Historical 
M useum on  Sunday, April 29 from  1 to  
4  p .m . to  display- their m any antique 
tools -  w hich tell o f  days long gone. 
The display is open  to  th e  public.

M embers will m eet to  exam ine each 
o th e r’s  hardw are, swap stories, and keep 
a grip on  som e o f the  obso lete ways o f  

J living represented  by  these tools.

F o r exam ple, Peterson picked up a 
croze from  his red-and-black. checkered 
bag. I t ’s a curved w ooden panel which 
was used to  carve V-shaped slits in to  the 
inner edge o f  a barrel. These slits enabled 
shippers to  lock the  lid on th e  barrel 
tightly.

'  Why were barrels used extensively 
fo r shipping during the. early days o f 
settling? Barrels were easy to  roll, said 
Peterson. “A fter all, we d idn ’t  have 
forklifts to  pick up heavy loads,” ' he 
added. / ■' ,

Peterson examined th e  croze m ore 
carefully , turning i t  over and over in  his 
hand. He unscrewed a series o f  washers 
w hich held  a s'erew nh ' th e  n fh fr <aid<y 
The last washer in  th e  se t had  a picture 
o f  a ship w ith full sails engraved on  its 
side. Fetched, along the  border were the

words: Credit W ebster C urrent 1841. 
Peterson suggested the  piece m ay have 
been a ship token  th a t had been drilled 
to  use as a washer.

Tools are m ore than  simple objects 
to  Peterson. They are ah extension o f  
a m an’s hand and tell w hat chores were 
im portan t to  him  and why he perform ed 
them , he said.

“A too l w ithou t its  setting is incom ­
p le te ,”  he added. He said when he visits 
museums, to  see paintings o r o th er w orks 
o f  a r t he pays special a tten tion  to  th e  
objects in  the p icture. “Som etim es a 
figure will be sitting  on  a barrel o r he will 
have a tool in his hand ,”  he said. T h e ’ 
settings tell about the figure to o , he 
said.

Probably the  best part o f Sunday’s 
gathering o f to o l collectors will be the  
stories exchanged and the. trad ition  th a t 
will be given new life, he said.
, The old too ls have com e from  various* 

so u rces . — antique sto res, old basem ents, 
and* as gifts from  friends. “Tools are 
like lovers — the closer they  are, .the 
b e tte r ,”  he laughed. ' :

As a last no te , Peterson urged am ­
bitious spring-cleaners n o t to  th row  away 
weird-looking objects abandoned in  dusty  
com ers o f  th e  garage or basem ent. 
“D o n ’t throw  them  aw ay; give them  
aw ay to  som ebody w ho collects th e m ,” 
he urged.

Wife abuse. Those chilling, words. 

T hey describe everything from  continual 
telephone hairassm ent by  an irate hus­
band  to  the  broken  bones -of a battered  
wife.
• T w o weeks ago P lym outh  Township 
trustees awarded $22,500 to  th e  First 
Step! program  w hich is designed to  help 
provide support for ba ttered  wives in 
W estern Wayne C ounty .

H ow  w idespread is • the  problem ? 
“ Wife abuse cuts across all econom ic 
boundaries — it  happens to  upper, m iddle, 
and  low er class wives. I t  happens very 
frequen tly  in  suburban areas l ik e ; Ply­
m o u th , P lym quth • T ow nship, and Can­
to n ,” : said D e b b ie  'Benjamin,' a spokes­
person  fo r  First S tep.

S tatistics from  the  P lym outh. Police 
D epartm ent support h e r claim . She 
said ab o u t 21 per cen t o f  th e  assaults 
com m itted  in P lym outh  were dom estic 
assaults. This figure was compiled by  
com paring the num ber o f  dom estic 
assaults ..to those th a t are n o t dom estic 
during a  four-m onth  period in  1977.
• F u rtherm ore , she s a id : . “F o r every 

case o f  dom estic assault reported , to  
th e  police, abou t 10 cases are n o t repor­
ted .”  Wif® abuse is th e  m ost unreported  
crim e, in  th e  country  — even rape  is 
rep o rted  m ore o fte n , she said.

