Plymouth Township’s efforts, to achieve 
charter status may have been delayed by 
legal questions surrounding just how it 
should be accomplished.

Township Attorney Don Morgan, in a 
letter to the Board of Trustees last week, 
asked the board to delay a decision on adopt­
ing a charter until he can further research 

' the state law.
The board was scheduled to consider 

charter status at its meeting last-n igh t. 
The township administration believed 
the way was clear to become a charter town­
ship after citizens failed to challenge an 
earlier declaration to adopt a charter.

Residents had until May 29 to file peti­

tion.
But Morgan said that state law "fails 

to specify what constitutes 'final passage of 
the resolution’ (to incorporate).”

- The law does not clearly spell out the steps 
to achieve charter status after citizens fail 
to challenge the move to charterhood with 
petitions, said Morgan.

Oakwood Hospital in Dearborn has asked the state  to  approve a  family medical 
center in  Canton Township.

The center, tentatively proposed Tor property near Canton Center and W arren 
roads, would have about 10 doctors, said Gerald Fitzgerald, executive vice presi­
dent of Oakwood.

No beds are planned for overnight care in the center, but complete out-patient 
services far family-type practice will be available, said Fitzgerald.

Also, 24-hour walk-in emergency service is planned,-he said.
Approval for the $996,000 project is needed from both Canton Township 

officials and the Michigan Department of Public Health, division of Health 
Facility Planning and Construction. ~~

A certificate of need is needed from the state before any new hospital construc­
tion can take place. . * r .

School officials are eyeing a  16-acre she 
in the Sunflower Subdivision on which to 
build a  kindergarten through eighth grade 
school, according to Ray Hoedel, assistant 
superintendent for business in tbe district.

The land, located on W arrenroad between 
Canton Center, and Beck roads, was pur­
chased by the district in Octdhdc, 1977, said 
Hoedel. The school district ownes 17 land.
sites.

" I f  we constructed a  flexible building 
which could be adopted to  a  senior ritisen .

or medical complex in 15 or 20 years when the 
district no longer needs the school, then we 
could sell it,”  said Hoedel.

In a related m atter, The Canton Chamber 
of Commerce recently released the results 
o f two surveys taken  of the business and 
residential communities. The surrey results 
indicate that the business and residential 
communities favor constructing new schools 
on commercial or industrially-zoned property, 
said the chamber.

According to  Hoedel, many of tbe land sites 
owned by the school district are zoned resi­

dential. " I f  we built a  new school in an in­
dustrial area, the district would have a 
tremendous problem busing the students,”  
said Superintendent Mike Hoben.

Before any action is taken, Plymouth- 
Canton'voters m ust approve a  bond proposal 
to ' fund new school construction. School 
officials have recommended that a  bond 
proposal be placed before the voters in . 
January, said Hoedel. The Flymouth-Canton 
Board of Education may decide the size 
of the bond proposal within the next few 
m onths.—

Swartzwelter has also been a visible 
candidate in the school board race. He has a 
good; voting record and has attended board 
meetings since the race started.

Furthermore, he’s made an effort to learn 
about school issues and that familiarity 
proved to b e  an aset at Candidates Night.

L u d ie  E. Finkbeiner, an Allen Elemen­

t a r y  School teacher who is retiring in June 
after 43 years experience, is ready to shatter 
many of the myths surrounding education 
today. ,

For example, she says today’s  kids, are 
sm arter than ever and they read more too. 
"During one three-week period, my fourth- 
graders read 1,199 hours both at home and 
school,”  she beamed. ’

On the other hand, she said some ldds stay 
inside and watch television too much rather 

; than playing outside.
Through movies, TV, and family vacations, 

kids are exposed to a broader range of ex­
perience than in the past, said Ludie. Scouts, 
team sports, after-school games, piano les­
sons — there are. so many activities for kids 
today, she said. Kids have a  broader range of 
knowledge today, she added.
. Although schools had "no  frills”  when - 
she first began teaching in Roseville in 1943, 
Ludie said m edia.centers, gyms, .and art 
classes at' school stimulate students to be 
more creative.

t "Field tr?ps are excellent, but I don’t allow, 
my students to  use calculators in school”  
said Ludie in defining her boundaries. "S tu­
dents don’t  need them . They’ve got to learn 
the basics first,”  she added firmly. A two- 
foot, felt board poster on long division prop­
ped on a cabinet, in the front of the dassroom 
verifiedf hfer position.

Ludie is proud of her fourth-graders. With 
her hand placed on a  student’s shoulder while 
talking about a  social studies project,, she 
isn’t afraid to touch h er students.

She said: "Teachers my have more in­
fluence than we realize. S om e 'o f it may - 
be negative, but hopefully it’s positive.”

W hat qualities does she stress in the dass­
room? '

"T h e  Golden Rule -  treat others as you 
would like to be treated »  is No. 1 here: 
Honesty and courtesy are high priorities, 
too, she added.

Blond-haired Ludie laughed when asked 
if students were becoming more and more 
unruly and harder , to disdpline over the 
years. ’Frankly, when it comes to  dassroom 
disdpline, T think I’ve mellowed over the 
years,”  she smiled. "A  lot depends on how 
you treat the students,”  she added with her 
eyes twinkling.

Contrary to  what some persons may 
think, Ludie said communication between 
parents and teachers has .improved and 
grown stronger since she started teaching. 
"W e try to understand the whole child now -- 
both at home and school.”  For example, 
she said parent-teacher .conferences weren’t 
established yet when she began teaching. 
Furthermore, she praised parents for being 
extremely co-operative here. "A  good, 
stable home life is extremely .important for 
children,”  she said, adding that parent- 
teacher ties are strong in this district.

What are the biggest problems facing the 
school district now? Larger d ass  sizes are 
a problem and I have 32 students now, said 
Ludie. "As the group gets larger, I don’t 
have as much time to give to individual 
students,”  she said.
W hat about growth and the 500-600 addi­
tional students who move to the  district 
each year? Ludie shunned the question say­
ing it was "an  administrative problem.”

Ludle’s  made no definite jplans after she 
retires in June. "Between traveling,-, play­
ing the piano and organ, and arranging 
flowers, I’m not at a loss for things to do,”  
she smiled.
