The district 
will be able to continue its quality programs, 
he added.
. Passage of the .-1.5 mill increase means 

’ restoration of a full-day of classes at elemen- 
tary schools which were cut bade by 45 
minutes one day each week following a mil-. 
lage defeat last year and restoration of 
Seventh ahd'ninth grade athletic progams, 
the school board promised.

Official results showed that 3,302 voters 
were in favor of the millage and 2,628 voters 
opposed the six-year tax increase.

Voters in three of 14 precincts turned 
down the millage request. They were: Cen­

tral Middle, '  Isbister, and Starkweather i 
schools. Voters casting absentee ballots 
also denied the millage bid by a vote of 144 
to 105 votes.

In the 14-candiates race for two seats on 
the Plymouth-Canton ! Board of Education 
Yack, the only incumbent on the ballot, 
outpolled second-place winner Stetz by about 
900 votes. Yack drew 2,58i votes to 1,696 
for Stetz. i ,

Earl Dean Swartzwelter tallied third with 
1,030 votes followed clofê Ift by James L. 
Sinclair with 1,008. -

In fifth-place was Douglass Koch with 
777 votes. Other candidates followed: 
Jeanette'Wines with 750 votes;. 
with 643; Gary Roberts with 472; Kenneth 
Vogras with 362; Linda Garrett with 354; 
Stephen Foley with 215; Kevin Campbell 
with 176; Allen Neil Smith with 122; and, 
Leroy Nelson, Sr^with 92 votes. .

A legal opinion is being sought by Canton 

Board of Trustees in regards to ; disbanding 
the compensation commission.

The non-partisan commission meets every 
other year to set salaries for the supervisor, 
derk, and treasurer.

At last week’s Canton board meeting, 
Trustee Robert Greenstein lashed out at the 
commission for recommending that salaries 
of deputy administrators be deducted from 
that of the elected officials.

Even with the pay hikes recommended by 
the compensation commission, Greenstein 
said-the supervisor, treasurer, and derk 
don’t' make enough to have the deputies 
salaries deducted &om their pay.

"With all the hours the treasurer puts in, 
who would you get to work for $1.24 an- 
hour?” he asked.

"When I read their report, I almost climb­
ed the bam walls,” said Greenstein. "Maybe 
the trustees should deride what the officers 
get paid,”  he suggested.

Mike Mack, chairman of the compensation 
commission said, "if the township is getting 
to the point where it. needs deputies for the 
full,-time officers, maybe it’s time^ttr look 

,at restructuring the administration.”
No one was able to demonstrate to the 

: commission that the treasurers* job should 
be fiill time, said Mack. "Mike Gorman 

. is the township finance director -- if we need 
more help, then we should hire in that 
department,”  he said.

Having a - compensation commission, ap­
pointed by the board, takes the salaries 

_ of elected officials out of the political arena, 
Mack said.

The compensation commission recom­
mended the supervisor’s salary be increased 
from $21,000 to $28,000 over the next year 
arid a half. According to the plan the derk’s 
salary would be increased from $19,700 
tp $24,000 during the same'time schedule. 
The commission recommended the treasur­
er’s salary be raised from $7,500 to $8,000 
onDeri 1,1960.

Speaking out in favor of the compensation 
committee, Trustee Lynne Goldsmith said 
the commission was established by state 
law to get citizens involved in establishing 
officials salaries. "I’m not in favor of the 
board setting their own salaries,” she said.
. In a five to two vote, with Goldsmith and 
Trustee Gene Daley voting- against the 
motion, the board derided to table the matter 
and seek advise of the township attorney.

It might take a $1,400,000 project to im­

prove the water pressure problems facing 
Canton residens.

According to Bob Wade of Wade, Trim 
and Associates, township engineers who 
described the. million, dollar project at last 
Tuesday’s board meeting, "it is just one' of 
the options we are looking into.” '

After discussing the water situation with 
the Detroit Water Board, Wade said it would 
be 1981 at the earliest, possibly 1982 or 1983 
before the main extension line in Livonia 
was completed, which would give more pres­
sure to Cantonresidents..

With construction of the Livonia line being 
held up, Canton officials are looking into the 
possibility of doing something on their own.

The million dollar project would involve 
runnings waterline, from the Joy Road high 
pressure line south approximately two miles, 
without tapping into it along the way,-said 
Wade. "It is the best option we have to work 
with on our own, without involving Detroit,” 
he said. ' - - •

Wade added that he hasn’t given up on 
Detroit, "We need more assurances from 
them as to when the Livonia project will be 
finished, and if it will do the job, if we wait.” 

Low water pressure has already been ex­
perienced in some areas this year, said Jake 
Dingleday, DPW director.. "We’re con­
ducting an investigation to see if any valves 
are closed,” he said. "I don’t know how 
we’re going to get industry in if we can’t 
provide water for fire protection,” he added.

St. Msry’s of Redford from which he retired 
in 1969 and where he now is pastor emeritus.

The noted Bishop Fulton J. Sheen has been 
invited to attend, having studied with Msgr. 
Hickey many years ago in Rome. Although 
it does not look as though the bishop can 
make itr Mrs. McNamara does expect the 
following to grace her home:

Ifthe postal system were a private business 
without constitutional protection from 
competition, it couldn’t get away with this 
deteriorating service while raising prices 
and being uncivil on top of it. There’s little 
we can all do except complain to our con- 
gressfolk.

But at least it would be more tolerable if 
the Plymouth-Canton Post Office workers 
were CIVIL servants.

Nor were we surprised to receive an un­
friendly rommumcatian from the Plymouth- 
Canton poet office folks.

Postal law requires you to putdiase, erect 
and maintain a mail box to certain spedfica- 
tions for the exclusive use of the U.S. Mail 
service.

Occasionally our paper camera, to keep 
their customers papers dry or from being 
windblown, put the paper in somebody’s 
mail box. (We instruct our camera not to 
use the mailboxes, even though we think that 
law is ridiculous, and even call our camera 
when we receive complaints from postal 
authorities.)

Recently, a power-tripping civil servant 
from the local post office called to threaten 
us with a bill for second-class postage on 
papers one carrier had pieced in mail boxes. 
The call was not uncreated ini correcting 
the situation,rather h was solely threaten­
ing. Our phone call to the person’s superior 
has not been returned.

We could overlook the incident and classify 
it as simply another example of how the 
American postal system is erodmg, were it 
not for another letter arriving from the. post, 
office.

This letter was notification that our rates 
were bring raised again. (Bat at least the 
notification made it through the mails before 
the increase took effect.)

Last week after unsuccessfully trying to 

pass an amendment to -the non-smoking 
role, to permit smoking at board meetings 
if the audiencef count is less than 40 people' 
(not counting board members and members 
of the press), Trustee Gene Daley lit up a 
cigarette.

The confusing thing is that Daley is one of 
the three board members who voted against 
smoking. I certainly don’t understand the 
reasons behind his actions, however one 
would think that people making the rales 
in the township, would set a better example.

Another thing I don’t understand is why 
the count of 40 people excludes board mem­
bers and members of the press. Don’t we 
count as people? We breath the same air 
as everyone else in the room.

And I couldn’t help bat notice that the 
same smoking issue is back on the agenda 
for the next board meeting. I wonder if it has 
anything to do with the fact that non-smoking 
Trustee Lynne Goldsmith has recently resign­
ed from the board-If you don't succeed the
first time, try , and try again. (Maybe the 
board will argue over appointing a smoker 
to Goldsmith’s seat.)
