"You need the added knowledge of the 
old members on the issues during transition.”

Canton Clerk John Flodin agreed: "There would be 
.a lack of continuity if all the seats turned over at the 
same time. Before, at least two members stayed over. 
Government doesn’t stop and start every four years.’’

land use plan

A land-use plan that will probably map the 

future of Canton Township for decades will 
be presented to the public August 15.

"This is the prime opp ortunity for dtisens 
To"have input in land use in  the township,”  
said Jam es Kosteva, director of the town­
ship’s planning department.

Overall, the m aster land use plan calls for 
the following new policies:

1) Cluster commercial development (or 
eliminate strip development) on Ford Road, 
the mam business avenue in the township;

2) kpep intact the farmland preservation 
district in the western half of the township;

3) reduce the density (houses per acre) 
of future subdivisions;

4) increase the land set aside for industrial 
use to build the township’s tax base.

These policies are changes or updates to 
the m aster land use plan that was approved in
1976. A m aster land use plan, in the com-

is prepared by the Planning Commission, 
and is a guide for a municipality’s develop­
ment.

When the Planning Commission OKs 
the plan, after the public hearing, it is then 
translated into a zoning ordinance. The ordi­
nance is sent to the Board of Trustees for 
approval.

The 1979 update of the master plan is 
necessary because Canton has grown rapidly

Since the opening of 1-275 in January,
1977, Ford Road has been the focus of intense 
commercial development, he said.

To avoid strip development of Ford, which, 
Kosteva said, is ugly, and causes congested 
traffic, sign proliferation and free-standing 
buildings, he recommends clustering busi­
nesses in two areas.

He said some teachers were forced to 
hand-score tests because machine-scoring 
was too expensive.’T m  appalled at the waste 
of resources when teachers should be working 
with kids,”  he said.

Mike Homes, assistant superintendent 
for'instruction,said all tests can be machine 
scored and that the board could add a recom­
mendation for machine scoring when it act­
ed on the committee’s report at a future
board meeting. — .......

Three board members, Harper, Carol 
Davis, and Richard Arlen, also favored 
testing kindergarten-age students before, 
rather than after, school has started.

It’s very hard on the child to be sent home 
after school has started because he or she 
wasn’t ready for kindergarten, said Davis.

Currently school administrators and teach­
ers in each building decide when to give the 
hmdergartu readiness tent, said Barbara 
Bowman, executive director of elementary 
education.

The Testing Program Recommendations 
will be approved, amended, or rejected 
at a future meeting of the board.

Bi-Products System s, Inc., the Him pro­
posing to  build in Canton a  large, plant that 
would turn  treated  sewage into fertiliser, 
is seriously looking at other sites in south­
eastern Michigan for the project.

Shirlann W ellner, clerk of Berlin Town­
ship, in  northeastern Monroe County, said 
Bi-PTOducts’s  request for approval o f the 
project has been before the planning commis­
sion for about a  month and a  half.

The Crier has also learned that the propos­
ed  Canton site on Michigan Avenue, east 
o f Morton-Taylor Road, is h a d  on the real- 
estate market although Bi-Products’s  op­
tion on it has not run  out yet.

."They can still use it if they can get the 
OK from the township,”  said Merle Probst, 
one of the owners of the site. "B ut we’ve

listed it again in case they don’t.”
Claude Howard, a .Westland realtor, 

confirmed that he has relisted the property.
Canton’s approval of the plant, which 

would compost 600 tons of treated sewage 
(sludge) from the City of Detroit per day, 
is in the hands of the Board of Trustees.

Bi-Products needs- a special-use pennit 
from the board for the project, which means 
it must hold a public hearing. The firm was 
notified in June that it must apply for the 
permit, but so far Bi-Products has not filled 
out the application.

"Their attorney indicated about a  week 
and one-half ago tha t they would apply, 
but nothing so far,”  said Jam es Koeteva, 
director of Canton’s  planning department.
. ; However, Ed Casting, president of Bi- 
Products, charged that Kosteva had been

Twp. gets tough on
Plymouth Township plans to get tough 

with building companies that fail to keep 
their word concerning specific promises as 
to  work that will be  done for those con trac t 
ing  for new residential construction.

This policy stem m ed from, a  suggestion 
last week by Trustee Maurice Breen th a tth e  
township building code be amended to pro­
vide " th a t building pernuts be withheld 
from builders where there is on record 
with the township evidence (complaints) 
th a t a  builder is failing to fulfill promised 
woifc in  accord with  our building code.”

Adoption o f a  budding code amendment,, 
as ez-Superrisor Breen suggested, was 
believed a  bit too rash  by his colleagues, 
but they did vote unanimously to instruct 
Township Attorney Donald Morgan to  draw 
up  a  policy sta tem ent, with immediate 
effect, which would have the same intent.

Supervisor Thomas Nbtebaert said he

concurred "wholeheartedly”  that there 
should be protection for those who encoun­
te r difficulties in completion of construction. 
Henceforth, the building-department will be
instructed tcT Iog all citizen complaints 
about non-compliance with contract commit­
ments.

