. recommendations the negotiating team a n d . 
executive board will make to the PCEA mem­
bers Monday morning.

Negotiators for both the PCEA and the 
Board of Education met in a 12-hour mara­
thon session Monday from about 11 a.m. 
to 11 p.m . " '

In an update Tuesday morning from the 
board’s team , its members reported that 
"progress is being made and the two teams 
are talking about economic issues now ."

Ryder and  Thomas Cotner, PCEA vice- 
president said that the two teams "just

started talking about economic issues Mon­
day. But we only discussed them  about 
10 m inutes," said Ryder.

One. of the issues discussed in Monday’s 
session was set-up and take-down time for 
teachers on. an extended school year (ESY) 
calendar, said Ryder. (That refers to the eight 
hours or so needed by ESY teachers to take

A special committee will study charges 

from the Rotary Club of Plymouth that 
the Fall Festival 'h a s  grown too big and 
strayed too far from its original '-small­
town”  character.

The panel was established by the Fall 
Festival Board last Wednesday in response 
to a Rotary request for an "evaluation”  
of the celebration. "Frenzied money-? 
making”  and 'a  "carnival atmosphere”  
now m ar the one-time community picnic, 
states the d u b ’s  resolution to the board.

Part of the ad  hoc committee’s task will 
be to observe next month’s Festival, a cele­
bration that now involves dozens of local 
groups and welcomes thousands of fest- 
goers from - Plymouth-Canton and the sur­
rounding area.

Representatives of participating are vice 
groups will make up the panel. Plymouth 
Lions Club past President F red Eisenlord, 
a current Fall Feat board member, was tap­
ped as temporary chairman of the commit­
tee. '

The Rotary Club had asked that "original 
founders”  -  prindpally Rotarians -• review 
this year’s activities. But members of other 
civic dubs present Wednesday objected 
to limiting participation on the panel. Such 
a rule, would leave relative latecomers 
"out in left field,”  said Stanley Tkacz, 
President of the Plymouth Optimist Club.

"The Fall Fest is the biggest fundraiser 
of the year for all of the service dubs, "Tkacz 
told the board. "W ithout it, there wouldn’t 
be some of these clubs.”-

Last, year’s .celebration netted 29 dubs, 
churches and school groups 154,567.04, 
according to figures prepared by .the board. 
Of that profit, one-quarter was returned 
to the board to cover expenses. By far the 
greatest benefidary of the money-making 
was the Rotary. Club, which cleared 
119,708.32 from its chicken barbeque, before 
deducting the board’s share.

In a unanimous vote Aug. 14, the Ply­
mouth Kiwanis Club threw its support behind 
the Rotary position.

But during Wednesday night’s debate, 
several boardm em ben, some, representing

other local dubs, took issue with some points 
raised by the Rotary resolution.

"Plymouth has changed since the first 
Fall Festival and so has the fest,”  said Vice 
President Gene Kafila, a member of the 
Civitan Club. "To the best of our knowledge, 
we’re doing what- the members of the com­
munity want.

The facility 
is designed to  compost about 600 tons per day o f trea ted  hum an sewage (sludge) 
from Detnrit into fertilizer.

In  a  related development, the Board of Trustees of Berlin Township, in north­
ern  Monroe County, is scheduled Aug. 29 to approve a  similar request from Bi- 
Products to  build the plant.

The composting facility was bitterly opposed by many Cantonites a t previous 
hearings, mostly because they feared bad odor from the  plant.

Canton’s  Planning Commission reocommended tha t the Board of T rustees- 
deny Bi-Products*s request. And Jam es Kosteva, director of the township plan­
ning departm ent, ruled tha t the  firm needed a  special-use perm it from the board 
o f trustees. This extra step  ii^the approval process gives the  board added power to 
determ ine w hether the plant would be compatible with the community.
. The board is  expected to  refuse the plan t, considering  past statem ents by - 
board m em bers.

The new law replaces an ordinance passed 
four y e a n  ago that barred merchants from 
building free-standing signs.

The s u e  of the signs permitted, however, 
is much sm aller than  both the Canton Cham­
ber of Commerce and the Planning Com-, 
mission recommended.

Signs no greater than 18 square feet are 
allowed by the  new  ordinance, while the 
Chamber and the planning commissioii 
recommended 50 square feet.

The sign ordinance has been a  source of 
often b itte r contention between the busi­
ness community and some members of the 
board o f  trustees,espedailljr Trustee Robert 
G ieenstein. At one point, the Chamber 
threatened to  file a  lawsuit over th ^ s ig n  
prohibition.

