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boundary lines in 1981 - 82

In a complete turnaround of its position 
taken nearly a month ago, the Plymouth- 
Canton Board of Education will shift grades 
’in order to house moire students, according 
to an informal decision reached Monday 
night.

The new grade alignment, from K-S, 6-8, 
and 9-i? to K-6, 7-9, and 10-12, will help 
ease overcrowded classrooms, particulary 
at the Centennial Education Park (CEP). 
According to a preliminary, five-year housing 
plan, the grade shifts will be done in the: 1961- 
82 school year by making major boundary 
changes throughout the school district.

In addition, the plan calls for: dropping 
Pioneer Middle School from the Extended 
School Year program (ESY); renting Lowell 
Junior High School from the Iivonia school 
district; expanding ESY at four or five- 
elementary schools (Those schools may be 
Allen, Bird, Farr and, Fiegel, and Smith 
schools); and, using portable classrooms : 
throughout the district as needed for housing 
extra students.

Nearly a. month ago, the board had tenta­
tively decided to keep the same grade con­
figuration and renovate Central Middle 
School as an “ alternative high school,” 
but that plan was dropped Monday night.

' The board also decided to expand the ESY 
program at the elementary schools (to house 
the extra classes of sixth graders) rather than 
rent Webster Elementary School from the 
Livonia district, • which is facing a declining 
student population now.

“If we extend ESY, more people will share 
the burden (of . growth) rather than asking 

■one group of students to be bused to Web­
ster,” said Board President Tom Yack.

Superintendent John M. Hoben also called 
the question of renting Webster a “poli­
tical issue.” It’ll be hard deciding which 
students will go to > Webster and which will 
go to Lowell (if we deride ta rent those 
schools), he said.

Furthermore, Hoben added that nego­
tiations between the two districts are con­
tinuing and issues such as. the equipment 
to be included in the rental price, notification

For example, said Notebaert, trucks which usually travel on Haggerty can be 
rerouted to Lilley Road. Township officials have received many complaints

A Canton resident, Gary Roberts, has

The board 
is scheduled to discuss the matter at its Jan. 
15 meeting.

According to Roberts, who made an unsuc­
cessful bid for trustee seat in 1978, the same 
farmland proposal that was defeated in last 
year’s general election should be resubmitted 
to the voters. -

Trustee Robert. Greenstein, director of 
Canton’s farmland-preservation program 
recetly opposed such an early date for the 
election, saying it was premature.

"We can’t ask for money from the people 
unitl we’ve looked elsewhere,” said Green- 
stein, referring to his efforts to land federal or 
state funding for the program.

Robert’s second idea, a road-improvement 
millage, was proposed earlier this year by 
Supervisor Noel Culbert. "It would be for 
general paving in the township,” said the 
supervisor. "The average homeowner pays 
$50 to $100 in maintenance bills because of 
the bad roads, anyway.”

As planned by Culbert, the township would 
assess one mill for five years. Working 
through the county, the township could use 
the millage to procure matching funds from 
the federal government, he said. "The town­
ship could get $1 million of road work done by 
only supplying $125,000,” he added.

Robert’s final millage proposal would raise 
money to develop the township’s recreational 

' facilities, parks, and equipment.

Children often get up early and discover bottles 
and unfinished drinks left over from a party. For a small child, alcohol can be a 
deadly poison.

Avoid ishallow foil “party” ashtrays — they just don’t do' the job. Provide plenty 
of large, deep ashtrays and empty them often. Wastebaskets are a natural tar­
get for cigarettes', so put them away out of sight.

After the party, empty the ashtrays one last time and make a final survey for 
butts that might be smouldering and cause a fire later. Check rugs, under tables 
and chairs, under and between cushions in upholstered furniture. ,

The kitchen is a popular gathering place, but a crowd there while food is being 
prepared increases the chances of somebody getting hurt. So clear everybody 
out — except maybe one or two to help.
_ Anything breakable should be put out of reach before the party, especially 
if there are small children around. If you can, it’s a good idea to put an older, more 
responsible child in charge of the younger ones.

