In a recent editorial, The Crier indicated 
that I advocate that the City of Plymouth ' 
purchase "more private parking lots and 
convert them to pay lots.”

While I recommended that this alterne- . 
tive be evaluated by the city administration, 
it is not my opinion tbis would be the best 
approach.

What I do. advocate is a common parking 
system within the Central Business District. 
That is, one that is either all pay or free. 
This can be accomplished without purchas­
ing private lots.

The conclusion of my study is that pay 
lots and private free lots in downtown Ply­
mouth compete for the parker.
