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A Wayne County Sheriffs deputy, 
apparently trying to break up a fight 
in Hines Park, was stabbed in the ab­
domen last Tuesday. \

Realizing thaf he was short $2, store 
employe Ted Byers stopped the seven 
cadets in the parking lot and asked for 
the money, said McAllister.

Charged with the stabbing was Donald 
Ray Hunter, 32,. of Plymouth, police 
report. He was arraigned in 35th District

ourt last Wednesday, charged with
assualt with attempt to murder, and re­
leased on a $3,000 bond.

One of the cadets refused, saying 
they had- already paid for the ice, McAl­
lister said.

■The incident started at McAllister’s 
. Party Store in Plymouth Township when 
cadets at the Sheriff’s.

- academy at Madonna College apparently 
failed to pay $2 for jce, said owner 
Bill McAllister.

In fact, one customer threw a punch 
at one o f  the cadets; sitting in his car, 
according to McAllister.

A cadet finally dropped $2 in the 
parking lot before leaving, said the store 
owner, but. they returned later .and 
threatened to “ tear the store apart,

using Byers’ head as a battering ram.”
After; a McAllister employe threatened 

to Calf the Michigan State Police, how­
ever, the cadets left, said McAllister. —  ~ 
- Later, though, the cadets met in 

Hines Park the party-store customers 
with whom they had argued in the park­
ing lot and a " fight ensued, said Det. 
Ed Lindberg of the sheriff’s department. 
About 20-30 persons eventually became 
involved, he said.

A deputy who reponded to the break­
up ..of the fracas, Tony Shannon, was 
allegedly stabbed by Hunter, who ap­
parently happened to be passing by at 
that time and saw a friend of his involved 
in the fight, said Lindberg,

Shannon was stabbed through the belt, 
limiting the stab, to a straight-in punc­
ture wound, said Lindberg. ‘‘This prob­
ably saved his life,” he said. ~

“It was something that was blown all 
out of proportion,” said McAllister. 
“All they had to do was pay for the ice.” 

“The cadets told me they didn’t steal 
the ice,” said Lindberg. He tentatively 
confirmed McAllister’s version of the 
incident; but added that he was still 
investigating. . “There still might be, 
more arrests, incuding the Cadets if we 
find anything.”

Hunter’s pre-trial examination is sche­
duled on July 24, 1:30 p.m., at the 35th 
District Court.

Complaining that the construction of
the projected new. nine holes is “tearing 
into the existing course,” John Jawor, 
who leases the Hilltop Golf Course from 
Plymouth Township, has filed a tempor­
ary restraining order.

The order, issued in Wayne County
Circuit .Court Thursday, prevents Ply­
mouth Township from continuing ex­
pansion work which interferes with golf­
ing on the existing nine holes.

Several weeks ago, Plymouth Town­
ship’s Board of Trustees signed up three 
contractors to work on expanding the 
course from nine to 18 holes. The town­
ship has set aside more than $350,000 
for the work, which includes grading, 
setting up irrigation systems, and seeding 
the area. Architectural pians for the ex­
pansion were drawn up this spring.

Last summer Plymouth Township pur­
chased the adjacent 33 acres of land in 
order to expand the Hilltop’s present nine 
holes into an 18diole golf course.

Jawor leases the course from Ply­
mouth Township for $35 $00 per year or 
one-half of the green fees, whichever is 
greater. Since expansion work has start­
ed, Jatjvpr said fewer golfers -have come 
to the* course, play is interrupted^ on" 
some~of the'Tairways because of heavy 
equipment-'?;,crossing the„ course, and 
golf cdtgse revenues have'decreased.

‘ ‘I’m 1 (XKper cent in favor of the town­
ship getting the golf course completed,” 
he said „ “but I should be treated as well 
as I treat, the township. They’re (the 
township) not being considerate to golf­
ers.”  .......

“Frankly, he’s blackmailing us, I

Jawor wrote a letter outlining some 
of those problems to the board of trust­
ees in June. They included: watering 
problems; no air conditioning in the 
clubhouse; the late arrival of a new 
clubhouse in June after the old club­
house had burned down last spring; 
and, malfunctioning burglar and fire
alarm systems-.

Play on the course has also been inter­
rupted because of the construction of the 
Byron Creek Sewer, said Jawor..

“But to expect to operate a business 
under the circumstances is not fair to 
the lessee. I am only tp maintain, cut, 
and fertilize' — my hands are tied,” 
Jawor’s letter said.

To settle the, dispute, Wayne County 
Circuit Court Judge Harold Hood set a 
hearing date of July 25. “We need to  
get all these problems ironed out,” said 
Jawor. “They should have been worked 
out prior to the construction.”

It shall be the duty of every owner, occupant, or person havins charge of any 
land within the City of Plymouth, Michigan, to cut.down or cause to be cut down and destroyed 
all noxious weeds described in Section 9.61, prior to the fifteenth day of May in each year and to 
again destroy same prior to the first day of August, and as often as may be necessary to prevent tamo 
from going to seed.

Section 2. This ordinance shall become operative and effective on the 21st day or July, 1980.

It shall be the duty of every owner, occupant, or person having chafge of any 
land within the City of Plymouth, Michigan, to cut/down or cause to be cut down and destroyed 
all noxious weeds described in Section 9.61, prior to the fifteenth day of May in each year and to 
again destroy same prior to the first day of August, and as often as may be necessary to prevent same 
from going to seed.

Section 2. This ordinance shal^ become operative and effective on the 21st day of July, 1980.
