4 ballot would be "finandally disastrous” 
for the Plymouth-Canton schools, said Supt. 

'John M- Hoben Monday night. ^
’< If.• vbters approve the. Tisch Proposal 
(Proposal D), the school district’s budget will 
be slashed by $15.9 million — which repre-. - 
sents about 40 per cent of the district’s 
operating budget, said Hoben. .

These estimations were made as the Ply-- 
mouth-Canton Board of Education considered 
its staric«v on the three tax propositions' on... 
the Nov. 4 general ballot in Michigan.

The school board came out in opposition 
to all three tax measures, the Smith-Bullard 
Proposal (Proposal A); the Legislative-

Executive Tax. Plan (Proposal C); and,- the 
Tisch Plan (Proposal D).

The Tisch Proposal, named after Shiawas­
see County Drain Commissioner Robert 

.Tisch, calls for assessing property at 1978 
■levels. and then reducing'the assessments to 
25 per cent of the SEV'(State'Equalized 
Value). Currently assessments are'inade by 
using 50 per cent .of the market value of 
homes. ■

In addition to an estimated 60 percen*' cut 
in local property taxes, Proposal D cads for

the state to make up xhe lost revenues to local 
governments, including schools. It also stipu­
lates that all new' or increased taxes be ap­
proved by 60 per cent of the voters.

"It’s an irresponsible proposal,” said 
Hbben ' Monday nights. Fw 
added-that if passed,' Plymouth-Canton 
schools would be drastically affected by the 
loss in revenues and would have to consider 
employe lay-offs.- .

Proposal A, the Smith-Bullard Plan, calls 
for shifting the burden of education support

from local property tax to some state tax, 
most likely-the income tax. Its purpose is to 
equalize educational opportunities for stu­
dents in districts throughout Michigan.

According to a memo, from Ray. Hoedel, 
assistant superintendent for business, in. the 
district, projected revenues would not keep 
pace with expenditures, if voters approved 
this plan;

"The district would still be required to cut 
program and services each year in order to

A review of past voting histories in Ply­
mouth Township shows that Carol A. Levitte, 
a Democratic supervisor candidate, has not 
missed an election since registering to vote 
on Jan. 28,1972. Since then, Plymouth Town­
ship voters have gone to the polls 20 times. 

Her opponent, Republican Maurice Breen,

a former, township supervisor,, has not voted 
in eight of the 41 elections held since be 
registered Sept. 29,1962.
. Breen did not'vote in elections held on 
July 9, 1963; Nov. 2, 1965; Nov. 8, 1966; 
March 25,1969; May 6, 1970; May 16, 1972; 
Sept. 4,1973; and, May 20,1980.

These voting performances were compiled 
from public-records on file at the township 
clerk's office. \
• Further reviews reveal that:

‘Incumbent Republican Gerald Law, 
a trustee candidate, h*is missed voting in 
one election since he registered to vote on 
Aug. 4.1976. JBe-.did. nnt yotconthg-Feh—

‘Republican Andy Pruner has missed one 
election out of the 16 that were held in Ply­
mouth Township since he registered to vote 
on Dec. 20,1972.

Canton politics will enter a new phase after 
the November election, now less than six 
weeks away: Trustee Robert Greenstein, 
for six years a potent, force in . township 
politics, will pass fromthe scene.

At least Greenstein, who held the super­
visor’s chair from 1974-76, will lose a seat on 
the Board of Trustees, which he has held for 
four of the last six years.

And flow that all termp on the board are 
four years, which run concurrently, it won’t 
be until 1984 that he has a chance for-re— 
election to the township’s governing body.

The flesty lawyer, known for his confront- 
tation style of politics, though, still plans to 
stay involved in towqship affairs. "I would 
like to stay active in the township, but, no, 
I’m not interested now staying involved in 
politics,” he said.

He said he would like to keep working on 
Canton’s efforts to preserve farmland, which 
has been one of his main goals for the town­
ship. Also, he is interested in zoning, zoning 
enforcement, and law enforcement.

He added that he would accept a seat on 
the Zoning Board of Appeals, if offered hy 
Supervisor Noel Culbert, who beat Green­
stein-and two other candidates in the Aug. 
5 primary. "The Zoning Board has been far 
too lenient in the past,” Greenstein said.

A'-seat on the Planning Commission, 
generally considered more influential than 
the'ZBA, does not interest him, however. 
"My forte is actiop,” he said, "and that’s 
not the Planning Commission’s forte.”

Does Greenstein have any regrets, as he 
looks back over the last six years?

