For the first time since the early 1960s, 

Canton wiD be administered by a Republican* 
dominated Board of Trustees.

James Poole, a former Canton trustee, 
won the supervisor’s seat by 242 votes in 
an election that saw a surprising turnout 
of 17,392 voters, of a possible total of 25,794 
registered township voters -  67 per cent.

Poole is the first Republican supervisor 
in nearly 20 years, and will head a township 
board with fellow Republicans trustees 
Stephen Larson, Loren Bennett and Robert 
Padget.- Democrats Carol Bodenmiller, 
re-elected as trustee, Treasurer Maria 
Falkiewicx and Clerk- John Flodin will com­
plete the board.

Poole will replace Democrat Noel Culbert, 
the third township supervisor in a row to 
be ousted after oiily one term.

Before all the results had been~tabulated 
on election night, Culbert predicted a close 
race. "There’s still a few precinct totals out, 
but it's too doee to even call,’’he said.

Deputy Treasurer Maria FaDdewicz bested 
Repubhcaii. challenger James Kearney by 
315 votes for the treasurer’s race, losing 
five of 16 precincts. She will replace incum­
bent Treasurer James Donahue, who relin­
quished his duties earlier this year.

Clerk John Flodin ran unopposed again 
tins election, garnering the single greatest 
vote total -- 9,385.,

Robert Padget was the^ second highest 
voter-getter bringing in a total of 9,014 bal­
lots. He will serve with incumbent Stephen

Democrat Mary Dirigeldey likewise failed 
to garner enough votes, although she placed 
strongly, in several precincts. She was sixth 
in the vote total, with 6,298 ballots.

■* Democrats Larry Bowerman and Gary 
Roberts,-who both had tried before, com­
pleted the voting picture, gathering 6,195 
votes and 5,769 votes, respectively.

In the trustee race, Lynch drew the highest 
number of votes. 7,077, followed by Law with 
7,062, Fidge with 6,313, Pruner with 6,138 
.Skinner with 3,509 and Downes with 2,688.

A former Plymouth Township supervisor 
Jrom_19?(h?2, .Breen is .currently, a .member.. 
of the Board of Trustees. He upset incum­
bent Supervisor Thomas Notebaert in the 
. Aug. 5 primary by 170 votes.

■ Although obviously pleased with yes­
terday’s victory, Breen said last night he 
campaigned hard "to remind voters that 
there was an election in November (after 
August’s primary).”

Breen, along with other Republican' 
victors, gathered at Plymouth's GOP head­
quarters last night to. tally their precinct- 
by-precinct totals. It was a victory party.from 
start to finish as the Republicans swept

races from'the township level to the presi­
dency.

During the celebration, Breen talked about 
Plymouth Township’s .future. He favors 
a strong administration at Plymouth Town­
ship Hall, a proposal he will discuss after 
-the newly-elected board is sworn in Nov. 20. 
. The board will serve for four-year terms.

He hopes to establish a "congruous 
relationship”  between township admini­
strators and trustees and "maintain a good 
working relationship.”

Democrat O’Reilly held an edge in Monroe 
and Washtenaw counties, but huge Pursell 
margins in Plymouth, Plymouth Township, 
and Livonia provided victory for the incum­
bent. . .

A Plymouth Township resident, Pursell 
earned his third term in Congress. He was 
first elected in 1976.

Incomplete totals, with about one-half 
tKe .vote recorded early, this morning, showed 
Pursell with 46,578 votes to O’Reilly’s 37,154.

A check of key precincts by Pursell’s 
campaign staff indicated similar results.

■ These results gave Pursell about 58 per cent 
of the vote.
. O’Reilly campaigned hard for consumer 
rights, aiming to appeal to the student 
vote iat the University of Michigan and 
Eastern Michigan University.

The suburbs in Wayne County, though, 
stuck solidly with Pursell, giving him the 
victory.

Long lines and complicated ballots made 
an experience out of exercising the right to 
vote in the Plymouth-Canton Community 
Tuesday.

The award for patience goes to Jim Lulek, 
of Arlington in Canton, who finally voted 
at 10:50 p.m. after waiting three hours in 
line at Canton’s Pet. 7 at Salem High School. 
He was the last voter there.

As if that wait weren’t bad enough, Lulek 
had gone to vote at 8:45 a.m., waited half an 
hour and gave up because he was afraid 
he’d be too late for work.

Long lines were not the only problems 
faced though.

One man in Plymouth, was seen kneeling 
in the voting booth trying to read the lowest 
ballot items.

On two separate occasions, City of Ply­
mouth voters complained of delays and con­

fusion caused by misnumbering of voter ap­
plication slips. Another complaint centered 
on voting.machine levers slipping down on 
ballot proposals becaue they .were loose.
. There were good points too.

