Ross’s 5-5 a t the . free throw line, plus Sobkow’s four points 
and Moore’s three-point play helped Salem maintain a healthy 
margin in the second quarter. The Rocks led 15-12, 20-14, 26-18, 
and 28-22 at the intermission.

The Trojans depended too much on the long shot and were 
weak on the offensive boards, but Gwen Browner had eight 
points in the period.

Merrifield started the Rocks’ third quarter with two baskets.

Canton’s ordinance officers will no longer 

carry guns on duty. ,
That was the decision of township trustees, 

last Tuesday night when they voted to rescind 
the policy, by a narrow margin of 4-3. Trus­
tees Carol Bodenmiller, Maria Falkiewicz 
and Stephen Larson dissented on the vote, 
called on a motion by Trustee RobertPad get.

Bodenmiller led the argument against 
rescinding the policy, saying, "This is a 
major decision which should have supporting 
documents. There are non here. I would like 
to see a justification for this, not .just as a 
fulfillment of campaign promises.”

Padget responded, "The issue has been 
debated for the last six months. Everyone 
has had ample timje to review it.” Supervisor 
James Poole added, "Any board member 
can make a motion. You don’t need documen­
tation for a motion.”

Bruce Phillips, township Ordinance 
Department director, said, ".No one con­

tacted me about the issue. I had talked 
with Bob Padget for a few minutes.’-’

Larson agreed, saying, "Bruce is cor­
rect -- it has not been fully'debated. This 
board should see reports and training docu- 

■ iments.”
A motion to table the issue until January 

- was then introduced, but failed, 4-3.
B.odenmiller raised questions of liability, 

insurance and training in regard to ordinance 
officers 'carrying guns; Phillips replied 

. -no additional liability or insurance was 
[needed, and that many of the officers had 
equal or superior weapons training than some 

■ police officers.
Phillips also detailed many of the poten- 

tially dangerous activities his department 
/- has been, involved with", including "tiftests, 
£ closing down illegal businesses and ven- 
' turing into locations where there were 

armed persons.
Many ordinance officers including him­

self, Phillips said, have also been subjected

to personal threats and property damage.
Fred Baker, an ordinance enforcement ’ 

officer, added members of the ordinance 
department have limited contact with police . 
officers while on the job. He said car radios 
are only suitable for contacting. Township 
Hall, and when enforcement officers leave 
their cars,, there is no radio contact at all in 
case of an emergency. ”1 hope the board will 
look at our situation,” he said.

Lloyd-Young, also an enforcement officer, 
stressed that potentially life-threatening 
situations most often stem from seemingly 
ordinary coses. He cited a Federal Bureau 
of Investigation statistic which estimated 
from 80 to 90 per cent of all law enforcement 

--officers are killed in incidents involving 
minor complaints such as family squabbles. 
"Weapons are only used for self-protec­
tion,” he explained.

Padget disputed the issue of life-threaten­
ing situations, saying guns magnify or create 
such situations. He again expressed his

belief that the presence of weapons invites 
their use, saying he didn’t want the town­
ship "to return to the days of the Old West.” 
Padget also explained law enforcement 
officers killed at family disputes "had guns -- 
they didn’t help.” Padget concluded by say­
ing, "the more guns there are, the more 
likelihood there is of a tragic occurrence 
happening.”

Larson said many of Padget’s points had 
merit, but hat ordinance officers were 
charged with enforcing rules of the town­
ship. "We can’t ask these people to enforce 
rules and not protect them if they demon­
strate they use that protection wisely.”

Asked what the duties of his department 
were, Phillips replied his officers enforce 
ordinances; including zoning, building code 
and general ordinances. He added his depart­
ment "has no authority to make a person do 

’ anything -  we ask for cooperation. If we 
can’t get cooperation, we issue a . citation 
or go through Circuit Court.”

Asked why enforcement officers should 
then carry guns, -Phillips again stated his 
position that many such situations are poten­
tially dangerous.

Larry Bowerman, an attorney, disagreed 
with the issue of legal liability: He said the 
potential for liability in the event of an 
ordinance officer killing a resident is very 
great, "and the taxpayers will cover the ex­
pense (of a settlement). I do not feel the area 
of enforcement with occasional situations 
of somebody being mad outweighs the poten­
tial harm.”

