Carmady house on Maln
has 15 years of remodehng

Tom and Betty Carmady were thinking of moving out of their home on Main
St. in Plymouth and into one of the outlying subdivisions-several years ago --

'until the blizzard of 1978 convinced them otherwise. |

“We had friends in some of the subdivisions further;out of the city, and they
ended up being snowed|in for weeks,”” Tom remembers. “Then it dawned on us
that it was not all bad to live on Main Street.” The altemanve -- remodeling.

For a total investment of $18,000 the Carmadys virtually changed the entire

appearance of the house. *“We made all the changes for much, much less than
the mterest rateon a ne\Jv mortgage,” Tom calculates.

In the 15 years the Carmadys have owned the l;ouse, many of the basics have -
been replaced -- a new furnace, eleqtnml rewitring and new plumbing were
installed over several years. ““You can put a lot of money in cosmetics, but the
basics are most important,’”” Tom says.

It was decided that the front porch, which was vnrtually unused would be
remived. ‘Sm patio at the back of the house was the ®enter of outdoor
activities for the family, the front porch was unneeded.

“*We had called a contractor and asked what we could do to change tbe house,”
Tom recalls. “‘He said it was not always what you could do by adding some-
thing, but also what could be done by taking something away.”

' Removing the porch created other problems, however. Without it, the front of

‘the house looked uninteresting. Dormers were added to balance ‘the design and

add space to the upstairs -- there are now two extra closets and a guest room.

The home was re-sided and insulated with double-blanket material. New
shutters were installed, as well as a new set of roof es. ““When we tore off
the old shingles, we found there were six layers of them,” Tom says. **The new

. ones look like wood shakes, but they’s asphalt.”

Throughout the constmcnon, the Carmadys coordinated’ dosely with their
contractor. “My advice is to get-a contractor you can work with,” advises Tom.
*“We also figured costs first and dealt with cash, up front. That was very impor-
tant. The contractor was never worried where the money was going to come from,
and it made the whole situation more comfortable.”

Tom adds that ﬁnancu;g Af.improvements should be consldered carefully
before.wotk is started. “We didaot inake any major changes: nintil we owned,the

home.and could afford themTk” he says. J v
