By a vole of five to two, the Plymouth 

Township trustees last night approved an 
initial agreement to contract for police ser­
vices with the city of Plymouth.

Voting against the contract were Trust­
ees Barbara Lynch and Andy Printer.

The agreement was approved subject to 
revision by township and city attornies, 
who will present a final version for voting 
before a joint meeting of city and town­
ship officials within two weeks or less.

The agreement calls for the city to fur­
nish patrol, investigative, communicative,

and administrative services to the township 
at a cost of $252,000.

Representatives from the Wayne County 
Sheriff Department urged the township to 
reconsider entering the agreement.

Some township residents expressed con­
cern over the ability of the city to police a 
larger area and ambiguous language within 
the agreement. Others expressed prefer­
ence for the sheriff’s control during the 
two-hour debate. t

“ It’s an open-ended contract,” said'Su­
pervisor Maurice Breen.

$261,000 penalty clause the  city would pay 
the township if the city .attem pted  to annex 
the township. The $261,000 figure represents 
the amount it would cost the township 
to start its own police force.

The d ty  police, departm ent will now patrol 
a combined area of 18 miles between the 
city and township -  an increase of 16 miles 
for the city poiioe.

One of seven possible > redistricting plans 
has-been endorsed by the Plymouth-Canton 
Board of Education, and  will be the  subject 
o f five upcoming public forums.

Parents will be able to address Plan III, 
which places Fiegel and Bird Schools on 
Extended School Year (ESY) and phases 
in the sixth g rade, at forums held at each of 
the middle schools on Feb. 16 to 19.

Input from parents, will be considered 
before a fifth public forum is held prior 
to  im plem enting a final plan.

Endorsed by the  board at Monday night’s 
m eeting, the  plan is th e  result of research 
conducted by Ecosystem s, a Cleveland, 
Ohio-based consulting firm which currently 
plots bus routes for th e  school system .

Working with a  se t o f  param eters estab ­
lished by the board. Ecosystem s reported 
seven different plans to  accommodate 
w hat board president Carol Davis term ed 
t|ie  “ phenom enal g row th" in the  district.

Supt. John Hoben explained the  housing 
problem s are largely th e  result of a  school 
population “ b u lg e "  which has contributed 
to overcrowding a t th e  high school level.

Davis added th e  best way to decrease 
th e  excessive studen t population at CEP 
would be to realign ninth grade, dropping 
it to the  m iddle school level. This, in tu rn , 
would force a  “ phase in "  o f 6th grade to 
som e elem entary schools due to available 
space in K-5 schools.

W hat’s 
needed is more information that can be fed 
through com puter program^ -  which we are 
trying to get -• and tha t could help give us 
probabilities on the  major trouble a reas.”

Other figures from the  departm ent sheet 
for 1980 indude  704 item s listed as dam age 
to property (761 in 1979). There were 224 
cases of non-aggravated I assault in . 1980 
and 85 aggrayated assau lts, while in 1979 
the  figures.were 160 and 60, respectively.

“ W e need to know how much work we are 
doing and you have to s ta rt som etim e,”  
said Stew art. “ You don’t know where you’re 
going if  you don’t  know w here you’ve been .’’

The suspects then left through a second 
story office window of the store, jamming the 
alarm on the way out and leaving the exact, 
tiriie of entrance a mystery police said.

Not iu this case,”  said 
investigating Lieutenant Henry Berghoff. 
"A pparently they knew what they wanted, 
but why they dum ped most of the pills 
together we don’t know. It’s quite a large 
num ber of na/cotics.”

, Hoedel added the leasing agreem ent is 
very cost efficient, citing the negotiated cost 
of $1 per square foot versus the usual $8 
to $12 per square foot for that type of agree­
ment.

School millage renewed 
in light voter turnout

In an election characterized by a tight voter 

turnout, Plymouth-Canton schools received 
a 10.36 mill renewal by a narrow margin.

Passing by 405 votes according to unof­
ficial resu lts , the  renewal assures nearly 
25 per cent ’o f th e  d istric t's  operating mil­
lage for th e  next six years.

Approximately 10 per cent o f  the district’s '
46,000 eligible voters participated in the 
renewal election. A g reater num ber of per­
sons visited th e  polls than in other /school 
elections, said Richard Egli, community 
relations director, j>ut percentage-w ise,'voter 
turnout dropped slightly. )

Five voting precincts turned down the m il­
lage renewal: Precinct 1 at -jCentraiRfiddle 
School, Precinct 4 at Starkweather School, 
Precinct 5 at Allen School and Precinct 14 
at Bird School, all in Plymouth and Plymouth 
Township. Precinct 2 at Gallimore School 
in Canton, also defeated the renewal.

