Alternative Services is a non-profit cor­
poration that contracts with the State of 
Michigan Mental Health Department for 
services to develop mentally disabled.

Bennett said the home’s residents are tem­
porarily living at the Northville Residential 
Training Center while the home is being 
repaired.

The residents were upset and confused 
by the incident, Bennett said, and are being 
reassured by health service workers. "They’ll 
probably move bade in April,” Bennett said.

Although Stew art said it was estim ated 
500 hours per m onth could be saved bv im-j 
plem enting a com puter system , it was im pos­
sible to tell w hether police officers would 
be able to spend more tim e on the  road.

"A  com puter will not necessarily free up 
patrolm en, bu t it will allow them  to do other 
th ings,’’ said Stewart:

He added, 'T im e  saving is 50 per cent 
of our concern. We» can also talk about what 
we can do with that tim e -  spending m ore of 
it on crime reduction activities, for exam ple.”

To be honest, Roberts said bluntly it was his 
organization, and he would (consider other 
op in ions."

’ According to Roberts, who formed the 
M erchant Association last year, the bulk 
o f promotions and advertising work for the 
group had been accomplished solely by he 
and  o ther board m em bers. "Too many people 
had ideas but didn’t want to do anything 
about them ,”  he added.

Proposing incorporation as. a non-profit 
ad agency would shift promotional work to a 
full-time staff, he said , instead of to board 
m em bers "w ho have their own businesses 
to ru n .”  .
