There is another observation that (‘amé
to mind as a rash of school vandahsm
calls signal the arrival of spring.

~ That observation is that the only
consistency seen in human beings is their
inconsistency. -

For example, the law makes us
responsible for our pets. It tells us we
must not let them run loose: If they do,
thev may be apprehended and wefmust
bail them out-or, if we don’t, they will be
destroved or turned over to another
owner.

The law goes even farther. If our dog
destroys the property of another, bites a
child or the postal carrier or gets into a
farmer’s sheep herd, we are liable for the
damage, under the law.
