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NORMAN KELLMAYN

BY PICK BROWN }
On Saturday, March 28, when the
members of the American Nazi Party
started a rally at Kellogg “Park in

" Plvmouth, Norman Kellman of Plvmouth

qtepped up to the line of uniformed Nazis
standing at parade rest, grabbed one of_
the placards and ripped it to shreds.

His action resulted in a confrontation
and some shoving and threats of more
violent actions, prompting the Plymouth
police department to step in and break up
the rally. The Nazis were then ordered o
leave the area.

Who is Norman Kellman and what
compelled him to 1ake that action? *

Part of the answer can be obtained by
reading his letter to the editor on the
community opinion pages of this issue of
The Commumty Crier. More of the
answer comes in the following account of
his background written in his own words.

"My dealmgs with the Nazis began in
my teen years,around 1936.

"Bemg of German extraction, I had
relatives in Germany who used to write

my family telling them of all the won-

derful things that were happening over
there. Hitler was turning their economy
around and rebuilding the "country so it
could ¢nce more have a voice in the
world. I was so proud that I was a German
that | seriouslv considered joining the
Hitler Jugen or the German-American
Bund.

“The U..S. entered the war and I'sort
of pulted in my neck a bit. But ail this tatk
about concentration camps and the
mistreatment of Jews was all lies and
propaganda to get us mad at the Ger-
mans. | believed it. :

“I was drafied and reluctantl\ went
overseas, | was in the thick of the fighting

‘Who is Norm Kellman,
~why does he hate Nazis?

but my heart wasn’t in it. That was--until |
had the terrible experience of liberating a
labor camp.

“The Germans had alreadv pulled out
of the area and we ‘were moving in. The
group of men I was with were ap-
proaching a sort of barbed wire enclosure.

“Someone in the enclosure hollered
out something and people no ‘more than
human skeletons started to stream out of
a building behind the barbed wire. They
all started to cheer us as we approached
but instead of waiting for us, they started
to tear themselves trying to get through
the barbed wire to get to us. We tried to
gesture to them to wait for us, but they

- kept coming through the barbed wire. For

some of them it was their last living effort
and they lay dead with their arms out-
stretched toward us.

“For those who made it to us, they fell
on the ground 10 kiss our feet.

“Something inside me snapped. 1 tried
not to believe what I was seeing. The next
thing I knew [ started to vomit.

I don’t remember now where this
place was. Time and age have taken their
1oll.

"Throughout the years [ have tried to
blot this experience from my mind, but
every time | see someone carrying a sign
with the hakenkreuz, or swastika as they
call it, something inside of me 1akes over.

“Even now, 1 wish that my Kellman
name was Jewish instead of German.

"1 also abhor communism.”’

Kellman concluded "his personal ac-
count by saving that three times in
writing this message, he had to stop and
compose himself before finishing.

So, that is why Norman Kellman did

what he did at Kellogg Park in Plymouth.