Why are wives so re luctan t to  report 
abuse? ‘‘There’s a veil o f  privacy in  the  
h o m e th a t makes civil law seem irrel­
evant inside its  walls..

“We live under th e  idea th a t: Y ou 
m ade y o u r bed , now  lie - in  i t ,” Ben­
jam in  said. B oth o f  those concepts make- 
leaving a husband , w ho is perhaps th e  
fa th e r o f . a  w om an’s children, very, 
very d ifficu lt, she said.

Usually the  first phbne call is the  
first s tep  o f  a process th a t is very, diffi­

cu lt fo r the  wife to  assume, said Ben­
jam in , in  explaining the  nam e, F irst 
S tep .

T he decision — to  leave the  security  
o f  hom e and husband -  is very o ften  
th e  hardest, she said. “ Independence 
can - be a terrify ing experience,” she 
added . - ;

As an  exam ple, B enjam in cited the  
case o f  a w om an w ho had  been  divorced 
fo r  m ore than  tw o  years, b u t whose 
husband  broke in to  h er hom e and beat 
h e r up . F irst S tep  will provide th e  sup ­
p o rt system  to  help h er find  an  a tto rn e y  
and prosecute him  legally, said Benja­
m in .

She added th a t F irst S tep is cu rren tly  
collecting data to  see if  there  is a  need 
fo r  tem porary  shelter in  w estern Wayne 
C ounty .

A lthough F irst Step will help a w om an 
in  getting legal help o r assistance in  
finding a jo b , F irst S tep will n o t m ake 
decisions fo r ’wives. “We provide su p p o rt, 
b u t the  decision to  leave o r  prosecute 
is le ft up  to  h er,”  said Benjamin.

Why do som e husbands beat their 
wives? “ Very o ften , husbands w ho 
beat th e ir wives were beaten  as children 
b y - th e ir  paren ts,”  she said. They saw 
violence as an acceptable way to  vent 
fru stra tion  and anger as children, so 
th ey  continued  i t  as adults,”  said Ben­
jam in .

§ ably ask you — “Which one?” Pat, a member o f the Pilgrim Garden Club,
, m has more than one outdoor garden. She has five gardens. •
B Two o f  her gardens — the rock-garden and the everlasting garden —

. “  are near the back door. Her herb garden, which is the biggest, stretches 
gj along the side fence o f the backyard. The wildflower garden is neslted 
2  under the shade o f a small maple tree and, last, but not least, her vege-- 
^  table garden with its beans and tomatoes, grows by the back fence, 
as Squatting amidst the rock garden is a statue o f Pan, the god o f streams, 
K nature, and gardens. Pan is a three-foot tall white statue o f a Buddha- 

look-alike who plays pipes. He overlooks all the plants and insures g good 
growing season. : •

But Pat doesn’t rely on the goodness o f Pan to nurture her gardens. 
Instead, she relies on planning ahead and hard work. She’s used to getting * 
dirt under her fingernails.

Pat started planning her gardens in December, 1976 when she became 
interested in herbs. She decided to plant one the following spring.

Before planting, .she mapped out a brick sidewalk which weaves-in and 
out o f  her gardens. The walkway., which.is made o f brick* which were 
left over from a wall which caved in at their house, makes each plant 

• accessible for weeding.
The location o f each garden is significant. For example, the everlasting 

garden which has chives, thyme, oregano, parsley, sage, and horgound 
plants as well as a variety o f flowers was planted next to the kitchen 

■' door. Since it’s nearby, Pat can dash out to snatch a leaf or two o f oregano 
for a pot roast or she can arrange a bouquet o f (towers quickly for a friend.

Also, the plants in the herb and rock gardens are arranged by height, 
color, and shape. An old cow ’s skull has been set on the edge at the front 
o f the rock garden. Green sedums grow from the eye sockets arid nostril.