The township has been advised by State 
Rep. Robert C. Law that " in  this way, your 
building inspector could take the administra­
tive position of not granting a building permit 
to a  builder whose performance was unsatis­
factory.”  *

Law also said, "O f cou rserther 
possibility that the builder could go to court 
to force issuance o f a permit, but it still 
puts the burden on the builder.”  Law repre­
sents the 36th District in  the  House of Repre­
sentatives at Lansing and his younger 
brother, Gerald, is a  first-term member of 
the Plymouth Township board.

The Crier also learned from Ypsilanti

Products had looked into a site in that com­
munity, but had made no formal application.

In a  related development, the Canton 
board of trustees accepted last Tuesday 
a petition, with 2,500 signatures of township

residents stating their opposition to the 
sludge composting plant.

Many members of the board have spoken 
against the proposed plant and it seems Bi- 
Products faces a difficult ̂ effort to get ap­
proval.

The Detroit sludge is known to contain 
toxic heavy metals such as cadmium, chrom-. 
ium and zinc. And township engineers 
recently found. indication of some land of 
pollution at a Canton landfill, Woodland 
Meadows, tha t was accepting large quan­
tities of the sludge.

More detailed tests , designed in part to 
see if the sludge was the cause of the pos­

sible pollution, are underway. Woodland 
Meadows is located on. H um an Road, east 
o f1-275 and south of Michigan Avenue.

Morgan has supported the contention of 
Deputy Clerk Mary Ellen Kenyon that she has 
the right to sit on the Board of Trustees 
as a voting member at any meeting when the 
elected clerk, Esther Hulsing, is absent.

‘ In an indication that the township is going 
through certain legalistic growing pains since 
changing from general law to charter status 
a few weeks ago, Kenyon’s role became an 
issuerof_prime-debate at-the beginning of 
the July 24 board session.

It led to 4-2 adoption of a motion that “ the 
deputy clerk be excused from voting on 
matters brought before the board tonight,” 
the negative votes being cast by. Supervisor 
Thomas Notebaert and Kenyon herself.

This deprivation of the deputy’s right to 
replace her superior as a voting member was 
in contradiction of previous board practices

under general , law status: and brought the 
comment from Kenyon, who is in her 12th 
year as a township employee, "Have I ever 
been so embarrassed? No, I have not.”

Kenyon was in attendance at, the specific 
request of Hulsing, who was attending a 
governmental seminar at Madison, Wis. 
Hulsing was expected to arrive during, the 
course of the meeting, but -was unable to do 
so prior to adjournment shortly before mid­
night.

Morgan wasn’t present at the meeting 
either, but in a written memorandum receiv­
ed- at Township HalUater in the week 
declared:

"It is my opinion that the deputy clerk, 
rot he absence of the clerk, has -the same 
right to sit and to exerdse.a vote and to take 
the record of the proceedings now that the 
Township of Plymouth is a charter township

as the deputy clerk did when the board 
operated as an unchartered township.”

Hulsing confirmed after her return from 
Wisconsin that Kenyon has taken the oath of 
office as deputy which is required by law, 
and that it is on file.

For that matter, another township em­
ployee, Mary Brooks, has taken a similar 
oath of^office as^eputy-treasurer and al 
though Treasurer Joseph West also was 
absent from the same meeting while vaca­
tioning in'New England, no effort was made 
to seat Brooks as a voting member of the 
board for the evening.
■ -Kenyon’s role was challenged early by 
Trustee Gerald Law who said he questioned 
the right of any person to vote "who is not 
elected.” -

Trustee Weyona Lee Fidge asked, "Could 
everything we do tonight be null and void 
(by allowing Kenyon to vote)?”

"Each, deputy may also assist his prindpal 
at any additional times other than during the 
prin'dpal’s absence, sickness, death or other 
disability as may be agreed upon between 
the township board and the respective prind- 
pal.

"During the absence, sickness, death or 
other disability of the prindpal, the prind- 
pal’s deputy may be a temporary member 
on the township board with full voting rights.

Are the rights of 
homeowners protected?

The commission wrestled with all these questions, seeking to reduce the popu­
lation and strain on services such as police, fire, and schools, while insuring that the 
business community and room to prosper.

It’s  important for citizens, neighborhood and homeowners groups to review the plan 
and attend the Aug. 15 public hearing, h  maps Canton’s future, u id  therefore, should 
reflect the ideas of the whole community, not just the seven member planning com­
mission.

Hilltop and the park would become adjoin­
ing entities', fulfillmg a iecreation dream 
many have had for years.

Chances are that the total tab for land 
purchase, course construction, and reloca­
tion of some of the present holes, pjus hope­
fully the services of an experienced golf 
course architect, may hit the $500,000 mark. 
It will be money well spent, and the township 
is bound to get it bade with plenty more on
top..

On the question of adequate acreage 
for a regulation course, it’s interesting to 
note that Whispering Willows ' has 134 
acres, Idyl Wyld 106 (and it’s much too 
cramped), Salem; Hills 150, Fox Hills 150 
and Fellows Creek between 120 and 130.

It isn’t necessary to build a championship 
course such as Oakland Hills, where tbe 
national PGA tournament is being played 
this week. A golf course can be fun and do 
a whale of a business if it is sporty, reason­
ably challenging, and often a variety of 
problems .to the player. But it must be long 

1 enough to take it out of the shooting gallery 
category.

Our leaders in Township Hall will be wise 
to indude Jawor in their intimate Hilltop 
planning, and not just because he has the