The law banning free-standing ground 
signs w n  p assed while Gieenstein was 
supervisor (1974-76). And he led d ie effort 
to  scale down signs permitted in tbe nejr 
ordinance.

The free-standing signs currently standing 
were erected before Graenstem’s  admin­
istration.

Under the  new ordinance, merchants on. 
in dividual lots are  permitted one sign, but 
stores in a  shopping center or plaza must 
be listed together. -

Billboards will ab o  be permitted along 
1-275, but they m ust be  setback 1,000 feet 
from the  highway, and erected no d oser than 
2,000 feet from any other billboard. Also, 
billboards m ay not be illtiminated between* 
the horns of 11:30 p.m . and 7 a.m .

To guarantee tha t all free-standing bum-, 
nesa signs are low to the p o u n d , th e  law 
limits signs to  five feet above the ground.

If  the-m crcbiut chooses natural 
for his sign, such as wood, stone, o r soft- 
textured bride, he  can enlarge it to 25 square 
feet from 18.

Signs for shopping centers comprised of 
two to five establishments are permitted 
"only <me sign to  list all its firms. The mse 
o f the sign can range from 21.5 feet for two 
businesses to 32 for five. If natural materials 

' are used, two finds will be allowed 30 square 
feet; five firms will receive 45 square feet.

Shopping centers of six or more firms will 
be alkm ed one sign of 50 square feet.

Signs for both small- shopping centers 
(two to five signs) and-large ones (six or 
more) are also subject to height restrictions. 
Small shopping center signs can be no more 
than  five-feet off the ground, and large 
center signs m ust be no more than seven 
feet tall.

A whole galaxy of signs were banned by 
the new ordinance, induding- ones which 
use flashing or moving, lights; banners, 
spinners or streamers; and string lights.

Also prohibited is any picture or represen­
tation of human genitalia, sexual acts, adult, 
nude human bodies, 'or obscene words.

' Roof and portable signs are also banned.

Subdivision developers will be permitted 
two ^ sq u a re -fo o t signs to  advertise thrjr 
houses. And subdivision entranceway 
structures will be allowed, bu t are limited to 
four feet in height. '

A fter publication in the township’s  official 
new spaper, the  new ordinance will be b a d  
before the  board for final approval.

- Yockey’s problems began to increase 
following his recent operations. W hether 

. it m aybe said his health has toppled him from 
favor is a m atter of conjecture. (Yockey 
said Monday the commissioners have giveb ' 
him no reason for their displeasure, but he 
induded a statem ent from his doctor about 
his health.) It can be said that after six years 
of success, Yockey began to decline about the 
time he saw health problems.

It is difficult to discuss someone’s health 
as it affects this job, yet it cannot.be over­
looked. Until .Monday though, Yockey 
declined to discuss the entire situation.
. W hen he broke his silence, Yockey gave 
the d ty  commission ’’bo th 'barrels.”  Don’t 
belive for a-m om ent that Yockey retired 
.voluntarily -  it was that or lose his bene­
fits by getting fired.

To this date, the commissioners have 
given no reason for dumping Yockey. They 
should ’-- which is why the Open meetings 
law~fhey violated requires such discussions 
in public.

The commission still dam s up -  leading 
to the increased paranoia gripping dty  of- 
fidsls during whst is proving to be s  disor­
derly passing of power. That secrecy, ob­
viously bears the stamp of Turner as befit­

ting any rising Ford Motor Co. manager’s 
style of dose-to-tbe-vest brinksmsnship.

As if it weren’t  bad  enough to have the un­
explained uncertainties to the Yockey firing -  
or pressured;retirem ent — Turner’s sudden 
resignation and resulting political scrambling 
is really adding fuel to the fires at City Hall.

After only four candidates filed for the four 
commission seats on the ballot, Turner 
was transferred and therefore resigned 
too late to be removed from the ballot. His 
offidal quitting jvas saved for the middle of 
Monday's commission meeting to milk the 
spotlight.

Although he; has tried - to smooth the 
Yockey move by the commission, its ramifica­
tions are still hanging for the new commis­
sion under the helm of Mary Childs, who 
none of the other commissioners'really ever 
thought would be mayor. Although Turner 
tried to iron out the wrinkles, he has ob­
viously failed.

The rest ’’ of the commissioners are also 
trying to appear as though they have things 

•: all worked out. They voted Monday to set a 
special meeting on Nov. 13 for the commis­
sion to elect s  new mayor and mayor pro tern.