Sometimes “ Home for the Holidays”  m eans travel

at a time of year when you’re likely to find unpredictable weather, slippery roads 
and poor visibility. You can also expect heavier traffic during the holidays. Your 
trips can be safe ones, though, if you just take a few simple precautions.

Be sure your batteries, tires, brakes, lights, wipers and exhaust system are in 
good condition before you atari; Carry safety gear in the trunk for emergencies: 
booster cables, shovel, tow chain or strap, flares, traction mat, sand or rode salt, 
flashlight and tire chains.

Start your trip early, so you can adapt your speed to changing road conditions 
and visibility. • '

W hether the trip is long or short, buckle up your safety belts and pu t children 
in approved child restraints.

When you drive.in town, you’ll find that many hazards are intensified by the 
holidays. Pedestrians aren’t always as careful as they should be, especially if 
they’ve been drinking. Shoppers loaded down with packages might not see you 
in time. Parking lots in shopping centers will be busier than ever during this 
season. \

In residential .areas, watch for kids on Sleds, carolers crossing the streets -  
and people coming from parties.

Not that Greenstein isn’t talented.'As the founder of the program, during his term 
as supervisor (1974-76), he has as much or more background and knowledge of how to 
implement the plan to purchase development rights of the land from the property 
holders. ■ - . ' ■ \

Yet there’s something missing. The problem is that Greenstein is too out-spoken, 
too fast-talking for his own good. An impatient politician, he’s rubbed many people 
the wrong way since he launched the program. '

The proper medicine for his and the.township’s problem was prescribed by Planning 
Commission Chairman'Robert Padget two weeks ago. Padget recommended that the 
Board'of Trustees establish a farmland preservation board, composed of a range of 
persons -- fanners, homeowners, elected officials — to create a community consen­
sus on the best way to proceed.

The different factions in the township must be brought together, said Padget. 
He’s right. A project as big and far-reaching as the farmland-preservation effort must 
be led by a strong political coalition.

Thi« is not-to slight Greenstein. He has logged countless houro working on the pro­
ject. But, in a way, the preservation program has out-grown him. It is not one poli­
tician’s pet project anymore. It’s a community-wide project that needs leaders from 
the whole community.

About two years ago, one Plymouth Town- 
ship official hatched the . idea of buying 
the Teledyne Building, which is adjacent 
to the current township hall, to use for more 
office space.

And, since this is the time of year that 
folks traditionally review what they’ve 
accomplished over the past year (or years, 
as in this case), let’s see what has been done 
to relieve the cramped quarters in township 
hall.

A brief chronology of the Teledyne build- 
in g. story goes like this:

•In August, 1978, township voters QKd. 
the purchase of the building and the land.

•About six weeks later, the bhilding and 
site were purchased for $1 IT,500.

•In January, 1979, the board authorized 
spending 19,250 for architectural drawings 
for renovating the buildings.

•However, in April the board axed a 
$264,000 plan to renovate the current town­
ship hall and the Teledyne building and to 
create a walkway between the two buildings.

- ‘Then in September the board approved 
spending $94,900 for Teledyne building reno­
vations, but denied other bids for renovating 

' the current township hall.

To date, Plymouth Township has spent 
about $58,030 for architectural drawings, 
fees, and electrical and plumbing work on 
the Teledyne Building according to the town­
ship accounting dept. No money has been 
spent on renovations for the township hall.

Meanwhile township employes have sur­
vived this wave of architectural drawings, 
specifications, and plans and are still work­
ing in their cramped office quarters in town­
ship hall. The original problem of relieving 
those conditions seems to have been lost in 
the political dickering that has gone on 
between the board members. - 

. When dealing with the federal govern­
ment, two years may not seem like a' long 
time fora problem to be identified, a plan 
of action to be formulated; and the condition 
to be relieved. But, in local government, 
two years is too long.