A fewj he said. First, he believes the farm- 
land-preservation effort took a wrong turn 
about three or four years ago,-which led the 

. township into a bind.
A few persons like Bart Berg, a former 

planning commissioner, and former Super­
visor Harold Stein persuaded most Canton 
leaders that the landowners in farmland- 
preservation district should be compensated 
or paid for permanently restridng their 

roperty to faun uses, said-GrecBsteii
"This wasn’t necessary, particularly from 

a legal standpoint,” he said. "And now we’re 
in a comer. The economy is bad and there’s 
no money (to pav the landowners).”

Greenstein is not supporting Culbert or 
his Republican challenger, James Poole, 
for supervisor. The only two candidates 
he is actively supporting are James- Kearney, 
running for treasurer, and Trustee Stephen 
Larson, seeking to retain his seat on the 
board. ,

He added that his supporters, called in 
their heyday the Greenstein Machine, ap- 

. patently became1 complacent ’after ’many qf 
hiogoals were enacted" fldlrfl&iMddty flic Maĵ

ter Land Use Plan, passed by the board early . 
this year.

"There were about 200 people who you 
just didn’t have to ask to come out to help 
me (at election time),” he said. "But they 
were satisfied with the zoning ordinance » 
prematurely 1 might add. And I’m the kind of 
guy who is unable to ask people to come out 
and help. Before, they just did.”

Greenstein also regrets that the press and 
'’the public seemed in his eyes to pay more 
attention to his admittedly contentious 

-  style than to his abilities and4 achievements. 
"There’s a big game in politics today — and 
that’s to act so no one can criticize you,” 
he said. "If I’d conformed to the image 
required of most politicians, I’d still be in 

; office today.”
"It’s too bad personality is such .a big 

deal,” he said. "Nixon is the best example 
-of this. Results and competence are what 
should be looked at. You don’t always have to 
be polite.”

The press coverage of Canton politics* 
.especially the newspaper endorsements be­
fore the August primary, also left a bad, 
taste in his mouth, Greenstein said.

Harold Stein, defeated in his second at­

tempt to regain the supervisor’s chair, which 
he held from. 1976-78, is disillusioned 
with local politics. : •

His house is for sale, he’s out of work, 
and he’s not sure even if  he’ll stay in the 
township.

Moreover, he questions whether Canton 
citizens understand or care what’s happening 
in local government.

"Nobody cares about the issues. I laid 
it all out to them, I wrote it down, I said it 
all,” he said. "But the election’s over. I 
did the best I could. I’m not making any 
excuses. I’m content.”

For example, Stein said, he doubts whether 
the public cares about the issue of Treasurer 
James Donahue’s salary and finances. (A 
story on this appears in last week’s Crier). 
"Will anything be done? How are you going 
to build a community if nobody cares?

Stein' also believes he was . mistreated 
by the press, but refused to give any exam- 

' pies. "I don’t want to go into it,” he said.
Looking back over the past years, Stein 

said he regrets that nothing has been done to 
alleviate residents’ tax burdens. "They must 
do something to help these people live here.

They’ve got to wake up,” he said. Stein was 
chairman of Canton’s Economic Develop-' 
ment' Corporation until November, 1979, 
and worked to improve the township’s in- 

. dustrial and commercial tax base. -
The former supervisor believes the farm­

land-preservation effort is still unresolved. 
And that township politicians are putting it 
off so they won’t have to address its thorny 
issues.'

"Too much has been spent on it already 
and nothing’s been done,” said Stein. "I 
think the people spoke (when they defeated 
a four-mill proposal in 1978 to pay for the pro- 
gram).”
. As for the upcoming election, Stein said he 
supports neither Democrat Noel Culbert nor 
Republican James Poole. "I’m staying neu­
tral,” he said.

There’s, a possibility, said Stein, that he 
may not remain in Canton. He is looking for a 
smaller house, now that his children have 
moved out of his present one. Also, his car 
wash in Westland was flattened by. the sum- 

, mer storm that cut-off electricity to many 
Cantonites.

Does he prefer to stay in the township? 
-"I haven’t made up my mind;” he said. "I 
have no real plans.”

Several residents of Plymouth living on 
Church Street between Harvey and Penniman 
will petition the city for limited parking 
restrictions.

Philip K. Hazlett, chairman of a group of 
Church Street residents, listed six reasons 
for the petition.

for post office employees.” Graper added 
that no decisions have been made, and the 
matter will be investigated further before 
the next commission meeting.