About noon at Pet. 4 in Plymouth, the

U.S. Congressman William Ford apparent­
ly swamped Republican challenger Gerald 
Carlson in Michigan’s 15th District, which 
includes all of Canton Township.

Unofficial' and incomplete* results showed 
Ford piling up about a 2-1 edge over Carlson, 
an avowed white supremacist.

machine, Without, hesitation,, poll worker 
Mary Lindsay took the baby and rocked it 
in her arms while the mother went through 
the ballot behind the curtains.

A f t e r  h ig h -s p e e d  c h a s e , 

P r u n e r  f in d s  i t  h a r d  to  r e la x

Sheriff’s Deputy Andy Pruner will be 
content never to fire his service pistol again. 
And for that matter, he’d just as soon never 
chase an armed and dangerous man at speeds' 
up to 100 miles per hour, either.

Pruner was still shook and on edge Satur­
day after courageously stopping a murder 
suspect who led police on a two-county,

. 20-minute chase last Monday.
After emptying his pistol at Larry -Adams, 

38, of Wayne, Pruner rammed the suspect’s 
pick-up truck with his patrol car, forcing 
Adams off the road. This enabled police to 
surround, fatally wound, and capture him.

A Plymouth Township resident, Pruner 
was recommended for a departmental 
citation for his "professionalism, bravery, 
and maturity.”

While he appreciates this recognition, 
Pruner said he values more a less-formal 
honor: a "Congratulations” card signed by 
about 20 of his fellow Wayne County officers.

During the chase, which ended on U.S.- 
23 and started in the City of Wayne, Adams 
fired his shotgun at pursuing police officers. 
"His gun looked like Big Bertha,” said 
Pruner. "I was ' simply thinking, ’How 
could I stay alive?” ’

"Somewhere in my head I retained the 
training I had in pursuit training,” he said. 
"This, plus the safety equipment, seat 
belts and helmet, saved me.”

The image of the shotgun, which Adams 
"lowered like a railroad crossing gate” back 
at chasing police, said Pruner, still haunts 
the 41-year-old officer. He has had trouble 
sleeping at night and relaxing during the day, 
he said.

"I’m very thankful to the dose friends and 
neighbors who have helped me go through 
the adjustment,” Pruner said. "They’ve

helped by just being there and listening.
The shots fired from his .38-caliber pis­

tol were the first of his 10-year police career. 
"If I never shoot it again it will be too soon,” 
he said. "I’ve had enough excitement for 
the next 11 years until I retire.”

The brush with death, though, has given 
him a keener appreciation of even the most 
common experience. "I don’t care if it’s 
raining or sleeting, every day is beautiful,” 
he said. "I enjoy feeling the cold wind. 
I even like stubbing my toes. That’s <the 
honest-to-God truth.”

Considering that an innocent man was 
killed in a different high-speed police chase 
earlier last month, was the Adams chase 
necessary? Primer said "yes.”
- Adams was extremely dangerous and was 
firing his gun on the open road, he said. 
"We couldn’t take the chance that he’d 
just run out of gas. And we used extreme 
caution not to draw gunfire on Ford Road 
(in Canton).”

High-speed chases are a "necessary evil,” 
he said. "Police officers don’t relish them. 
They’re dangerous for us, too.”

A state law governing when authorities 
can detain disturbed people like Adams 
has also been questioned. Unless they com­
mit an act of violence, mentally ill persons 
can’t be held against their will, according to 
the law.

"The law is designed to prevent people 
from arbitrarily putting other people away,” 
said Pruner. "Often the patient had ho 

■ recourse.’’
While there were abuses under the old 

regulations, Pruner believes the pendulum 
has swung top far the other way under the 
new law. "With minor^changes in the law 
it could be a lot better,” he Said; "There 
should be some way to intervene.”

A $1.9 million budget was Okd by the Ply­
mouth Township Board of Trustees-last Wed­
nesday night. The 1981 budget repre­
sents a 17 per cent increase over the 
$1,675,160 budget approved by trustees 
last year.

Trustees aim to balance the budget by 
keeping revenues equal with expenditures 
in 1981, a task they will have accomplished 
by the end of 1980 -  if their revenue esti­
mates are accurate through the end of the 
year.

Anticipated revenues in 1981 include. 
$700,000 in state revenue sharing funds, 
representing nearly one-third of the town­
ship’s total revenues.

Township officials, however, were await- 
* ing the outcome of Proposal D — the Tisch 

Tax Plan — in yesterday’s election before 
voicing certainty about receiving expected 
revenue from the state. "We’ll just have to 
wait and see if Tisch passes,” said Clerk 
Esther Hulsing, adding.that the township 
expected;,to lose thousands of dollars in 
revenue if Tisch is approved.