After the final vote, Phillips commented, 
"I’m sure the board gave a lot of considera­
tion to the issue, and this department will, 
of course, abide by its decision. One of the 
board members came up to me and hoped 
there were no hard feelings, and I can say 
that there are definitely no hard feelings 
on anyone’s part.”

The state Boundary Commission will hold an ad­

judicative meeting Thursday, Dec. 11 to rule on the suf­
ficiency of a petition asking. for the incorporation 
of Plymouth Township into a home-rule city.

Filed in 1977, the petition was filed 'a |  a political 
maneuver to. block annexation attempts by the City of

In 1974, the city filed three petitions to annex the 
Hillside Inn property, Burroughs parking-lot, and all 
of Plymouth Township. In January, a- circuit court 
judge ruled that the Burroughs lot would ;remain part 
of Plymouth Township. Following that decision, the 
city ' dropped its annexation drive and', the petition 
for the Hillside Inn property was ruled inactive.

These actions paved the way for the Boundary 
Commission to rule on Ihe township’s petition seeking 
to incorporate into a home-rule city, to be called Fly-
mouth Place. ,

The Dec. 11 meeting will be called to ask the com­

mission to review the legal description of the property 
included in the petition. According to James Hyde, 
executive secretary of the state Boundary Commis­
sion, the petition-seeking to incorporate into a home- 
rule city includes the same boundaries as the town­
ship’s current boundaries.-

"I have nô  idea how the commission will rule,” 
H y d ig r >Tf h a v e  n o  idea whether anyone stiU'wahts 

incorporation (considering that the city dropped its 
annexation drive months ago).”

After the adjudicative meeting on legal sufficiency 
is held, two other meetings will be held before the 
question is finally decided by the commission. I f  the 
petition is properly prepared .-and the legal .descrip­
tions’are correct — which will be decided at the Dec. .. 
11 meeting -  then, a public hearing will be held 
on the question in Plymouth Township.

By iaw, the hearing must be held in the place where 
the ruling will effect-, said Hyde.

After the public hearing, an adjudicative meeting 
will be held to rule on the question of incorporation

into a home-rule city.- Then, the state Boundary Com­
mission can: deny the request; approve, it; or adjust 
the boundaries and approve it, said Hyde.

If the Boundary Commission approves it, then five 
per cent of the residents can call for a vote on the 
question of incorporation. By calling for a vote, usually 
the residents seek to override the commission’s ruling, 
said Hyde." \

However if the home-rule city is approved~their*a 
charter commission is elected and it has two years 
and two attempts to get a charter OKd by a vote 
of the residents, said Hyde.

"The whole process could run from three-to-five 
years,”  he added. .

What will be the outcome of the petition? " I ’ve 
felt we’d never do anything other than stay a charter 
township,”  said Supervisor Maurice Breen. "The v 
residents have said they prefer it.”

Of all the options facing Canton for opera­

tion of its court, hone makes as much sense 
as joining in the unified 35th District Court 
facility.

While ■ the need for Canton identity is 
strong, the overall benefit from joining 
a unified court operation outweighs the min­
imal amount of identity received from hold­
ing its own court:

In these days of belt tightening for tax­
payers, any significant economies which can 
be effected by governmental units must be 
given foremost consideration.

There are four options open to the new 
Canton Board of Trustees to provide for the 
administration of justice for the community. 
(See the comparison between the options.)

The first option is to join with the Ply­
mouth, Plymouth Township, Northville 
and Northville Township in the unified court 
district.

The' advantages of this move occur 
mainly in decreased costs of maintaining 
the court. As it stands, three sets of court 
facilities have to be .maintained, versus 
one set if the court is unified.

The most obvious example of waste in the 
present three facilities, according to 35th 
District Court Judge James Garbhr, is the 
monthly phone bill -- presently every call 
from the Northville court to the Canton 
facility creates a long-distance charge. 
Three separate phone systems must.also now 
be maintained.

Other cost savers in a unified court would 
come from reductions in stationery and other 
office supplies, banking arrangements and 
transportation costs as well as actual build­
ing maintenance.