Central Middle voters defeated the renewal 
by votes. Starkw eather voters by two, 
Allen voters Ky 38 and Bird voters said no 
to the renewal by a margin of 10 votes.

Gallimore School, which has had a variety 
of personnel and schedule changes in the past 
lew yearb, defeated the renewal by a total 
ol two votes.

Paper ballots were used in the election, 
with a total of 33 votes spoiled.

"Not an unusually high num ber,”  said 
Egli. He said many of the spoiled votes were 
not clearly indicated with an "X ,” which was 
needed to make them  valid.

A total of 4,554 voters went to the polls 
last Thursday, although Egli admitted some 
people who were called prior to the elec­
tion didn’t know the millage was being 
renewed. Egli also said voter turnout for 
school elections is usually light, compared 
to general elections.

After the unofficial election results were 
posted last Thursday, Supt. John Hoben 
said, "Instead of worrying about $38 mil­
lion, now we only have to worry about $28 
million.”

Hoben added although the millage renewal 
passed, there will be problems trying to m ain­
tain present program s with an anticipated 
deficit of $3Vz .million to $4 million. He said 
the  deficit is due to decreases in state aid 
and inflation costs.

Speculating on the defeat of the millage 
renewal in five districts and the  narrow m ar­
gin with which it passed in others, Egli 
com mented, " I  suspect we picked up nega­
tive votes because of problems with re- 
dislricting.”

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C ity  C ornish passes

The City o f Plymouth City Commission 
passed  a  resolution last M onday tha t provides 
an Ordinance for flood dam age prevention.

The ordinance,, according to  the State of 
M ichigan, and th e  Federal governm ent 
in the National Flood Insurance Program , 
allows Plym outh residents to purchase Flood 
Plain Insurance at already established 
rates.

Buildings already  in insistence and new 
build ings within a designated flood plain of 
Plym outh, along Tonquish Creek running 
Northwest to Southeast will be required by 
the ordinance to  build flood proof structures 
and , if financed by a Federal loa tu t£F edera l­
ly chartered loan institution, purchase of 
Flood in su rance is m andatory.

The areas of special flood hazard were 
identified by th e  Federal Insurance Admini­
stration in a  scientific engineering report

for th e  city. A flood insurance ra te  map is a 
part o f the  ordinance. T he study is on file at 
th e  office of th e  Ci ;y Engineer.

The resolution w as unanimously passed, 
bu t Commissioner Dave Pugh was unhappy 
with th e  ordinance.

"W e almolst have to pass lihis. If we don’t 
and have a floyd, the re  wiill be no money 
from the Federal governm ent,”  said Pugh. 
" I t shows one part of governm ent tugging 
a t another.” ;

Pugh | addled th a t the ordinance forces 
builders to im prove their p resent structures 
for flood protection and couldi violate, another 
city ordinance tha t deals with providing 
access to buildings.

" In  1974 an ordinance was passed saying 
tha t every commercial, public and municipal 
building has to  have access for handicapped 
p e o p le /’ said Pugh.

" I f  a  building has a  second floor, there

m ust also be som e kind total access to the 
second floor.”

That would m ean an elevator or some kind 
o f ram p structure said Pugh. With th e  or­
dinance, based on a  100-year flood plan, 
many new buildings would have to  build 
a  higher base structure , as high as th ree 
feet. That would interfere with th e  public 
access ordinance. '

" I t ’s like a  Catch-22. A person would not 
only have to  build against floods but ip doing

so he would have to go o u t of his way to 
provide th e  access and in most cases that’s 
not really easy ,”  Pugh said.

Under section six o f th e  ordinance it. says, 
"A ny ordinances or p arts  o f ordinances 
contained within th e  city code which is in 
conflict in total or in part with this ordinance 
is hereby repealed insofar; as there  may be 
a conflict.”  J

Costly snow
Leaving snow on (panton Township side­

walks could be a cosily business, according 
to  th e  tow nship’s ordinance that requires 
all sidewalks he cleared of. snow and ice,

Canton Township Supervisor Jim  Poole 
said  the  tow nsh ip . requests the  help of all 
residen ts and businesses in th e  area to  keep 
th e  sidewalks properly cleared.