Then there’s the “funeral rock” — as Pat calls it. Jenny and Taylor, 
the Robinson’s cocker spaniels, were buried there years ago. For Pat, 
each rock in the garden has its own story to tell. - 

~ ^ Pat has planted about 15-20 kinds o f plants iiTtlre rock garden.including: 
lady’s mantel, choral garden, dog violet, sedum, candy tuft, and wishbone 
flowers.

She has planted perennials in the herb garden. They require less work

arid come up year after year without replanting. The herbs are mostly. 
~ culinary herbs for cooking or aromatic, ornamental herbs. Most are silver- 

colored or have silver-backed leaves. '
- In the herb garden, Pat has planted mint, thyme, lamb’s ears, veronica, 

mugwarts, lambrook silver, southernwoods, wormwood, yellow adder 
tongue, wild columbine, Lady Gray Plymouth, blood roots, Virginia water- 
leaf, wild ginger, and wild columbine.

LEE CAMERON

For Lee Cameron, home gardening is not just a way to grow extra food; 
it’s part o f  her philosophy o f  life.

“I was sick o f  contributing to  the chemical pollution o f  the planet. 
So I’m strictly an organic gardener,” she says. = .• -w-,";.

Organic gardening not only benefits the planet, but her garden as well, 
she says. “You learn not to just dump chemicals on your garden, but to 
work with nature, not against it.” , \

The advantages o f not putting chemical fertilizers, pesticides, and fungi­
cides on the garden start with the the fact that the plants get an even diet, 
says Lee. -

“Giving your garden chemical fertilizers is like feeding it pep pills. You 
don’t want an up-and-down cycle. It should be on a sound, steady diet 
that will give the plants a constancy.”

. How does she combat insects without pesticides? “Well, it depends 
on the insect. For slugs, I put a pan o f stale beer out in the garden. They 
fall in and drown.

“For cabbage worms, you sprinkle water and rye flour on the eggs, 
which causes them to bake and die. And I hand-pick potato bugs and put 
them in kerosene. “I also plant a border o f garlic, chives, and marigolds 
around the garden which by their smell keeps insects away. Another trick is 
to  soak a bunch o f garlic in water, and then use that to mist your garden. It 
smells like one big pizza, but it keeps the bugs away.”
. Crop rotation is another insect fighter, says Lee, who lives on Pacific 
Avenue in Plymouth. “Insects live in cycles. So if you break the cycle 
by not planting the same plant hr the same place each year, they don’t 
get a chance to settle in. Other gardeners don’t do this. They rely on 
chemicals. You have to be.a friend o f  your garden.

“Also, without chemicals, I don’t have to worry that squirrels, birds 
and other critters might be hurt. I know th ey ll be safe when they enter 
the yard.”

For fertilizer, Lee uses “all the organic material I can get my hands 
on — twigs, leaves, trimmings, peat moss, compost and manure.

“One trick is to make a manure tea by soaking manure in cheesecloth 
—and sprinkling the water over the garden once a week.-”

Lee’s garden supplies her with about one-fourth to one-third o f her 
food for a year, which is considerable considering she’s a vegetarian. She 
raises com , beans, soybeans, endive lettuce, spinach, chard, peppers, twt̂  
kinds o f tomatoes, eggplant, cucumber, squash, potatoes, and many others, 
all on a plot about 20 by 16 feet. “I always give some away, too,” she 
added.

Is it.a lot o f work? Only about an hou( every other day, with a full 
afternoon on the weekends, she said, not counting spring preparation and 
fall clean-up.

“Organic gardening is a statement on the planet, how you see other 
people and taking care o f  what the Lord gave us,” she said.

By hearing a live fanner talking on the radio about the rewards and 
frustrations o f farming, consumers should gain a much better understanding 
o f  the agricultural process.