Since only four of the current seven com? 
missionero will be sitting there then, the 
move seems little more than a ploy for ap- 

. pearance’s  sake,
Even though the commission had met 

to work out Jack Kenyon’s appointment, 
Bud M artin’s junior mayoralty and Ken 
Way’s acting! manager role, you can’t seal 
up that many changes without stirring 
things up royally. ~

Thia turmoil must weigh heavily on Turner 
(just as the top officials at Ford must bear 
the responsibility for the Pjnto gas tank), 
who leaves without haring first put things in 
order. Not that Turner won’t be remembered 
for his strong but fair leadership and hard 
work. It’s just that even at Ford, you’re 
supposed to arrange for your orderly transi­
tion.

If  Turner wanted to disclaim credit for 
dumping Yockey (he was, sfterall, one of the 
last pro-Yockey holdouts until tbe-two-mill 
tax increase suggestion), he should have 
done so, and thrust the m atter onto the com­
missioners responaible. He chose not to, 
so he’ll be remembered as the mayQr who 
dumped the d ty  m anager jnat before leaving 
town.

It’s old hat to folk? from around here 
to chance unexpectedly upon numerous 
others from Plymouth-Canton tribes while 
vacationing in the Grand Traver 3 Bay 
region.

This all happened Wednesday, Aug. 15, 
two days before Sue’s 18th birthday. When I 
talked to her from, our own vacation retreat 
in the area, she said she was "flabbergasted”  
at the attention her impulsive actionf had 
attracted, including the acclaim around 
Newport as well as that well-read Traverse 
City news story.

Salem’s "C lass of ’79”  will recall Sue 
Minar as a sprinter on its track team in her 
early high school years. Later she worked as 
student assistant to Ron Krueger of the phys 
ed department. Two weeks 'from now she 
will be a freshman at Eastern Michigan 
University, destined to major in communi­
cations, after posting a 3.8 average at Salem.

Some six years or more ago, Sue’s father, 
Jack, a retired Detroit police sergeant of

Quoting the truck owner’s explanation 
as printed in the Record-Eagle, "Perhaps 
I didn’t secure the brake tightly enough. 
Anyway, it was parked there about an hour 
before it started rolling backward. The girl 
came running out the door and stopped it 
and I got there immediately after she did.

"She 'w as pretty cool' about - the whole 
thing. W e’re lucky she was in the right place 
at the right tim e.”

Maybe it was the Record-Eagle’s  final 
quotation from Susan that made me so happy 
that every now and then I have communi­
cation with the young people o f o u r  area, 
in my case usually through sports or tnusic, 
though not necessarily so.

In  th e  en d , a hea lthy  b u s in ess  sec to r will m a^e Can- 
t o a «  v ib ra n t a n d  p lea sa n t place to  live and  increase  ho m eo w n er’s p roperty  values.

A  com m unity  w ith its own iden tity  requ ires  h e lp  from  e v e ry o n e  a n d  c o n s id e ra b le  
p atien ce . I t’s  like th e  sto ry  of th e  C hinese g en tlem en  to u rin g  h is s tre e t w ith  h is g a r­
d e n e r . S eeing  a  b eau tifu l old t re e  in  a ne ig h b o r’s g a rd e n , th e  g en tlem an  tu rn e d  to  h is
g a rd e n e r an d  sa id , " W e  need  one o f th o se  in  our y a rd .’

Are you tired of commuting? Do you want to save gas 

and get some exercise as well? .
You might be a commuter who’s ready to switch to 

biking instead of driving. Stretching from Van Bom Road 
in southern Canton to Hines Drive is a six-foot wide bike 
path, which runs adjacent to 1-275.

In sharp contrast to the blustering cars whizzing down ; 
1-275, the bike path meanders through more scenic wood­
lands, although riders aren’t immune from the express- 
way’s noise.

At Michigan Avenue, the entrance to the path is marked 
by a green sign saying, “ Bikes Only.” The one md-ped 
rider cruising down the trail Thursday afternoon didn’t 
seem to be shamed into staying off the path by the sign.

Also on the path Thursday was evidence that horses had 
been ridden along the trail.

Bikers entering on Michigan Avenue need to be careful 
at the first bridge as you’re pedaling north. Some of the 
guard rails have been torn off there and it’s about a six- 
foot drop into the Rouge River tributary running below.

Other bridges -along the path are safer — with guard 
rails intact,

However, bridges also offer a glimpse at what’s been 
left behind by litterers. A floating bleach bottle, an upside-, 
down beer can (for deposit only), styrofoam pieces, and a 
plastic hamburger box was caught in the underbrush off 
one bridge.

At the 10 intersections, bikers have to stop and wait 
for traffic to clear before crossing the street. During rush 
hour it seem s as though the sun will set before all lanes 
of traffic dear at the same time.