More spacious offices sure would have 
made a nice Christmas present for those two 
building depa rtment officials who. have 
been stationed at the end of the corridor 
in the old building for months. Those two 
persons as well ds air the other employes who 
are working elbow-to-elbow in township. 
ball deserve consideration. Give them the

newspaper editors.

In the interest of sensationalism Wendover 
accused Commissioner Pugh of supporting 
the Saxton bid in order to obtain a favorable 
vote from Saxton on Pugh’s request for park­
ing credits. As an observer of local govern^ 
ment Mr. Wendover certainly is aware that 
the request for, and the granting of, parking 
credits is accomplished by deliberate, pro­
cedure and routinely accorded.

Most local governmental committee work is 
tiresome and thankless, performed by dedi­
cated men and women after completing their 
regular workday. They are mostly amateurs

At noon, Monday, engineers at WSDP 

flipped the switch to increase their trans­
mitting power from 10 to 200 watts.

The added power means the Centennial 
Educational Park’s radio station will send a 
circular pattern of signals over 700 square 
miles extending west to Ann Arbor, south 
past Michigan Avenue, east to Detroit, 
and north to Oakland County . 1 

Under its old TO-watts, WSDP could barely 
be picked up in some parts of the 54-square 
miles of the Plymouth-Canton school dis­
trict, reports Jeff Cardinal, WSDP admini­
strative coordinator. •

More power also means .that "WSDP 
is coming out of the sandbox to play with the 
big boys," says Cardinal. The station now 
boasts a Class A, non-commercial, public 
broadcasting station license "with all the 
rights and protection guaranteed to other 
Class A license stations," says Cardinal. 
When it transmitted 10 watts, .WSDP held a 
Class.D license.

According to Federal Communication 
Commission rules Which were adopted 
recently, WSDP either had to increase its 
wattage or face the possibility of "being 
bumped” from the air by another station 
with more transmitting power, says Cardinal.

Under the new FCC rules, a 10-watt sta­
tion isn’t protected from being bumped. 
Now, with 200 watts, WSDP is protected 
and has all legal rights to petition the FCC 
if another station interferes within our range,

: he says. ■ ” :
WSDP’s new transmitter arrived in late 

November, it stands about six feet tall and 
cost $10,005. That tab was picked up by the .

school district. "When it’s all said and done, 
after installation fees, buying spare parts,

. and the frequency has been tested by an in­
dependent Arm, it’ll add up to a little under 
$11,000,” says Cardinal.

Thursday morning Chief. Engineer Mike 
Schulte tested the transmitter. He reports 
it is broadcasting at 200 watts -- exactly 
like it should be. Schulte, a Canton High 
School graduate, is a sophomore at Michigan 
State University dnd was 17 when he earned 
his First Class Operator’s license while, work­
ing at WSDP.

To celebrate the power increase, staffers 
at WSDP. are. sponsoring "The Big Bash” 
Tuesday, Jan. 15 from 7 to 10 p.m. at the 
station’s headquarters, at Salem High School. 
Local school and government officials will 
be interviewed live .during the party . Refresh­
ments will be served and the public is invited 
to tour WSDP. ’

With 60 students on its staff, WSDP 
features local programming on news, sports, 

■ and music. .The station is on The air at least 
36 hours each week and usually logs 45 hours 
of air time, says. Cardinal. In addition to its 
regular programs, WSDP also broadcasts 
high school baskeball games (both boys and 
girls games) and Plymouth-Canton'Board of 
Education meetings.

This week, WSDP will feature s Christmas 
special starting at noon, Dec. 21 until 8 p.m.

Fan vents fuming over

BY CHAS CHILD
A state Department of Natural Resources 

(DNR) investigator said a vent and, fan sys­
tem in the basement.of the Mayflower Meet­
ing House will probably keep fumes from an 
underground oil spill from bothering office 
workers and other persons in the building.