After many moments, 
the phone was answered, but, after explain­
ing the situation,-1 was .told "Special Ser­
vices1” would have'to deal with my problem.

"No lines are available now. Please 
wait until one is,” I was told. After awhile,
I hung up. I decided that I needed to under­
stand everything on that computer print­
out beforeftackling the IRS.

Tax records in hand, I sought advice from 
friends and relatives. Underneath my feel­
ings of frustrations were feelings of anger.

First, I had never knowingly cheated the 
IRS out of its portion of my hard-earned

bucks. Second, I had oodles of work to do 
. during work hours and no time to unravel 

the IRS’ mistakes. Third, who needs such’ 
grief? "Not me,” I told my buddies. "I am 
a voting, law-abiding, TAX-PAYING citi­
zen trying to put in my time on this planet 
without too many uncalled-for hassles.”

. My tirades fell on deaf ears. Though 
they offered solace, sympathy, and tips on 
dealing with the feds, their pep talks couldn’t 
waylay my anger. I was outraged..

So, we started to unravel the mess. And, 
it has started to fall into place.

For openers, the IRS claims I didn’t pay’ 
■’"taxes „on slightly more than $3,500 in 1978. 

Within those wages is the bulk of the-money 
I supposedly owe them.

Holy ^ osesl My younger sister worked 
there; I didn’t. It.jelled into place when I 
remembered my 1978 tax refund check 
had been mailed to me, at my address, 
but with her Social Security number on it. I 

- had called the IRS, driven to the Ann Arbor 
office, and was issued a new check.. Funny 
how the past repeats itself.

Poor sister, though. I called.her, proceed­
ed to accuse her of filling in'the wrong 
Social Security number where, she worked 
in ’78. She claims she’s been falsely accused. 
Where does the error lie? For the sake of 
family relations, if must be in IRS com- 

.puters. '
Poor father, too. I Called him, asking for 

other explanations. He apologized profusely 
for getting all five Bartold kids their Social 
Security numbers, one right after the other.

Documentation from banks and relatives 
is on the way, they’ve all assured me. With 
counsel and support, I’ve managed. Hope­
fully, the whole mess -- minus a 3344 check 
from m e--will be sorted out soon.

Still, nagging questions resurface. I’ve 
been victimized by this ordeal; I didn’t have 
anything to do with it.

I’m left wondering. Now that my sister’s 
Social .Security number and- mine are 
switched, will I receive a computer. print­
out every September? Perhaps just to keep 
me on the straight and narrow? ’

And, are all those long-distance calls tax 
deductible? What about the gas to get. to the 
IRS office when I finally go plead my case?

It takes more than courage and 
guts to live in such a complex world. You 
need friends and relatives with plenty of 
savvy, too. Thanks. :

He failed to vote in only the May 9, 1979 
election.

Loren Bennett, another Republican hope­
ful, has missed three of eight possible 
elections. Registering to vote on June 18, 
1976 (10 days after Larson), he voted in the 
first two polls, but missed the next two, held 
on Aug. 27,1977 and again on Aug. 8, 1978. 
He also missed the May 9,1979 election.

Candidate' Duane Bordine has also gar­
nered a perfect voting record, but he 
registered to vote, on May 6 of this year. He 
voted-in the Aug. 5 election, the only elec­
tion for which he was eligible.

Democratic candidates fared equally as 
well, with four of the five hopefuls voting at 
80 percent or better.

Incumbent Carol Bodenmiller has a  per­
fect record, voting in all eight elections she 
has been eligible for .since registering in 
April, 1976. Candidate Gary Roberts has 
voted in four of a . possible five elections 
since he registered* in August, 1977. His 
only delinquency was during the May 20 
primary election this year.

Mary Dingeldey, Democratic trustee hope­

ful, easily has the longest voting record of 
all the candidates except John Flodin. Since 
Flodin is unopposed in the clerk’s race this 
November, his voting history was not 
researched.

Dingeldey,' who registered to vote in ' 
February, 1968, has missed four of a 
possible 19 elections. She didn’t vote in the 
first election she was eligible to vote in, on 
May 20, 1968; on two consecutive elections 
on Nov. 7, 1972 and Aug. 6,1974; and on the 
May 20 primary this year.

The last Democratic - candidate, Larry 
Bowerman, has missed ‘ one of a pos­
sible 11 elections he has been eligible for 
since registering to vote in May. 1974. He 
failed to vote in the May 20 primary 
this year, while voting,in every, other elec­
tion since the Aug. 6,1974 poll.