Under revenue from property taxes, the 
township is expecting a decline. The 1980 
actual receipts are estimated at $945,099 
while the 1981 anticipated receipts are 
$800,000. Although the SEV (State Equalized

Canton trustees adopted police, fire and 
general fund budgets, totalling $6.7 mil­
lion, last Tuesday night. The board expected 
to break even on each, according to Mike 
Gorman, Canton’s finance director.

During public hearings on all three bud­
gets, held simultaneously - at the board 
of trustees meeting, . Gorman explained 
the township’s overall 1981 budget included 
a $700,000 surplus.

Under the general fund, revenues, of 
$3,931,709 are expected from taxes, licenses, 
intergovernmental revenues, and charges. 
for services and other revenues.

Although geneal fund revenues from taxes 
decreased due to a 0.61 mill rollback, inter- 

. governmental revenues increased . from 
$666,000 on the estimated 1980 budget, 
to $1,608,800 for the projected 1981 budget. 
Most of the increase resulted from an added 
$1 million in expected sales tax revenues 
for 1981.

Expenditures from the general fund for 
1981 increased most dramatically, in the 
areas of township .supervisor and public 
works. Supervisor Noel Culbert said an added 
$56,220 for bis office operation includes ex­
penses for hiring an industrial coordinator, 
including salary and conference and seminar 
fees. More public works funds were budgeted 
due to projected engineering fees for a 
recently implemented grading complaint 
policy, according to Gorman.

In addition, $250,000 has been earmarked

for farmland preservation from the general 
fund, by resolution of the board.

Expenditures from the 35th District Court 
are also expected to rise approximately 
$50,000. However, revenues from the court 
have steadily dropped through 1980. .From 
an initial 1980 budget figure of $384,000, 
estimated revenues from court fines are pro-' 
jected at $338,000 through.the end of the 
year, reported Gorman,

Expenditures for law enforcement and 
other protection were eliminated from thej 
general fund for 1981, due to the phase-out 
of constable and civil defense fees. Library 
expenditures were also dropped because 
contractual services with Wayne County 
were, eliminated. Canton recently opened 
its own library in township hall.

Total general fund expenditures for 1981 
are expected to drop $20,000, according to 
budget estimates, and will exactly match 
projected revenues.

Police Department revenues are expected 
to rise by approximately $200,000, mainly 
due to a sharp increase in tax funding. The 
tax revenues, however, also offset, a $95,000 
reduction in hinds from contributions and 
other areas.
* Expenditures in the police department 
rose mainly from salary increases. Earlier 
in October, board members approved promo­
tions to corporal' for five patrolmen. Fringe 
benefits for policemen, including insurance 
costs and pension contributions, were also 
increased;

Budgeted miscellaneous costs also rose, 
mainly due to repair and maintenance costs 
and a dramatic increase in gasoline expendi­
tures. The 1981 budget will-set aside $75,000 
or transportation costs, in contrast to. $44,000 
budgeted last year.

Police Department expenditures also match 
expected revenues of $1,448,000.

Canton’s Fire Department posted a large 
increase in its revenues from an administrS.- 
tive shift of 2 mills of funding to the depart­
ment budget from the general fund. Interest 
on investments from the funding shift also 
add $25,000 to departmental revenues. .
. However, there will be no funding for 1981 . 
from unused revenues of the previous year, 
as had been the case in 1960.

Salary expenditures will increase by 
$13,000 in 1961 to provide funding for a 
clerical position in the department.

Another significant expense budgeted 
for 1981 is $70,000 for capital outlay of land 
and building costs for a new fire station.

For those who read my column recently on my scuffle with the Internal Revenue . 

Service, you’ll be glad to know that 1 received their reply Friday and the terse com­
ment: "Send this amount to IRS -- $10.”

This represents a clear-cut victory for me. Originally, the IRS said I owed them 
• 1344..

Most of the money I allegedly owed them was due to a mix-up between my younger 
sister’s Social Security number and minei

In addition, there were three other errors — two of them made by the IRS and the 
third made by.me. " J .
. I’ve learned one lesson from the ordeal: Whenever you transfer money from one 

: bank to another — even if you believe that the money is being transferred to a branch 
of the original bank — make sure you give the banks your forwarding address. That 
was my error*and the reason I owe them $10 now.

I had thought the interest was included in the statement I got from the first bank 
and included in my 1978 tax return I’ was a minuscule amount though, and actually, 
the IRS has figured I only owe them $9. The extra buck was charged for interest.