In other words, most of the overhead would 
be eliminated by maintaining 'one court 
facility instead of three. Garber says he 

. anticipates a cut of almost $100,000 in costs 
with a unified court.
: In addition, a legal consideration is evi­
dent. Bylaw, each Class 3 court facility mast 
indnde a civil branch as well as a criminal 
branch. Presently, the 35th District Co nit 
does not maintain a civil branch in any loca­
tion, and is now in violation of the law by do­
ing so.

If the conrt were to comply with the law, 
it woald probably be necessary to hire more 
personnel to staff the b rand  in each of the 
three locations, according to Garber. A uni­
fied location woald not precipitate hiring 
any new persoannel, although the civil 
branch woald be offered.

The second option is to maintain a 
separate court in Canton, while the other four 
municipalities unite in the Plymouth location.

Canton’s court would then probably be 
run as a satellite court, says Garber, and a 
judge would sit on the bend approximately 
once a week. More clerks would have to

be hired to staff the court, however, at a 
significant cost. Garber estimates at least 
$52,000 plus fringes would be needed to 
merely complete staffing requirements.

Present staffing could not be adjusted to 
maintain a separate Canton Facility, .says 
Garber. In fact, according to Court Admini­
strator George Wiland, "We’re now losing 
ground in our clerical work.” Garber says 
overtime costs have increased from, a bud­
geted amount of $3,000 to present costs 
of more than $12,000. • It presently costs 
approximately $13,000 per employe to staff 
the court.

Under this option, Canton would still be 
required by statute "to maintain adequate 
facilities” including jury facilities, library 
and judges chambers. Now, Canton only 
pays its share of the<total costs involved in 
muntaming three facilities.

If it were to retain its own court after 
unification,'the township would pay the full 
cost of its own facility, plus a share of the 
unified court -- although Garber admits 
he is unsure how that share would be deter­
mined. It could be as mud as 21 per cent 
of the estimated $180,000 per year it will 
take to run the unified court.

Therefore, Canton would be paying for 
a court and then some, with no increas in 
revenues.

A third option involves petitioning the state 
legislature to create a separate court dis* 
trict.

Canton would be freed from paying a share 
of the unified facility, hut would not escape 
the costs of maintaining its own facility. 
Garber estimates costs of maintaining
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and staffing such a court would cost upwards 
of $100,000 per year.

A new ’ court administrator would have 
to be hired as well as support staff. In the 
event the court needed expansion, new fac­
ilities would have to be either renovated 
from existing space in Canton Township 
Hall, or the township would be faced with 
building another facility .

On the other hand, Garber says, "Unless 
there is an absolutely unforeseen jump 
(in court cases), the new building (in Ply­
mouth) will hold us until at least the year 
2000.” And Canton would only pay a por­
tion of its cost..

The final option would be for a court 
to sit in the township, ; as it is required by 
law to do unless mutually agreed otherwise, 
but not actually conduct most court proceed­
ings there.

Canton would not, then, be required to pro­
vide court facilities. Although a court would 
sit in the township, the actual lega^proceed-. 
ings would not have to be held there. By 
law, only the preliminary examination is 
required to be held within the geographical - 
area where the offense occurred.

Therefore, Canton would not be required - 
to provide the facility or staffing for the court; 
— all that could still be accomplished in Ply­
mouth.

However, Canton’s share of court revenues 
would be completely eliminated, since by 
law revenues from all ordinance fines are 
returned to the municipality where the case 
is tried.

Canton would still also be responsible for 
its share of maintaining the entire court, 
with no revenues to offset the cost.
. "We wouldn’t do that, because it isn’t 
fair,” explains Garber, "but it’s theoretically 
possible.”

Canton administrators must examine the 
options and decide which to choose — many 
of the arguments for staying out of the uni.' 

-fied-court-are -validbut- the sheer weight- 
of the financial burden such a move would 
create would ultimately rest with the tax­
payers.

Canton’s new Board of Trustees was 
elected largely on a platform of fiscal respon­
sibility. It seems any other move than to 
join the unified court would contradict Can- 
ton’s need for a solid financial position, 
and create more money problems than would 
be offset by any benefit of identity with 
a separate court.

The'proposal to join the consolidate court 
is the best one for now. In the future, Canton 
could decide its own court would be the best

way to go and it could drop out of the unified 
facility. That option always remains.

If Canton joined the unified court, it would 
not be a case of "the tail wagging the dog.” 
It would be the only smart move, money-wise 
and administration-wise. '  . .