Vice-president Stephen H arper added, 
" I  think th e  public will ask for more expense, 
with more stability, or to spend less money 
and guarantee another boundary change in 
a  year or tw o ."  On a vote, tru stees decided 
to elim inate Plan IV from board endorse­
m ent.

After th e  derision to  endorse only Plan 
III, board m em bers debated how to  receive 
public input prior to  adoption o f a  plan.

Trustee Sylvia Stetz suggested  a  news­

Richard Egli, adm inistrative assistant 
for .community relations, also unveiled 
a  strategy for publicizing th e  basic plan, 
including direct m ailings, radio spots and 
new spaper articles.

Although trustees voted to  not use the 
new sletter approach, president Davis com­
m ented, "A  public forum is the .place for 
public input. One of the  things we’re trying 
to do is d ean  up th e  boundaries, and I think 
we should give thp public the best plan.

For rescue or fire emergencies in Plymouth Township, the number remains 

as 453-2545. (Non emergency phone calls should use 453-2546.)

The honeymoon plays an important part in planning a wedding. Where to go 

and for how long depends a lot on y<mr budget.
Whether you’re planning a weekend in Toronto or three weeks in Europe, 

the local travel agencies can help you plan your dream trip. If you haven’t decided 
what kind of honeymoon to take, Ride Sylvain, Travel Editor at the Free Press 
has many ideas. ""

Honeymooners are developing the same trends as the general traveling public, 
said Sylvain. Adventure tours are popular for people who like white water trips 
or hand gliding. "People are staying doser to home - even the hopeless roman­
tics are under the same budget the rest of us are,” he said.

There are many country inns within a day's drive. National House Inn in Mar­
shall is a nice place for honeymooners or people who think they are, said Sylvain. 
He said there are many small inns throughout Michigan and Canada.

With cruises out of reach for most budgets, Sylvain recommends Canada, 
Mexico, or the Caribbean islands for seven days. The package deals offer the best 
rates: a resort in St. Thomas called Pools and Pavilions caters to honeymooners. 
Each room has a private pool surrounded by high walls for privacy. The resort 
overlooks a tropical rain forest. v

Toronto and Montreal are popular spots for time conscious honeymooners. 
According to Tom Thrun at Travel Center, package trips to Canada offer a lot to 
a budget minded couple. Round trip to Toronto by rail including two nights 
at a! hotel ranges from $70 to $100 per person, or a couple edn fly to Montreal 
for a weekend for $189 including two nights at a hotel. Other popular places for 
short Honeymoons, according to Thrun, are Las Vegas and Niagara Falls.

"No matter where you! go, a charter package is the least expensive,” 
Thrun. He added the further in advance, you book a flight, the cheaper it is. ..

"[The key is to do it early -  before prices increase and reservations are still 
available,” he said.

Marriage ceremonies, be they with judge or mayor or

Two legal steps that must accompany other preparations are taking a blood 
test and obtaining a marriage license. There are a few other legal matters to tend

The legal age for a marriage in Michigan is 18 for a male and 
of the parents) for a female.

Once the couple has set the date for the wedding, they then must visit their 
physician, nr any area medical clinic and have blood tests prepared.

The blood test can be taken no earlier then 30 days prior tel the wedding. So 
if the wedding date was set for March 10, the tests could be taken from Feb. 8 on.

The blood tests are taken to check the bride and groom for communicable 
venereal disease an<Tto have blood types on record for future use, such as: with the 
birth of a child. - I

After the blood test results are obtained, one of thh couple must go to the 
Wayne County Building and its Marriage Licensing Bureau. The building is at 
201 Woodward in Detroit. To be married in Wayne, one of the couple must be a 
county resident.

If the results of the blood'test prove positive for either the bride or groom, 
the only way to obtain a marriage license then is if a doctor certifies on paper that 
the disease is arrested or non-communicable.

According to County Deputy Clerk Bob Ruggeroli, the person must pass a 
standardized health test to ensure the disease is in a non-communicable state.

"The licensing bureau is just another of the County Clerk's! functions," added 
Ruggeroli.

A marriage license is $20 and must also be obtained 33 days prior to the actual 
wedding.

Blood test results plus identification, such as birth certificates, are taken 
to the bureau and processed. That takes about five days and then your marriage

.Since marriage can be viewed as a cointract of the relationship between two 
persons, why can’t there be another contract to cover everything else? 