I’m almost recovered after running 

“The .Boston.” But as the body mends, 
the mind fights off depression. This is 
only natural, I ’m told, as a great event 
subsides. If the let-down is in proportion . 
to the build up, I ’m headed for doom!
I have truly experienced one of the . 
greatest events of m'y life.

As a result of Mr. Lee’s story in the 
April 11 Crier, I received a tremendous 
send-off. By noon on Saturday, April 
•14-, at Metro Airport, I was about as 
psyched up as one could get. I had been 
handshook, patted, hugged, saluted, and 
interrogated by hoards of the curious 
and concerned. Several students even 
wanted my picture autographed, and ,it 
was great having the attention. But I 
began to wonder if I could live; up to their 
high hopes for me.

One does not approach a 26 mile, 
385 yard race with mere high hopes and 
reckless abandon. I vowed to stay calm 
and moderate in all fhe excitement 
to follow.': .Like many a New Year’s 
resolution, this one didn’t last.

The very idea of me, a teacher, going 
to Boston -  with all of its heritage — 
precluded my attempts to concentrate 
on. racing. The old- streets, buildings,

. burial grounds, and churches had my 
attention long before the plane took off.
I absorbed maps, books and brochures, 
and quizzed many others who had been 
there. Of .course, I had also gathered a 
wealth of materials about marathoning, 
but my teacher’s mind had been starved 
for too long - 1 had to seek our “roots!”

I borrowed a camera and even lugged 
along a tape recorder in a .desperate 
attempt to- “get it all” in a day and a 
half.

Marathoning requires a singleness of 
purpose. Even in beginning training

some three months in advance, a constant 
effort iss made to stay on schedule. Run: 
ning, sleeping, working and eating are 
all carefully coordinated. Yet, in my 
boyish (age: 41) excitement, I couldn’t 
relax in Boston. .. ;

Even worse, I underslept, overate, and 
became exhausted on the tour. The sub­
way rides were quite beyond my expecta­
tions. .

I was in great company, though, 
especially at Ye Olde Union Oyster 
House (established in 1826), where I 
joined Bob McOmber and Erma Tranter, 
winners of the Detroit International 
Marathon last October. Also along was 
Dr. Ed Kozloff and his family with the 
Detroit Striders. Ed was interviewed by 
two members of a Detroit daily news­
paper.'

It was very inspiring to meet such 
people, especially since I had merely 
been invited on the Striders’ trip, even 
though I’m . not a member of the club.

Easter Sunday should have been 
restful, but in fact it became quite . 
tiring before we finally retired after 
midnight. It started with a nice three- 
mile-run to help my 52-year-old Italian 
roomate, 'Giullo Paniccia, test out his 
ailing hip. (This seemed fine, but he was. 
really troubled in the race. Still, he gut­
ted it-out for a respectable three hours 
and 26 Minutes).

Sunday at noon found us wandering, 
and waiting around the huge Prudential 
Center complex with thousands of 
others, trying to obtain our numbers 
(mine was V349) and a .bus ticket for 
the ride to Hopkinton. Hopkinton -is a . 
western suburban village about the size 
of NorthviUe,; where the race would 
begin.

By Sunday afternoon the weather had • 
become bold and rainy, and this
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continued through most of Monday. 
My struggles with camera and recorder 
along ‘The Freedom Trail” will always 
be recalled with a bit of humor, as I 
was soon maneuvered by the elements 
and my less inspired friends from'the 
grave of Paul Revere into a cozy cafe. 
There we indulged in some Yankee Pot 
Roast and spaghetti! (By the way, I 
didn’t get a free spaghetti dinner. They 
wanted $6 for it at the Sheraton Boston 
Hotel, so many of us declined. However, 
we did receive a free cup of Irish stew 
in-the “disaster area” after the race. It 
was great — perhaps even life-saving 
at that point!). __

Our hotel’s whirlpool bath was a fine 
place for relaxing, but somehpw Giullo 
inticed me and some others to seek out 
a nearby restaurant for some Italian 
soup. We got lost! And after much walk­
ing and a few bum steers, we settled into 
a bar and grill, where we -ate stuffed 
green-pepper sandwiches. This would be 
a tough race!