As you pedal, the path dips into a couple of shady, 
wooded stretches where the country air is fresh and the 
trees are full.

About 25 pedalers were enjoying the trail alone or in 
groups of twos, threes, and fours on the bright, breezy 
Thursday afternoon.

There is one confusing part on the bike path. Although 
the trail isn’t clearly marked at Koppemick Road in Canton, 
it doesn’t end at the railroad tracks as it appears to. Climb 
the railroad track embankment and cross the tracks. 
There you’ll see the trail continue about 30 feet.

Serious commuters might heed the advice of one biker 
who wore short pants while pedaling the trail. "Don’t,” 
he said. "The crickets bounce off your legs as you’re 
pedaling and they tickle.”

Canton's proposals to update its guide for 

future development in the township met few 
objections at a public hearing last Wed­
nesday.!

The revisions of the b la s te r  Land Use Flan, 
which outlines future residential, commercial 
and industrial development in the township, 
leaves the  m aster plan OKd in 1976 basically 
intact.

The Planning Commmission presented to 
the public the following major changes, how­
ever:. ! ■

1) To avoid strip development along Ford 
Road, the commission planned two commer­
cial du ste rs , one around th e  1-275 inter­
change, and a  second from Canton Center 
Road to  Sheldon.

2) The commission reduced the density 
(houses per acre) in future subdivisions.

3) And it increased the amount of land set 
aside for industrial use to build the town­
sh ip 's industrial base. .
'. The dustering  of commercial development' 
on Ford Road drew the most criticism at the 
public hearing.

Gerald Richter of Farmington Hills, owner 
of a  10,4 acre parcel of land at Ford and 
Manton roads, said it would he  hard to build 
apartm ents on his land if  it. were rezoned 
multiple as proposed by the commission.

"W hen Ford is widened, the  noise and 
traffic will be intense,”  he said. " I t’s not '
good to have dwellings so dose to  a main 
artery. An indoor theater., proposed for the 
site makes more sense than multiple zoning.**
'' The commission proposes to  change Rich­
ter’s  zoning from commercial in order to 
break up a .Ford commercial strip, which 
some commissioners fear will look like . 
W estland or Garden City. All of the property 
resoned to create the d usters lies, between 
Iilley and Sheldon roads on Ford.

Rea Noon, representing the owner of land 
' near R ichter's, also protested tbe propoeed 

rezoaing of her client’s land from commercial 
to multiple.

"Commercial zoning was correct for this 
property (on Ford, between Morrison and 
Morton-Taylor) because along this strip 
you’ll find many commercial banks, restaur­
an ts, etc. It would be hazardous if you change 
it to residential,”  she said. " I ’ve been 
approached by persons who want to build a  
medical d in ic  or a  restaurant there. There’s 
too much noise and traffic to build homes 
there .”  '

Joseph Bloch, representing ' owners of 
property on Haggerty near Koppernkk, 
protested its proposed rezoning Cram mul­
tiple (apartment) to industrial designation.

"W ithout a  class A (industrial) road in 
thia area, industrial development is not feas­
ible,”  he said. " T h e m  are also sewe r and 
engineering problems with developing it 
asaarn ffoparosL ’’

He also protested the proposed rezoning of 
th e  southeast corner of Palmer and Hag­
gerty from apartm ent to office use. "T h is  
area is unwanted for-offices there,”  he said. 

" T h e re - is  no market feasibility for offices 
on this property.”

Under state law, the planning commission 
prepares the m aster plan as a  general guide­
line for development in the  township. After 
it is approved; it  is translated into a  zoning 
ordinance, which specifically zones every 
parcel.

After approving the m aster plan, expected 
within two months, the  commission will 
hold hearings on th e  zoning ordinance.

*1 support reducing commercial derelop­
m ent on Ford,”  said resident Bill Garrett. 
"T he quality o f life is  more important than 
commercial interests. Many o f the people 
we’ve heard from tonight are property 
owners who don’t  even live here. Land
speculators m ust be willing to  take risks, 
which indudes rexoning.”  .

In a related m atter, Patrick Vesnaugh 
urged the commission to  rezone about 15 
wooded acres bounded by Koppemick Road,
1-275 and the C&O railroad trades for reo- 
reational uses. "Holiday Park subdivision 
has no parks, and th e  need for one is criti­
cal,”  he said.

Yockey said Tuesday be did not request 
a closed session with the commission.

At the secret meeting, the commission 
drafted "certain written assurances... to 
the city manager relative to severance pay 
and other benefits," according to Turner and

In a statem ent released to the  newspapers