According to Dan Schultz, of the DNR’s 
Oil and Hazardous Materials Control Divi­
sion, heating oil spilled into' the ground 
under the building from a tank at the Stan­
dard service station next door, at the corner 
of Main Street and Ann Arbor Trail..

From the ground the oil was pumped 
into the sump of the Meeting House build-, 
ing, be' said. The oil’s odor then spread to 

, the first floor, especially into the Plymouth 
office of the Livonia-based newspaper 
chain, the Observer and Eccentric.

"The newspaper office had the worst 
problem,” said Ralph Lorenz, owner of the 
Meeting House building.

"Standard Oil Company has agreed to 
keep the oil fumes down,” said Schultz, 
adding that the firm has paid for the vent and 
fan system.

of this year.

"The city fire marshall has inspected the 
spill and said there’s no fire danger,” said 
Schultz. "Fuel oil Has a high flash point. 
If it were gasoline, it would be a different 
matter.” . . .

Lorenz added that so far there’s been no 
odor problem in the second story Meeting 
House rooms of the building. .

"We will be monitoring the problem,” 
said Schultz. "But. the vent and fans should 
take care of. the odor problem,” Gradually, 
the oil will disperse and be skimmed on the 
sump, he said. , .

Lorenz said that if the problem remains, 
the solution would be to dig up and remove 
the oil-stained earth under the building.

This action is not recommended, however, 
said Schultz, because there are many pipes 
and lines buried in that area and the build­
ing is old. .

"It was an annoyance,” said Emory 
Daniels, editor of the Plymouth Observer. 
"The odor caused headaches and nausea 
in some. We went months without smelling 
it, but we’ve had some bad weeks.”
. Since the fan and vent were installed, 
the fuel oil’s smell hasn’t been noticed, he 
added.

comforts at air base in rural Japan
Chris Hoeprich, a former teacher at Central 

Middle School, is currently teaching art at 
Sollars Elementary School at the Air Force 
Base in Misawa, Japan.

Since arriving in the fall, her parents, Fred 
and Ruth Hoeprich of Plymouth, say that she 
has sent home many letters, pictures, and .. 
tapes to keep her family informed about her 
experiences there.

Ruth has compiled some of those letters 
and wants.to share Chris’s experiences with 
her former students and the rest of the Ply- 
mouth-Canton Community. ;

"Because Chris was a 'late hire’ all the 
Bachelor Officer’s Quarters on the base were 
taken by the time she. arrived so she was in­
vited to stay with the Kinslers.-Bob Kinsler 
was graduated from Plymouth High School.

"After a month, Chris found her own home 
—a brown metal, two bedroom house with a . 
shelter for her 1972 brown Toyota in the town 
of Misawa (population 27,000).

"At home, Chris’s creature comforts are 
fairly rural-the house has no central heating; 
instead its heated with kerosene stoves. The 
hot water tank and stove are fired by propane 
tanks." ■

Her mom also reports that it’s possible for 
Chris to go sight-seeing fairly close to the Air 
Force Base. "The trick is to fill the gas tank at 
the base (79 cents a gallon) and drive until the 
gas register reads one-half tank to avoid pay­
ing $5 a gallon for gas in the countryside.’’

Chris has also relied on her conversational 
guide to the Japanese language which she

purchased in Plymouth before leaving , at 
least once during her stay there. Her mom re­
counts the following' tale:

"After Chris and three colleagues traveled 
to a nearby town, they parked their car in a 
parking structure and ate at a Chinese res­
taurant (Chris says they don’t particularly like 
the Japanese cuisine. After dinner, they re­
turned to the parking structure and it was 
locked ’tighter than a drum’. Their car was

the only one left parked there.
"By this time, crowds of laughing Japan-, 

ese surrounded the four teachers because it’s , 
impossible to be inconspicuous when you 
tower a full head and one-half over the tallest 
male. Chris indicated that they wanted to go 

: to the police station and eventually the garage 
was unlocked and all four teachers piled into 
the small auto amidst howls of laughter from 
the crowd.