Although the documentation took days to compile, the result made the fight well 
worth it. I’m glad I did it. There’s nothing like beating the federal bureaucracy.

It’s just swell.

Complaints about high taxes and our over­
reaching government have been a dime-a- 
dozen in the recent political campaign 
dominated by Tisch and Ronald Reagan.

Much of this anti-government bias is 
justified. But have you noticed that the com- 
plainers bad: their beliefs with such things 
as "Those damn politicians,” and "We’ll 
show them who’s boss.” These are hardly 
sophisticated examinations of the problem 
of big government. It seems that symbols 
and vague feelings of government .waste 
produce more citizen ire than solid examples 
of mismanagement. The alleged use of state 
money to help fight the Tisch amendment, 
for example, raised more hackles than other 
far more expensive government boondoggles.

Well, I’in not immune from such anti- 
bureaucratic feelings. And I’d like to add 
another example to the list, another small 
but iinporant symbol of irritating govern­
mental flim-flam.

The three elected administrators in Canton 
and Plymouth townships are eligible for pen­
sions after working only 20 months. This 
means, for example, that when Canton 
Treasurer Jim Donahue leaves office this 
month, he’ll be able to collect when he retires 
more than 82,000 of pension money. Sixty- 
seven per cent of this will be contributed

from township funds, while the rest is totalled 
from his paychecks. ■ ■

A pension fund this liberal defeats the pur­
pose of pensions in general. They are sup­
posed to help workers prepare for retire­
ment and reward them for staying with the 
employer, to reduce turnover and increase 
efficiency.

This is a rip-off, plain and simple. A two- 
year elected official shouldn’t be able to walk 
off with this kind of pension money.

After this election, the administrators 
in the townships will all have four-year 
terms..So presumably they will put in four 
years before they collect. But with the 20- 
month eligibility period, might they be en­
couraged not even to fill out their terms? 
They could quit half-way through and still 
collect a nice bundle of tax money.

It’s these sort of things that tick off tax­
payers, for good reason. Add upi. these in­
justices and you have fertile soil for the 
Tisch Amendment, no matter the necessary 
and valuable services govemment\in general 
provides.

Politicians in Washington (Abscam, 
Watergate, etc.) and elsewhere can make 
only so many withdrawals from the citizens’ 
bank of goodwill. When the fund is gone, 
we end up with things like Tisch, a cure far 
worse than the disease it hopes to remedy.

After approving a zoning text amendment 
on theater seating capacities, Canton trus­
tees gave site plan approval last Tuesday 
for a multi-use recreational center to be 
located at Ford and Haggerty roads.

Flans for the center had been repeatedly 
stalled due to the township’s-former seating 
capacity ordinance, which did not include ' 
multi-screen theaters.

After examination by the township. Plan­
ning Commission, the new regulation. was 
recommended, seating capacities of 750 
seats for single-screen theaters, in average

of 400 seats for two-screen theaters, an 
average of350 seats for three-screen theaters 
and an average of 325 seats for theaters of 
four screens or more. The new regulation 
also specifies a minimum capacity of 250
seats per screen-in a multi-screen theater. .

After approving the new regulation, trus­
tees granted site plan approval for. the 
recreational center. Ned Apigian, architect 
of the project, said construction, "will hope­
fully begin in 1981.” The center incorporates 
a bowling alley, racquetball courts and day 
care center in addition to a multi-screen 
theater.

Will Canton OK new park?

Even though plans for construction of a 
park are yet incomplete, several Canton resi­
dents objected to the idea at last Tuesday 
night’s Board of Trustees meeting. A 40- 
acre parcel bordering Ann Arbor and Napier 
roads has been proposed for the park’s loca­
tion.

The park would be used for winter recrea- 
—tiou—such—as—toboganning,—sledding— and- 

snowmobiling, according to Mike Gouin, 
director of Canton’s Parks and Recreation - 
Department.

Residents of the nearby Pilgrim Hills sub­
division, however, complained the park would 
attract youngsters and create disturbances 
in their neighborhoods.

Recently, the Department of Natural 
Resources approved a federal grant to 
provide Canton with about half the funds 
needed for the park. Canton’s Recreation 
Advisory Committee recommended the site 
for the park.

"It’s the only place where we could put 
toboggan and sled runs in the community.”

Nadia Marks, a member of Canton North­
west Homeowners’ Association disagrees 
with the park’s location. "This area doesn’t 
need a park.”

She said her neighbors ’ are concerned 
about potential snowmobile.hoise and other 
problems that a park could bring to the 

-areffrOtherTesidents'fltated'theirobjeeiionsr 
citing the need to further develop existing 
parks.

Terry Carroll, Canton’s grants coordinator, 
explained plans for establishment of a park 
are still incomplete.