EDITOR:
A couple weeks ago I saw the "60 

Minutes" television show on police chases, 
and how it often causes injury to uninvolved 
citizens. I saw the editorials in our local 
papers with opinions on what the police 
should do. I became, more curious on what 
police really do, and this past weekend I 
received the opportunity to ride with some 
State Troopers.

This occured on the afternoon of Satur­
day, Nov. 15. The troopers were Vicki Moreau 
and Greg Bristol, who work at the Northville 
Post. Their assigned patrol area was Ply­
mouth and Canton townships.

I wasn't quite sure what, to expect, but 
what happened .was something I never would 
have imagined. The first few hours were very 
routine (so I was told). It involved stopping 
speeders, car assists, and. follow-up investi­
gation on a breaking-and-entering complaint.

This routine changed when we were dis­
patched to assist another patrol car involved 
in a chase. The fleeing driver was driving the 
wrong way on 1-275, cutting the median, 
and eventually getting away from them neat 
Ann Arbor Road. Moreau saw this car near 
Six Mile and Haggerty roads. She attempted 
to stop the vehicle with lights and siren, 
but the vehicle again fled driving: the wrong 
way on 1-275.

The next 10 minutes are the most terrify­
ing,-yet enlightening minutes of my life. 
In approximately five miles the fleeing driver 
drove the wrong ways on all major roads 
and ramps we traveled.

Often he drove 'sideways down roads, 
through medians, over poles, through fences, 
numerous fields, and often directly head on 
at other vehicles including ours. He even 
drove along the 1-275 bike path next to 
Schoolcraft College in Livonia..
. I can’t believe how close I and a countless 

number of other citizens came to being 
seriously injured if not killed that night. 
This crazy driver showed total disregard 
for everyone’s lives, both prior to and during 
the chase.

The question is asked, "Should these 
Troopers have continued the pursuit?” 
In my opinion, the troopers presence no 
doubt saved many lives." Moreau’s excep­
tional driving skills and quick .thinking, 
saved all our Uvea.

Bristol should also be commended on the 
fine job he did by shooting two of the fleeing 
car’s tires out, and eventually bringing 
that vehicle to a stop. Granted these troopers 
are trained and expected to act in this type 
of a situation, but the sad part is when 
they do react, they receive nothing but

criticism. They had .nothing to gain,' but 
their lives to lose.

Bristol is one of the troopers soon to be 
laid off by Governor Milliken in January. 
In fact, the Northville Post may lose up to 
15 troopers. This terrifies me after what I 
experienced last Saturday night.

The Governor laid-off 80 troopers a couple 
of months ago and said that no more would 
be cut. Now he is going to lay off more than 
100 more, and we the citizens of Michigan 
are the ones who are going to be left un­
protected.

When police officers do exceptional work 
that saves livfes, they: should be supported 
by the public they serve. I am urging other 
citizens who saw this incident, or any other 
incident involving exceptional police work, 
to come forth and let their supervisors 
know what an excellent job they are doing. 
These police officers need our support!

Students at Canton and Salem high schools 
will find it easier to stay in class, under a new 
attendance policy passed bv the Plymouth- 
Canton Board of Education recently.

The new policy lets school administrators 
use their judgment on whether to withdraw 
from class students who are habitually 
absent or tardy.

Under the present rules, a student who 
earns eight unexcused absences is auto­
matically withdrawn from his class and placed 
in study hall.

A student with eight unexcused absences 
now, tinder the new policy," will be per­
mitted to complete his course if one of the 
following conditions apply:

1. The pending withdrawal comes during 
the final four weeks of the semester.

2. Fifty per cent of the unexcused absences 
are a result of tardies.

3. The student is doing passing work and 
can earn credit for the clpss.

If the student’s area coordinator decides 
that he qualifies to complete the course, 
he will still be taken Out of class.'But the 
students will be able to finish the course 
work m a special after-school supervised 
study hall.

"The policy allows the administration 
more flexibility,” said Mike Homes, assistant 
superintendent for instruction. "The intent 
is to keep kids in school, not keep them 
out.”

The current rules say three tardies equal 
one unexcused absence. '■

Repairs begun
Repairs are again underway to bring the 

Old Village Inn back within compliance 
with state building codes.