Apparently, there is. j
Many area lawyers report an increase in the number of prospective newlyweds 

who want a pre-nuptial agreement, or "marriage contract.” j
At a mention of the term, many people immediately think of a situation por­

trayed in the film "Private Benjamin,” when in the midst of a romantic moment 
the heroine is suddenly confronted with a pen and a legal document she cannot 
understand. * j j

Actually, couples who want a pre-nuptial agreement are more interested in 
avoiding trouble than creating it. j

Thomas Hartnett, a Plymouth attorney, says persons vyho have been previously 
married and have children are the greatest users of the agreements, and they do 
so for emotional as well as financial reasons. Many remember the experience 
of a drawn-out or difficult divorce and don’t want to repeat it, Isays Hartnett.

In its simplest form, a pre-nuptial agreement is a document completed prior 
to a marriage which spells out a property settlement in the event the marriage 
fails. Usually custom-tailored to a couple’s financial condition, the contract is 
sighed, witnessed and notarized. j

Although most Michigan courts consider pre-nuptial agreements valid, thev can 
be thrown out "if they are considered overreaching,” says Robert Delaney, a 
longtime Plymouth attorney.

Hartnett adds, ’There is also some controversy on whether they can be void 
if they are construed as promoting divorce. You have to!be careful drawing 
these agreements up.” [

Aside from the legal propriety of pre-nuptial agreements, one cannot avoid the 
feeling that they presuppose divorce will eventually ojccur. "A lot of people 
feel, candidly, that the relationship may not be permanent” sjays Hartnett.

However, the agreements may have other uses. Delanjey explains: "Frequent­
ly, they are very intentionally done to convince one party t<> marry the other.” 
If ^ woman feels she will be assured of sonie property jin t ie  event of a failed 
marriage, for example, she might be more willing to entei; into the marriage in the 
first place. I

Delaney recoiuits the story of a woman wljo had been divorced from a man of 
very limited financial means, and came tc secure a pre-nuptial agreement prior 
to marrying a man who was in a far better economic situation.

After interviewing the woman, Delaney convinced the prospective groom he 
should double the amount of the guaranteed settlement. The marriage has lastede gw
many yearn, Delaney skys wryly, and is still goingIstrpng.

Pre-nuptial agreements may also be used to set guidelines for responsibilities 
of the marriage. Robert Creenstein, a Canton attorney, says "They are also used 
to guarantee a wife or husband will not ienter into the financial area of the mar­
riage. There are a thousand ways ID do them.” , J 

Not only that, bqt some couples come id after a period of time to re-negotiate 
the contract. Delaney explains that as thje financial condition of the marriage 
waxes and wanes, so may the terms of the contract,

Although the practice of marriage contrhcts is not new -  years ago they were 
popular because divorces were harder to settle -  t|ie reasons for them are chang­
ing. But whether to provide emotional orj financial security, many couples are 
turning to legal contracts where personal agreements [might not seem assured.

As Creenstein says, 'The agreement is not between two people, but is an 
agreement with the courts. The courts i Itimatejy decide if the people can’t 
agree.” ' '

That is why it's important to take special care choosing a wedding 
pner^

Here are a few tips:
First, the general rule. "You get what you pay for,*' holds true in wedding 

photography. Don*t run out and choose a super-cut rate One-time-only special 
from a fly-by-night operator. And don't let your unde, who assures you he knows 
everything about photography but probably couldn't tell a lens from a light- 
meter, shoot your wedding.

Shop around for a reputable professional. He or she may have slightly higher 
prices, but it will be worth it in the long run. If dealing with a large studio ask to 
speak directly with the photographer who will shoot your wedding. Beware 
of studios that show samples of work done by someone other than your photo­
grapher.

Second i book your| photographer well in advance. If your wedding is in the busy 
months, June through September, one year in advance isn't too early.

Third, match your tastes with your photographer's style. If you like the tradi­
tional posed shots, choose a photographer who excels in this area. If, on the other 
hand, you like mor&creative or unusual photos, or you want to be sure to capture 
the spirit of the reception, select a photographer who can show you with his book 
of proofs that he or she can do these things. ^  -

Fourth, reserve some time. A photographer has to capture all the moods of 
your wedding, and she or he can't do it well without your help. Tell him who the 
special relatives are, for example, and any particular scenes or people you want 
captured. Don't let Aunt Tilley or Unde Harry interfere with professional work 
by telling the photographer how to take pictures.
| Finally be patient after the wedding. Your photographer will need time Jto com­
plete the proofs and the album. The proofs should take three weeks to pomplete, 
witb the final album taking up to eight weeks to complete.