This whole story sounds as though I 
was not in my best racing form* And 
that’s simply true. But inspite of all 
this, I felt fine as we arrived at Hopkin­
ton Mondaymorning.

As we awaited the noon start, I saw 
and met runners from all over the world. 
They were of all ages and levels of exper­
ience. Most were glad it Was cool rather 
than hot, but I think the 40 degree 
drizzle eventually changed many opinions 
as fatigue came early with such exposure. 
Several busloads, I’m told, were driven to 
hospitals or to the finish.

• The start was very jubilant, with about 
8,000 qualified runners and a few 
thousand extras. About 20 wheelchair 
racers were allowed to leave 15 minutes; 
early. Then followed (eventual winner) 
Bill Rodgers. and the fleet ones at the 
front. The rest of ua were ranked accord­
ing to our previous records. That placed 7 
me about two-thirds to the rear of the 
pack, having rim three hours and 18 
minutes in the Detroit Inemational.

It took me about four minutes to 
cross the: starting fine, and it seemed too 
crowded to pass anyone for about three 

' miles. But in spite of this, and a tough 
hill at the outset, I managed to cover 
half the race by an hour and a half. 
This, was in keeping with my highest 
hopes, of finishing near three hours -  
but troubles set in.

Perhaps because I did run mainly 
on the right side of a crowned road, 
my left leg began to cramp. I switched 
sides, but soon both legs were severely 
aching. The wonderful town, roaring 

-spectators, and warm welcome of the 
Wellsley girls could do little to relieve 
the pain of fatigue that was taking its 
toll.

Four . more hills, including “Heart­
break Hill,” had a big part in making this 
course respected throughout the world 
-  and in sapping the main portion of my . 
strength. With some five miles to go,
I found myself slowing down. My exper­
ience told me to trudge on, but my body 
said “no!, take it easy, have a drink, and 
walk a bit.” So I did, many times!

The crowd was trying to help. In

saw the Prudential Center, I knew it was 
true. I came in with a kick, rioting the 
digital clock, at the finish line showed 
3:41.37.

Looking back upon all that happened, 
I won!

A uditor* recommendations status report was given to  the 
Board by Dan White. A disaster-Emergency Plan in conjunction with, the City o f  Plym outh was 
discussed.

Persons who had worked on behalf o f  the miliage election'were thanked for the time and 
effort for a successful vote. A TAG workshop was announced for March 5, and inservice day 
announced for March 19 at*-Allen School; Boundary proposal schedules were also discussed. 

-A field trip which had been cancelled and which had caused some parent concern was explained 
to  the Board. Precinct workers who have given long years o f service to  the District at election 
times were thanked by Board members, and a fine inservice presentation on CPR training by 
Mr. Lutz and Smith School staff was rioted.

February 12, 1979: All members were presen t. Announcements included an invitation to  
Board members and friends to celebrate opening o f new Community Crier offices; a breakfast 
meeting for legislators and Board members; and a schedule for activities of the Boundary and 

■ Growth Committee. Administration presented a status report and revised 1978-79 General 
Operating Fund Budget, with total revised fund balance projected to  be $625,689 at this point, 
and total budget breakdwon as follows:

Operating Budget $28,546,363
Project Budget 1,207,159

Total $29,753,522
It was noted that this budget would be $865,447 higher than 1978-79 revenues. A recommenda­
tion was made by administration to  use Livonia Public Schools Warehousing services, effective 
July 1, which would result in lower prices, freeing space presently used in Plymouth-Canton 
District for warehousing, and taking advantage o f years of experience of Livonia personnel. The 
motion carried unanimously: with the added stipulation that the Board receive a progress report 

— about six mon ths afte r the piiigism has begtm. A Pre s chool Program Overview was itgirglvcir 
by administration, and the report accepted unanimously, as well as a report on Centennial 
Educational Park Delivery System Evaluation. A recommendation was also made that no PACTS 
Assembly be held in 1979 since concerns identified by building-level PACTS are now being 
studied by other committees in the District.