'I t  was an excellent example of Japanese 
kindness and hospitality whenever we 
went,” wrote Chris. ' . -

The next week, the teachers returned and 
gave the police a plate of cookies in return for 
their kindness.

Chris also wrote that she has gone to a 
chrysanthemum festival and saw beautiful, 
formal gardens with all varieties of chrysan- - 
themums in Japanese homes. '

At school, Chris reports that: "the kids are 
the same everywhere.”  "The little ones hug 
her when they get off the bus and the bigger 
ones bicker and fight until someone, settles 
their disputes.”  writes her mom.

Chris has also becom.e involved in many 
extra-curricular activities at school, as she did 
when she taught at Central Middle School, 
says her mom.

' During the holidays, Chris will spend nine 
days in Tokoyo when whe will spend New. 
Year’s Eve with three of her friends. "It 
sounds like a good thing to do for a holiday 
away from home,” says her mother.

' Don’t be surprised if all the hustle and 

bustle of the holiday season not only wears 
you out--but also gets you down.

"More persons are depressed this time of 
year and spring is even worse," says Dr. Pre- 
hlad Vachher, a local psychiatrist. False ex* 
pectations coupled with the "idea that people 
are supposed to be happy this time of year," 
result in disappointments and stressful times, 
says Dr. Vachher.

There are a number of circumstances, 
which can happen anytime of year, that can 
lead to depression, including divorce, loneli­
ness, memories of happier holidays in the 
past, and marriage, financial, or family prob­
lems, notes Dr. Vachher. "People have very 
high expectations this time ofyear.”

, These expectations, however1! don’t always 
lead to stressful situations. "Stress is differ­
ent for different people. We don’t concentrate 
on the impossible task of relieving stress-we 
work on helping people to cope with stress 
effectively,"HE SAYS.

Vachher uses this example to illustrate his 
point: "While winning $1 million lottery 
could be a lucky event for one person, it could 
cause a lot of stress for another.’’

Attitude is important, he says. "It’s not 
necessarily what happens to you that’s im­
portant, but how you react to it."  Stress can 
be a beneficial force; some persons perform 
better. when they’re under stress, he

continues.
However, stress can often lead to depres­

sion, too, he adds..
To cope with stress effectively during the 
holidays, Vachher .says that these ideas may 
help:

•Don’t set your expectations too high. "If 
you expect to receiveflOO for Christmas, but 
don’t, you’ll be disappointed. So, try to keep 
things in perspective."

•Take the holidays in a stride-eat, drink, 
and be merry moderately without putting 
strain on your physical health.

•Develop a support system of family, 
friends, and neighbors whose company you 
enjoy to share some of vour thoughts.

•"Think positively" and don’t dwell on 
unhappy thoughts.

*Do things for other people. because it’s 
good for you.

*Don.’t let family visits becqme ugly. 
"Arguments Can be good for airing different 
opinions and ideas, but arguments which only 
lead to bickering and pettiness can be avoid­
ed: Take a walk or leave the room if such an 
argument starts at your home during the holi­
days," he says.

•Finally, meditate or pray over the holiday 
season. "People have been doing that for 
years and such a quiet time helps calm us 
down,"he says, Churches, synagogues, and 
other religious groups help provide support 
during the holiday season, he says.

we should consider money,” said Harper. 
According to figures from school admini­
strators, retaining the middle schools, as 
they are now would mean about $4 million 
more if a bond proposal was defeated by the 
voters.

The grade-realignment proposal, which 
was tentatively OKd by the board, is less 
costly because there are lower air condi­
tioning costs, Central Middle wouldn’t be 
converted to a high school, and additional 
classrooms wouldnlt be built at the CEP.

/ ....
Proposal A. calls for a $12 or $13 million 

bond proposal to be voted on by Plymouth- 
Canton residents. In comparison, Proposal 
B (which calls for keeping the same grade 
structure) would call for a bond proposal

ranging from $15 to $25 million. Also includ­
ed in a bond proposal are energy-conserva­
tion renovations.