According to Plymouth’s chief building 
inspector, Edgar Talbot, a follow-up inspec­
tion was recently made to check on progress 

. of the building’s repairs. Last month, the 
Inn (formerly the Hotel Nelson) was cited 
for nearly 40 violations of state codes.

"He (owner Eugene LeBlanc) is doing 
the work, and cooperating. The sanitary 
parts are taken care of -  plumbing leaks 
are fixed, the hot water heater has been 
fixed, the buildidg has been fumigated and 
the atrip cleaned.”

On Sunday, Dec. 7, the Plymouth Sym­

phony presents the most popular choral work, 
Handel’s "Messiah.” The Christmas por­
tion will. be performed as a sing-a-long. 
The entire audience will be divided into sec­
tions to form a chorus and specially audi­
tioned soloists will be on stage to fill in solo 
roles. Persons who wish to listen are Wel­
come, too. .. t

Soloists- were selected by Conductor 
Johan van- der Menve from among 27 sin­
gers who auditioned.'

Though all professionals, the soloists 
are volunteering their services to contribute 
to the celebration. Diane Aron Calhoun, 
soprano 'is a Plymouth voice and piano 
teacher; Betty Madis, Alto has sung with 
the Robert Shaw Chorale for two years 
and is currently teaching music in the Livonia 
Public Schools; William Somers, Tenor 
has bene a paid church soloist for many 
years in the Fort Wayne area; and Russell 
Beck, Bass, a Cantonite, has been singing 
major roles in shows and oratorios for some 
years and was associated briefly with the 
'Michigan Opera Theatre.

The concert is expected to be a'community 
celebration wherein persons who have not 
been able to sing this work for years will' 
join together in the excitement of the season.

It is not a myth that Handel wrote his 
"Messiah” in. just over two weeks. Anybody 
looking, at the manuscript can see how fast

and impatiently the ideas were put on paper.
Handel did not bother to erase. He 

scratched or blotted out. Rapidly making 
gouges in the paper, he sometimes neglected 
to put stems on notes. The manuscript 
reveals a composer who wrote an enormous 
work just as it came from his brain, as fast 
as he could write it down.

Even though it soon became a very popur 
lar work, Handel could not have predicted 
its present popularity. It was assailed by the 
clergy. Many thought it to be sacrilegious. 
Other clerics and pious, listeners thought 
that sacred oratorios should not be presented 
in such sinful surroundings as theaters.

Nor would'Handel have been accustomed 
to the size of such musical forces. A typical 
performance would have, included a very 
small orchestra .with a chorus seldom num­
bering more than a dozen. Not to worry. 
Handel did like a big sound and would en­
thusiastically gather as many musicians 

■ as he could.
In-spite of intense local interest, the work 

is apparently not performed widely in this 
manner throughout the country.

Ann Arbor and Detroit have been hosting 
Such celebrations for years, aS has San 
Francisco. It is believed that the first such 
performance occurred-under Robert Shaw’s 
direction in 1975 as part of the Cincinnati 
May Festival.

With regard to clerical support, times 
have changed. Two areg churches have al­
ready declared this concert the opening 
of their Christmas season. Tickets are al­
ready in short supply. Concert goers may 
want to search their attics or borrow a 'Mes­
siah” from their church choir director. Only 
a limited number of scores will be avail­
able for sale at the door ($4.25.).

It is not certain if tickets will be avail­
able at the door but the box office will open 
at 3:50 p.m. Advance sale tickets may be 
purchased in Plymouth at Beitner Jewelry 
on Ann Arbor Trail, Plymouth Book Wdrld 
on Forest Street and Heide’s Flowers, Ann 
Arbor Trail at Harvey.

In Canton, tickets are. available at Har­
vard Square shopping center and at Arnoldt 
Williams Music on Canton Center near Ford.'

Cost of tickets is 54 for adults and 52 
for senior citizens and full-time college stu- . 
dents. Students, kindergarten through 12th 
grade, are admitted free. A Girl Scout 
troop will provide babysitting for pre­
schoolers during the concert.

Free transportation for senior citizens 
is provided from Tonquish Creek Manor 
at 3:15 on the afternoon of the concert. This 
concert is made possible with the support of 
the State of Michigan through a grant from 
the Michigan Council for the Arts and by 
a grant from the Plymouth Rotary Founda­
tion.