"Y ou shoe horses depending on how they’re  
rid d en ,”  explains Stanford.

H orses ridden hard  o r jum ped, for exam ­
ple , need shoes with a  lip around the  out­
side  edge to  prevent a  shoe from dislodging. 
H oof deform ities also require special shoes!. , 
H orseshoes for  snow o r icy conditions may 
be  equipped  with studs and  may have a  piece 
o f backing m aterial to. p revent snow  from 
packing in  th e  bottom o f th e  horse 's  foot!, 
which is concave. M any horses are  not shoed 
a t all in  th e  w inter. ■ i

" I  work mostly in  th e  sum m er and fall,’’ 
says Stanford. ''W h en  you shoe a  horsey 
every six or eigh t weeks, afte r awhile thej 
hoof ju s t can’t  take any m ore nails pounded! 
into it. D uring the  w inter, th e  hooves can! 
re s t.”  ’

On a  typical shoeing operation, Stanford ‘ 
first read ies his tools. Paring knives are 
sharpened , supplies are checked and the 
portable forge is ignited if  a  shoe is to  be 
fit. ” 1 use  a  gas forge instead of a  coal 
on e ,”  says Stanford, "although I’m th in k -.

ing  o f going back to  coal -- it’s  cheaper.”
The sole o f a  horse’s  foot is first pared  with 

a  knife and trim m ed with a  d ip p e r, much like 
cu tting  fingernails. In fact, a  horse’s  hoof is 
sim ilar to  a  hum an fingernail, bu t much 
thicker.

Care m ust be taken in paring — if  th e  cut 
is  too deep , a  farrier can bloody the  hoof 
and injure the horse. \

Trimming, o r "nipping^”  takes off much 
o f  the length and decreases th e  angle o f the  
bottom o f the  hoof. A p rerisoang le  is needed, 
and a  special tool is usqd to  accurately ‘ 
m easure it. H ere, too, c a re  m ust be taken. 
If too much o f the hoof is nipped there will 
not be  enough left to  hold the  nails for the  
shoe.

The hoof is  filed flat with a  rasp . I f  no shoe 
is to  be nailed on (many horses are  left un- 
shoed in th e  winter), th e  process is complete 
and is called "p as tu re  trim m ing.”

If  shoes are to be app lied , they are fitted 
to-the horse. Fitting the horse’s  hoof to  a shoe 
is called "dubb ing”  or "cow boying,”  and 
is bad for the horse, says Stanford.

or Sheriff Patrol so th a t no large areas here 
would go unpatrolled, said G raper.

The city currently responds to  calls for help 
within 10 m inutes and spends 30 m inutes 
at the  scene, said  City M anager Henry 
Graper.” This 10-30 system  is expeced tjp 
work efficiently even with police officers 
patrolling the increased area , said Graper.

Graper has said thatj the city could provide 
one or two cars for th e  township and one car 
for the city , on a  constant basis. Monthly 
m eetings will be held with the township; 
on police m atters to gauge the  performance! 
of the police service. !

The revenues from th e  township as a 
result o f the contract will avoid layoffs!

If there are any violations of the  contract 
or non-performance by the city in the con­
tract, the township can void the  contract. 
If the township reneges on the  contract, 
it will pay com pensation for employes hired 
by the d ty . The township may also pay for 
repainting d ty  patrol cars, G raper said.

M ost fitting is done with "k eg ”  shoes, 
purchased from a  supply outfit. "H andm ade 
shoes take  too long and are  too hard to do ,”  
says Stanford, although h e  keeps a  supply 
o f b ar stock on hand if  the  need arises for a 
custom shoe.

H orseshoes come in many sizes and thick­
nesses, ju s t as  horse’s  hooves. A fter selecting 
the  righ t size, Stanford opens the nail holes 
with a  punch, and frequently marks them 
for left and  right hooves if  th e  shoe should 
ever need  re-setting. D ifferent shoes are 
needed  for the  front and back hooves. "H ind 
shoes are  poin tier,”  he adds.

Using the  forge, Stanford heats th e  shoe to 
fit it to  the  hoof. "H otshoeing ,”  as it is 
called, is th e  best way to get an accurate 
fit, says Stanford. "A  good shoe shouldn’t- 
have any m arks on th e  surface from the 
anvil,”  he explains.