Old Business: Member Gray asked for an update on the status of reading and spelling 
programs as previously adopted by this Board. Activities in this sres were reviewed by admini­
stration, including testing programs, inservice projects, and use of various type* of reading 
programs.

New Business: Attendance at the National School Board Association convention in Miami 
was approved for Treasurer Stephen Harper. Bills for payment in the total amount of 
$1,462,550.96 waa alto approved, aa well as maternity leave* o f absence for Sandra Fuller and 
Kathleen Lowernick. Resignations were accepted from teacher* Janet McCasey and from 
Margaret McMaster. Both teachers were commended for their outstanding services to this District. 
Teacher contracts were approved for Constance Kelber, Michael Moore and Patricia Rupert. A 
proposed Board by-law No. 9004.9, Travel by Board Members, was accepted for first posting. 
Board members commented as follows -  Mr. Harper noted that he had attending Wayne County 
Intermediate School District Annual Budget hearing; the Superintendent added that a Senate 
hearing on educational reforms would be held on February 26; and Mrs. Tonda asked the

newspapers to  help with publicity regarding the S tate’s so-called refunds on property taxes, and 
which refunds are credited to  education. The Open Meetings Act was discussed, and Mrs. Davis 
then commended the Cafeteria employees on the good! health inspection rating received from the 

-State. '
February 26, 1979: Member Tonda was absent from this meeting. A film entitled “Close

A sabbatical leave o f  absence request for Ms. Barbara Masters was. not 
approved by unanimous vote o f  the  Board, Resignation o f  Roseann Balmas was accepted, and 
maternity leave approved fo r Judith Ray. New teacher contract for Rosemary Verville was also 
approved. The proposed Board by-law: on Travel by Board members was adopted on second 
posting. The Board commended Ms.: Joyce Willis for her fine student placement activities a t the 
high schools; Member Gray asked for further status report on reading materials; Member Harper 
asked for more Federal Projects* data, being concerned tha t the District might be responsible

- for certain funding if  such monies were not received from Federal funds. This meeting was ad­
journed to  receive more information from, the Boundary.lmd Growth Committee.■.■„ .....—

March 12,.1979: All- members were present. An interim report was received; from the Citizens 
Bond Advisory Committee, and a presentation on Movement Education a t Smith and Hulsing 
Schools was made by Linda Kowalczyk, and by Principal Bill Lutz. Minutes were approved for 
the meeting o f February 26, and fo r special closed meeting o f  the Board held on January 25 
which had been closed for expulsion hearings. Announcements were made regarding an Invitation 
to  Board members to  attend Business-Education Forum on March 30; a.workshop sponsored 
by PCEA and PCCS on School-Community. Relations to  be held on April 3; and a public hearing 
on 1979-80 proposed operating budget to  be held on  Mareh 21. A  closed executive session o f  the 
Boat'd was announced for March 29 to  review contract language and non-certified contracts; 
the National Honor Society convocation was announced for Mareh 14; Mr. Hoben then read 
a letter he was sending to  a newspaper which had downgraded Mis. McMasterV services to. this 
School District and the com munity. Reports were received from administration regarding the 
fact that a possible Executive Order would not be effected at this tim e, therefore causing no 
cutback in funds from the S tate to  the District. Interested persons were asked to  attend public 
hearings on Inteischolastic Athletics to  be held by the State Board o f  Education. The possibility 
o f a District-wide Media Center was discussed by administration and the Board. However it was 
fe if  that the possible'cost would be prohibitive a t.th is  time. The Board accepted the Report, 
including the recommendation tha t the concept be studied further; it was to  be discussed at 
Administrative Cabinet level% An ESY Evaluation was^presented to  the Board and accepted.