One reason some board members, lead by 
Yack, favored changing the grade align­
ment was because the school district may.be 
facing overcrowded .classrooms at the CEP 
again in 1984-85 even if Central Middle 
were converted into a high school, accord­
ing to enrollment projections from the school 
district.

' Grade realignment has been recommended 
by various bond committees who have studied 
the district’s growth, said Board Member 
Flossie Tonda. "We’re hot being account­
able or responsible to the public (if we .don’t 
listen to their recommendations),”  she said.

School administrators said grade realign­
ment would . not ' mean drastic program

changes for students and board member 
Elaine Kirchgatter favored making sure 
that band, art, music and other special 
classes are offered for ninth graders in junior 
highs like they are offered at the CEP now.

Elementary principals would be "very 
acceptable’* to having sixth graders there, 
Barbara Bowman, a school administrator.

A new timetable for the bond proposal 
to be put before the voters calls for a Thurs-' 
day, March 27, 1980 election date. The board 
may discuss the final components of the bond 
proposal at its next meeting, Jan. 7 at 7:30 
p.m. at school board offices, 454 S. Harvey 
St., Plymouth.

According to the new schedule, the board 
will finalize the 1980 bond proposal on Mon­
day, Jan. 14 at its regular meeting.

On Sunday afternoon, the Symphony 
y repeated the three selections played at the 

Children’s Concert, this time without the 
conductors comments. But, the highlight 
of the afternoon was "Amahl and the Night 
Visitors,” , a one-act opera written by Gian 
Carlo Menotti in 1951 for the National Broad­
casting Company for television production.

Amahl is the story of a poor crippled boy 
and his widowed mother and their encoun­
ter with three kings who are following a 
strange 8181* in the sky to bring gifts- to the 
child whose birth it announces. The family 
has nothing to give the kings, but Amahl 
gathers the shepherds who live nearby to 
sing and dance for the kings, thus giving 
them the only gifts the poor village has. 
When the shepherds leave, the kings sleep, 
and Amahl’s mother is so overcome with the 
vast wealth the kings carry that she trys to 
steal a little tc help her son. She is caught, 
but the kings, realizing her plight, offer it to 
her, but only after explaining that it is for 
the Savior, the child they seek.

The mother is overwhelmed by this and 
gives back the gold for them to take to the

Savior. Amahl, also wishing to give some- . 
thing, offers his crutch, and suddenly can 
walk, run, and dance. . He personally wants - 
to thank the child whose birth has worked 
this miracle, and the opera ends with Amahl. 
and the three kings following the star.

Menotti wrote the opera for a stage pro­
duction, prefering the symbolic simplicity 
of the stage to the versatility of the tele­
vision- screen. In keeping with Menotti’s 
intent, the David Aiken' Company, which 
presented Sundays performance, used only 
the interior of Amahl’s hut as a set. But this 
allows a creative use of the* entire auditorium ■ 
in the performance. The kings entered from 
the balcony, much to the awe and delight 
of the’ children seated ■ there, and the ■ 
shepherds entered from the back of the main 

- floor.
This was an effective way toj involve the 

audience'in the performance.
Amahl was played by Gian Carlo Vellu- 

tino, a very talented performer at age 11, 
who brought a light-hearted humor to the . 
role of the crippled shepherd. Rosemary 
Kuhlmann, as Amahl’s mother, was out­
standing as the worried widow trying to take 
care of her son. She provided the opera’s 
most dramatic and moving scenes when she 
tries to convince the kings that Amahl is the 
child they seek and as she struggles with 

. herself in her decision to take some of the 
king’s riches.

Richard Knoll, David Aiken, and Kevin 
Langan brought balance to the performance 
as the kings in search of the Savior. The 
chorus and dancers were drawn from local 
talent and were directed by Oliver Wagner.

The performance was sold out, but snow 
and ice kept many from attending. Those 
that made it were well rewarded for their , 
efforts.