Stanford uses a  set o f spreaders to fit the 
shoe, in addition to  th e  classic ham m er and 
anvil. 'T h e  hardest part besides levelling the  
foot is shaping the shoe,”  says Stanford.

Once th e  shoe is fit correctly, it is nailed 
to  the foot. Nails are not driven completely 
in to th e  hoof, but through the  thickest 
part o f th e  foot and out. The protruding 
nail ends are then bent upwards and trimmed 
off. The best job is one completed with the 
nail ends through the  hoof on an even line, 
Stanford says. " I f  a  nail comes out higher 
than  the o thers, the  hoof grows back badly 
and the  horse comes up lam e.”

Stanford adm its there have been unskilled 
farriers who occasionally work the area, and 
many tim es h e  has been called to correct a 
had shoeing job.

Although some sta tes license farriers, 
M ichigan does not. it is a business based on 
perform ance, without regulation. Stanford 
does not even advertise -- all his clients 
com e to  him by referral.

"You can make a good living at it, but you 
gotta bust your b u tt ,”  he says. "O n a busy

day I shoe five horses. 1 usually work six 
days a w eek.”  Joan  recalled a stretch last 
sum m er when the pair worked six weeks 
without a  day off.

Although Stanford m entions long hours 
with the possibility of no pay, lots of book- 
work and high overhead ("Phone bills are 
never less than $50 and trucks don 't last 
th ree years .” ), he says th e  positive things 
outwiegh the bad.

"I can set my own schedule,” he explains. 
"I can work outside, which I enjoy, and I 
work with horses.

"A nd th e re ’s no union.”

Plym outh becam e nationally recognized 
by figure skating en thusiasts when it hosted 
th e  1981 Eastern G reat -Lakes Regionals 
a t th e  Plym outh C u ltu ra l C enter the first 
week o f  D ecem ber. /

Plym outh’s  effort, headed by the Plymouth 
F igure Skating Club m ade the event m em or­
able for both participants and fans and helped 
th e  com m unity becom e a  figure skating 
center.

'T h e  club w as given the  regionals and they 
p u t to ge ther com m ittees to get their volun­
tee rs  go ing ,”  said  Plymouth Recreation 
D irector Chuck Skene. "Technically they 
w ere th e  sponsor o f the event.

"O u r efforts were to  get everything 
they needed  ready, from building a judges 
platform  to making transportation avail­
able for judges and coordinating the ice 
tim es ,”  Skene said.

According to  the d u b ’s representative, 
Bill M cShane, d o se  to 100 volunteers a s ­
sisted  in th e  com petition, along with 10 to 
15 volunteers from Skene’s staff.

M oney wise, the finfih figures are still not 
com plete, !>ut Skene said the Cultural Cen­
te r  received a basic chunk of $3,600 plus 
money m ade a t the concession stand  -  rough­
ly $1000 a  day.

"O bviously, this was a good event for 
th e  C ultural C enter, bu t m ore im portant 
it helped the  community as a whole and put 
Plym outh in the  spotlight,”  said the  City’s 
Recreation Director.

"W e  need this kind o f event regularly. 
Efforts a re  being m ade to introduce the 
D etroit area as a  big skating com munity,”  
said  M cShane. "R ight now, we are putting 
a  -package together to draw  the  1963 Mid-

w esterns a t the C enter.”
Mid w esterns are  the next step  in the 

ladder to reaching the Nationals for II.S. 
figure skaters. This year they were held 
in M inneapolis Minn.

Next year th e  M idwesterns will be in Texas 
and then  in 1962 it returns to the Eastern 
G reat Lakes region.

The Mid w esterns feature champions 
from the  three nationwide sections. East, 
M idw est and Pacific .and although not as 
big in num bers of com petitors, the  event 
has a b igger national following.

"F rom  our end we haye guaranteed 
the da tes  and committed $5,000,”  said 
Skene. "T he reason for this is the seating

capacity o f the center is not as big as sonte of 
th e  o ther bidders and they (United States 
F igure Skating Association) need some 
g u a ra n te e s .”

'T h is  is a much more prestigious event 
than the regionals we held in December 
and it could draw many more people to the 
com m unity ,"  added M cShane. "Typically 
you g e t 164 com petitors from 29 states for 
th e  M idw esterns, since they are the final step 
before N ationals.”

The figure skating d u b  and Plymouth-
